Interesting Intelligence from California,

fornia news furnished by this mail:

.ludce Terry, indicted for killing Senator
Hrodor.ck in a duel, wa? ariaigned on
to plead in the Court of SessionsofSan Fran-
ci.«C->. His counsel moved Jor a transfer of the
case to the Fourth District Cou*t, al*o In San
Francisco, which was denied. The case was
postponed till the 20th, to. «ive Ume
to apply to the SupremeCourt fcr a manda-
mus compellingthe transfer.

Colonel J. \V. Pardee, an old and much re-
stiected citizen, formerly manager of Wells,
Farco &. Co.'s ivtriking business, died sud-
denly,on the 'ibth ult., of hemorrhage of tho
luiitrs.

There were about six hundred thousand dol-
lars in the State Treasury ou the Ist.

Snow had falleu to the depthof four feet in
the Sierra Nevada mountains; notwithstand-ing which,aaya the Placerville Observer, we
see many persons on foot and horseback, or
with trains ot pack mules, pushingon to reachthe Horseshoe mines.

Over three tons of silver ore arrived at SanFrancisco on the 59th nit.Encouraging news from Oarson Valley con-
tinues to be received. New discoveries of gold
and silver, and latterlyof lead, were frequent-
ly reported.

Henry Meredith, of Nevada, recently pur-chased a one-fortieth share in the originalCoinstock Silver Mines for 810,000.The San Fraucisco Standard savs that if thelevee is not instantly repaired,that city will be
inundated.

The month of November was one of almontcontinued storms arid rains, and has given au-
gury of an unusually wet season.The steamer Panama arrived at San Fran-ckoo on the 2sth, bringing Oregon dates of
the 35th ult.

A Democratic Convention had been held in
Oregon City. Sixteen delegates from eight
counties withdrew, leaving eleven couit*
represented. Those who remained sele
Gen. Lane and Judge Heady as delegates to
the Charleston Convention, instructingthem
to vote for (*en Joe Lane for President. The
seceders resoUed to support the nominee of
the Charleston Convention, but elected no
delegates.

Oregon paperscontain furtheraccounts from
the new Similkameen (told mines, represent-
ing them as a reality,aud probably extensive.
Gold has been found a hundred miles above
the point where it was first discovered. As
evidence of the richness of these mines, an ac-
count says that the parties discharged from,
immediatelyfitted out at Oolville and went
there, and soldiers who had not worked more
than three or four months exhibited SGoo or
xHUtieach. Already several partieshave start-
ed for the diggings. From the Hailes compa-
ny about fifty organized at Portland for the
same purpose, but there would be no great
rush until spriug.

T he steamer LtBoucbere arrived on the :*th
from Victoria, bringing 154 passengers and
dates of the Sid tilt. On the a-jd a steamer ar-
rived from Victoria New Westminster, with
about $100,000 in goldand 175 passengers. The
passengers gave a lettering account of the
Upper Fraser river diggings,but the prospects
of a severe winter were causing the entire
stbaudonment of that region till next spring.
Lower Fraser river was free of ice, and the
miners were disposed to stay during the win-
ter. About 1,500 miners remain at th«Van-
conr diggings. The general impression at
Fraser river was that there -i-otild be an immi-
gration of ten thousand to British Columbia
by the close of March, but there does not ap-
pear any pood foundauwi tfalfee extrava-
gant expectations.

Major Hownie was on his way down fromthe Upper Fraser river region by the Lillivet
trainaud Port Douglass. There were reports
of his havingmade some valuable geographi-
cal discoveries on his journeyfrom the coast
to F_>rt Alexander, among which were a chain
of lalces extendingalong the route one hun-
dred and fifty miles, so that steamers drawing
twelve inches of water can navigate a distance
of 100 miles further than steamers drawing
four feet, which latter run on Senass river, and
a practicable portageof forty miles will then
reach Fort Alexander. These reports are
looked upon at Victoria as important, as if
true the upper miningdistricts will be much
moreaccessible than heretofore, beii:g brought
almost within water communication of Vic-
toria.

Numerous buildings ofwood and brick were
being erected at Victoria, and real estate was
said to be rising. The papers contain not a
word bearing on the late San Juan difficulty.

