Richmony Bispatch.

FRIDAY MORNING.... .DEQ. 30,
Proceedings in Congress.

In the House, Wednesday, Mr. Rust, of 1il.,
made & speech. He said that several years
2g0 he made a pledge to his constituents that
he would never again engage in sectional de-
bate, but recent eyents of an extraordinary
character have absolved him Yrom that pledge.

He alluded to the atrocity of John Brown's
raid, and the continned aggressions of the
North on_the rights of the mh‘ He spoke
of the infamous character of Helper’s book,
but said the non-slaveholders of the South
have no sympathy with such doectrines and
his appeals o them will be unheeded 'Yet,
that infamous book had been endorsed by the
candidate of the Republicans for the Speaker-
ship, and the whole antecedents of that gen-
tleman are in perfect keeping with this act.

He has been uniformly, cons icuously and
intensely sectional. No man L’u been more
intolerant to the South, and he owes his pres-
ent nomination less to his ability or his accom-
Plishments as a statesman than to his hostility
to the South. He invited us to scrutinize his
record, and he had done so. He alluded to
Mr. Sherman’s course on the Kansas bill and
the Army appropriation bill in the thirty-
fourth Congress. He spoke of the objects of
the Republican party, characterizing them as
treasonable.

Mr. Dunn called him to order, as the gentle-
muan violated propriety by using the term
treasonable. He said it the epithet applied to
any, it was to the other side of the House.

Mr. Rust resumed, and renewed the propo-
sition that the conservative members select a
candidate for Speaker from the Democrats, or
the Democrats select a candidate from them,
and both unite on such candidate.

Mr. OCox said he would not be negotiable in
any such business,

Mr. Hindman stated that neither would he
be thus transferred by his fellow-Democrats.
If any person outside the Democratic party
shouid be selected he would exercise his own
judgment, whether he would support him or
not.

Mr. Noell declared his readlness to vote for
any one selected from the other side, for the
sake of an organization.

Mr. Cox said he would vote for any anti-
Lecomptonite who might be selected, but his
duty to his constituents, and his own senti-
ments, would not permit him to vote for any
one of the Southern Americans, who were not
only opposed to all the doctrines of the Demo-
cratic party, but to civil and religious liberty.

Mr. Hill said they could get along without
the gentleman. You will not make a Speaker
on the basis of the proposition offered, be-
cause this is not the time ane® place to arrange
matters. Itcannot be done here. You must
do it by other means and appliances, to in-
duce the gentleman from Ohio to support such
nominee.

Mr. Hill, in response to Mr. Cox, said he
meant a resort to moral suasion.

Mr. Hardeman said he was willing to vote
for any conservative in opposition to a Re-
publican.

Mr. Rust said that there must bg conces-

sion.
Mr. Cox explained that he looked on the
Seuthern Opposition not 0 much_in opposi-
tion to the Republican as to the Democratic
party.

Mr. Hiundman said he would conform to the
usages of the Democratic party in eaucus, but
‘would not be transterred by a majority of his
party to support any one outside ot it. That
must be a matter for his own diseretion. In
the altérnative, however, between a Black Re-
publican and a South American, he would,
though with reluctance, vote for the latter,

Mr. Garnett caused to be read the resolution
of the Virgivia Legislature—unanimousiy
passed--advising the representatives from that
State to unite with the elements of the Oppo-
sition on any fair terms, against the Republi-
can nominee for Speaker.

Mr. Rust resumed his remarks. He declar-
ed his abhorrence to the re-opening of the
Africa slave trade, and did not seek 10 extend
slavery north of 36.30. There was enough
land in Arkansas for the surplus labor of the
country.

Mr. Hill said he understood Mr.Cox to say
that he looked on the Southern Opposition and
the Republican party asidentified in opposition
to the Democratic party.

Mr. Cox explained. He understood the
Southern Opposition to advocate the interven-
tion by Congress 10 establish slavery and the
Republican party as claimicg exercise of Con-

g onal power to prohibit slavery im the
tories. Both of these parties favor the
re-opening of the agitating question in Con-
gress, while the Democratic pariy say to both:
“Non-intervention.”

Mr. Hill inquired whether he thought from
the election of 1856 and the recent election in
New York, these parties are identical in pur-
pose and principle. -

Mr. Cox replied if the gentleman referred to
the North Americans, he wonld find them as
adverse as the Seuthern Opposition to the
Democratic party. If this were notso, why
did not the gentleman vote for some North
American for Speaker ?

Mr. Hill replied he did—he voted for Briggs,
of New York.

Mr. Briggs said that his party was in a pe-
culiar position. It was here, as at the North,
aunit. Inreply to Mr. Cox, he denied that
the Americans were opposed to civil and reli-
gious liberty. They are for strict fidelity to
the Constitutionand to all laws, and stand
ready and compactly to oppose all sectional-
ism. They are for the Union, and nothing but
the Union.

