tem throttghoat the island of Oreat Britain,
toy tnmi war of France with Austria, the
waaderftil exhibition of strength put forth
hy U»« first-named power, the rapid increase
of the French navy, and thediscovery that in

the eventof a French invasion, not twenty

thousand regular troops could be interposed
between them and London. Sir Howard
IkxraLAA, in the ymarttrlf Revi*%r, first sound-
ed the alarm, and subsequentevents show that
it wan heard throughout the island. Ever
since that time the London Tim** has i*f>n
filled with advertisements of Rifle corps, sl»
ready formed, or to be formed, the landed pro-
prietors, apparently, having laid aside tbeir
fair* for their pfceasants and partridges in
their concern for their country, and having
abandoned their objec ions to trusting the

peasantry with fire-arms. It is proper tos*jr,
however, that this large liberty is accorded
only to the people of Great Urimin. The
Irish do not at all partake of it, the restric-
tion with regard to all manner of fire-arms
not being in the slightest degrt-e relaxed with
regard to it. Children are not «be only class of
persons, at least in the Emerald Isle, who are
forbidden to play with edged tools, although
the reason given for the restriction are differ-
cntir the two cases. Grown people

. to indulgechildren, lest they hurt themselves.
The danger is, that the Irish may hurt some-
body else.

To return, however, to where we set out?
We have before us a Glasgow paper of No-

# vember 24th, considerably larger in all its pro-
portions than any of the mammoth sheets of
this city, seven columns of which are filled
With the proceedings of ameeting, called "to
consider the best means of promotingand en-
couraging the volunteer movement in Glas-
gow." The Lord Provostof the city presided
over the meeting, which was so densely pack-
ed that it was next to impossible for another
man to get in, while thousands furiously
clamored at the door, demanding admittance,
which was simplyan impossibility. The first
resolution was moved by Sir Archibald Ali-
son, (the historian,) who made a long and in-
teresting speech, frequently interrupted by
vociferous cheering. He was followed by
Captain Drkghorn, in a short speech, second-
ing the first resolution, when the second
resolution was offered by Sheriff Bell, who
also made a stirring speech. The Reverend
Norman McLkod, D. 1)., moved the third res-
olution, and made the best sjieecli of the even-
ing. It was full of wit and humor, and called

forth thunders of applause. Dr. McLeod pro-
fessed to be uo friend of the doctrine that
when we are smitten on one cheek we should
turn the other. On the contrary, he advised
the riflemen "to fear God and keep their pow-
der dry. " Ilis remarks upon this subject cor-
respond so well with our own ideas, ihat we
take the opportunity to insert a portion of
them. He is speaking of the Peace society.

The speeches of all those persons who de-
livered their sentiments on the two occasions
alluded to, bore npon tb<> organizationof rifle
corps. Theefficiency of this deadly weapon,
first developed in this country, begins to be
thoroughlyunderstood in Europe. Principal
Barclay, who addressed the Gl.vsgow meet-
ing, said that in the late Italian war, the few
Tyrolese riflemen engaged in the service of
Austria, produced a larger amountof slaugh-
ter in the French ranks than all the Austrian
artillery, enormous as it was, and all their
musketry combined. Wc would call the at-
tention of our volnnteets to that fact. Tlie
Americans are ajl riflemen. There is scarcely
a man of good eye-sight in the State of Vir-
ginia?nay, in (he whole Southern country?
who could not, with two or three days' train-
ing, become a deadly shot with a rifle, at auy
distance whatever. The rifle is, in fact, our
natural weapon. In theuseof it, the English,
with all their training,can t:ever rival us.

In another column of the paper in question,
we find a letter addressed by Lord Echo to
Mr. Fakrbaikn, of Manchester, on the sub-
ject of uniforms and arms for the volunteer.

