Thospeush ofthis distinguished gentleman

Ossaaalßslouor fromths State of South Car-
ottaa to Virginia, addressed both Houses of
tha Qenerel Assembly yesterday, was au
uffertofmarked ability and statesmanship.?
HO was listened towith marked interest. The
Hall af tha House of Delegates was crowded,
anwereboth tbe galleries, which were appro-
priated to the ladies. He traced with great
Clsuraess ths steady inroads fromtbe North
upon tho rights of tbe Sooth, and tbe
riss aad progress of abolition fanaticism.?
His picture of the present attitude of
our relations with the North was gloomy
saough. but not nt all overdrawn. He
proved veryconclusively that the guarantees
Of thoConstitution havebeen utterlyunavail-
ing to protect the South. He argued tbat if
ths Union must be continued tbe South must
demand father and more elhcieiu guarautees,
orusaks concession nfter concession until she
has lost all influence, nil consideration and all
right In the Confederacy. He urged witbgreat
force the propriety of a Convention of the
Soathera States to consider the questions
growingoutefour relations to theNorthern
States. We have presented in our paper this
morning, elsewhere, as comprehensive a sy-
nopsis of Mr. Mkumivorr's speech ns our
specs will admit.
