KUAXCE.
According to custom, the Emperor, on New

Year's Day, received the members of the diplo-
matic corps in ta salt, da Irene. The reception
took place at 1 o'clock P. M., and is thus re-
corned in the Moaitear.

The Papal Nuncio addressed the Emperor
aa follows : " Sire, on the first day of the year
there assembles Ike Diplomatic body around
your Majesty, I have the honor. Sire, to otler
to you Us respectful homage." The Emperor
replied aa follows: ''I thank the Diplomatic
body for the good wishes it ha* expressed on
tke eventof the newy«ar : and 1 am especially
happyat this time to have an opportunity of
reminding its represeanatives that sines my
accession topower, 1 have always professed
the most profound respecI for recogni/.ed
rights. He then assured, that the constant
ami of my eliorts will be to re-establish e\ery-
whefe, insomuch as dependsupon me, confi-
dence and peace"

His Majesty passed before the diplomatic
circle and spoke a few Words to each Ambas-
sador, making inquiries especially respecting
tke health ol their sovereigns. Tin* reception
lasted -J.jminutes. Th,e Emperor's speech was
generally regarded a» satisfactory, and at-
tracted attention.

The Pa jml Nuncio is stated to have subjected
two drafts for liis purposed remarks to Ike
French Foreign Office, before Ins singularly
laconic address erasresolved upon. It is said
tbat he wished to give a few hints about the
coiidi'ion at the Human States.

TkeMouiteur contain? numerous nomina-
tions tii the Leglau of Honor, Including the
appointment of Admiral Bomaia Dssfosses to
tbeGrand Cross oi that Order.
It was suited in Official quarters that the

budgetof the Minister of War for 1860 would
be prepared lor a strictly peace establishment,
the army beingreduced to less than iw,bi)o.

It was also stated that in the event of Car-
dinal AntoiieJli coming to France, in connec-
tion with the Congress, the clerical party at
Marseilles and Lyons were determined to get
up demonstrations io Ins favor.

SPAIN AND MOitOCrO.

The hus-
sars executed several heroic charges, aadcap-
tured a flag. The Moors were 40,000strong,
and lost at least l.oMt. The Spanish loss was
from 100 to (i.;(). The greatest enthusiasm pre-
vails 1.1 the army.

Three vessels sailing under the English flag,
and carrying contraband of war, had been
brought from Oeuta to Algcsiras.

ITALY.

other points, at (I o'clock, on Thursday even-ing. The Wilmington (N. C ) Journal,of Fri-
day, bays :

We learn from a gentleman of this place,thai last evening,about a quarter aftersereau'clock, he felt a slight vibration, moving,as
tar as tie could judge, in a direction from east
to Brest. It liiul all tke characteristics of an
earthquake, although the- shock or vibrationwas very slight. On makinginquiry, lie foundsome facts going to confirm his view -as, forinstance, where, ata house somelittle distanceoff, a slight shaking sr jarring of a door or
doors was heard.

The Charleston Mercury of Friday says:
A smart shock of an earthquake was expe-

rienced in tins city, at live minutes pastseveno'clock yesterday evening. The duration OfIke shock was about fifteen seconds. Uuilding*wereshaken with such force as to rattle the
plates on supper tablesand in dressers, vibrate
pit'tures on the walls, and such like demon-
strations. St. Michael's bell was ringingat the
tune, and ofcourse no notice was taken of the
effectron tbebelfry. Insomefamiliesconside-
rableafatrsawasexperiences!. No shock ofequal
severity has been lelt In re since the shock of
the earthquake which buried ti iiadaloupe in[£43 or 1844.We learn, telegraphically, that the shock was
noticed at Kingsville, Camden, Augusta andMacon. We shall undoubtedlysoon receiveintelligenceof an earthquake in the West lu-
dies, or soßße violent eruption of a Mexicanvolcano.

The White Slaves op the Noiith.?A
sew ing girl, named Susan Lee, complains bit-
terly through the columns of a New York
paper, of the injustice and fraud practiced by
the employersof tliesewiiiggirls. Themuer-
ablepittance they earn weeklyis lessened by
ilowurightcheating, and if a girl complains,
ske is told to find work somewhere else. She
thus describes thecondition of her class :

We, as every one knows, by thousands, incold or heat, rain, snow or sleet, walk the
! treets early in the morning to our work-
place, carrying, perhaps, in an old newspa-per, what we call our dinner, often only
bread, orat best, a little cold meat,with 1 leadand potatoes, and work from eight fa the
morninguntil live, and sometimes sixo'clockin (be evening, (stopping only at noon to eatourcold lunch.)for these men who havemade
and are making fortunes fromour labors; andwho,besides stmtiiiglypayingus, talk to us asthough we were what many of tbem seem tobe, brutes in human shape.

