Harper s Ferry.—The joint reselution offerad
by Mr. Skppon, fixing the compensation of
non-commissioned officers, who served during
the Harper's Ferry invasiqgn and at Charles-
town, as follows : For 15 days’ service, three
munthl’ pay; for ten days’ service, twomonths’
pay;and to all who =erved a shorter period,
one month's pay.

Mr. SzppoN urged the adoption of the reso-

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Singular Statement in Regard te James
Stephens.

The two clergymen—Messrs. Knapp and
Skinner—who were with Jas. Stephens, (the
man who was executed in New York last
week,) in his dying hours, publish the annex-

ed statement :

Wednesday wasset apart to endeavor to get
him to confess who brought, and for what ob.
jeet, the pistol discovered npon him. In this
ou thatday we were thwaried.  On Thursday,
by an agreement with him, our eatire atten-
tion was directed to his spiritual and eternal
welfare, embracing, of course, every effort to
lead him to contess the murder of his wife, if
guilty. His mind was entirely different trom
anything we had seen in him for months past,
Au awlul arid realizing senge of his condition
was evidently experiencad. He proposed ear-
ly in the interview a season of prayer, and
asked us especially to ask for grace Ihx'nt he
might unburden his heart, at the close of
which he most earnestiy besought God to give
bim that strength which in soul he required
todiscaarge his duty. Ribing from his knees he
desired a hymn to be sung, and then, of his
own will, and at no suggestion of ours, desired
tosay & few words about the pistol. ile said
it was brought for him to commit suicide; that
it would do no good to repeat rames, as they
who gave it were misguided, and knew not
what was for his own gued. He most sol-
emuly appealed to God, and denied any intent
o use it on keeper or warden, or other than
the object stated; that he even at one time
knelt, aud determined to use it upon himself,
when he felt as 1t it were the hand of God
that stayed him. Coacluding this, he siated,
“I know nothing of any means used to pro-
duce my wife's death.”” ~ Of this he begged us
to believe, as, he said, his mind must dwell on
other things, and b:d us ask him, at the last
mome:t, wihen he had but a second to live,
and he wouid repeat it. Having thus spoken
he again desired prayer. lis confession of
sin before God was masrked by the presence of
the Holy Spirit; he adjured all merit in him-
self, and piead alone that righteousness which
is of Christ,

For the first time since the pistol develop--
ment on Monday we realized a marked change
in the man. No disposition to dwell on the
trial, the peculiar and mysterious circum-
stances of which he had continually spoken
before, or the thousand things rumor had as-
cribed to him, or that peculiarargumentative
disposition which had painfully to us pre-
vailed with him,

Ile thus continued in almost uninterrupted
prayer, singing, and earnestly inquiring upon
spiritual things until absut 4 P. M. At this
time we left hinn.

At hali-past 11 o'clock P. M. we returned,
and found him sitting in the corridor hy the
siove, sad upon our eutrance expressed the
most unteigned joy. e said he had been read-
ing angd reflecting upon the moment when the
suffering Jesus,iu Getlisemane, with soul sor-
rowing unto death, looking upon _the sleepy
chosen ones, asked, * What,could ye rot waten
with me ene hour ! He expressed the lonely
anguish of his saul in bitler weeping, but svon
changed 1o a subject of juy, now that he knew
that we were not io be separated no more until
hait-past 9 o'clock A. M.

After reading portions of the Word of God
selected from the seventy-first and thirty-
seventh Psalms, he desired to retnrn to the
cell aud pour out our souls in prayer. It was
@ sedsou, at that midnight hour,in that fear-
ful place, and under those awful circumnsian-
ces, that will never be forgotten by those who
passed their watch that night. Other eyes
than those used to weepingcan bear testimony
to the earnest, simple, pieading suppiicatious
that we trust were heard in beaven. ‘Lhe
house of the felon was as guiet as the house of
death, and even the wretched inebriate gave
no token of his mudness

