The Value of Southern Property.

It is estimated that the slaves owned in the
Southern States number 4,000,000 and that
their value in money reaches the figure 3,000,-
w0,000. The abolitionists of the North pro-
pose at one blow, to strike the whole of this
enormous property dead in the hauds of the
holders—to annibilate it as completely as it
would be were it all converted into coin and
emptied iuto the Atlantic ocean. Can any
man conceive what would be the effect of de-
stroying, instantaneously and forever, three
thousaud millions of value, inany part of the
civilized world! Suppose property of the
same value in England were suddenly anui-
hilated. Would it not create a commercial
panic, that;would spread ruin and devastation
around the entire globe! Yot there is no
species of property in England so intimately
connected with the prosperity of mankind as
the negro of the Southern States is,

The invention of WATT and ARKWRIGHT,
applied to the cotton of the Southern Stares
of this Union—even before the invention of
WHITNEY had enabled the material to be sup-
plied in the prodigiously increased quantities
which soon began to reach the shores of Great
Britain, sustained her in the terrible wars
with NAPoLEON, when she subsidized all
Europe, and sometimes appropriated as much
as £126,000,000 sterling per aunum to the sup-
port of the war, en one occasion going as high
&3 £140,000,000, and for ten yearsaveraging £100
000,000. In the ycar 1811 (we believe) the n'on:
among the Spiwlfield weavers took place;a riot
which speedily assumed the proportion of an
ansurrection, and spread all over the manu-
facwuring districts, and was the cause of most
serious alarm to the ministry of the day. It
was the fashion of the day to attribute these
alarming symptoms of revolution to the gou-
tinental system of the Emperor NAPOLEON.—
But subsequent investigation has traced them
10 a cause with which the continental system
had but & very remote and indefinite connec-
tion. The historian ALLISON tells us that
that grew out of the restrictive measures
adopted by the Awmerican (Government—that
is, out of the embargoes and non-intercourse
acts insugurated by Mr. JEFFERSON, and sus-
wined and enforced with pertinacious vigor
by his successor. Itis well known that these
measures drew dowa a perfect shower of vitu-
peration, both upon the illustrious statesman
who conceived them, and upon him on whom
devolved the duty of carrying them out.—
Distinguished members of their own party
made them the occasion of deserting the ranks,
and going over to the opposition. They were
the perpetual theme of ridicule to those who
wished to pull down the party that was re-
spounsible for them. They were denounced
as weak and inefficient, an illustrious Vir-
ginian declaring that all the flour kept
back by their means would not feed Lon-
dop for a week. Mr. JEFFERRON, in reply to
all this, said nothing. He resembled olu
SWARROW at the siege of Ismail, at whose
pean all the wits in the camp laughed. The
old man, according to BYrRoN, made no an-
swer, “but he took the city.” So JEFFERSON
wol_no pains to convince those who soeered
at his restrictive measures ; but he came very
near creating a revolution in Great Britain —
By cutting off the supply of cotton, even for a
limited period, thousands of manufacturers
were broken, thousands of factories closed,
tens of thousands of operatives turned out to
starve, desperation drove the multitude into
riot, riot grew into insurrection, insurrection
soon assumed the part and proportions of re-
bellion, aud rebeilion was checked by the bayo-
unet and the cord only time enough to prevent
its becoming revolution. Such was the etlect
of the failure to receive only two or three
crops of cotton,at a time when the annuul
supply did not greatly exceed two hundred

. thousand bales.

We know not what may be the ameunt of
the raw material received in Eugland at this
day, but we should suppose it could not fall
far short of 2,000,000 bales. What, then, woulg
be the effect of the entire destruction of a siy.
glecrop! Let any man who may feel an in.
terest in the matter tigure it out for himselt, —
For our own Part, we are free 1o coufess that
We cannot conceive it, even with the utmost
stretch of what little imagination we bave,
A bloody revolution which would swWeep
Sway the throne and the aristocracy, would
hardly be the beginuing of the end. And if
the Joss of one crop would produce couse.
quences so entirely beyond the reach of cal-
culation, how are we to begin to estimate the
consequences that would fluw from an entire
anaihilation of the cotton culture ?

