Temple witb feellea en Board.
A letter from China to the N. Y. Journal ot

t'oramerce. gives the particulars of the late
wreck of the American ship Flora Temple,
withM Coolieson board, everyone of whom
was drowned. The vessel laid off Macao and
took in her cargo. The Coolieswere cheated,
inveigled, or stolen, and either taken directly
to the ship or else confined in the barracoons
in Macao till the ship was ready to sail for
Havana? thecrey numbering fifty, and tbe
4'ooliee eight hundred andfifty. The letter con-
tinues

Leaving Macao October sth (Saturday.) the
deceived and stolen Coolies soou learned their
cruel destiny,and as all injuredand betr.iyed
men would do, resolved to attempt toavert it,
however desperate the chance*.. They had no
arms, and thereforehint to struggle with every
disadvantage in the odor 1 of recovering their
liberty. A party collatedon tbe deckonTues-
day morning, before their own
loved country had forever to_p*.>eared Irom
their eye*, ana rushing upon the guard, a sin-
gle individual, a ft.-lit ensued, iv which tbe
guard wankilled ___\u25a0__, X _-

In the meantime, the captain. Johnson.hear-
inc the noise, hurried upon deck with his re-
volver and his brother and an Englishman
interested in the kidnappingwitb him, both al-
so armed with revolvers, who dischargedhalf-
a-dozen rounds into thecoolies, who were thus
drivenback, and defeated in their attempt to
recover their liberty. How many were killed
and wounded, it is lor the interest of the kid-
nappers not to tell, and the dead also tell no
lotas Nor can they to.I the cruel treatment
tbev received before they were driven to thu
de-iyerat.net?treatment, as they Well knew,
wbtchwuaottlyu foret-jrie of what auraitod
them Nor dothe officers of the ship or the
Englishman on beard, who was trading in
stolen human flesh, inform the world el th-
course they took toward these miserable, de-
ceived and helpless men. when they wereover-
?lowered and defeated m their most -ustiflabl.
attemptsto ouaerttheirBherty. But a Blend
interrns me .hat they were driven below deck,
nod routined there like letons, almost U*lthoni
lightand air, and where, crowded togetherso
large .1 number in so narrow a s-pace, tin-
greater part must inevitably have perished iv
the long middle passage. Think of t-jo human
beings, all full grown men, pressed into this
contracted, rayless, airless dungeon,in which
they Were to be deported from ?China to Ha-
vana, all the longway over'the China Sea, the
Indian Ocean, and the Atlantic !

On the following Friday, Oct. 14, while sail-
ing over the China fsea, at 7 -, o clock 111 the
evening the vessel struck upon a reef which
is not laid down in the charts, a gale of wind
in the meantime blowing,and the sea running
nigh Every effort was made to save the ship
by the officers anil crew ; ihe poor COOUee,
battened down beneath me decks, being al-
lowed no chance ,0 aid m saving the ship or
tiiemselves. Although the yards were -braced
around,-'and tbe ship "hove back," she struck,
first slightly, and then, soon after, several
times with a tremendous crash, the breakers
ruiiniug alongside very high. Pieces of ber
limbers and planking floated up ou her port
side, and after some more heavy thumps she
remained apparently immovable. Tbe water
rapidly increased 111 the hold till it reached
the "between-decks," where the -.".(, coolies
werecouflned While this was goingon. in-
deed, almost immediatelyafter the ship first
struck, the officers and crew very naturally

*became afraid of the coolies for the treatment
they had received, aud the Captain ordered ihe
boats to be lowered, not to save the coolies, in
whole or 111 part,but to preserve himself mid
crew. These boats, even under favorablecir-
cumstauces, were uotmore than sufficient for
the officers and crew, showing that no pro-
vision had been made for the poor coolies in
case or disaster.

The boats passed safely through the break-
ers, leaving the ship almost without motion,
all her masts standing, her back broken ami
the sea making a clear breach over her star-
board quarter. When the boats left the ship
and steered awaywithout makingone effort
tosave the 890 coolies, or allowing them to do
anything to save themselves, with their last
look toward tbe ship, tiieysaw that thecoolies
had escaped from their prison through doors
which the concussion bad made for them, and
atood clustering together, helpless and de-
spairing, upon the decks,and gazing upon the
abyss which was opening its jaws to receive
them. My friend assures me that he knows
thesepoor creatureswere completely impris-
oned al! the night these terrible occurrences
were going on, the hatches being"battened
.town,'' and made as yecure as a jail-door un-
der lock and bars.

Theshipwas three hundred miles from land
when it struck, and after lourteeu days of toil
and struggle,one of the boats only succeeded
in reaching Towron, in Cochin China; the
three otheroouta were never heard of. Here
tbe French lleet was lying, and the Admiral
at once invited the Captain and his boat's crew
oa board one of his (ships, and besides, nt re-
quest, sent oneof his vessels to the fatal scene
of the disaster, where some of the wreck was
to be -ecu, but not a single coolie. Every oue
Of the tight hundred and fifty had perished!
