The New York Times and the New York
Daily News have relinquished for a moment
the disputations of politics to discusa the
symptoms and rémedies of this alarming dis-
ense, The Times has a long dissertation from
the pen of a learned surgeon connected with
one of the city hospitals of New York.

theria is defiued as an eXira or extraneous
membrane, formed outside the skin or mucus
membranes. Itis caused by a sudden cold,
which generally locates upou the throat, pro-
ducinga peculiar inflammation of the mucus
membrane of the tonsils, uvula, root of the
tongue, fauces and larynx, or some oue or
niore of these parts. 1t most freqguently at-
incks children, because this membrane in
them is more deiicate and more eastly in-
tlamed. From some peculiar state of the sys-
tem Which gives characler 10 disease when
ouce received 1t 1t or from some peculiarity
of the exciting cause, this inflammation p.o-
duces litiie white ulcerated spots, which
throw out & thin, irritative, glutinous matier,
covering the entire suriace and forming an ex-
tra membrane or skin. This produces u pe-
culiar hoarseness aud ditliculty ot breaihiug,
and by extending aud tuckenng, suflocation
and death. This is diptheria, What is now
called the regular croup is tocated littie tur-
ther down Lhe trachiea or windpipe, aad gen-
erally is not commenced by those white ulcer-
ated spots, and the membrane tormed 1=
tougher and more of astraw culor.

Tune News gives gome darections as w the
treatment of the disease betoie the physician
arrives, This is mportant, because a short
delay will irequently reader this, as well as
croup and other aiseases of the throat or lungs
ot childrean, fatal, which could otherwize Lave
been cured. Wheft a child becomes suddenly
hoarse, or has ditlicult breathiug, or its cheeks
are red, or its throat and breast hot,or when
it has cold chills, wise doctors will tell you to
iumediately soak the feet aund legs in warm
witer, aud apply cloths wet with cold water
(e water is best) o the throatand breast:
cover theese with dry flaunel soas ot to let
the wet cloths be exposed to the air; when
the feet and legs are takean out of the warm
water, wipe themdry and wrap them in warm,
dry flaunels, Af the attack is violent, appiy
rinapisms of mustard poultice to the bottomns
ot the teet. Give the child as much pure cold
walteras it is inclined o drink. 1f the head 1=
hot, apply the cold wet cloths in the same
manner 10 that also.

11 the learned doctors of the Times and News
will now prescribe some remedy for the dip-
theria from which the country is suffering,
they will entitle themselves to the everlasting
thanks of maukind. Perhaps, after all, the
best mode of attracting the inflammation to
the surface is to let the representatives aud
press of each section continue to abuse each
other to the extent of their capacity. When
two men are in the habit, upon every differ-
ence of opinion, of belaboring each other with
angry words, and never getting to blows, it is
clear that there is no danger of their tighting
unless they lose the use of their tongues. Let
us, therefore, keep up a free and full circula-
tion of the blood in the extremities by throw-
ing off the heat of the system in angry explo-
sions of flerce words and derogatory adjectives.
We shall have no political earthquakes so
long as we have a vent for Vesuvius in avitu-
perative Congress, and afree, not to say licen-
tious, press.

The erl;nonl Presses on Slavery.

The New York Independent and the Ecenge-
list have assailed the New York Observer on
the subject of slavery, and the New York Tri-
bunr, that immaculate conservator ot the pub-
lic morals, pitches in and demands, with the
religious presses, answers to several quesuona
among them the following -

The New York Erpressinforms the saintly
philanthropist of the Tritune that it never
saw a Cbhristian man, South or North, who
did uot hold this last to be a crime; that none
of the particulars mentioned are necessary
parts of the system of slavery ; that the sys-
tem of free society is always parting families,
in distant emigrations ; not alone trom Cali-
fornia to New York, but from distant Ger-
many to more distant California. Granting
all these things to be, however, just what
these devout and charituble presses—the Ind--
pendent, Evangelist and Tribune—desire them
to be, the E.press very properiy tells them
that it is none of their business, and that they
have no more to do with slavery in the slave
States than with the same insuitution in Cuba
or Braail.

Itis pleasing, however, to find so chaste a
Journal as the Tribune, which always gives the
cold shoulder to every immoral ism, free love
included, and which is published in a section
where the number of runaway wives in a year
exceeds the number of runaway Southern ne-
groes in the same space of time, devote itseit
to the cuuse of moral purity amoug the negroes
of the South. Doubtless it, as well as its reli-
gious co-laborers, will be glad to learn, not
only that the “slaves of the South have a right
to their chastity,” but that there are not as
many instances of connubial delinguency
among them, in proportion to their number,
as among the three thousand clergymen who
signed the famous Kansas-Nebraska remon-
strance, whilst such a state of licentiousness
as prevails among the *‘upper ten of New
York ia a thing unheard of among the slave
population of the Southern States. Notcenly
are they generally married with all due cere-
mony, but the relics of many of their wedding
feasts would be an unwonted luxury to the
famished scribes of tie Tribune oftice. If the
religious and secular press of abolitionismare
somuch concerued about the effects of slavery
on negro chastity, what do they think of the
effects of freedom on that virtue, as illustrated
in the island of St. Domingo, where, according
1o one of their own tourists, concubinage is
the rule, and wedlock the exception 1
