In recent conversations with two gentle-
men, residing iu different and distant parts of
New York—one & Democrat, the other an
«0M Line Whig”—there was a singular co-
incidence of seutiment, and almost of lan-
guage, in the opinions expressed by them of
Seaator SawaARD. Eachof them spoke of him
s a fine scholar, a man of letters and of the
lamp, but not & statesman, the “Old Line
Whig" adding that he was a demagogue,

Qertainly, that man is not a statesman
whose grasp of mind and heart is not compre-
hensive enough to embrace anything buta
section ; who is unable to look and labor for
the glory of the whole Confederacy, but whose
whole idea lnd aim is the elevation of self, at
the risk of the disruption of the Union and
the ruin of his country. When we thisk of
such men as JErrExsoN, WEBSTER, CLAY,
CALEBOUN, we think of statesmen ; men of em-
iment political abilities, able to hold the heim
of State, and to guide the ship, amid all the
fntricacies and perils of her voyage, 10 a secure
"and glorious haven. Every oneof these men
was ambitious, but it was a noble ambition,
aud they forced their way upward by superior
political capacity, and by the powerful manner
in which they grappled with such great princi-
ples and measures as those which in former
days divided parties. But SkwaARD, on the
contrary, has elevated himself to notoriety by
riding hobbies and humbugs from the first mo-
ment he entered political life. He began his ca-
reer with “Anti-Masonry,” and has ever since
been on the alert for some ism, some fanatical
or sectional prejndice, to carry him into office
It is for this purpose that he seizes upon the
popularantipathy to slavery in the free States;
that, finding that antipathy somewhat innoc-
uous, and by no means prepared for aggres-
sive measures, he steadily and assiduously
fans it intoaflame, and puts the wholegovern-
ment in deadly peril for the purpose of im-
proving his chances for the Presidency. This
man, who has certainly no true conception of
the constitution which was framed by the
founders of this governmext, or is determined
to subvert it in order to secure his personal
elevation, has noright to the grand and patri-
otic name of statesman. He is a faction-
ist and a demagogue; his heart is full of
treason, stratagems and spoils. He is, it is
true, a man of letters; he can construct asen-
tence, but he is better able to destroy than to
construct a conmstitution. It certainly does
not add much to the dignity of his character,
or to his chances for high and enduring fame,
that he is more solicitous to shut out bad
English from his stylegthan bad principles
from his mind and evil practices from his life;
more anxious about rhetoric than right: more
careful to preserve the unity of a figure than
the unity of his country.

Every great statesman seeks earnestly to de-
velop the resources and consolidate the
strength of the people for whose interests he
legislates. Such a soul as that of DANIKL
WEBSTER took in the whole United States. It
was not a Polar sea, inaccessible to the heat of
the sun, and destitute of all warmth and vital-
ity, but a nature that could respond to the
bracing breeze and glow with thetropic fire;
that made “the whole boundless continent its
own.” HENRY CLAY exulted in the stars of
the national flag, as the eagle does in the sun-
light. Both these men, though ambitious, went
for their country first, and acted upon the
principle that it was better to be right than be
President. SEwARD would infinitely rather
be President than be right; he cares not what
wrongs are perpetrated so he can clutch the
sceptre; all that the valor of our fathers
achieved in a seven years' war, all that their
wisdom devised and secured in our present
form of government, all that the combined en-
ergies and enterprise of America have since
accomplished, Wx. H. SEWARD is at this mo-
ment putting in imminent peril for the pur-
pose of securing his own election 10 the Pres
idency. Are notour Northern friends righ*,
then, in pronouncing him no statesman, but a
demagogue, and a demagogue of the most un-
principled and dangerous kind ! It is no jus-
tification to say that, if SEWARD be elected
President, he;will desert the cause which has
carried him into power, kick away the sec-
tional ladder by which he ascended, and prove
a national President. Possibly. if the Presi-
dent were restricted to one term, this might
be the case, but, if it were, it would ouly prove
him adouble traitor, a traitor alike to his party
and his country. Who ean trust such a man !
Must he not be rotten to the core? There is
no proof that he has either the capacity or the
principle 10 administer the government of the

United States.

The New York Tribune, whose editor is re-
nowned for his breeding, of which he once
gave asample in an attack upon a non-com-
batant adversary, commencing “you lie, vil-
lain,” is very unhappy because it has discov-
ered, as it thinks, that our Minister at the
Qourt of St. Jlmu is not a gentleman.

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British Opinion z‘n the Ammexation of

The British press, and even some members
of Parliament, sesm to be greatly exercised
upon the subject of the Savoyard Aunexation.
They admit that the people are Fienchmen
and desire to belong to Prance, but their fears
are greatly excited for Switzerland, as iIf Swit-
zerland were not already as accessible to the
armies of France, whenever she miy ihink
proper to invade her, as she ever can be made
by the annexation of Savoy. Their principal
anxiety is, however, for the honor of VicTor
Exanvst. How, says Jounx BuLL, can he
think of giving up the home of his ancestors,
the cradle of his race?! There is something,
they think, very monstrous in the idea.

