Baltimore, PaitadelphiaorNew York. Many
merchants from thecoaatrypane through this
city, to buy (roods in New York, simply be-
cause they" will not believe that they can pur-
chase here onaa good terms. And the effect of
tin- tax will be to confirm them in their in-
credulity. Winn they know that the mer-
chaii_iu Richmond is required to pay one per
ceiii.iipou the gross amount of his sales, aad
knowing as they do that this one per cent.
Will absorb all the profit which they have
been accustomed to make upon ihe large
amount of these sales, he will at least think lie
knows that the tax must Ik* put into
theprice, Ami no doubt it would be, if the
wholesale merchant ot Richmond, or Pe-
t-rst.urg, or Noi folk, or Alexandria, wa*
io the condition of the country merchant.-
lf we had to compete only Willi each oilier for
the country trade. Wins all under the same
burthen, wewoald fix our prices accordingly.
Hut onr competition is not with each oilier,
but v, i'h Baltimore, with Philadelphia, with
New Yoik: cities having many other advan-
tages over us, and all of them lostered and en-
couraged by the legislation of their States?
noneoi them paying more taxes upon their
capital employed in business than is paid ou
other property; and the prices la Richmond
and Petersburg must be fixed with reference
to ttie prices in those cities.

Your petitioners therefore believe that
whilst this provi-ionof the bill.it connected
with a moderate tax upon the wholesale mer-
chants, might be beneficial in drawing our
country merchants to our own cities to make
theirpure liases, yet.connected as it is with a tax
so oppressive. Its effect will be to drive away
and not to attract our own country deilers,
and w.ll still mora effectually destroy ear
c immeree with North Carolina, and Tennessee:
a commerce which we have been exerting our-
selves for years to build up, and which, at the
present time,aives the promise of great exten-
sion and benefit.

A? illustrating the elfects of a tax and of its
repeal, your petitioners -would respectfully
call the attention of the Senate to the coffee

! trade of thiaCity. Por m.ny years prior to
I i-.V., our Richmond millers have supplied the

South American markets with floor,aad the
return cargoes of the ships carrying out this
ilour were principally coffee aad hides. But
there being a las upon tales, though much
more moderate than that Imposed bj the law
of l-.'tl, the amount of toffee Imported into
Bichmoad for the year ending July 1,1&55,
waa, as stated by the Auditor, live thousand
nine hundred and sixty bags. The act of 1856
exempted foreign go 'ds from this taxonsales,
and the consequence has been, as again stated
by the Auditor, that for the yearending July
1, Isjtf. the quantity of coffee imported iuto
Bichmoad wa- "thirty-six thousand six
hundred and fifty-three bags. The lact is
significant to show that a tax may pre-
vent a c immeree which is called lor. But
there to aao-her_facl lying alongside of this,
whichshould have preveated the hasty con-
clusion of the Auditor, that, by suitable legis-
lation, we shall soon see nearly all the foreign
goods we consume brought to our seaport
townsdirectly. Tiie lact is, that though the
tax was taken off the sale of hides imported
by the same law, BO hides have been brought
into our port. Hides are to be manufactured,
and we have no manv lactones of shoes or
leather : and so, if the goods we want arenot
man iilac tured abroad, but only in the North,
no legislation can bring them iuto our porta
from ioreigu countries.
Voerpetilioaere would repeal a truism which

every man admits, that, to be independent of
the North, we must have commerce and man-
ufactures. But no man in his senses believes
that commerceand manufactures can be sus-
tained at a perautaeat loss. Ii they cannot
heconducted here upon terms as favorable as
they can be carried ou elsewhere, they must
fail in the end. Our's are not a people who
will continue lo prosecute a losing busiuess.
11 the business of a merchant in Virginia is

to be burdened in any way so that it shall be-
come unprofitable, the business of a merchant
in Virginia will tease io be a calling in Vir-
ginia. Some who are engaged ia it may not
be abb- m get outof it for a time: but no per-
son will engage in it. Ifil >* rendered un-
profitable by your legislation, tbe time will
-ioii come when men of integrity Will Cease |
to pursue it, and it Brill fell into the hands ol
ill ,se who wilt treat theoaths winch you Ire
BCribe as custom-house oaths are treated ny
iuch persons; and they will rentier llieir hiisi-
neeeprofitable by evadingyour laws. Themo-
ral leflaeuceaor yom legislation is, or should
be the first consideration of B statesman.
In conclusion, we would ask, with all

Smith. Mr. Conetestified, in substance that
when they received Mr. Tabbs threeboys 1b
their school, they were taken on liberal terms,
Mr. T. remarking that he bad heard reports
which bad noweightwith him?tbat he wished
tbem, as teachers, to be strict, and, Ifnecessary,
to punish them in aproper manner. The boye
had been in their srrnrl more than a year,and
rot alone; very well. William, said Mr. C.. is
disposed tn cut capers in school, and make
fun. Gn Tuesday, he, with others, were kept
in to make tiptheir lessons. Mr. Smith, being
throughwith his classes, was abont to leave,
and wishingto see him, witness stepped ant
of the room to do so. In his absence he heard
a noise, and openingthe doorand looking In,
saw William "cutting np."
