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There seems tohe a natural propensity ia
the mass ofmankind to resist the intrusion of
all new ideas. Tee majoritydoubtlessbelong
to that claee whom it haa become fashion, bie
toatlgsaatiaeas old fogies. Every invention
of which we have any account has met with
atubborn opposition in the beginning. Hah-
okbavbb was burnt out of house andhome
for Inventingthespinning jenny; Watt wish-
ed that he had never beea horn, on account of
the trouble his mechanical engines brought
upon him | Flltob was laughed at as an en-
thusiast and visionary, andQbobqbStei'ubn-
eo* waa affraid to say that be expected to ob-
tain aapeed of more tbau ten miles an hour
on tbe Bret railroad he waaemployed to build.
Even when the merit of inventions has been
tested elsewhere, theyfind opposition in every
new quarter into which an attemptia made to

introduce tbem. The late Wuitmbll I*. Tt'K-
btbli. was accuatomed to say tbat he fought
throughfire, in overcoming the opposition be
found arrayed against tbe Dauville Railroad,
and WB all haow how hard it waa toconvince
the public tbat it wa* possible to lightthUcity
with gas. In thecoarseof time, when the ex-
periment has succeeded againstall opposition,
people get ashamed of their doubts, aud won-
der how they ever could have dove without
the improvement. But ibis is only after suc-

cess has crowned the work.
We do not know that there is anyorganized

opposition to tbe introduction of a railroad
into thecity; a law has been passed author-
isingit, but wehear many say it cannot suc-
ceed in so small a place. That iaexactly wbat
-webeard about the introduction of gas. It is
the identical objection urged against every-
thingnew that ever wasproposed for the im-
provementof the city. It has been pressed so
often, and so often been proved to be -jvithout

foundation, tbat we haveno confidence iv it
whatever in tbe present case. Why may it
net succeed i Because, say the cavillers, there
will be but few people to ride on it, and it will
not, therefore, pay. Even one line of omni-
buses* is with difllcultykept up, and the car-
riages are by no meansalways full. This is
the very aame objection that was made to
everyrailroad which nowcomes to the city.?
We were told that the stages could easily
enough accommodate all the travel. Well,
how did all these people that now travel on
the care contrive to travel wheu there was
nothingbut stages to carry them r The nn-
ewer is theydid not travel at all. They stayed
at home for themost part, and only traveled
once a year to places which perhaps they now
visit once a w°ek. Tbe railway stimulates
travel. It operates like tire upon a tern.mi's
bock. It moves thousands who would other-
wise be immovable. So it has proved every-
where with these city railways. Everybody
rides on them; they arealways crowded. Per-
sons that walked before, ride on them. Persons
that never stirred before ride on them. Per-
sons who took tbe omnibus before now take
the cars. Locomotion is always stimulated
by them to the fever point.

We ought to have a railroad, at least, from
Rocketts asfar upas the terminus of the busi-
ness portion of Main street, and then along
someof the cross streets, and up Broad street.
The two greet thoroughfaresof the city would
thus be sufficiently united, fora beginning.?
Hereafter, more might be done?sufficient
unto the day is the evil thereof?but, for .be
present, tbat would do very well. Objections
havebeen made to the ascending natureof the
ground, in one or twoplaces. But these as-
cents are not steeper than those to be found in
Boston, and sorely our mules aud horses are
as goodas Yankeeanimals ofa similar descrip-
tion. We should thinksuch aroad would be
abont three miles long. Now,such iron as it
would be proper to lay,would give about fifty
tons to the mile, costing _.v> the ton. This
-would be 9*2,750 per mile for tbe iron. The
work would be comparatively light. There
is no grading to he done,and the paving (al-
ways imperativelynecessary, even where (be
road is extended into the country,) is already
furnished. After purchasing the iron, no-
thingfarther is necessary than to purchase the
sills and lay them. The paving on each side
keeps the rails iv their places, so that tbe ex-
pense of iron chairs may be dispensed with.?
We know not the expense ol such labor as
will be required; but we are confident, that
while confined to tbe city, the entire, work
will not go much over ieVMt a mile. Iv the
country, when the road shall have been ex-
tended in tbat quarter, tbe cost will, we pre-
aume,be something more; for there it will be
necessary to pave.

