The King of theCUpelee,Owen Mauley, was
buried at Dartoa, Ohio, recently, and the
PittsburgPeat tnh-s the ocraslon to give a
historyof that branch of theOipaey "race*' Id
America. It says:

The ?Hllp-ey King,"o«ren Stanley, and hla
numerous family, have frequentlyvisited this
pari of Pennsylvania, and we know ttiem
well. The government of this peculiar jie .-
pie, anion-; themselves, is patriarchal, the
oldest member of the tribe or family receiv-
ingpeculiarreverence aud implicit obedience
from all its members.

Tho Stanley family of Gipsies, of which
Owen was the I'atilatch.Chief or King,easae
to America some sevenor tight year.- ago from
England, oy way of Canada. Tbe ilipsey
King waa the father of se.en teen children, all
ofwhom, we believe, are in America and liv-
ing. These, with their descendants, »'. ow
itiiraher about two hundred persons. They
still keep up their nomadic, ilipsey mode
Of living, traveling from place to piace, in
hands,nub-dividedaccording tocircninstances.
The trilie is possessed ol con. Iderable wealth
in horses, wagons, aud money, the latter of
which tbev are notavert, to loaning to per-
sotm in whom they have implicitconfidence.
Knowing tbemselv.*. suspected, they are nat-
urally a suspicious people; but when once
their confidence is acquired, they are free-
hearted, open-handed and jovial. In all mat-
ters of practical life they arewell informed.?

«__ Tbev- drive a sharp bargain,arc cautious and
prudent,and we can say that the Stanleylam-
ilyhave proved thetselves honest, tor in all
charges ir.a-ie against them, which are.not u*i-
Ir.-quciit, .hey in .tat upon Investigation and
come out triumphant.

We recollect that at one time when in this
city, a man from Ohio i-wore positively to the
ownership ofa horse which was in the possee-
sion ofa member of the tribe, and ottered for
sale at tbe borse market, aud be was arret-ted.
After be had, byquestioning and cross-ques-
tioning,induced ihecoinplainanttoswearpos-
itivelythat ihe horsewa* bis father's, Stanley
produced the bill and receipt for the purchase
of the horse,ga\c hail forastay of proceedings
fora couple of days, and not only proved his
legalownership in thehorse, bnt also that tie
man who was .aid to bavc been its owner still
had ins own horse.

When the Stanley tribe first came to this
country the father and mother remained in
England, and joined their children in this
country at the requestof their son Levi Stan-
ley, wbo fcut to Englanda thousand dollars
to aid them and someof the poorer members
of ths tribe to come to the United States.

The old man had many valuable articles
which had descended to bim from bis ances-
tors, and which lie desired to preserve as
relics of the olden time. They were silver
cups and silver quarts or tankards, which
bad been presented to various members ofthe tribe, by English noblemen and gentle-
men, as rewards lor feats of agility, stieugth,
running, jumping,dancing, Ac. When en-
camped upon large common grounds belong-
ing to tbe nobility anil gentry of England,
nmuseirteuts of tbi-s sort were common,but by
an act of Parliament, passed about twenty
yearsago, these grounds were euclosed, ami
Uih camp grounds and the grazing of the (rip-
stee, like the bunting grounds of our Indiantrir.es, v.vre taken away from them. This
fact, u-gether with the tear that the younger
members of the tribe might be impressed for
the Russian war, induced the Stanley*, to-
gether with several other (lipsey tribes, to
emigrate to America, where ihey could find
plenty of room without being regarded as
trespassers.

When the Stanleys resolved to come to
America, oneand all, the .4111--. tion arose as 11how tbey should convey the family relicsaboveapokes of, which were numerous, and
b. ing of mher, valuable. They feared that
both in Englandaad ia this country, thepop-
ular prejudice winch sets down ihe CJipsey aaa thief, in..tlit induce the authorities toseizethem tuitler the supposition that they were
stolen, and that tbus tbey might tie put to
troubleand delay,or mightlose their cherish-
ed irear_ure_ialtogether. Tbey accomplished
the atlair with true Cxip*.ey cunning. Pur-
chasing a cask of liquor, tbey secretly placed

? tiie silver ware iv it, wrapped up so ns to
deaden the slmind, and then entered their li-quor for regular exportation at the Custom
Moose. The cash and its valuable contents
came safely througholticial hands, and the li-
quor was uninjuredby the valuable deposit
Which it contained. The family are still in
possession of these relics, which they regard
as heirlooms to be banded down to future gen-
erations.

UvvenStanley, at the time of his death,waa
about eighty years of age. He was of very
_iuj.ll statue?only about five feet two inchesin height?but lithe and active as a cat, not-
withstanding bis advanced age. When en-camped in tbe vicinityof Pittsburgh, at EastLiberty, last year, he could leap from the
cijuuit upon tbeback of the largestsized horse
M neatlyas ever Eatou Sioue, the circusrider, could do.

Tiie whole tribe are remarkable for their
longevity,and for their robust health, show-ing tli.it the nomadic life, with all its discom-forts, as we dwellers in cities would esteemth.-m, is conducive to sound bodily vigorand
lengthof days.

Now that tne patriarch has ceased his wan.
deriega in the laud ofhis adoption,Levi Stan-
ley, the oldest sou, will mount the <_rip*ey
throne. He is amaa of more iliau ordinary
intelligence, and with a decided turnfor specu-
lation, lie is a thorough Yiinkec in this re-
btiec.t?ready to trade anythinghe has, except
Ins wifeand children, to turnan honestpenny.
He is a tine lookingman, and bis wife is a no-ble specimen of Ibe Gipsey race. She is tall
and stately, with the presence and tbe action
>>t aborn queen. Her hair and eyesareblack as.jet?the latter brilliant aud-sparkling; her
complexion is a dark, ruddy bruin*tie; her
features handsome. Her mien and stepareasindependentsis those of the "MacQregor onhrs native heath." With her broad-urimmedhat and holidayattire, brilliant with strong
contra:?!? of colors, when wesaw her last, shelooked the asmuch as Victoria or Eu-genia ever could do.

The wife ol Owen Stanley died, and was
hurled tn South Carolina, aliout three year*ago, and since thedeath oi the old patriau-li,Levi Stanley and liir, handsome wife are nowthe Qipsey King ar.d i|ueen of tho UnitedStales.
