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TUB CHARLESTON CONVENTION.
A correspondent of tbe Baltimore Ameri-

can, writingfrom Charleston oa Friday last,says there wilt aot be ..two strangers la tbatcity during tba Convention, indepeadeat efthose wbolodgeoa tbe steamers. He adds:
Tbe hotel keepers are greatly disappointedat tbe meagre attendance, aad assert tbattheir charges areaot as high as those paid BACincinnati four years ago. The hots! accom-modations ofCharleaton aotbeing acgreat astbosaof Oiaoiaaati, tbey bave beea compelled

tomake largeontside arrangements, la expec-tationof nn Immense access of visitors, aadbave fitted up halt, aad houses la tbe neigh-
borhood with cote. Tbe Mills House bas theHibernian Hall, next door to it, furnishedwith one hundred and twenty-four cots, andwiih otherbuildings is capable of accommo-dating seventeea hundred guests. TheCharleston Hotelha. increased It. accommo-dation, to twelve hundred, anil so far neitherof tbem bas more thau two hundred namesrecorded.

Tbe I. juisiana delegation have a furnishedhouse,with a caterer provided for tbeir ac-commodation atone hundred dollars per day.The Wood delegation, from New York,haveengaged Si. Andrew's Hall, where they eat,drink and sleep, and keep open bouee forallvisitors. A more merry Mtof fellow, werenevercongregated, and tbey seem to tie deter-mined on having their seats Inthe Conyen tioa,or at least aot to yield tbeirclaim without abrisk flrht. In Washington they kept quietas to theirPresidential preference., bnt Incon-versation witb some of tbem on thecars I am
satisfied tbey will go unanimouslyfor Dou-glas ff tbey should obtain their seats. Tbeysay tbat it is Douglas and victory, or certaindefeat with anyother candidate. I was also
in conversation with some of the New Yorkdaggerdelegates, or" softs." They appear tobe opposed toDouglas, but not verystrongly.They saythat tbeSouth must name thecandi-date, as it cannot be expected tbat delegates
from States that will net give an electoralvote for the nominee, let him be whom hemay,will be allowed to forcea mau on tbe South-ern Slates.

There Is one thing tbat seem, apparent atthe time of this writing,that Douglas is hour-lybecoming less objectionable to tbe South.?Personal objections aregiving awayto avail-
ability, and partysuccess is being looked toas tbemain point in making the selection.?There are bnt few ofthe Southern delegates
now here; bnt Mr. Orr, of South Carolina,seems to speak as if "by authority,"and hedoes not regard Douglas as a candidate thatwill be unacceptable to the South. It is saidthat the friends of Douglas namehim (Mr.Orr) as their candidate for the Vice-Presiden-cy, aad this may be the causethat induces himto favor Douglas. There areseveral delegates
here fpom Kentucky, and their first choice is
Guthrie?-but ashe do**not stand any chance,
except for the Vice-Presidency, they will go
for anycandidate for the first office thatwill
secure the second to their nominee. Ths Flor-ida delegation bavearrived, aud are bitterly
opposed to Douglas, as are those of Georgia
and Alabama. The friends of Douglas are
here, however, in great force, and with
Gov. Richardson at tbeir bead, are taking theSouthern delegates in detail as fastas they ar-
rive. Tbeyareanswering their arguments,andendeavoring to convincethem that Douglas isthe friend of theSouth, tbe only man whosenomination will prevent 'he nomination of
Seward atChicago, and tbe only Democraticnominee who can possiblybe elected. They
say that Indiana aad Illinois arecertain forDoug*as, and certain for the nominee of the
ChicagoConvention if be is not nominated.

Tbe moderate Southern men are now set*tltngon Dickinson, of NewYork,andItis saidtbat he will be broughtforward as the Admin-
istration candidate in opposition to Douglas.Tbe friends ofDouglas, as their second choice,
will, it Issaid,rally on Breckinridge, and were
it not thathis own State has gone againsthim,
they mightsucceed in givinghim the nomina-tion. Tbeirobject In taking Breckinridge as
theirsecond choice, in preference to a North-
ern mau, is to secure the succession In lt_H lorDouglas.

