Tbe Japaaeae aad theLesst Tribes ef Israel.
From tbe day whsn the Japanese Embassy

arrivedat San Francisco, to that oo which tt
left, the Californiapapers were occupied with
little alee than the matters appertaining to
tbe pwtonntl ot tbe distinguished gentlemen
wbo composed it. Their appearance, their
habits, tbeir language, their individual ht.to-
ries, formed tbe topic of endless description,
gossip and discussion. Since their arrival in
New York tbepapers there have taken up the
song, and, we presume, they will only relin-
<)uish it when the Washington press shall
bavecaught the echoand repeated thechorus,
of Japan,we reallyknow but very little ;of
tbese Japanese Ambassadors, we certainly
know a great deal. Everybody can tell how
tbey eat, sleep, dress, and'walk All America
is aware that they consumebut little food at
a sitting,although they eat veryoften : that
thechief Ambassador is Prince of Bnjen and
Chamberlain to the Tycoon ; that they nil
dress in a variety ofcolors, bine beiug the fa-
vorite : that they shilve the front part of the
head, and comb and tie their long glossy
black hair over tbe part shaved: that they
have several physicians along who shave the
headall over; tbat tbe object ot the Embassy
is toprocure au exact copy, in English, ot the
treaty vtith the I'nited State?, tbat vvhi.li
tbey had ha*,ing been slestroyed by lire ; that a
copy oi the treaty iv Japanese, is carried along
in what i* called the treaty-box, by four men
witb poles after the fashion of a Sedan chair
that tbey bave somebody with his eyesalways
fixed upou this box, and that it has never
been out of sight of its guardian-,BBSS ou
one occasion,and thenonly for about filteen
minutes ; that tbey bring with them B*k\A9S
to make purchases iv this country, all in
.Mexican half-dollars, Ac. We say everybody
knows these facts, but everybody does r.ot
know our theory about the origin of the Ja-
panese. Why should not we havea theory,
as well as everybody else, especially since we
neverhad one before, but have been following
otherpeople all our lives, a. tamelyas a flock
of sheep follow the bet-wether of the tribe.'
Someof tbe theorists think the Japanesewere
theprogenitors of the American Indians, and
they inter thus much from tbe supposed re-
semblance of many words iv their languages
Thistheorywassuggested to the JapaneseAm-
bassadorsthemselves, and tbey pronounced it a
verygoodtheoryindeed. People,whenthe idea
was oncestarted, found abundant evidence to
suppcrt it; as, for instance, that Japanese
junks bave been found wrecked among the
South SeaIslands, and on tbe coast of Rus-
sian America, proving income, tibly that the
Japanese have occasionally wandered much
farther from home than the Tycoon or Zio-
goon, or what ever he is called, at Jeddo,
might be willingto believe. Why may not,
then, awhole fleet ofjunkshave been wrecked,
some two or three thousand years ago,ou the
desert coast of America, and why may not
the escaped mariners and passengers have
continued in the countryand laid the founda-
tion of the Indian tribes . Indeed, the theo-
rists of the newspapers have already settled
thismatter to their own entire satisfaction,
and surely, if they are satisfied, nobody else
has any right to complain. They do not, how-
ever, find it so easy to account for theorigiuof
the Japanese themselves, aud therefore tbey
conteut themselveswith saying that their fore-
fathers must havegotten therefrom the cradle
of the humanrace, inMesopotamia, a long time
since, and that the primitive Kingdom of Ja-
pan was established _, 100years ago. We do
not know the authority for this statement, but
we take it for granted, because it materially
assists ns in establishing our theory, which is
as follows:

I_etall theworld pay attention : for weare
about to makea remark we do not recollect to
have heard any other person make in the
whole course of our lives. Nineveh was in
Mesopotamia, and the Japanese are the lost
tribes of Israel. Ifproof is wanted, here it is:
Major Noah,many years ago, proved that the
language of many of the Indian tribes, and
theancient Hebrew, bore a strict analogy to
each other in point of construction, and be-
sides, contained, severally, numberless words
that were strictlyidentical. It appears that
the sameresemblance exists between the l--.n-
i_uage of the Indiansaud that ol the Japanese.
Now, if it be good mathematics to say that
things which areequal to the same thingare
equalto oneanother, surely it is good logic to
say that things which are like the same thing
are like oneanother. We hold, therefore, that
the Japanese language is like tne Hebrew lan-
guage,althoughwe do not understand a word
of either. Now, nobody doubted at the time
Major Noau was broaching this theory,
that he was a most accurate reasoner, and
therefore nobody bos any right to entertain
doubtswith respect td our own deductions,
seeing weare but imitating Mr. Van Hi iu:n,
aud "following in the footsteps oi our illus-
trious predecessor." (We hope, by the way,
it is allowable to pray for a tittle better suc-
cess than the last-named gentlemanwas able
to command.) Having established his pre-1
mises, the Major cameat once to the conclu-
sion, thai tbe Indians were the genuinerepre-
sentatives of the I.ost Tribes, and he died in
the belief that he bad cleared up a great his-
torical mystery, extendiug over twenty-live
centuries of the world's progress. I_et it be
remembered that weadmit the postulate that
the primeval Kingdom of Japanwas estab-
lished _,400years ago-that is, about _to years
before tbe birth ot Christ. We know not the
authority tor this statement, but, us we have
already observed, weadmit it with,ut exami-
nation, because it assists our theory.

