The bearer the country seemed todestracrion,
the more promising werethe prospects of this
poliiicat vy, which was rising npon the rufus
of the Republic and growing greeu upon its
Gecay. We had sapposed that the success of
this man was inevitable. He had met no
check in his upward career. He had con-
quered the great State of New. York, and
chnined ite gillant and chivairic metropolis a
captiveat his triumphal car, He was 20 pro-
foandly calm and cuuning; he moved with
such seif-porsessed faculties, snch wonderful
intelligence, aud such a'stealthy and elastic
step towards his prey, that we did not see how
it was possible for it to escape.  Asif to double
his chances of success, he had the aidcf the
most sagacious, experienced and everg getic
jackal that ever traveled in couples with a
political lion. We suppose that no political
editor or managerin the United States ever pre-
tended 10 equal THURLOW WERD iu craft, tact
and anscrupulounsuess. Moreover, as mighi
reasonably be expected, the *sinews of war”
bad not been neglected in preparing for the
final straggle. Itissaul that, through black
mailing and other nice municipal jobs, the
Regency, of which WE¥p is head, had come
into possession of an eteciiun fund of abjut
two millions of dollars. SEWAED had jast
come home from England, where he had been
feasted and toasted ns the fautnre Presidentof
the United States by the ccurtly and lorg-
veaded statecmen of Great Britain, who
chuckled inwardly at the approaching cone-
summation of their sche:nes for the disruop-
tion of the Usion. When such a pair as Sew-
AED and WEkD combiue for auy politcal
game, we have siways concluded that the game
was like the coon when he saw Capt. SCoTT—
might as well immediately come down.

But
the best Jaid plans are often unexpectedly de-
{en'ed, and sometimes by agencies that have
been despised. When the fable represents a
mouse as able to render substantial service to
a lion, it incuicateg & trath which Sswarp,
with all hiz cunufa-g, straugely overlooked in
his wreatment of Hokack GREELEY. This il-
lustrious personage of the white hatis con-
sidered by seme of his party to be so guileless,
inoffensive and ignorant of the world, that he
can be wrampled upon with impuni'y.

SkwarD & Co. He wandered to the disiaut
wilds of Oregon, and, npon the shores of that
uopromising reglon, he picked up the smooth
stones which have just hit GoLiam in the
forehead and made him bite the gust.—
He returned from Oregon with the five
voles of that State in bis breeches pocket,
which, if given at the first ballot in Chi-
cago for SEwARD, would probably have
secured his nomination. But he retursed to
unfurlthe flag of BATES in the Tribune, and
to fight against SEWARD to. the bitter end at

Chicago. To the utter astonishment of WEKD

Wxss & Co,, and to the intense and unutteras
dble mortification of SxwARD, who is said to
be the most disappointed man to-day in the
United States, the vindictive philosopher of
the Tribume proved victorious over the deepest
plots, the ehoicest wines, and the largest elec-
tioveering fund ever prought to bear upon a
patriotic Convention. The Tesuit is, that
