It ia clearly established that be badlarge transactions on the turf, bat be ia said
to bave usually been a winner. An im-
pression prevailed that secuiiues for some
portion of the embezzlement might yetbe dis-
covered. The London Times editorially pro-
tests against the hushing up of tae matter,which tbe plea of "guilty"is likely to pro*
duce.

A spicycorrespondence between Lord John
Russell and Earl Grey relative to their re-
spective courses on tbe Reform question, had
been published. Tbe London Times, in aneditorial on this correspondence, asserts thatthe Cabinet baa been fiercely at variance onthe commercial treaty, the budget, the fran-
chise, the increased income tax,and tbe repealorthe paper duty.

The Prince of Wales had accepted the hon-orarycolonelcy of the Volunteer Rifle corps,1formed of the civil service employees.
Additional surveys of gunboats built by

private contractduringthe Russian war bad
developed more rottenness in tbe vessels, anda total unfitness for further service.The Cotton Supply Association had heldtheirannual meetiugatManchester,and issueda lengthy report of" their proceedings. Thereport claims that the association has already-been of direct benefit to the cotton trade, andshows that greateffortshad been made to ex-tend tbe region for the productionof cotton,and thereby make tbe trade no longer depen*dent upon one source for the supply of theraw article. It is argued that the effortsof theAssociation stimulated the American planters
to tliose extraordinaryefforts which produced
the enlargedgrowthof the present year. One
of the speakers predicted that thenext year's
yieldof cotton from India would amount to
l.t 011,0011 bales.

Dr.Longley, Bishop of Durham, has beenappointed Archbishopof York.Henry Kaye No* ton, first mate,and ThomasKing, second mateof tbe American ship Even-ingStar, had been arrested in Liverpool, foraviolentassault on a seaman named Samuel
Adams. The matewas fined and discharged,

effect of the injuries, which were principally
inflicted by him.

"This straggle, then, brought face to facetheold world and the new?Old Englandandloans;America. The American giant is talland strong, like the trees of the New World;his frameis in proportion to the forests, thelakes, and the rivers of America;be remindsasof the primeval nature of the men whomeasured seven cubits in height, as la tbeearly ages of the world. Face to face withhim we bave seen theOld World, the product
of the ages that bave paseed away?the high,
est expression and product of civilization?tbe creature of art. And yet, alter all, these
twoatnletoa areof the same bloxl, strunglrom thesame stock. It was England in itsyouthand England in its manhood, but thorace waatbe same. These two men wereri-vals, but they conld not be enemies. They
might accost each other, as the homeric he-roes were wont lo accost each otber, and toengage, as they did, in single combat. Butwoe to thestranger who should meddle withthem, for surely in such a case would theirunited strength be turned against the med-dler! The Englishman looking at the Ame-rican as he recoiled from his blows, coulti notbut think with pride, «It is I who have donethis thing;' and yet he was also proud of theblovrs he received from the giantof the NewWorld, for therein he could not fail to recog-nize the vigorof the race.

"What we wish to point cut is, tbat theEnglishman in this struggle appears as thefaithful type of his nation. What are the at-tributes of the English race! What bnten-durance, patience, and energy, often latent,but always fierce, and tbat never knows de-feat?an obstinacy that wiil not be conquered,and a secret oath to die rather tban yield '.?Even in the story of this flghtwe find oneandnil of those attributes. Even at tbe risk of of-feuding tbe delicate tastes of our readers, wewill say that in the sternly obstinate and in-
flexible resolution with which the English-man, apparently unconscious of the pain onhis right arm, supported,with one arm only,
and that the left, the shock of the terrific avi-lanclie which fell upon him, is, in oureves, atriumph of moral force and a miraculous ex-hibition of will. Five and-twenty times washeflang upon thesward,and flve-and-tweniytimes he rose again, the living image of Eng-land in the field ot battle. History tells usthat Englishmenarealwaysbeaten in the first
campaign; like all men of strong character,they gatherforce from misfortune. It seemsthat, like Antasoa,tbey mustkiss the earth be-fore they know their strength,forafter a se-ries of defeats we And them ever masters ofthe Held of battle. If theyarenot thoroughlybeaten at first, their destructionwill bea workof time.

"But there is still another reason which hasmade us allnde to this singular fight. Wemean the profound and universal and ardentiuterest which it has aroused in England,andwhich seems to us to have a political signifi-cance. During the last three years and a half
volunteerrifle corps havebeen formed in Eng-
land, and the newlyawakened popularinter-est in the recent fight is intimately connectedwith the prevalent idea among Englishmenofthe necessity of taking measures for tbe de-fence of their territory.

"Several of the French newspapers, inspeaking of this flght, have only seen in it arude and disgusting exhibition. For our-selves, we recognize the play of animal in-stinct, but we think that there is somethingelse to which attention should be paid. Thefirst defence of England consists in herwood-en walls; but her second liveof defence con-sists in the broad chests and formidable armswhich play their part in contests like thatwhich we have described. England sees inthem aprovision for the defenceof the coun-try. Such,it seems to us, is themoral of thisflght?such the explanation of the interest fthas excited in every class of English society -aud such is onr excusefor having occupied
the attention of our readers with a descrip-
tion of it.''

The white man was
then to get tbekey, open the safe, secure themoney, anddivide it egually. The negro tookthe ltoeition assigned bim, butwhen the whiteman threw the stone, the negro retreated, rauoff, and told bis overseer, who communicatedthe facts to Mr. Whitlock. Tbe day nfter,
Mr. Whitlock, in the presence of others,charged bis clerk with the conspiracy tomurder; and on his being confronted by
the negro, he coufessed nil, and sued forpardon. Strange as it may appeW; Mr. Whit-lock forgave this would-be murderer and rob-ber, and turned him loose upon the world,"nnwhiptof justice," and probably to imbuehis hands in tbe blood of some innocent man.
We have not given the nameof the offender,because an effort has been made to keep it
from the public; but if he is to be found inthe Commonwealth, there is very little doubtthat hewill yetbe brought to trial for tbeof-
fence.
