The Alleged Treasen of Gen. Chruries Lee.
Some mon ths ago we alluded to a paper read
before the New York Historical Society, by
QGuo. H. Moorx, Libraripa of sald Society,
wpon the “ Treason of Gen ORaARLEs Lan."—
A very imperfect sketch of the paper was at
the same time reprinted from some of the New
York journals, whose reporters had taken it
down apparently from memory. The title of
the paper startied everybody, and very many
exprested their decided incredulity. Sinee
that time Mr. MooR® has published it in book
form, and we have a copy now lying before
us. We republish the document upon which
the charge is founded. If its authenticity can
be extablishad, there will, we think, remain no
doubdt upon the mind of any reasonable per-
son.
It will be recollected that Gen. LEE Wwas
captured at Baskingridge on the 13th Decem-
ber, 1776, during the retreat of the American
army through the Jerseys. He was, at the
time, separated by au interval of several
miles from his commsud of three or four
thousand men, and bad only a very siender
escort with him. Thedetachment which took
him was commanded by Lieutenant Colounel
HARCOURT, of the British army. The advanced
guard ot this detachment—it may be interest-
ing to Virginia readers to know—was led by
1heir old friend TARLETOX, at that time only
a Corpet of Dragoons. Lxk was treated very
roughly by his captors, who tied him, both
Jegs and arms, on & horse bebind a dragwon,
and rode off with him ata furious speed to
Brunswick. He was greatly alarmed, believ-
ing that he would be tried as a traitor and ex-
ecuted, for he had been a Colonel in the Brit-
ish service, although he had resigned pre-
viously to accepting the commission of Con-
gress, and was, in point of fact, only a half-
pay ofiicer at the time of his resignation, and
therefore not strictly amenable to military
law. It was, doubtless, under the influence
of apprehension for his life that LEE submit-
ted the paper in question to the Howes. We
now lay it before our readers :

Of the character of Mr. MooRE, we know
nothing whatever. From his having been se-
lected to fill so important an office as that of
Librarian to the New York Historical Society,
we iufer that it must be at least fair. Atany
rate, it is hardly to be presumed that he is ca-
pable of forging such a paper us this; and, in-
deed, the internal evidence afforded by the pa-
per itself, annihilates any such presumpiion.
There seems 10 us to be but one supposition
that can save the reputation of Gen. LER, and
that is, that he was not acting in good faith to
Sir Wxn. Howe, when he suggested this plan-
Itis well known that the latter had devised a
plan, to be carried into execution during the
summer of 17:7, for separating the Eastern
Colonies from the rest of the Confederation,
and subduing them in their isolated condition,
before making any attempt upon the Middle
and Souathern Colonies. This plan consisted,
in part, of a powerful expedition, to be sent
from Canada by the route of Lake Champlain
and the Hudson River, under the command o}
General BurGoyNe. To further the object of
this expedition, Sir WM. Howr was expec'ed
to march from New York, up the Hudson,
with a force sufficiently strong to overpower
all opposition, and the two expeditions were
10 unite somewhere in the intermediate
space. There seems to exist among military
men, at this day, little doubt that the suc-
cessful execution of this plan would have
greatly increased the peril to which the in-
dependence of the States was exposed.—
Instead of attempting his part of it, however,
Howk set sail from New York for the Chiesa-
peake, and by doing so rendered co-operition
absolutely impossible. BURGOYNE, isolated
from all succor, and hemmed in by anactive
and enterprising enemy in a difficultand tho-
roughly hostile country, was compelled to lay
down his arms. The tide turned in favor of
the Americans from that moment, and it could
never be reversed. The whole world was
amazed at this movement of Hlowkgat the time,
and the amazement, instead of diminishing»
grew strouger atter the war, when it became
known that the plan for marching ore army
down the Hudson and another up, was actu-
ally suggested by himself, It will be observed
that Lee's plan is dated 20th March. Four
days after HOwE wrote to the Ministry that
he had abandoned the idea of attemptingon the
Hudson anything more serious tban an occa-
sional diversion in favor of the Canada army,
and a week after he wrote to Sir Gvy CARLE-
TON, the Governor of Canada, a confidential
letter, in which he said that operations had al-
ready been determined on, which would ren-
der it impossible for him to detack a corps up
the Hudson river in the beginring of the cam-
paign. 1n the letter to the Ministry he reveal-
ed the plan which he afterwards adopted, and
which was that proposed by LEE in its most
essential features. There can be no doubt
that the Southern movement was fatal to the
interests of Great Britain, as well as oppused
to the most obvious principles of military
science. Is the supposition too far-fetched,
that Lee might have seen this, and have pro-
posed his plan for the very purpose of lead-
ing Howg off from the spot where his pre-
sence might be fatal to the cause of America !

