THE REVOLUTION IN SICILY.

No active movement is yet reported. Col.
Medici, with 3000 voluntcers, had reached
Palermo. The Times' correspondent writes
on the 14th inst, that the Neapolitan Govera-
ment seemed Lo trust more to the knite than
the bayonet. Information had arrived con-
firming the departure of a batch of brigands
to assassinate (yaribaldi. The confirmation
comes from such sources that it is impossible
to doubt the truth of it.

Thouvenel reviews tae circumstances of the
case, and expresses his confidence wn the re-
cognition ot the act, which has been accom-
plished in conformity with the principles o1
public rights and international law, and be-
cause France is ready to renew the assuralce
that she intends to assume the obligations re-
sulting from the final actol Vienna, reterring
to the neutralized districts of Faucigny aund
Chablais. M. Thouvenel,in couciusion, dis-
tmetly hints that France will not consent to
any lessening of Savoyard territory in favor
of Switzerland, although she accepis the Eu-
ropean Uonterence on the guestion.

The
Albamians, it virtue of their privileges, had
refused (o pay the taxes, or to contribute to the
conscription, both of which the Ohristians re-
fused 10 bear alone. It was rumored thata
dispatch had been received announcing the
outbreak of an insurrection at Smyrna,and the
assassination of public functionaries, but the
correctness of this news was doubted.

The Graud Vizier had arrived at Schumla.

He
asked the Vice-Cousal to go on board aud de-
mind the papers of the Sardinian captain.—
Thuis he refused to do, assuring Roberio that it
Wils 1Ol proper 10 use underhand means of
interrogation, and that the papers could not
be withdrawp untii the: Health Oflice bhad
done its duties; it was to be cousidered,
too, whether the captain desired p
and whether a vessel admitted to pratique
could be considered a prisoner, with all ou
board.

The Prince Regent
iusisted upon the Duke’s presence, because, us
a German Sovereign, who is intimately con-
nected with the Royal Family of Eungland, he
could, having besn a witness, inform tle
Court of St. James of all that passed in that
interview : and would be enabled to state that
the interview in guestion, far from being a
subject of mistrust for the ether Great Pow-
ers, was a fresh gnarantee for the peace of the
whole of Europe. The Paris correspondent
of the Daily News writes the following re-
specting the fruits of the Emperor’s journey
to Baden-Baden

wias an ut'er failure—a fiasco. However
strict may be thesecrecy kept in regard to the

Prussia by Napoleon 111, at the interview ac-
ceded to in pufbsuance of the importunate so-
licitantons of the latter, it will, I have no
doubt, be nniversally admitted within a very
few days that “nothing  has been done or is
to be done in pursuaunce of them. That the
Prince Regent, who only consented to mee:!
the Emperor wheu so much pressed that it
would have beewr discourteous to have refused,
did not mean to modify his policy in obedience
to French dictation, 1s suflicieutly indicared
by the lastsemi-official article in the Prussian
Gazette, which, enveloped in much polite but
unmeaning phraszology, has this siguificaut
purase—that Prussia has no “new objects” in
view. Now, itiscertain that the Emperor's
intention was to propose to the Prince Regent
a course of policy, not merely new, but wide-
ly differiug from that which he, as a (German
sovereign, has been hitherto following ; and it
is, I believe, equally true thai the proposals,
whatever they were, have been rejected.—
Withia a few minutes of the Emperor's arri-
val in Paris this morning he summoned u
uncil of Ministers, and at this council ir
was resolved that the government pressshounld
be ordered to sing & song of peaca in every pos-
sible tone. [here is, therefore, reason 10 be-
lieve that the de:igus upon the Rhine are sus-
pended sine die.

Since writiug the above, I hear that the Em-
peror, on arriving in Paris this morning, told
M Periere that pesce was assured, and that
he might confiden !y go on with all his great
undertakings,

On the samesobject the Paris correspondent
of the Morniug Herald writes:

I am informed on good authority that the
attempt to bribe the Priuce of Prussia out of
the Rhine by holding out a vision of Prus<o-
Grermanic empire has egregiously failed, and
that the Emperor has returned from Baden
with the couviction that if he wishes to have
the Rhine he must fight for it, and that all his
bhenevolent intentions with regard to the “ani-
fication” ot Germany have been seen through.

The Sith anniversary of American Inde-
pendence was celebrated by our citizens to-
day in connexion with the Commencement
Exercises of the Virginia Military Institute,
which is now in the 2ist year of its existence.

A 1efreshing shower of rain last evening
made the day mora pleasant than eould have
been anticipated, from the iutense heat of the
past week. At an early hour, an immensa
crowd of country people, with a large nomber
of visitors from a distance, throngsd the
streets and poured in from every direction,
making a larger number of persons than was
ever kunown to be assembled before in this
place on such an oceasion.
