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" EXECUTION OF REV. J. S HARDEN.

The Confession of the Prisoner—Scenes at
the Gallows—Coolneas of the Condemmn~
ed Man, &c., &¢

The Rev. Jacob S..Harden, whose trial and
convietion for the murder of his wife has at-
tracted public attention for several months
past, was executed at Belvidere, N. J., on
Friday last. He had been married but five
months when the crime was committed. Af-
ter the deed, he fled to Fairmont, Marion
county, Va., where he opened a daguerrean
saloon, under the name of Austin, aud was
there discovered and taken back to Belvidere.
The murderer was an active stump speaker
for Fremont’s election in 1856, and was one of
the three thousand clergymen who signed the
“remonstrance’ against the Kansas “out.
rages.” He did not lack for friends on his
trial, and the most powerful efforts were
made for his acquittal, and then for a com-
mutation of his sentence. A letter, speaking
of the prisoner before the execution, gives the
following account of this remarkable crimi-
nal:

Harden was auirelligent looking, prepos-
sessing young man,about five feet four inches
in height, stout and muscularly built, and
weighing about one hundred and thirty
pounds. Iis phrenological traits indicated
strong sensual passions, good tajents and a
Jarge command of language. His face was
remarkable only for an unusually large de-
velopmentabout the lower jaw He wasborn
in 1537, and was, consequently, about twenty-
three years old. He had a common school
education, was a proficient pupil, tecame a
school teacher, and afterwards a Methodist
colpoerteur. In 1557 he was called to preach
it Mount Lebanon, New Jersey, sod dis-
played unusual oratorical ability. Many con-
verts were added to his church, and a revival
of religion soon took place. His efforts were
aided by his fine tenor voice, which he used
with great effect, both in speakiug and sing-
ing. At Mount Lebanon he becameacqu ainted
with Miss Dorland, the daughter of an honest
German miller, and he rerewed an attach-
ment began in his schoolboy days. He se-
duced Miss Dorlaod, married her to save his
reputation, and soon conceived a passion for
a Miss Smith, who lived at his boarding-
place. Five monthsafter marriage, Mrs. Har-
den suddenly died. In his confession, he ad-
mits having given her arsenic and laudanum
at eleven different times. Suspicions were
aroused at Mrs, Harden’s sudden death, and
a Coroner's jury was empanueled. This jury
were about to return a verdict of “No evi-
dence of gailt,” when Harden's flight sealed
his fate, He says that he “talked himself to
death,” He says he had no adequate idea of
the crime he was committing, and he did not
fully realize it until he heard the speeches of
counsel at his trial. The intense sufferings of
his wife did not ataliaffecthim. On Monday
be handed to the Sherifl’ a lerter, written in a
fine bold style, returning thanks to him for his
kind treatment during his incarceration, and
telling him he would like to give him some
substantial token of his regard, and regret-
tiug his inability, on account of his poverty,
w doso. He also admonished the Sherift to
take good care of his growing children, to
keep them out of the paths of vice and 1m-
morality, so that they might not, like him, be-
come a disgrace to their parents and their
country.

THE PRISONER'S LAST NIGHT.

During the whole of Thursday, Harden
maintained a bold and undaunted front. He
ate heartily, and said that he felt better pre-
pared than ever before, to meet the fate which
he so well deserved. Wher night came on,
the Rev. Mr. Kirk, of the Presbyterian Church,
and the Rev. Mr. Day, of the Methodist per-
suasion, went to his cell to pray and wutch
with him. He greeted them pleasantly,and bid-
ding them be seated, indulged for some time in
ordinary conversation. The ministers then
joined in prayer, and were followed by the
culprit, who earnestly appealed to Heaven to
pardon his sins, and admit him to the sacred
precincts of Heaven. Atdaybreak he was left
alone, and atter indulging in a few hours’
sleep, ate a hearty breakfast. At no time was
there a tremor, or an expression of regret for
his untimely end.

