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The Massacres in Syria.

Oar readers are already well awave that the
massacges perpetrated by the Druses in the
country around Mouaut Lebanon, had reached
the appalliug number of 8,000 early iu July--
that the city of Damascus had siready been
drowned in blood—that fears were enter-
taloed for Jerusalem and Aleppo-that
the Salian, in despair ofbeing able to ar-
rest the progress of the advancing slaugh-
ter, had sent letters of abject apology 0
the powers of Europe—and that a gen-
eral extermination of Christians in Ma-
hometan countries was apprehended. The
London Times expresses ils astonishment at
these events. It says, *it is sirange that a
land which was the cradle of Ohristianity,
should continue, age after age, to be the place
of its sharpest trial, It wow/d almost seem as
¥/ a spell hung over that venowned and holy cor=
ner of Asia, and condemued it 1o keep fovever
its former likeness, to furnish persecutors and
martyrs, frenzied mulititudes demanding
biood, and timid governors givieg up the
guiltiess to death.”

Why should these things appear strange to
sny man living in a Christiaa couatry 1 Has
he not MosEs and the prophets, and bave they
not testified clearly of them ! The land
in which they have happened and are still oc-
curriug, does, indeed, lie under a spell, and it
has thus lain for centuries upon ceunturies,—
The speli in question is the curse of Gop, pro-
nounced, in some instances, thirty-five, in
others, more than twenty-five centuries ago.—
The history of the countries in which this ter-
rible drama is in the course of enaciment at
this moment, was writtea hundreds upon
hundreds of years befure Turk or the Tartar
existed, when Eagland and France were sav.
age wildernesses, when, probably, there was
not a living soul from the Niemen to the fro-
zen ocean, A loag succession of prophets, from
Mosgs to MiCAH foretold in language so pre-
cise that, after the event, it might be taken for
hisfory, the comingdesoiation of Judea,and all
thecountriss round aboutit. Nor did the curse
terininate with the desolation. Itis plainly in-
timated everywhere that the doomed couu-
iries were to be, even after they had been de-
spoiled of everythiug that could make life de-
sirable, the scenes of everiastiug strife. Wiih
regard to Judea, especiaily, it was said that
the “ worst of the heathen » were to possess ity
and denunciations not lessdirect were pointed
agninust each of the neighboring countries. The
ten tribes of Israel were the first that were
driven trom the devoted land: next the Jews,
by the Babylonians first, and finally by the
Romans. Ia that land, where the religion of
CairisT wns first planted, it first began also
to degenerate, and as the lsraelites aud Jews
had been expelled in the olden time by the
Idolators for their trausgressions, S0 now a
new riceof false worshippers came to extir-
pate Christianity from the land, with the
sword in one band and the Koran in the gther.
From the first, the land was deliv-
ered up to the worst of the heathen. The As-
syriar, the Chaldean, the Egyptian and the
Roman, were the instruments of Divine ven-
geance upon the Jews and Israelites. The
Saracens, the Egyptians, the Fatimites, the
Tartars, the Mamelukes, and the Turks,
aveuged the cause of Christianity upon its
idolatrous professors. Nor has it been found
possible 1o expel the heathen from the Holy
Land, or from the countries in the neighbor-
hood. The zeal of the Crusaders, wronght to
frenzy by their fanaticism, could send five
millions of buman beings to whiten the plains
of Syria with their bones, but it could never
rescue, save for a comparatively short period,
the lands of Scripture history from the Sara-
cen and the Turk. The latter the most de-
atructive of all barbarlans, se«ms to have been
especially selected to consummate the rain
foretold by the Scripture. Of all men living,
he is the most destrugtive in his habits, and
the leastcapable of restraining his natural an-
lipathy to all convervatism. ThLe cousequence
is, that the land is utterly barbarcus, and the
few inhabitauts it has are restrained by ne
law. The traveller, BukEaARDY, declares his
belief that if the Euglish peual laws were
suddenly put in operation there, there would
not be a maun in the whole country who would
not be nable to indictment for some kind of
offence.

Itis vain for man to attempt the reforma.

tion of these things, until the coming of
that time forewid at the same moment

when these things were foretold, The
land of Judea must be trodden down
of the Gewutiles, until the time of the
Gentiles be fulfilled. The prophecies ex-
pressly pointout its general devastation, the
loug perigd through which it shall remain
uuncultivated, its cheerless solitude, its un-
trodden highways, the thorns that grow up in
its fields, the loss of its ancient inbabitants,
the depraved character of its present posses-
sors the insecurity of property,the uselessness
of labor, and the total wart of the smallest
security for life, where every man eats his
meal in fear and trembling. Nor is the ad-
Jjoining country less under the spell of Divine
wrath, Edom is still a hideous scene of deso-
lation, and so will coutinue forever, Moab is
spoiled until its inhabitants are driven
from its plains to the rocks, and there
1s no one to dwell in its once populous cities.
Philistia has no fixed inkabitants, its cities
are utterly destroyed, and bave been convert-
@d into folds for flocks. Simaria has been cast
down into the valley—all these things were
foretold of these countries thousands of years
ago, and in the same prophecies in which they
are announced, we are told that they are to be
the scenes of strife and desclation—some of
them forever, all of them until & period like-
‘wise distinctly marked, and evidently not yet
arrived.

