The po»t.bilfty «hst such a thing will occur
again must shock the moral sense and the
sen.eof propriety of every civilized Anglo-
Haxon in the Cnned States. Whilst we are
repenting with genuinesincerity oorconstant
rnu of bad luck, the world at large will .it lv
judgmentupou the abstract question of mor-
ality,and we shall be condemned throughout
{"..:\u25a0 a'eudom bs a nail on of land stealers and
pirates. Nothing gives such a sting to the
remorse which all ingenuousmind* feel tip.m
being lound out in a crime, a* the reproofs
of the tirtnousaud honest. What a pang will
shoo*, through the heart of Young America,
when uot only are his little, unsuccessful
attempt-, to be vicious exposed to the world,
hut he is haul.si np before the tribunal of
European Public Opinion, and theresolemnly
tried and condemned by those reformed aud
exemplary royal rakes, who have long since
sowed their wild oats, and are determined
henceforth to be virtuous, and because they are
so, to permit no one else to have "cakes aud
ale.'*

We desire ourconntrymen to make up their
mmds beforehand for thedenunciatious which
the Ijondon and Paris journalswill soon hurl
upou their heads. That which giyes impres-
si>euess to thereproofsot Euglandand Erauce
i_ their own territorial magnitude, which was
ail obtained by the most honest aud peaceful
transactions. It is the boast of Englandthat
the sun does not set npon her dominions, but
with extraordinary modesty, she never says
much of fhe way in which they wereacquired.
Doubtless much ofher holyhorror at tiilibus-
tering antes from the maimer in which Bhe
was onceherself overrun by Romans, Danes,
Saxons and Normaus, to say nothing of the
accidental incursions ofScotch cattle-thieves,
and tbe rceasional forays after her crown by
Preteuder. and Dutchmen. Who ever heard
of England flllibustering in Asia, Africa, or
America ! And as to the French, the Emperor
i* obliged to maintain a standing army of six
hundred thousand men for the purpose of
keeping other nations from annexing them-
selves to France. He has shown conclusively,
In his letter to I.ord Palmkrston, that he de-

ful and triumphantprogress. The first Na-

Frenchmen in order to accomplish it. Eng-
land, France and other European Empire?,
have been engaged, beyond all question, iv
many long and bloody wars. If all the vic-
tims they haveslain could rise from the dead,
it wonld look like the final resurrection at the
Day ol Judgment,and if all the groans ofan-
guish they bave caused could be condensed
into one lamentation, it would sound like the
funeral dirge of the ui.iverse. But whoever
knew them to go to war about land, or to covet
and appropriate that which wa_ not their

Seriously, we do not desire to be understood
as apologists for Oen. Walkbr's raid into
Centra] America. Wa are no friends of filli-
bostering, whether by North Americans iuto
Central or South America, or by Northern
philanthropical marauders into the South*?
States. Put, whatever the criminality and
injusticeof American filiibusteiing, 'he na-
tions of the Old World can exeit iiomor.il in-
fluence by words among those who have ever
looked at their works. Jonaihaz. Will,
reproving a young rogue for picking pocket--,
would tea lair parallel to Englandaud Franc*
denouncingAmerica for fillibusteriiig. It :-
hardly probaDle that Walker can make as
great progress, or commit as horrid cruelties
ashappened tv the conquest of India, oris
Marshal Boomauo accomplished ii_ Alger a-
Let the grey old sinners of Europe remove
the beam from their own eyes, and then they
will more clearly to pull the mote from
the eyes of Jonathan. Let those Old World
lepers, tainted from head to foot with corrup-
tion, find some purifying Jordan to cleanse
and beal their hideous sore., and then they
may, wi'h more consistency and grace, point
the finger of scorn and condemnation at the
plague spot justappearing on the fair face of
our young Republic.

defence. Ina late debate in Parliament, 001.
TtsSmom aud Mr.Mioi'fMbrought this sub-
ject to the attention of Lord Palmbkhto. ,
who has been mounting the Invasion hobby

lately and reminded.him tbat during the last
French war Ireland was three times invaded,
tough only by a very .mall force, from which
it wa. clear that tbe French could Invade her
again whenever they pleased. Mr. MitifiHi
assorted that, "-If the French were to laud in
Irelaud to-morrow, the vast bnlk of tbe
population, whether armed or unarmed,
would not meet them a. foes." If this
lie a correct opinion, the reluctance of gov-
ernment to entrust the Irish with arms,
may be easilyaccounted for. Lord Palmbb-. ton affected to despise the assertion of Mr.

men in the world, i.ut Gel. 1-'rem ii insisted
that if England were attacked every soldier
would be withdrawn Irom Irelaud, and Mr.
M.i.iiKS saul, "if Ireland was to be expect-
ed to resist an invasion, her people must be
tatigbt the u.e of arms., and it would not do,
when the suit fee from a French fluet was dat*K-
ening the harbors of Ireland, for the govern-
ment to send a telegram from Lioudou telling
them to defend themselves."
It is.obvious that Ireland is a very

point in theaystfni of Hritishdefence. Judg-
inj; from the past, a French invasionor at-
tempt at invasion would produce auything
but distress among the Irish people When
all invidious distinctions between Pliiglaiid
and Ireland are abolished, there will be mu-
tual confidence and cordiality, and not before.
