In the present temper of the Brit-
ish people, we confess we cannot see the wis-
dom of this opposition. t>u the contrary, ere
should think every Englishman would leel,
al once, the extreme importance uf fortifying
the dock-yarde to siu-h an extent as to render
them impregnable if possible. Yet we are
Hot disposed to call in qnestiou the judgment
'. i a people who have shown themselves, in
.Ui ace.-, so jealousupon this point, especially

kept :hem free, while the liberties of the coa-
lmen! Lave fallen before military power.

We would call upon the peopleof the United
States, had weany hope of being heard, to ob-
serve the conduct of the British peopleon this
occasion.

For thai reason, they prized above all other
ilimgs of an earthly nature, ni-xt to freedom,
the union of these Sates. They believed it to
t ? a perpetual to liberty, because it
obviated tbe necessity of a standing army,
and they were well aware that no nation can
lose its freedom save by means of military

er. They weredeeply rendia thehistory
of their Anglo-Saxon forefathers or. the other
Bide of the water, and they drew from it
knowledge to guide them ia casting the foun-
dations of their new Republic. They had ob-
served that, in spite of the tyrannical temper
too often manifested by the Plantagenets and
Todors?ia spite of the violent inroads upon
tbe Constitution practiced whenever they had
she power, by both the parties to the great
civil war between the Houses ofYork; andLan.. .--. ?the people had preserved their liberty.
Tne Plantagenets mightbe violent? tbe Tu-
uort might be sanguinary?but they wereboth
solely by permission ol the people, and dared
ci j nothing which they found resolutely
opposed by the body of the nation
Tue secret lay in the fact that they had do
military force to back them, and that they de-
pended upon the content of the people for
?he cjiiiiiiiianceof (heir reign. Nobody pre-
tends thai OHARLEB 1. was socruel as Hkkky
VIII., or so arbitrary as Elizabeth. Tbe
difference between them was, that the Eng-
lish people pardoned in the two first what it
would nut toleraie ia the last, because having
no standingarmy to back them, tbey, appa-
rently, acted by consent of tbe people, where-as thelast wished to net in defiance ut the
wishes of the people, and by means of an
army. The wise peopleol Englandsaw, that
BS soon as tbe Kiug sboald have accumulated
B military power sufficiently strong to set
them at d«a ,iaiice, their liberties, would uo lon-
gerexist but in name. From examples like
these our forefathersderived their distrust oi
ii standing army, aud mey saw that the only
way to render one unnecessary, was to unite
all lhis country in one vast confederacy,
wheu there b-ing no neighbors to be jealous
01, ibere could be no excuse for keeping ou
foot a strong military power.

Was not their reasoning correct! To our
apprehension, there can be no doubt of it.?
Let us suppose this country broken up into
two great independent nations. The first
thingwould be a long, violent, bloodywar, in
which tbe militaryspirii would most assured-
ly ooiain a fatal predominai.ee. The proba-
bility is, tbat one or the other section would
go to tbewall, and that a large military force
\u25a0would be required to keeji it in subjection.
Should it be otherwise, however;should both
parties survive, Lhey would be compelled to
at?ad everlastinglyon their guard.

habitant of tbe country. They would not 'long obey tbe direction of any legislative
body. They would do as troops have always
done iv revUutionary times. They wouldloilow tbe nn- tiaetof discipline. Theywould
obey their officers?those by whose sides they
had often perilled their lives, and by whomthey had often been led to victory. They would !mevitiblydeopioe civilians and their laws.?
Tney would raise to the supreme power some 'favorite of tbeir own-some CAtsaa, some !QBOBTWatx, some Nai-olkoh, whose namehad become associated with iheir glory,andwhose presence they considered t_e assured 'bai biuger ol success. With two such chiefs
on each side of the line?with unnumbered 'fortresses at their command?with all the re-
sources of their respective countries iv theirhands?with immeuse bodies ol fiery warriors
always panting for tbe sigual of war, what
'bailee would (his distracted hemisphere ever
have lor peace T

The stability of our rural labor prevents the
necessity of drudgery, and permits ample
leisure to©BF agriculturalists lor the cultiva-
tion of themind. It is ihe country here that
rules the cities,and not the cities ihecountry.
With the exception of the unjustaud oppres-
sive burthens upon merchants, it is, on the
whole, a wise rule ai.'d a benellceut iuilueuce,
socially and morally.

Judge Lonsstrert and Lord Brougham.
We have lately noticed tbe fact that Judge

I,l)sl,street, of Georgia, has published an
elaboiste statement of his reasons for with-
drawingfrom tbe Statistical Congress, at Lon-
don, to which be was a delegate, and which be
bad prepared before the apology of Lord
HiHHdiiAM for his insult to Mr. Dallas was
published, but which tbe Judgeconceived did
not nreakea the force of the reasons by which
he was governed la thus resenting the insult
He withdrew because of the approval of the
remarks made by LordBrougham, in the first
instance, by the body itself; by the plauditsof
his associates in an assembly intended to rep-
resent the interests of statistical science gene-
rally, lie resolved not to take his seat again,
to which he was invited, on the ground that
tbe insult was national, and rendered more
pointed hy the fact that it was uurebuked by
the presiding officer, the Prince consort?
JudgeLonostrket reminds the British pub-
lic that tbe onlydelegate from the IT. States
was a Georgian, a citizeu of the same State
with thai gallaut Tattnall, whose conduct
in the alLiir of the Pei-Ho, in saving British
lile Irom destruction, has received such warm
encomiums from theEnglishpress and author-
ities.

The conduct of Judge LOBGBfBBBT will be
approved by his countrymen ; but, hereafter,
if Americans will keep out ol Englishassem-
blies, where they aresure to be insulted if an
opportunityoccurs, it will be no detriment to
tbe national dignity,nor to their own self-
respect. As to arguingthequestions involved
in Brougham's insult, they should never
waste their breath in endeavoring to convince
menagainst their wills, prejudices aud pas-
sion.
