A proper mean is the point npan which they
will luavitably settle, as that winch secures
the largest amountof trade and the most cer-
tain remuneration. In the case under
consideration, there can be little danger
ihat the tolls will everapproach the figure at
whleh they now stand upon the James River
and Kauawba improvement. It is proposed to

deepenthe canal toseven festofwater?a depth
amply tri_cient to accommodate vessels of
five or six hundredtout. There will also be
a great reduction of cost In propelling,and a
00rres ponding increase of speed. Now.hereare
threeelement*?increase offreight, increase of
tpeed,*ndreduction ofcostia propelling?tbat,
when combined, necessarily reuder a reduc-
tion of toll possible, provided the company be
disposed to make it. That they will be so in
thepresent case, 1* certain.

In the first place, they enter the lists with
fourformidable competing lines: the Balti-
more snd Ohio Railroad, the Pennsylvania
Railroad, the Erie Canal, and the Memphis
line connecting the feouthern seaboard with tbe
Mississippi River. It is a main object with
them, in ihe second place, lor reasons hereaf-
ter to be explained, todevelop the resources of
tbe great West to the utmost extent of their
power,even thoughtheesperimeutshonldforce
them to reduce tolls so lew as to make their
dividends less than they would otherwise be.
Butof this they feel no apprehension what-
ever. They expect to render transportation
eoeaty and to swift, and to increase tbe ton-
nage to tuch an extent, as to be able to reduce
the tollt to four or five mills per ton, whereas,
at present, it ttand* at four cents. That is to
say, they expect to carry sight or ten tons for
th* same remuneration thru the present com-
pany receive for transporting one ton, or,(to

make our meaning so plain that everybody
can see ii at once,)tbe farmer on James River
and 11* vicinitywho pays ten dollars now fora
certain amount of transportation, canhavethe
sameamount done under the new order of
things for ouedollar. This company intend
to make money by the amount of business
theydo, notby the highprices they charge for
doing It. That tln-y will be enabled to do so,
any man who will take intoconsideration the
boundless and Inexhaustible countryto which
a mightycanal will afford them access, will
easily comprehend. The Erie Caual, which is
frozen over half ihe year, lets into the city of
New York, so we understand, 3,0011,000 tons
per annum. Why this improvement should
be limited to such a figure, seeing that
it will never be entirely closed to naviga-
tion a week in any one year, and that it
is accessible to half the country which the
Erie commands, and to five times as much
more which lies greatly beyond the reach of
that improvement,we confess weare not able
to understand. Butadmit, for tbe sake of ar-
gument,that 3,000,000 it the limit. At four
mill* per ton per mile, this would give us
twelve thousanddollars per mile. Supposing
the improvement to be Aye hundred miles
long, we should have for its total annual rev-
enue, at this rate, *«,000,ooo! ? the interest on
$100,000,000 at the rate ofsix per cent, per an-
nuiii! Ivthe meantime, It is very certaiu that
thework will not co6t the fifth part of that
sum. The estimate, we believe, doe6not em-
brace much more than a tenth of it. Admita
however, that 11shou Idcos t g*io.ooo,owi,aiid that
only one-filth of the tonnage named above
should pass alougit. SHU wehave $1,3u0,0n0
as the Interest on £20,000,000, the full legal
rate of tix per cent.

We know that onr anticipations with regard
to the amount of tonnage will be deemed ex-
travaganL We do not regard them as at all
so. Nevertheless,havingadvancedan opinion,
webow to the law which holds us bound to
theproof. In the first place, then, thereis the
great Valley of the Kanawha, abounding in
coal, of a quality so excellent that nothing
approaching it has ever yet been extracted
from the boweln of the earth?in iron of un-

They want tt for wine casks-
France, ItIs notnecessary tosay, is the largest
wtne-growmgcountry iv the world. Bu'? its

timber for casks is exhausted. Now, the tim-
ber from tbe southern part of the United
States is too porous, that from Canadaand the
northern States it too close. The exact me-
dium?neither too close nor too porous-is
supplied by the boundless forests that grow
on our mountains, even to their very tops.
France, besides, wan_ sak for railroad till*,
?o, indeed, doesall Europe. Tbeycan be sup-
plied in ly quantity from our mountain*.

We think we have gone a longway towards
makingup our 3,ihki,ikki tons for the James
and Kanawha. But we have hitherto con-
fined ourselves to the line of the improve-
ment, and the valley of tbe Kanawha. We
have not said a word of that mighty country,
watered by the Ohio, and that which commu-
nicatee with it by meant of innumerable rail-
roads. We have 6aid nothing of the great
State of Kentucky, which would doubtless be
stimulated by the success of our enterprise,
to run a canal from the Ohio, nt the point
where we touch it, to Shaker's Ferry on the
Kentucky; from which point that great river
has been madenavigableby the largeststeam-
boats, by a system of locks and dams, to iv
mouth. We have said nothing of the clear
sweep it would give us at Illinois, Indiana,
Missouri,and the great Northwest.