Only a light commercial trade was doing,
and no larpe operations were ventured upon.

Sals op Bakbee's "Fisiier Girl."?Mr
Barbee's exquisite statue of the "Fisher Gir!,'>
valued by the artist at 5-3,000, was sold at auc-
tion in the Merchants' Exchange, New York,
on Thursday, for the low sum of It
was purchased byMr. Ifenry Derby, lor the
Oosiiiopolitau Art Association. It will be
placed on exhibition at the Dusseldorf Gallery
and afterwards drawn by lottery. The Her-
a!<J says :

There is one great consolation for the sculp-
tor i/i this disappointment. What he may
have lost pecuniarily he has gained in fameby this exposure of his work. It was uni-
versally conceded, by competent judges, to be
superior to any productionof the kind that
has ever been brought uuder the hammerhere. When Mr. Barbee has another statue to
dispose of, he may rest assured that he willhave no difficulty in finding a purchaser for
it. The discriminating collectors who were
afraid to touch his chtf d'iruire because he had
not a reputation oi market currency will
be gild enough by and by to give him his
own prices. The humiliation of yesterday
is one of the penalties which genius has to pay
for a name. Let Mr. Barbee not be cast down
or discouraged; he will soon be in a position
to take his revenge on the indifl'erence of
those pretended patrons of art who can only
detect merit when it is endorsed by dealers
and presented to them with the surcharge of a
stilt commission.

Shocking I>kath of a Lunatic.?Some
time lastsummer a man named Winans, who
sang at some ofour concert saloons, becoming
unsettled in his mind,was admitted into the
lunatic department of the Almshouse. Ho
appeared to be in constant dread that some
one was in pursuit ofJmn to kill him, and
tnaile several attempts to escape. In Septem-
ber last he was missed, Bud nothing being
heard of him, it was supposed ho had effected
his escape. A few days ago another insane
patient got down into the cellar beneath the
building, and secreted himself lor some time
in one of the dark corners. A search was com-
menced for the ingitive, and in doing so,
<a man's knee was discovered protruding from
one of the chimney flues, and a further exami-
nation being made ahumtu figure was discov-
ered, which was found to be that of poor Wi-
nans. who bad been missing since September.
Theflesh was nearly all wasted from the body,
and its appearance denoted that he had died
from starvation. How he got in the place was
a mystery, as It did not appear possible for a
pert on tocompress himself in such a small
space.?Philadelphia Ledger.

Mr. Farnsworth wanted to ask Mr. Miles
thai* question.
Mr. Miles replied that he heartily, utterly

and from the bottom of hi* heart, deprecated
the violation of any law. [Applause.} He
recognized the higher law ot sentiment andhonor, which compelledhim to obey the Con-stitution.

Mr. Farnsworth asked the gentlemanwhetherhe was in favor of the repeal of the lawsagainst the slave trade IMr. Mills replied that he was not prepared
to say that he would not be in favor, at some
future time, of re-opening the trade. He be-lieved that it was useless todiscuss the ques-tion. No man believed ihat in the presentUnion the slave trade could be re-op«?ned.

Mr. Reagan remarked that he was against
re-opening the slave trade in or oui of llisUnion. Do you endorse the Helper Book !?Answer like a man.

Mr. Stanton utterly denied for his party thattliey endorsed anything whatever tending to
civil war and insurrection. He utterly ab-horred and detested it.Mr. Bonham regarded the act of 1820, whichstigmatized slaverj-as piracy, as a blot on thestatute book. Mr. Farnsworth wanted to know whetherMr. Bonham endorsed the sentiment in the?'Black Diamonds" for a revival of the Africanslave trade by law ?
Mr. Bonham replied, it was impracticable.?

He did not stand in the attitude of wishingto
violte any existing law.Mr. Moßae having been similarly interro-ga'.ed, said that, individually,he was in lavor
of re-opening the trade, but this was not thesentiment of the Democratic party in Missis-
sippi.
- Mr. Farnsworth said he did not believe that
the National Democratscouid be charged withadvocating the re-opening of the African slave
trade any more than that the Republicans en-
dorsed the acts of John Brown. He said hedid not endorse that part of the Helper bookwhich advised insurrecticn and arraying
slaves against their masters.