Mr. Hill said that many of the Democrats
with whom the gentlemen from Ohio was
proud tosit,inaugurated this doctrine. Alexan-
der H. Stevens, conspicuous in his party, in-
angurated it, and he did uot know that that
gentleman had ever recanted. Mr. Hill thought
that it is the duty of the governmen< to protect
everything which is regarded as property be-
longing to the people of the Uuited States.

Mr. Morris, of Illinois, then took the floor.
He fired a few het shot into the Administra-
tion and the President. He referred to that
part of the message on the subject of slavery
in the Territories,saying the{Presidentahd ad-
vanced several steps from his former position,
which was bad enough.

The House then proceeded to take another
vote for Speaker. Whole number of votes cast
209, necessary to a choice 105.

Mr. Sherman received 101; and Mr, Maynard
65, made up of all the members ot the Ameri-
can party except Mr. Davis, of Maryland, and
Mr. Briggs, who voted for Gilmer. Among
the 43 scattering votes were Messrs. Kunkle,
Stewart and Hughes.

The House then adjourned.

The ex-
periment having been thoroughly tried as te
their thriving in our climate and resulting
satisfactorily, there can be no doubt of the
value they will be to our country. The uses
to which the hair is put are numerous, Cam-
let and worsted gcods and ladies’ fabrics, as
shallies, mouslain delaines, gentlemen’s ¢loth-
ing for summer wear, hos; , &C., promising
a beauty, strength, durability, lustre, and per-
manency df color, far superior to the wool of
the sheep or the alpaca.
These goats are found in the Himalaya
mountains, and have to be bronght about a
thousand miles before they reach a shipping
port. They are not sheared like the sheep, but
the fleece is pulied off twice every year. An
ordinary fleece welghs between three and four
pounds. The New York price $5.50 per pound,
makingat least 851 a year for each goat, while
there is no cost ir feeding them, for they are
as frugal and hearty as the common goat.—
How much better would it be for a company
of our citizens, letting cotton alone, as much
less profitable, te introduce the Cashmere
goat. The cost at first wonld be considerable,
the goats selling atabout £1,000; buteach one
wonld make a return of five per cent., while
the increaseis 8o rapid that the profit would
soon bea hundred per cent. The cross with

Their great value in this country is the
splendid cross with our common goat, the half
breed being nearly ns valuable every way as
the full breed, and (heir remarkabie fecundity
soon repays a very heavy interest on the in-
vestment, while the expense of keeping them
is a mere trifle, as they live on briars and fo-
liage not touched by other animals. There is
a great demand for them, and the prices thev
bring are fabulous; one buck sold as high as
£1,500, and one of Mr. Peters’ stuck was sent
to the Illinois Siate Fair for exhibition, and so
pleased the President that he offered the
weight of the animal in silver, in exchange for
him. Mr. Stiles has had several applications
for his already. They are noble specimens,
and will doubtless command the highest price,
should he wish to dispose of them.—Savannah
Republican.

AN UNCONSTITUTIONAL LAW VETOED IN
MASSACHUSETTS.—Gov. Banks, of Massachu-
setts, on Wednesday, returned the revised
code to the Legislature with his veto, object-
ing to the militia chapter, and laying before

and left the laborers penniless aud destitute.
Being unable o get work, they started on foot
for the York River Railroad, and had walked
all day without a particle of food. As neith-
er of them seemed to be drunkards, the Cap-
tain of the Watch took them in and locked
them up, to prevent them from freezing. The
third applicant seemed less deserving of sym-
fnthy, for he had been steaming freely, batnot
ess de‘ermined to secure quarters. On being
told that there were no public lodging-rooms,
and no accommodations for stragglers, theman
turned off, but declared that if, to secure shel-
ter from the inclemency of the weather, it was
absolutely necessary to commit some crime,
he would be compellea to try his hand against
the law. Of course he was furnished a sleep-
ing place, and made as;comfortable as cireum-
stances would admit.
Cases like those we have mentioned occur
every cold night, and it seems to us that the
city ought to furnish some room where pen-
niless st lers could secure lodgings. We
know it will be said that a public lodging-
room would tend to produce vagraucy ; but
this might readily be remedied by sendin
each lodger to the chain gang after his thir
night in the *“free house,” unless he could
prove that he was sober and industrious, and
could get no work.
In many other cities accommodations are
furnished for the destitute, to prevent them
from perishing in the streets. ill the “city
fathers »” of Richmond be less charitable to the
needy than those of other cities? Can they
not farnish such comforts as we have indicg~
ted, at trifling cost? And is there a tax payer,
or a right-thinking person in the commaunity,

who would not rather see the city give shelter
to one

We have already said that thestation-honses
are unsuited to the wants of the homeless.—
The cells there are barely sufficient for the ac-
commodation of the criminals who constantly
occupy them. We therefore suggest that suit-
able ruvoms be engaged in the first and third
wards for the winter months—that they be
well heated and made the rendezvous for those
watchmen who need warming places during
the bitter cold weather—and that a watchman
be put in charge of each place, with directions
to keep a register of the names of the lodgers,

and to report the same to the Mayor every
morning.