He speaks our sentiments when he advises the
cheapest uniform and the best arms. There
Ins latelybeen a great encampmentof volun-
teers at liythe, on the Straits of Dover, almost
in sight of France, and Lord Echo was one of
the officers. Therehe gainedexperience enough

i to k.iow that everything saved in lace and
braid, and spent iu arms and on good instruc-
tors, is well saved and well spent. Indeed, he
seems to have a perfect horror of fuss, feath-
ers, and frippery of everykind. And so have
we. Save us from a Sunday soldier, say we?

a half-militia popinjay,siiothered in lace and
feathers, and tricked out as though he were
dressed to kill the Wcttuen, instead of the en-
emy. Lord Echo says his own uniform at
Hythecost just twenty-eight shillings?that
is, between seven and eight dollars of our
money. It consisted of a cap, blouse, and peg
top trowsers. The material was fci«ey woollen
serge, strong and wiry, with green collar and
cuffs, and green pipingdown the sides of the
trowsers. The Loudon Times said it was very
soldier-lilce and becoming. Grey is the color
for .riflemen, green being much more discerni-
ble at a distance. Lord Echo says "braid,
lace, whistles, chains, and such like vanities,
were at a discount at Hythe."

Correction of an Error.
We stated the other day in our notice of the

late Mr. Ralston, that the farm to which
Gabriel, the negro insurrectionist was at-
tached, belonged, at present, to Mr. John Stu-
art. We understand that this is a mistake.?
It is owned by Mr. Abkaham Warwick. We
have heard some doubts as to whether
Captain Sukphkj:d was, at the time in ques-
tion, Captain,of the troop, lie tuis as it may,
he certainly commanded it shortly after, and
for a number of years. He was in command
when it went to Norfolk, in consequence ol
the attack upon the C Uesatieake frigate by the
British ship Leopard* a period known ill our
annals as that of the "Chesapeake war.'' On
that occasion, we think, he had the honor of
commanding, among others, General Win-
kield Scott, at that time a ratrj boy, and a
volunteer in the ranks.
It may be well to mention here what we

forgot tonotice in the memoir ofMr. Ralston.
Of the seventeen vessels built by Ralston <5c
Pleasants, three were lost. One foundered
at sea. as was supposed, for it was never heard
of. It was commanded by Dixon Brown, an
officer of great merit, brother of the late JaS.
Brown, Jr. Another was burnt at Cadiz, in

I*Tl, by the French army which was besieging

the city under the command of Marshal
Soclt. A third, as we stated, was captured
by the British. These were all, we believe,
dead losses; at least we are sure that for one
of them?that burnt at Cadiz?the owners
neverreceived any remuneration.
Capt.Shepherd,beforealluded to, purchased

the farm on which Gabriel had labored, a
short time after his abortiveattempt, and lived
on it for many years. We have heard a rela-
tive of his say that he found about the premi-
ses?buried in 'he ground and turned up by
the plough?many implementsof destruction,
such as scythe blades set upon handles,clubs
ice. Capt. S. was on patrol the night of the
\u25a0intended rising. Herode as far as the Brooke
and found that the flood had washed away the
bridge. He met nobody on this side of the
stream, but he could very distinctlyhear the
assembled negroes on the other bank,shout-
ing, talking,and keeping up a fuss generally.

John Brown's Favorite Hymn.
It will be recollected that at oneof the great

John Brown meetings, in some of the North-
ern cities, "John Brown's favorite hymn'"
was called for and sung. It commenced,
"Blow ye the trumpet, blow," and as it is, we
believe, not often sung in churches, great cu-
riosity was expressed to seethe whole of it.?
We give it, entire, below. It is to be iound
among the select hymns,publishedin the same
volume with Watts. The author was Top-
lady. In the book it calls for Alleeton, but
John Brown's posthumous admirers sang it
to the tune ol Lkxhox.,

What the old cut-ihroat could have selected
such a hymn for?intended as it is for a jubi-
lee song of triumph?it is hard to tell. The
sentiments are perfectly just, and the whole
productionbreathes a fervent piety. There is
surely nothingin it to justify the shedding of
blood. Perhaps he was attracted by the
"trumpet,"as consonant with his ideas of war-
upon the South.