Ar.d here let me say that our slavery,andthat of tens of thousands North, is far more
miserable than is tkat of the smell fed, wellclothed and well cared for colored slaves olthe South, whose condition we hear so much
sympathy expressed for, e\en from the pul-
pit", and no doubt, often, too, by the very men
who oppress us. and even cheat us out of our
hard-earnedshillings.

Fruits of tue UansseßOVßS Railroad?Negro Outrage in t unada.?Ou Monday ail in-
tense excitement look place in Anderdon, C.W , caused by an assault by negroes upon the
familyofMrs. Qeeycaa. Four negroes went to
the houseabout 13 o'clock a/ night and madean attack upon it. Mrs.(l and threemen were
athome at the time, and they defended them-selves; but as they were destituteof lire-arms,
the negroes made an entrance and knockeddown and beat the inmates in a terrible man-ner. The lady was iKMten in aninhuman man-ner, and then subjected to most fiendish indig.niiies.

The next day officers started in pursuit of
the rntlians and succeeded la arresting them,but beiore they could be secured they wererescued by an armed mob and set at liberty.?
This aroused the white citizen*, who formedthemselves into bands to assist in tbepunish-
ment of the negroes.

determined upon arresting the murderousbaud who committed the outrages, and the ne-gro population are disposed to protect them,
iiiic 1there is, consequently,great danger of ageneral disturbance. The wßites and blacka
in that and the adjoining township areaboutequallydivided la numbers,and while the lat-
ter are villainous, the former are determined
to protect themselves from outrage.

The Accident on tbe lls.U.iu Riverltailrsad? --BadHeath ef n Bride.
We gave the particulars on Saturday, of a

collision on Wednesday evening on tbe Hud-
son river railroad, resulting in tbe death of
Mrs. Fields, and the injury of several other
persons. The New York papers bring us tbe
following additional particulars:

The circumstance attending the death ofMrs. Fields, is indeed a sad affair. Her mai-den name was Anna Tuttle, a daughter of
James Tattle, of Blooming Grove, Orange
county. For sometime past she had been a
teacher in apublicschool in Drooklyn.aud lastweek proceeded to the residence of hersister
at Kingston to make preparation lor her wed-ding. On Wednesday morning,att.'n o'clock,
she was weddeti to Mr. Thomas W. Fields, ofBrooklyn. on»« of the members of ihe Brook-
lyn board of education, and trustee of ward
school No. If. They had both parted with
their friends but a few momentsbefore, start-
ingoh their weddingtour to Washington: buttheir way was soon overtaken bydeath, and
Mr. Fields left to mourn the terrible fate of
his bride. When Mrs. Fields was picked up
sheappearefl perfectly conscious of what had
happened, and talked with those around her.Up to the time she reached the hotel sheknew
all that was trauspiriug, but sooa after she
begau tosink, and aied, suffering great pain.

Her injuries appeared, to be principally
about the groin. Both of her legs were else
found to be broken, and she repeatedly statrd
to those around her that she tbougktskewould
not live. It is a remarkable fact that the only
female passengerkilled on this road previous
to this was a Mrs. Blaiickard, who was killed
at Pouglikeei'Sie about four years ago in asimilar manner, and who had been a bride but
a'lew hours, having been joined in wedlock
tbe same day. Mrs. Field* was about -_'o years
of age, and is reported to have been a mostamiable lady, highly educated, and beloved by
all who knew her.

The Senate wascalled to order at HI alclockM., by Lieut. (Joy. Montagus.
A message was received from the Honse ofDelegates ihat it had passed S-nate bill en-

titled an Act for tbe relief of Benjamin O.Mi Nutt, Deputy Sherifl'otMercercounty,and
an Act toexempt the iiospiial of St VincentdePaul, in the city of Norfolk,from taxation.

The Senate agreed to House resolution rc-
ijueifnjr Colonel Memminger to furnish tbe
speech delivered by bim as Commissioner
from Sou'h Carolina, before both Houses of
the General Assembly, and for having 10,000
copies of the same printed for circulation
within the Stale. The House was so in-
formed.A letter from the Adjutant General was
read.

He says :"I
wish now to say th.it the troops alreadycar-
ried on this road were transported without
charge, and witbont intendingto receive any-
thing for the service: aud you may consider
that this course will be observed until thetroubles in that quarter have ceased." Laid
on the table and ordered tobe printed.