Fiom this moinent heaven seemed open to
him. Hislonging gaze was ever upward as we
paced with him the corridor; his expressions
of auxiety to be at home, “tv dwell with
Christ,” wereapproximate to David's “thiist-
ing for God,” “yea, for the living God.” We
were astonished: had sorrowfully journeyed
1o the place, expecting soulagony as weshould
attempt to give him consolation. But his
trame of mind was far beyond ours, for he was
already eujoying that grace promised suffi-
cient for him. He endeavored to comfort us—
begged us to be satisfied when Gord had thus
poured out the 1ich means of his grace. He
sang joyously, “Rockof Ages,” “Jesus, Lover
of my Soul,” “Heaven is my Home,” many
times—spoke of many friends—touched tor a
moment on his “l1sland Home,” and ofiered a
soul-cheering tribute to a father's love and
careful iraining. Hespokemostatfectioraielv
of the Governor, Mr. Morgan, and trusted Guod
would reveal to bim his innocence—of Judgze
Roosevelt, and beg that we would say his
dying prayershould bear testirzony before God
of his freedom from inalice, and Le bore this
testimony. His auxiety forday-dawn amount-
ed to almost ampatience. He begged us with
tears in his eyes to have amissionary appoint-
ed exclusively for ihe Tombs., le pieaded
that when the last sad office was done for him
we would visit Shepard, Sanchez, (Juimbo
Appo, and, indeed, all in prison. His earnest
pleading for labor to other souls was indica-
tive of that unselfishness which marks tle
“new borun.” As the hour approached, in
lowly humtlity he pleaded toGod for strength.
He wished a stone at his grave, and requested
us to select u verse of Scripture, so that his
temb might preach Christ. Toward the mo-
ment of preparaticn, amid the frequent en-
ireaties of friends that he would confess, his
mind wassomewhatdisturbed, but he regained
his composure and cheerfuluess. When the
sheritl led him forth, as he made the rapid
passage from the cell to the gallows, he re.
peated: “This is nought to me; 1 am going
home.” At the moment before the death he
answered the question proposed, “I am mno-
cent of the death, or of any knowledge con-
cerning the death, of my wile by poison.”—
This was-as he hud promised—and he has gone
to his God.

We are pressing on to the judgment seat of
Christ. It will be known in that day how
much has been doue for the praise of man and
how little for the glory of God. We solemuly
believe—uand not without just ground—that
James Stephens was guiltless of his wile's
death,

DaNicL E. SICKLES.—A sprightiy Washing-
ton correspondent thus speaks of Mr. Sickles’
appearance in the House:

There is a general stir among the fairer por-
tion of the audience as Mr. Sickies saunters
quietly in, a slender flgure, attired with sud
Parisian faultlessness of waste that he has ac-
quired the name of the bestdressed man in the
House. Dark brown bair, brushed smoothly
away from his white, broad forehead; full
beard and moustache, and a handsome face,
all but the e¢yes—oh! such siugular looking
eyes! As longas his buack is turved he seems
an Adonis; but the eyes spoil all. His usual
style of dress—one that makes him the envy
of every dandy on Pennsylvania avenue for
its distingue perfection—is a black dress coat,
with velvet collar, and light grey trowsers,
tapering down to the small, shiny hoots.

She gave the ien, too, who, in the lats war
with Mexico, carried yourarms to the famed
capital of the enemy, aud illusirated them by
a geries of victories unmaitched even by those
Of Cortez. Splendid, also, as have been her
contributions to arms and statesmanship, she
has added no scanty ireasures to American
literature. In every fluld of letters she has
left her footprints, and when the names of all
other American authors are forgotten save
that of Fenimore (Cvoper, she adiniration ol
posterity wiil continue to brighten round the
memory of one sha has giveu to the world as
the “great wizard of American romausce,”
(Simms.) Yes, the Souih bas nade a history,
an empire, and a civilization, and she can de-
fend them ail,

Why, then, does the South pause in the es-
tabliehment of an iudependent government !
Simply because she is uonder the gpell @ the
past, its traditions and its memories, and be-
cause she hopes tor a “returniug senze of jus.
tice” a* the North, which may secure her
sately in the Union. Day by day thespellis
dissclving, and when she despairs of 1his “re-
turning sense of justice’—and many of her
truest sons have already cespaired ot it—she
will shatter the bonds of the Uunion, and viu-
dicate her independence. Should the Repub-
lican party succeed in the next Presidentini
election, my advice to the South is, to snup
the cords of the Union at once and forever. 1
appreciate the superior entanglements and
difliculties of the border Ssates, and will look
attirst only to the Siates further South.

Tuey must withdraw from the Union, and
estublish & confederscy for themselves, Tins
they cau do withour disturving their social
system in the least degree. Their States gov-
ernuieats are sufficient tor all domestic pur-
poses, 2ud o federal oue can be organized
among ithemselves in time to meet all toreigu
aims or comphications. What wouid sucha
confederacy have to fear! Nothing. Abso-
lutely nothing. Foreiga Powers would court
her alliance, und no government on this con-
tinent wonid dare to invade her.