Without going to Eungland, however, what
would be the effect here? Every man in the
South would be utterly beggared. The mar.
ot for Northern products, valued loosely at

* seversl hundred millions, would beconstantly

sanihilated. Not a dollar of the debt already
due to the North would ever be paid. Both

In view of the self-evident fact that the city
of New York is soon to Fesign Ber sceptre
either to the enterprising and populous vil-
lage of Philadelphia, or 0 some more South-
ern emporium, and the efforts which are now
making in the South to earry om its own ¢x-
portation and importation, a Philadelphia
press says, the wonder is that the South
should have waited for an excitement 30 spas-
modic and 80 transient as that occasioned by
the Harper's Ferry affuir to arouse it from the
strange lethargy in regard 10 those material in-
terests about which allother people entertain
the liveliest concern, and tllomde\'el:l’ﬂ"nl‘ ::

i the very life and sou
'gh:::hp:::::c“:lumlon. The concertration of
so much wealth in the Northern States, and
their more rapid progress in the arts, is not
attributable to the superiority of free over
slave labor. *The criminal negligence of our
Southern friends in extending their commerce,
buiflding up their manufactures, and their
lavish expenditures of money for the sole
profit of the North, will largely account for
the disparity beiween the two sections in
wealth and power.”

1 he paper in question thea goes on to show,
what is but too well known, how the North
exports all the rice, sugar, and tobacco of the
South, realizing thereby a handsome protit,
and supplying us in return with manufactures
at their own prices. The literary and scien-
tific institutions, the watering places and
mountain retreats of the North, are in a great
measure supported by Southern patrons.—
Suppose this profitable intercourse discon-
tinued, what then ! asks our contemporary.—
“Why the New England fanatics wouid pale
with ‘error and the North would appreciate
the folly, not to say the criminality, of inter-
meddling with other people’s business.” And
this, it wisely thinks, is no impossible thing—
indeed far more probable, because far more
beneficial to the South on the one hand and
disastrous to the Norih on the other, than a
dissolution of the Union. Then comes what
we deem the gist of the article:

*‘Why should not New Orleans, Mobile, Charles-
ton, Norfolk, and Baltimore become rivals of Bos-
ton, New York and Philadelphia, if the Southern
patronage should be transferred thither: We
would have no right to complain at this. Our pev-
ple have wantonly provoked the South. We toie-
rate men in our nidst who are ever warring on the
South, stealing nexroes, and counseling 1nsurrec-
yen. A squeamish sentimentalisin about slavery

the prevailiug type of Northern idiosyneracy.—
Many of our people disregard the Constitution, and
are ready to trample i1t in the dust rather than that
the negio should remain in that condition in which
lie appears to thrive very well, for a single day.—
No uim\mnce 18 made for the diticuities in which
the question of emamcipation 1s 1avolved. And
these people totally forzet that they have no ngut
to interfere with the question, uniess they are pre-
pared to pay for the nezro’s treedom, and his mas
teris wnlrmu to seil hum. They foolishly expect to
coerce the Southern people to adopt their views of
slavery, and under the promptings of an awakened
conscience, to uproot their social fabrie, and for-
ever imp werish themselves and their posterity.