Now, everybody knows that Normandy is
the cradle of Queen VICTORIA’S Tace, and that
her ancestors held possession of it for nearly
four hundred years after the chief of her fam-
ily had subdued England. The Kings of her
race once styled themselves Kings also of
France, in remembrance of the claim set up by
Epwarp I1I,, and prosecuted so nearly toa
successful issueby that monarch and his great-
grandson, HENRY V. Well, where is fhe cra-
dle of VICTORIA'S race now ! Does she hold a
foot of territory in Normandy or in any other
quarter of France! If the honor of VicToR
EMANUEL be involvedin the transfer of Savoy
to France, what becomes of VICTORIA’S honor !
The King of Sardinia makes the transfer with-
eut compulgion. The transaction is peaceable,
and with the knowledge and consent of the
people principally interested. VicToR EMAN-
UEL is willing, the Emperor of the French is
willing, and the Savoysrds are willing. On
the other hard, the ancestors of VICTORIA
lost Normaundy by a long war—that is to say,
they were unable to hold it by the sword, and
were expelled greatly against their iuclina-
tion. We submit, that VICTOR EMANUEL'S
case is much the better of the two. Hanover
was the native country of that branch of the
Royal family from_ which VICTORIA is more
immediately dPsoended. How much of Hanover
submits to her sway at the present moment !
It is true Hanover is sl governed by a de-
scendant of GEORGE L., and that it is severed
from the crown of Great Britain by the opera-
tion of the Saligue law. But is the Salique
law, according Lo modern ideas,a more im-
perative rule of political action than the
wishes of a whole people !

The continental possessions of the House of
Hanover were always a subject of grievance
to Great Britain. They were constantly in-
volving herin wars, and entangling her in the
diplomacy of the German States. Enormous
sums of English gold, and rivers of English
blood were wasted in their defence. Yet they
never were of any practical value whatever to
Great Britain, and were always an object of
jealousy to the British people. 1t was a happy
day for Great Britain when the accession of a
female enabled her to cut them loose, and let
them down the wind. They had nothing in
common with the British nation. They were
Germans of the most decided German taste.
Their language was (German, their notions
were (Ferman, their politics were German,
their ideas of Government were German.—
They were Germans in feature and in form,
in tastes and in amusements in gestureand in
manner, in walkingabout and in standing still,
in going out and in coming in. They were
German all over, and nothing else but Ger-
man. Why, then, should they be governed by
Great Britain, whose system they could not
understand, whose freedom they despised, and
with whom they had nothing in common? So
it is with the Savoyards at this day. They are
Frenchmen,and the Frenchest of the French—
more Frenchmen than the French themselves,
Their king, on the other hand, although his
family came originally from Savoy, is an Ital-
ian king. His ancestors have been ltalian
kings for centuries before him. His thoughts,
his ambition, his aspirations, are all Italian.
The buik of his subjects are likewise Italian
Why, then, not allow the Savoyards to follow
their own inclination, since he does nst ob-
ject!

The Legislature.

In the Senate, a preamble and resoluticns
were offered on the subject of the boundary
line between Maryland and Virginia. One of
the resolutions authorizes the (Governor to
send a competent person to England to obtain
all documentary or other evidence which
may exist there tending to ascertair and es-
tablish the lines of boundary between Vir-
gidia and the States of North CaroMna, Ten-
nessee and Maryland. A report was returned
by a select committee, which was adopted,
disapproving and rejecting the boundary line
heretofore run between this State aud Ten-
nessee by Leonidas Baugh and Jas. . Black,
48 commissioners on the part of Virginia.—
The Governor is empowered to pay them for
their work, aud then employ competent per-
sons to run again and re-mark said boundary
line. The bill amending the charter of the
James River and Kanawha Company, which
provided for converting its floating debt and
other liabilities into stock wnd for a continu-
ance of the work, was defeated in the Senate.
The “act providing for a more unitorm cur-
rency of the banks of this State” wuas under
discussion when the Senate adjourned.

The House of Delegates adopted a resolution
for an earlier hour of meeting, and then passed
to the consideration of the resolutions report-
ed by the Joint Committee, adverse to a Con-
ference of the Southern States, which had been
sent from the Senate with the concurrence of
that body. The debate proand con was cha-
racterized by ability and earnestness. Theanti-
Conference resolutions were finally adopted
by 90 ayes to 12 nays,

The Sheemakers® Strike.

A Boston correspondent of the New York
Journal of Commierce, states that the boo} and
shoe manufacturing interest in Massadlusetts
is supposed to be that yielding the largest in-
come. The annual sales in a good year
amount 1o near sixty millions of dollars.—
There are from forty thousand to fifty thou-
sand persons employed in manufacturing these
goods,—a tweuty-fourth part of all the inhab-
itants of the State. Those shoemakersarealso
found in considerable numbers in the States of
New Hampshire and Maine, and elsewhere in
the Eastern States. DMost of the shoe towns
are the most extreme of all the Northern towns
in their violence towards the Southern States
and their institutions. This is manifested by
their votes, aud by the abolition conventions
“that are entertained by them. Now that they
are suffering for the lack of that trade which
their bitterness has driven away, they may be
led to ask, says the Joyrnal's correspondent,
“What have we gained by waging war upon
the domestic institutions of our sister State
What has humanity gained !