We havenot read the law, but understand
it is a verygood law. Tbe next thing is to
get the stock taken, if the city do not take it,
which we think would be thepreferable mode
of dealingwith the matter. Itwill then have
the whole subject under its own control, and
there will be no conflict of interests, resulting
in iujuryto thepublic. If, however,it should
decline, the stocks, we should think, would
speedily be taken by private persons. We
haveno dam by which to form an estimate of
the per centage paid by such stocks. In the
Northern cities they have been, thus far, the
subject of continual speculation, and change
hauds so frequentlytbat their intrinsic value
cannot well be made out. We would mention,
however, that, in the city of Philadelphia,
two hundred and seventy milee of railway
havebeen authorized by law, and tbat a large
proportion of it has been laid down already.
Aathe thing progressed gradually, and could
harebeen etopped atany stage of the proceed-
ing, tbe inference is that it could not have
gone so farunless it bad been found to be de-
cidedly profitable.

ttoe. Wisb. According to AbdrbwHubteb,

Th»* Merchants' _*?>? |
We publish thi* morning the memory of

the merchants to the Legislator*, oa
ject of the one per ceßt. tax proposed to he
levied oi* the sale*of mercbauu. It was pre-
pared by Mr. Pbachy R. Urattan. It pic-
eeuts some verystrongpolnte forreflection to
onr law-Kivers. One, especially, which should
fix their atteutiou, ia the withdrawalofsome
BiMßjm ot capital from this city alnce IKWS.
under the unfavorable revenue eyatem which
impose* ao odioua a tax on Smte bonds, and
such heavy impositions upon capital. The
memorial estimates that these injudicious

financial measures have driven away, for in-
vestment out of the State,at least mBABwABB.
A statesman would conclude that as soon asa
lax had the effect to drive away the object
taxed, that it had exceeded the justpoint, and
ought to be reduced until that ellect ceased.
The grand point to be gained with him is,
that which yields the highest revenue with
the least oppression. That moment it tell&
unfavorably by the diminutiou of energy, or
industry,or enterprise, or by the curtailment
of capital, it has gone to an excess,and ought
to be diminished. The tax on capital which
can be translated readily to any point where
it is the interest of its owuer it should be, re-
veals the evil effectof this excessmore readily
than any other description of tax. Individ-
ual enterprises may be depressed, and their
growth and extension may be circumscribed :
but it is not soeasy to wind them up, and for
those who conduct thcin to pull up stakes and
depart formore genial latitudes. Yet the tax
on capital la Virginia is of a piece with the
general revenue system with reference to com-
merce, save the policy for the encouragement
of direct imi»ortation and domestic manufac-
tures. Th« whole class tax imposed upon the
merchants is biirtheiisome aud injurious,in-
asmuch as it cripples them iv their compe'i-
tiou with those of larger efUaa a competi-
tion made greatly more efficient under the fa-
cilities oi steam and railroad communication,
with tbc* auxiliaries of expresses and tele-
graphs, which ramify the whole country at
this day. The most flourishing and experi-
enced commercial cominuuitieo in this coun-
try adopt the system of taxiug r,nl wealth.
Here, our law-makers substitute taler.t and
enterprise. Ia New York the tax for the
privilege oi doingbusiness is nolhiug,and the
business man pays a per cent, upon his acunl
capital. Here his tax rises as bis business is
increased, and his energy, activity and expe-
rience, guaged by the amount of his sales, are
levied U|*on in proportion lo their snepess.
Thus, B man with an actual capitalof 910.090,
who may, by his superior energy, sell twice as
many goods as another with ?15,888 capital,
pays twice as much into tbe State Treasury
ashe who lias the larger capital. How much
wiser is tbat system illustrated iv the parable!
of the talents !