It Is my present impression thatDickinson,
ofNew York, will receive the nomination. Itis said that he bas two-thirds of the Southpledged to bim as tbeir second choice, audthat, witb such a strength, be will have no
difficulty insecuring two-thirds of thewhole
Convention. His strength will notbe devel-
oped until tbefightbetween Douglas and Hun-
ter is disposed of, and should tbey boib beabandoned, then the contest will He betweenDickinson and Breckinridge. There areahost
of the friends of Dickinson here from New
York, working to secure pledges for bim aasecond choice,and I haveseen letters from n
number of prominent Southern politicians
urgingbisnomination incaseaSoutbern nom-
inee should be found to be impracticableHaving no personal preferences myself, andviewing the chances of all tbe candidates, Icannot hut consider thoseof Mr. Dickinson as
decidedly thebest.

Fernando Wood Isatpresent the Hon of the
city, and a crowd follows bim wherever he
goes. His headquarters, St. Andrew's Hall,is tbegreatpoliticalcentre of thecity,and be
has amost wonderful tact of makinghimself
agreeable to all who cross its threshold. Heprofesses to have come bere to securethe
unityof tbe Democratic party,unpledged to
any candidate, remaining free to vote ns bis
convictions may lead bim when the strength
of tbe various candidates is developed. A
friend ofMr. Dickinson, who is bere election-
eering for bim, assures me tbat be will vote
for Dickinsou, but I am of the opinion
that Wood and nis colleagues are hereon a
politicalspeculation,and that tbey will make
haste to vote,if tbey get their seats, for tbe
strongest man, whoever tbat may be. A seat
in tbe Convention, and an early support of
tbe successfulcandidate, Is a snrepassport to
office, and ibis is the main object that most of
the delegates havein view. Every man bere,especially from tbe Northern and MiddleStates, bas already picked out and parcelled
to himself an office, and they will vote witb
an eye to their own successafter goingthrough
tbe form of obeying instructions on tbe first
two or tbree ballot*.

Tbe CommitteeofArrangementsbaveto-day
assigned tbe seats f omNew York to tbe Ona-ger,or "soft" delegates,to tbeexelusloaof tbe
Wood, or "bard"delegates, justas tbey did at
Cincinnati. We may, therefore,ex«ieet to see
Mayor Wood following tbeexam;.'._ sat bytba
"bard" delegates at Cincinnati, of knocking
down tbe doorkeeper and foreleg tbeir way
et tt mrmU into the ball. No one bnt dele-
gates wbo are supplied witb ttekete wilt he
admitted on tbe floor, aad Mayor Wood, cc a
conservator of tbe peace, will be placed in an
awkward position if called upon to lead ble
followersIn snch a contest.

ThbGbowibqWheat Cbop.?The accounts
furnished by newspapers in regard to tbe
prospects of tbe growing wheat crop in tbe
chief ?' granary "of the northwest are exceed-
inglyfavorable, so tbat unless theseason be-
tween now and harvest sbould prove remark-
ablyunpropitious, and affect a wide extentof
territory, a largeyield will be realized.

"On Tnesday we rode over the line of tbe

Michigan Southern aad Northern IndianaRailroad, and tbe fine promising appearance
of tbe wheat fields was tbe theme of frequent
remark. Certainly at this season we never
saw ibe wheat look batter. Circumstancesmayyet occur to lessen or destroy tbe crop,butcertainly the farmers Ib tbat section were
nevercheered by n finer promise of anabnndaant harvest."

The editorofthe Humboldt (Term.) Cosmosbas been over in Illinois and Indiana, and
gives tbe result of bis observation in regard
to tbe wheat as follows: "From personalob-
servation and diligent inquirythrongbIlli-
nois and Indiana, we are convinced thepros-
pect for a good crop of wheat in that region
was never better than it is now. Much tear
of failurebad been entertained there as well
as here, but we hope from present indications
it may provegroundless, and tbat the farmer,
and all others concerned, will have cause to
rejoice in thecoming harvest.**

The Alton (111.) Courier says: "A gentle-
man from tbe neighborhoodol Hidgely, with
whom we conversed yesterday, reports the
wheat prospects as goodfor justabout half a
crop, he thinks. Early sown looks much tbe
best. His business has called bim into vari-
ous parteof tbe country, and this is bis re-
port on tbe whole of it. That in timber is
much more promising than tbat on tbeprai-
rie."

A correspondent oftbe Aurora (la.) Com-
mercial writes: "The prospect lor n crop of
wheat the ensuingseason grows better every
day. Where, a few weeks ago, tt looked to be
badlywinter-killed, It now has tbe appear-
ance ot a fairyield. Tbe groundwasnever in

\u25a0better order than it will be for plowing, ibis
spring, sowitb a fair season wemay look lor
an abundance."