Itis known toeverybody who ever read tbe
Bible tbat during the reign of Rbho_o__,
the kingdom was divided into two parts,
called respectively the Kingdom ol Israel
and the Kingdom of Judab, and that about
seven hundred and twenty years before
Chkist, the King of Assyria conquered
Israel (not Judab)aud carried all the inhabi-
tants captive to Assyria. Tbese inhabitants
werethe ten tribes afterwards it st, for the
captives of Judab who were carried byNbuc-
chadbkzzab to Babylon (."/> B. (,'.) can be
accounted for. But nothing was ever known
of theseten tribes ofIsrael,until Major Noau
told the world wherea part of them, at least,
were to be found. Now, we hold that they
emigrated to Japan, and set up their taber-
nacles there, and that this emigration took
place between the time when the King-
dom of Israel was overthrown, aud that
when the "primitive empire of Japan"
was establlshed-that is to say, between;--i and 510 years before Chkist. healthy,are thus aiming about in tlieir lung'stheelements ol their own destruction.This form of Consumption begins differently indifferent cites. A man, apparently in perfect,health, lias an attack otcatarrh or tart throat.nndwhenthis subsides, it leaves thedry hacking cough
before alluded to. Not unlre .uentli a spitting ofblood is the iirstsyu.pt. .11; this may be only aslight
streak in the muc..>is,nr itmay lie considerable,andol a brightred color. In inanv cases. Consump-
tion sets in attar "chills and lev-rs," and theseoccur almost with theregularity ol ague. In otherswe have a senseol hoot in the palms of tno handsand soles of the leet, or nflush onthe cheek ; coldfeet and hands arc also frequent. Many persons
mistake the feverand chilliness which occur in thoearlystage of Consumption for intermittent fever.As the disease progresses, pertpirutimns occurgenerally towards morning,and are often so pro
fuse as to drench the sheets, and eventhe lied.'1 lie .-.*u.._ ach is notmuch disturbed in the earlystages of Chronic Consumption. Itis bj ne meansuncommon tor the appetite to continue unusuallygood until after Diairhaa sets in, when it gener-allybecomes capricious and poor. In lemales. af-ter feveroccurs, the monthly sickness is almostalwayssuppressed, and it iscoininon for the Coug'iand Disease in ihe Lungs to l_ ascribed to thisirregularity,white in reality it. is only theresultoi the debilityof the constitution induced by thedisease. Alter the fever and persuiration havebecome established, the wasting of the llesh andstrength goes on so rapidly that the body may tatruly said toer.ll.sifwe away. The jointssoon ap
pear larger than natural, from the WBBtiag of thefleshy parts, the chest becomes contracted, theleafures sharpened, and the eyes attain a peculiarwililness and brilliancy.

The matter expectorated changeswith the pro-gress ol the disease. In the commencement thecough is'/ry, but altera time a watery orslightlytroihy secretion billows. As the iiisea.se ap-proaches the see on I stage, this gradually changes
to a.sticky, jelly-like, or gluey substance, oftendark incolor, but more commonly incliningtoagreenish,with Bow and then streaks ofa .effetecolor.When tuliercles softest, the expectoration be-comes still more yellowand bus like. Tlie mattarexpectorated from a cavity m tne lung3is pecu-liar. It is ol a whitish yellowcolor, with a ruggedor woolly surface. The celebrated Prof. Forbesused to describe this sputa as looking "almost liktlittle balls of cotton nr wool." At tunes,the mat-ter expelled in very offensive, but more commonlyit is without the least smell. Sometimes it haa asweetish, at others asaltish taste.Frequently it,e patient complainsof pain, and
sometimes can place his hand over the very seat ofhis disease; but more frequently there is no painl-eyoml a sense of oppression, or an occasional
stitch inthe si.le, and itis by noinear.suncommonlor the patient to pointout as the stmt of Ins disease the most healthypart ofhis lungs.In this form of Consumption the patient is al-ways ".*-mi/m.- better," and yet ..steadily growingverse-that is, he appears to improve for awhile,and then relapses into a worsecondition than lie-lore, each succeeding attack leaving him more fee-ble than the previous one. lie spits pus for a time,has f'l-er, night twtmts,lasts app~ttte,f~esh, and* *r<tiH-fA,couglis incessantly,and canscarcely 6leep
ai night. Gradually the oough abates, the expectoratton becomes less and nearly disappears, theleverand sweats vanish, and he imagines himselfrapidlygetting well. He gains several pounds inweight, and his physician points to it as onevi-denceo! improvement Irom Ins treatment,orfromLoii-lnver (ill. Hut soon all the old symptoms ro-turn-the hectic fever and night sweats-thecough and expectoration of pus -increased frc

Theaim of the phssician, then,should lie to cause the absorption ofthe tubercle*;in other words, to make the systemtake them upand throw them out uy thebowelt, the kidneys,orthe skin. It is by absorption that scrofulousglands are removed?that swelling and tumorsvanish?that dropsies disappear?and by makingthis the chief aim and object of treatment, we areable, through the instrumentalityofinhalation, toeffect the care ofConsumption, by arresting thedepositionof tubercles, and promoting theexpul