Taking the Census.

In most parts of the United States, the work
of taking the Census of 1560 commenced on the
1st of the month,and the heads of families mnay
prepare themselves to answer any number of
questions. You must tell them how old you
are, how many children you have got, how
much money they are worth, what they are
good for, or if they are good for nothing.—
Brother JONATHAN has always been renowned
for his curiosity, and he is now about to give
itan official illustration which will turn every-
thing inside out in the affairs of everybody
who owns his allegiance. Every head of a
family is required to give the name, age, sex,
color, occupation and birth-place of every
member of Lis household, the value of his
real and personal esiate, and the causes of sick-
ness and death, if there be any, in his family.
What a day of judgment it will be for single
perscuns of an uncertain age! What a book of
doom the records which the man who takes
the census will carry under his arm! RBut
there is this consolation : If you don’t choose
to answer, or if you see fit, after the approved
Yankee fashion of answering ore (uestion by
asking auother, to demand the age of Brother
JONATHAN, what he is worth and whether his
mother knows he's out, you are at perfect Iib-
erty 10 doso. Aud besides, though the ques-
tions embrace details, only general results
will be published in the returns from each dis-
trict, and, therefore, no man need fear that
his domestic concerns will be known to any
one but the officers of the government and
their particolar friends. Seriously, we trust
that all good citizeus will impart cheerfully
to the census-taker: such information as wiil
be useful to the government, and not visit
upon their heads the responsibility of ques-
tions some of which savor strongly of imper-
tinence; but which, while not your duty to
answer,it is their duty to ask. Everything that
relates to pepulation and which will throw
light upon progress in every department of
industry, should be promptly stated. Manu-
facturers should be prepared to give particu-
lars in respect to their capital, number of
hands employed, value of raw material used,
value of articles manufactured, motive power
and cost of fuel, cost and description of ma-
chinery. Agriculturists will be expected to
furnish information regarding their farms,
and everything that gives value thereto, or
aflects the productiveness of the land. Politi-
cally, this census is very important, for by it
weure to be goverued in the number of Rep-
resentatives from each State in Congress. The
ruleis now to give one Representative toevery
ninety-two thousand iuhabitants, aud the
people should not through obstinacy or care-
lessness, withhold information that is of
such value to themselves.
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The Cattle Distemper.

Since the appearance of the catile disease in
New Jersey, the New Yorkers are considera-
bly exercised upon thesubject of the milkand
butter they are using, from the Jersey dairies.
The disteper bas spread with great rapidity.
It is ecarcely a year since it showed itself in
this couatry, yet it has extended to six States,
and over thirty Jocalities. More than eight
hundred head of cattle in New Englaud have
been slaughtered to prevent the extension of
the disease, and over oue thousand bave died
:(“t'h:'umtn. Itis said that the discase
_40es not seem to require a close proximity of

the heal(by to the sick cattle, {n order to com-
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“the mosg gonclusive eviden¢w@f the
decided TRprovi t wiifth will be ‘éffected
in the mazeriel of the jury panels.

Sicily.

The island of Sicily, which theadventurous
and chivalric GARIBALDI has recently in-
vaded, covers an area of 10,544 square miles,
aud has a population of nearly three millions.
The strength of the army is 100,000, who are
said to be brave and disciplined troops. The
island is divided into seven provinces, each of
which is ruled directly by an Intendente, ap-
pointed by the king, whose powers are co-
ordinate with those usually exercised by the
Governors of our States. All other modes.of
minor government common to our system are
common in Sicily. Over all the principal
governments is a Council, appeinted by the
King, composed of eight members. The taxes
are proportionally less in the Kingdom of the
two Sicilies than in any country in Continen-
tal Europe; remarkably small, when compared
with those of Sardinia.