On Friday morning, atan early hour, a gen-
tleman of the press had an interview with
Harden in hiscell. The prisoner received him
kindly, and invited him to take a seat. After
some ordiuary conversation, he said :

My only regrets are for my poor parents,
brothers and sisters—for myself I have none.
They may be pointed at on my account, and
thus suffer many pangs. This I regret. My
death, disgraceful as it is considered, amounts
to butlittle. Inamomentit will all be over,
and I shall be in anether world. I rest-under
no apprehens’ons, and believe that I shall
walk to the scaifold firmly, and die manfully.
Still I may not, for no one can tell at this mo-
ment how he will feel at the next. 1hope for
the best, however, and trust that all may pass
off well. Dou’'t hurry, sir. Thereis, to besure,
but a little rime left me, and I shall depart for
another and a better world. Still, tocommune
with my fellow-men at this late hour 1s plea-
sant. Good-bye, good-bye.

The two then shook hands and parted, Har-
den exhibitiog no particular emotion during
the entire interview. He wrote, however,
several cards, with “good-bye,” and his name
upon them, for his acquaintances,

THE EXECUTION,

At nine o'clock, Harden, accompanied by
the Sheriff, left his cell, which opens almost
directly upon the jail-yard, walked to the gal-
lows, ascended the scaffold, deliberately in-
spected all the arrangements, said he was per-
fectly satisfied with the manner in which the
gallows was constructed, made a few unim-
portant remarks in regard to surrounding ob-
jects with which he was familiar, and then,
without a tremor, or the slightest show of
emotion, walked unassisted back to his cell.

The jail-yard,at 12, o'clock, wasabout two-
thirds full, not more than one hundred peo-
plebeing present, The windows ot the Court-
house were filled, however, aud counting
those looking upon the scene from them, the
total number could vot have been less than
oue hundred and fifty. Among those at the
windows was Mrs. Ramsay, a middle-aged
lady, who was the principal witness against
Harden on his trial. Besides her, there was
another lady looking on, but these were the
only two females whose taste led them to seek
a view of the sickening scene.

Much noise prevailed outside from noon,
until after the execution was over. At one
time a large limb of a cherry tree broke down,
carrying with it about two dozen men and
boys. One was so badly hurt that his recovery
is considered doubtful. A shed also gave way,
and the crash of timbers, aud shouts of the
eager multitude, made it all very unpleasant
for those inside, who felt disposed to regard
the occasion as a proper time for solemnity
and respect.

Abouthall-past one o’clock, when the Sherifl
gave the order to “fall back,” the heavy door
of the jail swung open, and Harden appeared,
with arms closely pinioned to his sides, and
the fatal noose artistically coiled about his
neck, and walked by the side of the Shenff up
the steps of the gallows. darden seemed as
calm and composed as during his trial, and
walked along with his head slightly bowed
downward and his eyes directed straight be-
fore him. He was dressed in the clothes he
wore during his confinement—an old, shabby,
blue dress coat,a pair of black cloth nts,
aud shoes of patent leather, The Rev. Messrs.
Kirk, Day and Matthews, and thres friends,
accompanied him upon thescaffold. All kuelt,
the spectalors removing their hats; and Har-
den, dropping upon one knee, his face turned
npwards, uttered in a low murmur an ejacu-
latory prayer, beseeching God to forgive him
and to be with him, and calling upon Jesus
Christ to save him in Heaven., The silence
which prevailed was sudden and painfully
intense, and the condemred man’s choked and
hurriu‘ murmurs could be indistinctly heard
in the remotest corner of the yard. The
prayer was uttered in a low, tremuleus vuice,
and but few heard it. When the prisoner rose
from his knees large tears trickled down his
cheeks, and the struggle, it was quite evident,
ha‘rd vy e ied but two or three mo

his prayer occupie u -
ments, nl.’ndythan. rising, Harden stood facing
the Sheriff upon the fatal drop, and the noose
was uncoiied from his neck and attached to
the iron hook pendant from the rope connect-
ing with the pulley. Standing in"the centre
of the drop, he gave directions to the Sherilt,