Great indignation is manifested in the Chi_
nese gea-ports at the manner in which the
poor laborers are inveigled on board the Cuolie
ships, and carried to bondage in distant lands
from which they rarely return. Many of
these unfortunate white men are fully equa!
10 men of the same class 10 England, and some
of them superior. They have keen sensibili-
ties, deepand lastiug love of home and kin-
dred. and yet these men, in the meridian duy
of this nineteenth century, are kiduapped for
the purpose of enslavement, aud so cruelly
treated that they often commit suicide to es-
cape from their borriblesutlerivgs. The Eng-
lish Emigration Commissioners have given no-
tice of their intention to receive tenders for
three vessels for the conveyance of Coolies
from Calcutta t¢ British Guinea, and twe ves-
eels for the conveyance of Chinese emigrants
from Hong Kong or Whampoa to the same col-
ony. It isin this euphemistic style thata plea
is set forih for the wholesale kidnapping and
enslavement of white men by the puilagthro-
pic PECksN1vp of the natious, who is alWays
preaching humanity, mercy aud justice Lo the
rest of the world. How would she like to see
ber own porters, pavvies and laborers in gen-
eral, kiduapped and carried off every month
from her sea-ports in ship loads, to toil and
perish in distant lands ?

The full returns of the Census are not yet
in from all parts of the coumtry, but some of
the results, as they are afmounced in frag-
mentary shape throgghout the country, are
beginning to create considerabla surprise and
disappointment. The State of Massachusetts,

own iu population, and Maine actuaily falling
off. Even the “Young Giant of the West,” as
he delighteth to be called, does not stand quite
as near the clonds as he expected. The State
of Ohio; which has ever cherished a noble
pride in the indefinite multipiication of the
hwman species, seems 0 have lost its ancient
fecundity. It has made but lmfo. if any ad-
vauce, since the census of 1550. Even the pre-
tensions of the big cities are beginuiog 10
dwindle as they are brought clear to the day-
light. New York and Philadelphia still go
abead at their usual rate of increase, but Chi-
cago's aspirations Lo 150,000 have come down
to 120,000 ; Milwaukie from 75,000 to less than
o0,000, and Cincinnati from 250,000 to only
about 165,000. Ofall the New England States
Qonnecticut is the only one which shows
much “progress.” This is somewhat morti-
fying to those who believe that a dense popu-
lation is ideutical wiih prosperity and happi-
ness. As we hold no such creed, alid like
plenty of elbow room, we have no tears to saed
over the falling off which has taken place in
quariers where an immense increase was cou-
fidently anticipated. There are more people
now in some of the Siates than can keep the
wolf of starvation from the door, and if pos-
terity doesu't come up to time, it shows more
forecast and prudence than most of the pre-
sent generation did, when they made their ap-
pearance in an overcrowded world.

1t is but fair, however, tostate, that, in those
portions of the United States which look upon
a large population as the unerring iudication
of greatness and felicity, the superior growth
over other portions, has been owing entirely
to emigration, and not to natural increase.—
This was emphatically tr..e of the first seven
years of the decade just closed. As is justly
cbserved by a contemperary, those were ex-
traordisary years in the West, for it was iu
them that the greater part of the jmmense
Western raiiroad system was constructed,
amounting to eight or ten thousand miles and
costing a couple of hundred miilions. The
money that built these roads, and which was
b rrowed from Europe and the Eastera States,
gave employment to multitudes and atiracted
u laige amount of emigration. But, when the
revulsion ot 1857 came, the whole West col-
lapsed ; there was universal debt; the West
became ove immense prairie of bankruptey and
mortgages; therailroads thathad cosi somuch
ceased to be profitable; the castles in the air
came tumbling to the grouud, and the castles
on the ground, in some of the great cities, be-
came tenantless, or were reuted for next to
nothing. The emigration that had setin flowed
back,aud the larger emigration that was ex-
pected, never came. This emagration, which
a Philadelphia journal observes, is the chiet
cause of the rapid growth of populationin the
pew States, was at once checked by the com-
mercial aud fluancial paralysis, Itis believed
that if acensus had been taken in the early
part of 1257, many Western cities would have
had larger popuiations than will be reported
of them by the census of 1560,

But though years must elapse before the
West receives a rapid rate of progress, by
caution, prudence aud avoidance of gpecula-
tion, by givingits energies to hurd work and
letting speculation alone, it may retrieve its
past errors, and hasten the day, which must
come, eooner or later, when it will be the
backbone of the Contederacy. With ajsucces-
sion of good crops, and cuutious and houest
management, it will, after a while, succeed in
paying its indebtedness to the East. The crop
of the present year is said to be a fine one, and
is coming in rapidly. Since January ist, the
shipments of corn at Chicago have been near-
ly uvine millions of bushels, aud of wheat
about four millions. On the 2ith ult., 270,000
bushels of grain, of which the greater part
was coru, were shipped from Chicago in a
gle day.

Whilst the West has indefinite capacities of
recuperation, the prospect is not so cheering
for some of the New Eungland States. Itmust
be consoling to them, in their own afiliction,
to learn that Southern Staies are slowly, but
steadily, gaining ground. There has never
been much emigraticn to this section of the
common Republic, but its nataral growth is
healthy and permanent, and it is beginniog to
introduce that variety of industry which is
£0 essential to the general prosperity.