Mr. Lam.ir poured some hot shot into Sew-
ard, and declared himself against the re-open-
ing of the African slave trade.Mr. Farnsworth, resuming, said while he
would not resist the Fugitive Slave Law by
force of arms, he would not help to catch fu-gitive negroes. He would leave that dirty
work for the Democrats.

Mr. Barksdale said that the gentlemanhadsworn to support the Constitution, and any
man failing to carry out his oath was a trai-
tor. [This sentence was applauded.]

Mr. Farnsworth spoke fur two hours and a
half in defence of the Republican party.

Mr. English caused to be read an extract
from the Chicago Democrat,to show that, not-withstandingFarnsworth's denial that therewas not a man in Chicago who sympathized
with Brown's raid, a Brown sympathetic
meeting was held in Chicago.

The debate was further continued.The House againvoted for Speaker,Mr. Sher-
man, as on former occasions, wanting only
four of an election. Mr. Gilmer received 19,and Mr. Ilocock 10. There were 53 vot«s scat-
tering among twenty-four different gentle-
men.

Without further action the House adjourn-
ed.

In the House on Saturday, Mr. Fouke pro-
ceeded to reply to Mr. Farnsworth: and in
conclusion referred to a conversation between
Gov. Seward, of New York, and Gov. Smith,
of Virginia, in 1647 or 1848, as reported in the
Congressional Globe, in which the former hadexpressed a preference for negroes over for-
eigners.

Mr. William Smith, of Virginia narrated
the conversation as well as lie couid remem-
ber it. The substance of it was that, while he
was Governorof Virginia,he wassitting in the
council chamberone day, when a stranger en-
tered ai d announced himself as Mr. Seward,
of New York. A conversation ensued, in the
course of which Mr. Seward remarked that
they were going to allow all to vote in New
York, negroes as well as whites. To that ha
had replied that, if they had no objection to
free negroes in New York, they would send
them a certain number in every packet from
Virginia. Mr. Seward said he had noobjection
to that: they would receive thein with plea-
sure. They had much trouble with Irishmen
and the Irish vote. A good deal of money had
to be raised at election lime to secure them,
and tlie rascnln would take their money and
then vote against them; but they had no such
trouble with the colored people.In reply to that
Mr. Smith had then told him that he would
be happy toreceive an equal number of honest-
learted Germans or Irishmen for all the ne-
jroes that were sent to New York.

When Mr. Fouke had concluded his remarks,Mr. Farns worth made a short reply to some of
he points raised. _ ?

Mr. William Smith, of Virginia, then took
he floor and spokeat some length in regard to
he issues now before the House, alluding to
.he recent raid of John Brown and the Helper

pamphlet. He asked whether the House would
place a murderer or a thief in that chair.

Mr. Sherman rose and asked whether the
gentleman intended to apply that remark to
him.

Mr. Smith said he was merely giving an il-
lustration.

Mr. Curtis called the gentleman to order-
saying such remarks were unworthyof any
member, impeaching,as they did, the honor of
gentlemen of this House. He asked the gen-
tleman to recall his remarks.

Mr. Smith replied tliat when he had any-
thing to recall he would do so without being
asked. [Applause.] That was his way. If
gentlemen would Keep coel they would faro
better by it. He was putting the question
home. He charged nobody with being a mur-
derer or robber; but he did charge that when
they carnc here they found sixty-eight mem-
bers of the last Congress?some of whom are

He was illus-
trating his position, and, with a view of ilus-
trating it properly, he had used strong figures
of speech. He did not mean to insinuate that
gentlemenwould do anything dishonorable;

vast amount qf suffering conld be relieved ifbut one-half, or oiie-lourih, the money ex-pended iu useless trash conld be invested intood, fuel and clothingfor the destitute poor.Kverv willow mignt then have her vtilee log
to make cheerful her gloomy hearth by itsbrilliant bla~e?every orphau might be made
to rejoice at the tokens ofkindness from SantaClaus, tfnrt the giver, himself wheu the day
had closed, would only leel the more happy
that tie had been made the providential instru-
ment of dispensing happiness to others.