Winter has set in with marked severity, and
the indications now are, that we are to have a
long cold spell. On Wednesday morning we
had a light fail of snow, which lasted until 7
o’clock. The wind then shifted its course, and
during the day heavy clouds obscured the sun,
and a misty drizzle made out-door operations
very unpleasant. Ata late hour in the even-
ing the wind again shifted to the Northwest,
#nd the falling mist, as it touched the pave-
ment, became sheets of ice, so that by 12 o cluck
ilie sidewalks were as slick as glass and very.
dangerous for pedestrianism. Yesterday morn-
ing the sidewalks were so dangerous that the
carriage-ways became the great thoroughfares
for persons of both sexes, many of whom, with
every precaution, measured their full lengths
upon the ice-coated stones. During themorn-
ing, it was not at all uncommon to see horses
and mules slipping and falling under their
heavy loads, as most of them were smoothly
shod, and could™not keep their feet. Abont
noon the boys, ever ready for enjoyment, gath-
ered on 13th and 14th streets, with their minia-
turesleighs, and had raresportinslidingdown
the incline planes. We heard of very tew ac-
cidents occurring from the sleet during the
morning.

Something New.—There may now be seen at
the manufactory of H. M. Smith, a new ma-
chine for drawing water from wells, which
should be examined by every person who uses
well water. Itisan ingeuious combination of
a weli-curb windlass, bucket, etc., the whele
being only two feet by eighteen inches and
three teet high, and combining all the necessa-
ry conveniences that need attach to a well.—
The windlass is turned by a crank, and has a
ratchet wheel with pall to stop the bucket at
any point in its assent, thus preventing any
accident from the bucket’s running back.—
When the Lucket rises to the top of the well,
an iron bail connects with the side of it and
discharges the contents through a cast-iron
spout into such vessel as may have been placed
there to receive it. By this arrangement is
derived all the advantages of closing the well,
whether in use or not, against mischievous
persons, and also preventing the possibility of
any animal falling into it. It also obviates
the danger of injuring the water by the use of
pumps. The machine weighs about 56 pounds,
and is as portable as a barrel.

Woolen Cloths, for ordinary wear, and for
servants, can be manufactured in the South
Jjust as well and as cheapas in the North, and
finer cloths could be imported from Europe
to the waters of Virginia, just as well as to
New England. Already the Manchester mills
are making as good and as cheap oznaburgsas
are to be had in any of the New Eugland
States, and if the Legislature will but give the
necessary proiection to home manufacturers
to enable them to get under way, we shall soon
have inour midst cloth factories of sufficient
capacity to supply the wants of the State. If
anything is to be done to relieve us of our de-
pendence on the North, now is the time lor the
Legislature to doit. Let hom¢ manufactures
be exempt from taxation, and capitalists will
soon do the balance.

The Orphan Girls, under the care of the Fe-
male Humane Association, have had their usu-
al Christmas feasts this year, through the
kindness of Mr. N. Mills, who never forgets
them,even in his afilictions. Other friends
have also been very kind, and the children
have had an unusually pleasant time, lhi_s sed-
son. There are now fifty-four girls in this In-
stitution, who are being educated in useful
branches, and it is gratifying to witness the
progress they make. Owur citizens should
cherish this institution for the good it is effect-
ing, and visit it and witness its workings.

Newspaper Borrowers are the greatest bores
that infest a decent neighborhood. A sub-
scriber, if he files his paper, does not wish to
have it dirtied and torn by frequent handling,
and, at the same time, hates to refuse its use if
asked. He has only two alternatives: one is,
never to loan on any occasion ; the other is, to
loan and ruin his files. Newspapers cost so
little now-a.days, that every family can take
one or more; aud if any one is too penurious
to buy it, no one need hesitate to loan.

Rough Shod.—Owners of street teams should
have their horses rough shod at once, to pre-
vent them from slipping aud falling about the
streets, Yesterday afternoon, asa negro man,
owned by Mr. A. Jones, of Hanover, wus
riding along i7th street on a-cart, the mule
fell, and pitched him headlong into the street.
Betore he could recover from the shock, the
mule gained his footing, started off, and drew
one wheel of the vehicle directiy over the ne-
gro, but did him no serious injury.

Sleigh Riding.—The slight fall of snow and
hail yesterday, breught out a number of
sleighs in the afternoon, but the weather was
too damp for pleasant rides. Some of the
turn-ouis were of the rudest character, but
the jingling bells aitached to the horses, and
the shouts of the boys as they pelted the riders
with snow-balle, created an abundance of
amusement for the lookers-on, who were
traveling on foot.