This Union, great and powerful as it is, can
be tumbiecd down by the actof any one South-
ern State. If Florida withdraw, the Federal
Goverument would not dare to attack her.—
1t it did, its bands would dissolve as if melt-
ed by lightning. Let a Southern State with-
draw, and wherever her flag floats it wiil be
respected, for it wili be the armed hand,and
the whole South wiil rush to i:s defence, and
would emerge trom the struggie with an or-
ganized siaveholding confederacy. And how
yast would be the power of the South! She
iS now more imperial than Rome ever was.—
If, by some catacliysm of nature, the great
West, with its tertule ields and rich harvests,
were lost to earth, mankind would only pause
for & moment in contempluting the rmn, as
iul catastrophe of uature. 1f the
North, with 17s crowded marts and vast facto.
ries, were at a single strocke swallowed up in
an abyss, commerce would stitl move on, and
the 100t=teps of power haltonly for a jpoment,

But if the South could, in the twinkling ot
an eye, be struck into primeval chaos, how
would it be! The civilized worid would avert
her face, the advance of nations wonld be ar-
rested, und every throne in Europe wouid be
reduced to dustand ashes. Yes, the South has
the monopoly of tropical productions, and
upon them hang tue de-tinies of peace, civili-
Zxtlon and empire. And the Seuth, with ail
these elemeuts of power and invincibility, is
told that she is to be bound to this Unioi
through aill the mutartions of time, Mazeppa
is to be tied to the biack horse, and, with huu-
gry wolves puarsuing, to plange madly on
through fieid and torest, across plain and river,
on, and on, and on, tiil both dying man and
dyug beast fail shuttered together,

And if she resists, what? She is threatened
with subjugation. From whom come these
impudentand idiotic threats! What sacrament
ot bapiism has consecrated® these men intu ihe
communion of ruiers! What achievements of
arms have illustrated their escutcheon Sir,
if a Northero army should coine down to sub-
jugzate the South, it will be the first onein cur
history that has escamped on our Southern
siAl. Will it come now, when it did not come
in the trials of the Revolution! In 1781, when
all the forces of the British were gathered upon
the soil of Virginia, what help had she from
the North?

Mr. Faulkner Defines his Position.

Hon. Charles J. Faulkner, recently appoint-
ed United States Minister to France, was
complimented on Friday evening, in New
Yoik, by the Young Men's Democratic Club.
In reply to a congratulatory speech, he said:

You have alluded to the Union character of
your Associaiion, and that affords me an op-
portunity to remark, inusmuch as the con-
firmation of my nominagion was assaiied in
the Senate of the United States upun the
ground that I was not loyal to the Union.—-
Let me pronounce every accusation of that
character utterly witheut foundation in truth.
[{Applause.] Without meaning to quesiiown
the patriotism of any geuntleman present, 1
will say that I do not believe that there is
within the limits of the United States another
man who would more cheerfully sacrifice his
life to the Union thar myseif. [Apjplause.]

1 have been habituated all my ljte o regard
the Union as the greatsource ot the prosperity
which has o gloriously blessed this country.
[Appiause.] This was the sentiment of my
life, that I have uniformiy proclaimed upon ail
occasions, and in all circumstances. But, at-
ter looking, as I did upen an occasion vl 1o
little interest, o the effvct of certain docirines,
a certain fanaticism that existed over apur-
tioi of thie North, I believed that those prin-
ciples, if carried out, wonld resait in grintin-
jury o my section of the country, and ex-
pressed tha opinion that uuless the Union and
conservative men of the Norih should riseaud
strike down the curse of fanaticism, it might
lead to the separation of this UniQu. It was
not that 1 doubted for one mument the value
of this Union, or wished to imperil the sta-
bility of this great confederation of States,
but because 1 believed ifthese treasonable doc-
trines were carried out, they would lead to the
consequences spoken of. Youhavecoustituted
yourselves a Union party, for the purpose of
warding off these dangers; and have no
doubt you will ward them off successiully. —
{Applause.]

I do regret, gentlemen—it is one of the re-
grets of my lite—that I cannot be with you in
this great contestof 1560; the greatest contest
in the history of the Union, within the lmits
of the United States, and oue most decisive to
the future interests of this country.

Mr.Carr.—We subscribe to that, sir,

Mr. Faulkner, conunuisg. 1 am, gentle-
men, for the Union as it was formed and ad-
ministered by the fathers of the republic, up-
held in the proper spirit. Preserve it in all
its nnity and jostice. No one but 2 madman
or a lunatic would, fora raoment, thiuk ot de-
stroying sach a wmonumeat of civilization,
such an evidence ol prosperity, such a nation-
al grandeur and power.