**Ro long as these views are freely expressed in
private and public by the press, and from our pul-
pits, is it strange that the South should be excited,
or that her people should determine to deal else-
where. and depend imore upon their own re-
sources’’’ =

‘The Baltimore Awmerican, quoting the above,
remarks :

“It will be obaerved that, either by accident or
design, the city of Richmond is left out of the list
of Southern cities which, by proper enterprise, can
be made to rival the great cities of the North. As
for Charleston, Mobile and New Orleans, we ot
Baltimore have nothing to fear from them. Stili
less have we to fear fromn Norfolk. Notwithstand-
ing 18 unnivalled advantages as a seaport, the
poverty of its back country, and the prevalence ot
vellow fever, constiture almost m.upemhh- obsta
cles to 1ts growth and prosperity. Nor have we at
present much to dread 1n the compctition with
Richmond. We have four or five times the popu-
lation of that city, vastly more capital, superior
eunterprise, easier access to the sea, a commerce
out of all comparison larger, and finished lines of
raiilway which already pour into our warehouses
and upon our wharves the mynad products of the
teemiag West. Add to this our proximity to the
commercial and manufacturing centres of the
Norih, and to the Federal metropolis as well, and
it will be seen that Richmond bears to us, and must
continue to bear, if we wisely use our advantages,
a secondary position.

We can assure our contemporaries of Phila-
delphia and Baltimore that Richmond takes
no umbrage at not being catalogued in the
above list. We are sure that a wish to ignore
Richmond could not have been father to that
omission. We desire to get along in the most
amicable manner with our sister cities, mind-
ing our own business, after thespiritand tem-
per of the Kansas-Nebraska aet. Gen. JACK-
sON once told a gossipping acquaintance that
he once knew a man to make his fortune by
minding his own business, and weare notsure
but u city might succeed in like manner. At
all events we shall try. Rome wasu’t built in
aday. Even London wasu't built in a week,
nor New York in a year, nor Philadelphia in
a decade! Our Baltimore contemporary evi-
dently bas a bigher appreciation of the capa-
city of Richmond to becowme a rival of Balu-
more than any of the other cities which have
been named, although he says: “Nor have we
atpresent much to dread from the competition
of Richmond.” Itistrue, we have not the popu-
lation, capital, finished lines of railway, &c¢.,
of Baltimore ; but, nevertheless, we have natu-
ral advantages quite as great, and in time shall
have the rest.

If we are situated on a somewhat tortuous
river, it nevertheless, in its windings and
turnings, waters a very lurge extent of very
sertile country, and, within two hours’ ride
by a railroad soon to be completed, runs the
York, the straightest, deepest, and bLroadest
stream in the South, capable of floating a fleet
of Great Easterus. We have the most unri-
valed water-power for manufacturing pur-
poses in the Atlantic States. Mr. BROOKS, of
the New York E.rpress, upon his visit to this
city, said that the water-power of Richmond
ought to build up here a Manchester and
Lowell combined, and support two hundred
thousand people. Baltimore owes more of its
prosperity to its manuafactures than its com-
merce. We have coal and iron of the best
quality, in the neighborhood of our city, and
easily accessible by canal and railroads, * lu-
bricating power ” in abundance, and a rail-
road on its way to the Ohio, which, when com-
pleted, will assist the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad in gathering in the rich treasures of
the West. Then there is something in the re-
markable healthfulness of Richmond, and the
picturesque beauty of its landscape, which
adds to the influence of business attractions.
Statisties prove that, of all the Atlantic cities,
this is the most salubrious, and in its natural
beauties, it is equaled by few towns in the
United States or any other country. We have,
moreover, noelements of lawlessness and riot
in our midst; our streets are as safe and yuite
at midnight as the drawing-rooms of most
larger towns—life and property are secure.—
With these advantages, whilst we may not
aspire to be the New York of the South, we
nuevertheless expéct, with the aid of a little
more enterprise, and the mucilage of increas-
ed capital, to go ahead, and, oneof these days,
have a place in the catalogue, among our
bigger brethren.

In the meantime, we shall endeavor to be
patient, philosophic, and complacent—as
rleased as poseible with ourselves and the rest
of the world. We hope all thegreat cities will
prosper, especially Baltimore, which deserves
success for her enterprise and public spirit.—
In the meantime, we hope they will all, New
York, Boston, Philadelphia, Baltimore, and ]
Richmond, all keep the peace; and, as the
chicken-cock observed amoung the jackasses,
“gentlemen, don’t let’s tread on each other's
toes.”