A more unwise mode of levying the impo-
sitions lor the support of government upon
commerce could hardly be devised ; yet it
teems to us that the one per cent, tax on sales
is to be an exaggeration of its evils. It is
commended by some on the ground that it
equalizes taxation on ihe merchants, making
all pay alike, retailers and wholesalers.?
And is this in truth the golden rule '.?
Is it true that taxationmay be multipliedad
infinitum, in proportion to aggregateamounts
sold, and with justice I Are the prolltsmul-
tiplied in thesame way ! Certainly not. The
profitsare diminished as the amount of sales
increases. The retailer could not live upon the
profits which the wholesaler regards as am-
ple; and a tax levied upon the idea that both
are equallyable to bear taxation in propor-
tion to their sales, is erroneousand unjust,and
must be injurious to commercial enterprise.

Tbe graduation of taxation on this unjust
principlemakes tbe tar cm most of the > 'Jailers
less than ii has ben under th- ///\u25a0? tent lew,and in
this view the one per cent, tax will be le*s a
retaliatory measure than tin* present law ?

With adimiuished tax and Iheknowledge that
be must pay the one per cent, if he buys his
goods in this city, ibere are no controlling
reasons which would induce him to buy in
any Virginia city. It is, therefore, at least
doubtful whether the wholesaler in Virginia

; will havean increase of retail customers irom
I the interior; indeed, we think the reasons are
strong to apprehend that be will not, but that
he will lose some that he has had heretofore.

The mode iv which the wholesaler is to re-
imburse himself is not free from difficulty.?
It is not so easy for him iv conducting the
close and vigorouscompetition be must main-
taiu with the Northern merchant to attach
the tax to the price of hitgooda andhis reason-
able prolit. How to diffuse it through the bill
will be :i perplexingquestion ;and if he is un-
able to do it, and attaches il in a separate item
at the bottom ol the bill, what will his custom-
er say ! Will be submit to it as an extra
charge ?

The old tax waa had? the*BOW is worse; and
the more we think of it, the less we hope from
it in tbe way of bailding up domestic manu-
factures and direct trade. It may be well
feared that it will depress the commercial
power of tbe Stateso that it will not be able
fully to avail itself ot the inducements held
out to direct foreign trade andmanufacturing
by its exemptions. And in additiou to tbe in-
fluence of the new tax itself, the unfavorable
measures with regard to capital keep it away
and deprive us of its aid.

Wecousitler these matters especiallyworthy
the reflection of our law-givers. They are
but imperfectly represented here: but the
ideas are thrown out and can be elaborated by
any reflecting mind. Tbat we have provoca-
tion for any practical measures of retaliation
for the injuries inflicted upon us by the
Northern people, we all kuow. Hut weshould
be sure that these measures are practical, and
will not inflict more injury upon ourselves
than upon them.

Manufactures.
Otfb of the most gratifying signs of manu-

facturing euterprise in this community,yet
preseuted.is the enterprisefor tbe establish-
ment of an rxtensive woollen manufactory
near Haxai.l, I'iiixfiiawk Co.'s mills. The
capital, which is large, is nearly all sub-
scribed, and the buildings wiil no doubt be
put up during the next season. The manu-
factory is to be under the suiterinleudence af
a gentleman of great experieuce, well known
and much esteemed iv this community. He
was the Superintendent of the large woollen
manufactory which occupied, wesuppose, the
site upon which it is proposed to erect tbe
new one, aud which was burned down some
years since. That manufactory was verysuc-
cessful, and was yielding to the stockholders
wh." owned it handsome dividendsat tbe time
of its destruction. Tbe new one, we aresure,
gotten up under tbe auspices that will control
and direct it, will be even more successful,
and yield a more liberal remuneration to (hose
who invest their money in it. Those who de-
sire to know more about it, can do so by en-
quiringof Mr. I*.