Of Michigan, theDetroit Advertiser, of tbe
10th Inst., says: "The latest advices from tbe
Interiorof this State report tbe wheat crop as
looking finely. As it now turnsout, very lew
fields bave been winter-killed; and those
thought to bave been damaged, seem tobave
entirelyrecovered."

Wheat promises equallywell In lowa. Tha
followingparagraph from tbe Dubuque Her-
ald, of the lath, represent* tbe general tenor
of accounts from tbat State:

DiSBABBD CATTLB?_D.ntA at a Preventative

of Contagion?Aa alarming and very fatal
disease has made Its appearance among tbe
cattle of Massachusetts. In many instanceswhole herds areInfected. Tbe worst featureof the disease Is tbat no curefor Ubas as vetbeen discovered, andwhen tbe cattle become
affected they haveto be slaughtered at once,in order to prevent contagion. At the session
of the last Legislature, a nuipber of commis-
sioners were appointed to superintend tbe
slaughterofdiseased cattle, tocondemn tbem,Ac. They now have their bands rail, forscarcely a day passes but oneor more herdsare killed. AlNorth Brookflelil, on Thursday,
after aheavy elangbter, the bodies were in-terred in the orchards and fields ivlarge num-
bers. Up to this time the whole number ofanimals killed had been one hundred and
eight, valued, Itwas said, at five thonsnnd dol-lars. As the whole appropriation was only
tea thousauddollars, and one hundred fresh
easeswerereported, the commissionersdecid. dto stop the slaughtertill tbe Governor could
be consulted. Other dlstricu are equally asbad. aud the locs throughout the State willprobably be Immense.

line from Rocketts to the beadofBroad streetmust carry at least 1,530 passengers a day to
pay Ita. transportationexpenses.

Assumeas compensation
toofficers and receivers, or to owners, tbe sum

property ofone of these lines is eminentlyperishable, and depreciation and repairs uponthe best lines neverfall below ten percent,per annum. Any one familiar withRichmond, tbecha-
racter of Its population and business, will ata glance see tbat therearenot in 'be city thematerial to furnish so mucb tra and tbat
theroad cannotnow bemarie to pay, whateverit may do when iv population haa mucb in-
creased.

These are the figures la tbe cities where
roads are now in use, but in none of thesecities arethe heavygradeswbich exist iv Rich-
mond. Tbe grades bere will require heavierand morecostly teams?tbe carsmust bs madelighter?but with th. sameamount ofstrength,and will necessarily cost much more?and thewear and tearof roads, teams and cars pallingover these heavy grades,will be much greater.In all respects the construction, equipmentand runningof aroad in Richmond will bamore expensive, and less remunerative laRichmond, than in aaycity northofIt?evenif It had tha sameamountof travel. Batwitb
Our small population, sparsely scattered over
much space; with onr laboring populationconsisting so largely of negroes,wbo do aotride, and with a very small number of tran-sients, It cannot bnve a fourth of tba travel
wbich exists in the large cities North, wherethe streets areclosely built, and thereU acon-
stant crowd ofpassengers.

The gentlemenwho proposed constructing
a road in Richmond, made their applicationtothe CityCouncil, supposing that It wonld pay
eight or ten per cent., if allowed to charge sixcenu a passenger. Since then tbeir examina-tions show that tbey cannot, at tbat rate, ex-
pectmore than six per cent. and even tbat
amount i* questionable.But while they arenot,as business men,inclined to throw awaytheirmoney, they arewilling tobuild tberoad and
take the chance of makiog It pay legal Inter-cet, for tbe convenience and comfortwhich it
will give to themaad their families. If, bow-ever, they areto be so restricted and trammel-
ed by tbe CityCouncil, tbat incommon busi-
ness judgmentthe road cannot be made to
pay at all, tbeawbo eaaexpect tbat tbey willmake aa Investment which must result inloss! Ifthe Council will give themaatbori-
ty to build the road, with tbepower tocharge
a fair rate for transportation, and without
exorbitant taxation nnd undue restrictions,
theroad will be bnilt, nnd tbe ears will berunningover it before the end of tba present
year. If, on ibe contrary, tbe Council refuse,
to removetberestrictions embodied in tbe or-
dinance latelyadopted, we greatly fear tbatourcity will have no passenger railways to
boast of formany years tocome, if evsr.