that upon a preconcerted signal the rope
should be cut; and then, turning half round,
he shook hands with his wee og friends, and

calling exch one by name said, very distinctly,
butin low mne‘.."'(}ood bye.” A black glazed'
eap was then drawn over his face, the hand-
kerobief with which the signal was to beziven
was ed in his nght hand, and the knot
adjusled under bis lett ear. Thus pinieped
and masked, he stocd perfectly erect; and
withont the sligntest perceptible tremor, sald
“Guod bye" to theSherifl,and added, ‘I thauk
you for the T‘uny"l‘(;.nd:;cwq you baye shodv;‘x‘u
me, my friend.” ¢ Sherift then descend

dark fage of death, standing alone upon the
shore of that wide ocean of eternity, beneath
whose waves he was so soon to sink. The
white baudkerchiel fluttered to the ground,
the drop fell with a aull thud, the spectators
recoiled, and closed their eyes as from the ef-
fect of & heavy blow, and the unfortunate
man hung suspended by the neck, in the clear
sunlight, between earth and heaven. For a
moment he Lung perfectly still, then the legs
were suddenly drawn up, the arms were vio-
lently jerked, as though endeavoring to escape
from their pinions, the chest heaved, the hands
clenched, and the body swayed to and fro,
with its terrible agony. These convulsions
grew worse, and in one minute became so ter-
rible, that maay shrieked, and several rushed
from the Court yard, in an almost fainting
coundition. It was quite two minutes before
these terrible struggles ended, and then life
gradually departed.

As if his death had been telegraphed myste-
riously to the crowd outside, the dead silence
was broken by loud cries of * He's gone'—
“(ood bye, Harden,” and these were the iast
sounds that broke the dreadfal ringing in the
sufferer’s ears. Amid the most perfect still-
ness in the yard, strangely relieved against the
murmurs outside, the body hung perfectly
still, the heaa drooped upon the shoulder, and
almost touching the spectators, the corpse,
stiff and stark, swayed noiselessly to and fro.
The drop fell at precisely twenty-five minutes
of two,and in three minutes all struggles
ceased. In aboat five minutes the physicians
in attendance pronounced life extinct, and at
about twelve minutes of two all pulsation
had ceased. The body hung about thirty-two
minutes, and the cofiiu, of walnut, trimmed
with eilver embroidery, with four handles,
and bearing a simple plate with the inscrip-
tion Jacob S. Harden, was brought beneath the
gallows, and the corpse was detached from the
rope ard carried into the condemned cell,
which had been occupied by Harden during
his long imprisonment.

The father of Mrs. Harden, the murdered
lady, applied for permission to witness the
execution; but was refused by the Sheriff, at
Harden’s especial request, and from motives
of propriety.

In vain
should we declare the former without insist-
ing upon the latter, because, to permit Terri-
torial Iegislatures to prehibit or establish
slavery, or by unfrie;dll’:' legislation te m:'ulll‘-)
('ate property, woul granting powers
tae cfrem.‘:frv or agent, whieh, it is admitted, do
not appertain to the principal, or the power
that creates; besides which, it would be
fostering an element of agitationin the Te‘rn-
tory that must necessarily 9§Iend to Con-
gress and the people of all the States.

1f the Constitution establislies the right of
every citizen to enter the common Territory
with whatever property he legally poseesses,
it necessarily devolves on the Federal Govern-
ment the duty to protect this right of the citi-
zen whenever or wherever assailed or in-
tringed. The Democratic party honorably
meets thisagitating question, which is threat-_
ening to sever and destroy this brotherhood of
States. It does not propose to legislate for
the extension of slavery, nor for its restric-
tion, but to give to each State and to every
citizeu all that our forefathers propose togive,
narnely : perfect equality of rights, and then
to commit to the people, to climate and to
soil, the determination as to the kind of insti-
tutions best fitted to their requirements in
their constitutional limits, and declaring, asa
fundamental maxim, that the people of a Ter-