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The Emperor's Letter to the Pope

The belief is, that
in consequence of this decision the Emperor
wi!l order his troops to leave Rome,and it is
stated in a letter trom Paris that the Pope has
been advised to leave at the same time, and
take up his temporary residence at Benevento,
in the States of the Church, environed by the |
Neapolitan territory. Another and a later
versivn of the state of thedispate between the
Pope and the Emperor, is to the elect that the
protest of the former against the pamphlet has
been brought from Rome Ly the Nuncio's
secretary, and thar, unless there is adisavowal
uf the pamphlet, the Emperor will be request-
ed to withdraw bis troops immediately from
Rome. Itisadded that this course was decid-
ed upon in the Council of Cardinale, and that
some of the membera of the Sacred College,
who had dissented from the policy of Cardinal
Autonelli, were reconciled to him. The fol-
lowing is the letter of the Emperor:

Most Holy Father—The letier which your
Holiness deigned to write me on the 2d of De-
cember, touched me deeply, and I will repty
with eutire frankuess tu the appeal made o
my good fuith.

Oue of my most eerious anxieties duricg, as
well as atter the war, was the condition oi the
States of the Churceh; and, assuredly, smong
the potent reasons which induced me tv con-
clude peace sv promptiy, you must reckonibe
fedl uf seeiug the revolution Assume duily iu-
creasing dimensions. Facts have an inexora-
ble logic; and, despite my aevotion o the Holy
See, despitefihe presence of my troops at Rome,
1 could nutaveid a certain amount of connec-
tion with the result of the zaionzal movemeut
caused in Italy by the struggie against Aus-
tria.

As soon as peace was conciuded, I hastened
to write to your Holiuess to submuit to you the
views which I considered best suited to lead io
the pacification of the Romagaa, and I stillen-
teriain the opinion that if your Holiness had
from that time cousenated to an administrative
separation of those Provinces, aud to the
nomiuution of a lay Goveruvor, they would
have returned to your rute. Unhappily, this
was not the case, and 1 fvund myself {mwwr-
lees 1o prevent the establishment of the new
Goverument. My endeavors only succeeded in
preventing a spread of the insurrection, and
the resignation of Gartbaldi preserved the
Marches of Aucosa from certain invasion.

Now the Congress 1s about to ascemble, the
Powers cannot disuwn the inconiestabie 1ight
of the Holy See to the Legations: neverthee
less, it is probable that they will not be of opine
ion that you should have recourse to force 1o
subject them. For, if that subjection were ob-
twined by the aid of foreign roops, it would
imply the military occupation of the Legations
for a fong time. This occupation would keep
alive the hatreds and resentinents of a great
portion of the Italian people, as also the jeal-
ousy of the Great Powers: this would be, then,
;o perpetuate a stateof irrita ion, distrust and
ear.

What remains, then, to ba done, for thizsiate
of unceriinty canuot last forever ! After a
serious cousideration of the difficulties and
dungers which the different combinations pre-
ren’, I say it with sincere regret, and paintul
as the conclusion may be, that the solution
Which apoears 1o me mest comform=ile te the
true interests of the lioly See will bo to sUr-
render the revolied province If the Holy
Father, for the sske of ihe pexce of Europe,
should give up these proviness, which for fitty
years Lave been a great embarrassment to bis
Governmeut, and if, in exchange he should
request the Grreat Powers to guarantee to him
the pussession of the remainder, I do notdoubt
of the immediate restoration ot tranguility.—
Then the Ifoly Father would insure to grate-
ful Italy peace for many yeurs, and to the Holy
See the pencetul possession of the States of the
Church.

1 am sure your Holiness will not miscon-
£irue the sentiments v hich animate me.—
You will understand the diiticalty of my po-
sition ; you will give a kind interpretation to
my frask language, remembering ail thar [
have already done for the Catholic religion
and for its august {ead. i

I have expressed witheut reserve my full
mind, and I thought it indispensable to do =0
beiore the Congress. But I beg of your Hcoli-
ness, whaicver decision You may come to, to
believe that it willin no respeci change the Jine
of conduct which 1 have siways observed in
respect of you.

Thanking your Holiness for the Apostolic
blessing which you kave sent to the Empress,
to the Prince Imperial and to myself, I renew
:u You the assurance of my proiound venera-
ion.