1f, happily, our principles shall prevail, an
era of peace and harmony will be restored to
our distracted country, and no more shall we
be troubled with the agitation of this danger-
ous question, because it will be removed as
well from the Tarritorial Legislatures asfrom
the halls of Congress—when we shall be free
to turn our attention to more useful issues,
promotive of our growth in national great-
ness,

Our Union must be preserved ; but this can
only ba done by maintaining the Constitution
inviolate in all its provisions and guarantees.
The judicial authority, as provided by the
Coustitution, must be sustained, and its deci-
sions implicitly obeyed, as weil in regard to
the rights of property in the Territories as in
all other matters. Hoping for success, and
trusting in the truth and justice of the princi-
ples of our party, and in that Divine Provi-
dence that has watched over us, and made us
one of the great nations of the earth,and that
we may continue to merit Divine protection,
I cheerfully accept the nomination s0 unani-
mously conferred on me, and cordially en-
dorse the platform adopted by the Conven-
tion,

PoLiTICAL.—The Ohie State Democratic
Convention met at Columbus on the 5th, and
made nominations for Supreme Judge, &c.,
and adopted resolutions endorsing Douglas,
when about fifty Breckinridge men withdrew
from the Convention and met at the Neil
House.

The Char-
lotte (N. C.) Democrat says a majority of the
North Qarolina electors huve declared for
Breckinridge. The Charleston Mercury thinks
that even though the border Stale delegates
did withdraw from the Couvention at Baltui-
more, they are more likely to prove a clog to
the cotton States than au aid. Mayor Wood,
of New York is out formally for Douglss in a
letter. A Breckinridge and Lane ratification
meeting was held on board the steamship
Augusia, off the coastof Virginia,on the 2d
inst.

Tug MASSACRE OF CHRISTIANS AT SIDON.—
The London Times contains anaccount of the
massacre of Christians at Sidon, in Syria.—
We extract as follows :

“The town of Dheir-el-Kamar, atter defend-
ing itself for eight hours, had surrendered to
Bechir Bey, the Druse chief, who had besieged
it. Dheir-el-Kamar, unlike the rest of Le-
banon, has, since 1840, been under the direct
government of the Sultan. It has a Tarkish
Governor,and a garrison of 300 regular troops.
During the siege, the inhabitants bad asked
him to defend them against the Druses, but he
said he counld do nothing, and allowed the
Christians to defend themselves as best they
could, although his troops were gquite strong
enough to beat off the besiegers. Batnot a
shot did he fire. The Chrisdans had to give
in, both oa account of 1heir ammunition fail-
ln’(, and also because the Druses had eom-
mand of the walls from the heights. The Gov-
ernor afterwarde aliowed the Druses to burn
one hundred and thirty houses of the Chris-
tians. When we arrived, the actual fighting
was over, but the place was full of prowling
Druses, who plundered and murdered every
Christian on whom they could lay hands.—
The house of the Rev. Mr. Bird, the American
missionary, was even more foll of people than
Mr. Calhoun’s had been. Bishops, priests,
men, woraen, children—all had sought and ob-
tained refuge with this family, who had, in
fact, given up thé whole of their house to the
fugitives.”

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The Rope Walker at Niagara,

Mr. Willis, in the Home Journal, thus de-
scribes M. Blondin's passage over the Niagara
river, in the cbaracter of an Indian chief:
“After being dressed in his flesh-.colored
tights, wampum apron, bead necklace and
moccasins, he came out (with his particularly
uncombed sandy hair ancovered as yet by its
crown of feathers) to look a Jittle into the ar-
rangements for his performance. For fifteen
or twenty minutes the little Tecumseh was
hoppling about, trying the cords which held
the ropes to the stanchions, cocking the pistol
which was to be fired to announce his return,
giving directions for the music, binding the
ligatures of his balance pole, and auswering
very merrily all the jokes and questions of the
lookers-on. lm bis motions back and forward,
he took no regular step; he simply bounded.
Like a child’s soap bubble, the difliculty seem-
ed to be to get to the ground—to keep from
floating away. During all this time,of course,
I had the desired opportunity for the study of
his face. It was one whieh nineteen persons
out of twenty, on seeing it in a crowd, would
pass over as wholly uninteresting—the twen-
tieth and more observant man giving him a
good look; as one of the most coolly deter-
mined and honestly spunky little fellows he
had ever seen. The topof his skull, ot course,
is very high with his bump of firmness. Hie
chéek bones are prominent, his nose straight
and with thin expanded nostrils, his lips thin
and firm, his cheeks bhollow and pale, and he
wears 8 sandy moustache and imperial—a /a
Louis Napoleon. Though arything but a
beaunty, he is a man it is impossible not to take
a fancy to.
Retiring to his shauty for a minute or two,
after all was arranged, his re-appearance was
asnounced by a grand utmost-iana from the
band, and forward came Tecumseh, with a
high erown of many-colored feathers on his
head- not with a slow pace, as would be ex-
pected from an Indian chief, but dancing a
Jig all the way to the precipice. It was curi-
ous, however, to see that ths smile on his lip,
and his other signs of merriment for the
many, were altogether mechanical and artifi-
cial, while the ciosely-pressed eyelid, threugh
which his keen blue eye was hardly visible,
showed the inner mind's utter absorption and
concentration in the work he had to do. The
rope was drawn from shore to shore, eight
hundred feet across and two hundred acd
fifty feet high over the Niagara rapids—a
rerilous bridge for human feet to walk! I
took hold of his arm as he stood trying the
rope for a moment with the ball of his foot.—
It was like a buuch of iron wire, wholly un-
impressible. And away he went—his moc-
casined feet hugging the two sides of the sway-
ing cable, his balance-pole playing up and
down, and his little fizure gradually diminish-
ing as he walked steadily on and reached the
middle of the chasm, where he proceeded to
stand upon one leg and hold the other out at
right angles. The spectators, of course, were
all breathlessly silent; though I found it
much more breathless to think of afterward
than to see it done,

He did it with such apparent ease and cer-
tainty that it was like seeing a bird fly or a
spider walk the ceiling—not to be wondered
at for that kind of creature. I am inclined to
think it would be more startling (better ena-
bling one to imagine himself in the perform-
er’s place,) if he were to do itin eommon
clothes. Looking #carcely larger than a but.
terfly as he reached the opposite shore, Blon-
din remained fifteen or twenty minutes out
of sight, and then the pistol was fired to an-
nounce his return. He came quietly on to the
centre, where he etopped to Jie down at full
length on the rope, and execute various pos-
tures and gymunastics : and, between this and
his reaching our shore again, he made several
pretended trips, as if losing balance—the
screams of the affrighted ladies, at this, very
comically varying the tune which was being
endeavored by the band. As he came up the
slant of the rope again, I saw that his lips
were tightly drown together and his features
were rigidly set with themental exertion,and
it was an expression of face that would be
worth painting as a type of determined will.
Through all the anxiety of a spectator’s sus-
pense, I could uot help admiring the little
man exceedingly, and I was the first to give
him a hand as he stepped on the cliff. "1t was
a cold clammy grip that he gave me in re-
turn, and his fingers felt icy and wet. Every-
body who could reach him gave him a shake
of the hand on his way to the shanty,and the
enthusiasm for him seemed universal. And
so ended ‘the show’ of a buman life put fear-
fally in peril! Br. Blondin, I wasafterwards
told, bas a wife and several childrer, and re-
sides at Niagara, having adopted it as his the-
atre of performauce. His professional profiis
amount to ten thousand dollars a year.”

Railroad Convention, §ec.
BuckiNGEANM Co., VA, July 5th, 1860.

The Railroad Barbecue, the most jubilant
affair that has happened here lately, took place
on the 4th.
