A man giving his name as Miles Joues, of
Richmond, and his occupation as n cabinet-
maker here, was arrested in Peteosburg, Va,,
T'uesday, charged with the commisaion of two
most adroit swindles there. The Bulletin
states that he is Wm Sailie, why recently dis-
appeared from here after the forgery of &
Belvin's pame. The foillowing is an account
of the exploits of this accomplished chevalier
in Petersourg

On last Monday morning, a man calling
himself Miles Jounes, together with another
man who appeared 10 be traveling with him,
k breakfastat the Bollingbrook Hotel, and
later in the day he called at Mr. John R, Pat-
tersou & Co'sand requested Mr. Patterson to
fiil up i check tor €71, which Mr. Patterson
accordingly did, and the man calling him-
relf Jones, signed the panme of James B,
Jones, a well-known gentleman of Ches-
terfieid, to it.  He then went to Messrs,
8. (3. Branch & Brothers, from whom he
purchased a il of hguors amounting to
$42.65, giving tne check in payment ot the
bill, and receiving €2~ 055 i change . —
He theu wentto the turmiture store of Mr. Juo.
Morrison,and purchased a small metallic bu-
rial-case, a shroud, shrouding-¢ap, a block of
crape and 4 block of ribbon, the bill for which
amounted to about £3u, giving Mr. Morrison s
check for 8015, sigued * Miles Jones & Co..»
and receiving about S50 aschauge trom Mr., M.
He appeared in great haste while making his
purcoases evidently wishing to make it ap-
pear that he was a man of business. He had
the buriel-case direcied to M. Bass & Co,
Chester. Mr. Morrisou haviug sold Mr. BI.
Bass, of Chestertield, & burial-case some time
stuce, very reasouably supposed that death
bad again visited his tamily and this time
claimed hiz hitule daoghter, and that he had
fent his neighbor to make the purchase for
hiw, as the “contldence ' man had stated. The
prisoner eutered the store and inquired : * 1s
this Mr. Morrison’s - J¢ Morrison ! “+Yes,
sir,” said that gentleman, *and-you are ad-
dressinghim.”

The police
were immedidtely informed of the tinussctior
aud * Joues” was shortly afterarrested. Ouly
#106 of the mouney was fouud ou him. The Ex-

to him perfect, thus enabliug him to seil the
same ticket several umes in succession,
the conductors only reporting to the geue-
ral ticket agent such numbers of tickets
as they deemed i1t prudent to return —
The exact length of time that this simple but
ingenious system of robbery had been ging
on it is impossible to ascertain ; long envugh,
however, to enable the conductors 10 appro-
orinte to themselves an average of £10,L00
e ch. A counsiderable portion of the aggregate
uad been invested in varioes kindas of proper-
ty #rd securities, avd of this thecompany bas
fortunntely been @bie 10 secure a considerable
wmount., The saveuteen couduciurs bave of
ourse beea discharged, leaving lu servics but
twoonly of ‘hoseemployed with them on the
road.

NEWS FROM CHINA.

By the bark Creole we have files of Hong
Koug papers to July 24.

T k ft'll:en!e:\pm‘.lrmn of England and Firance
remained, according to the lntest mlncljj‘ at
Tuien-waun, at the mouth of the Peibho. This
1= a maguificent bay, about ten miles across,
aud fifieen miles from the entrance to the
bead. There were 150 sail of the allies, whiie
all the troops were encamped ou the shore
The uatives were friendly. The climate was
healthy.

Lord Elgin arrived at Taien-wan on the af-
ternovon ot the th of Juiy, aud it was under-
stood that the troops would re-embark on the
10th and proceed to the Taku forte, which
were to be taken before the peace overtures
were made, Lord Eigin was in constan! com-
munication with Baron Gross, the French
Plenipotentiary.

A marine on board her Majesty's ship Ter-
rier, had sh he commauder, Hud-on, in his
cabin, sud afterwards telling the second mas-
ter that the commander wanted him, shot him
a'so trom the skylight. The commander, it
was feqred, was mortally wouunded, but the
secoud master was out of danger

Capt Gordou, of the Madras Evgineers, had
been drowned.

Au address was presented or the 2d July, by
the English merchants at Shanghae, to Lord
Liigin, on the subject of the Tiea-tsin treaty
aud the present war, and urging the VIgorous
prosecution of the latier, until some satisf
tory guarantee wus given that trade and com-
merce were 1o be no louger interfered with by
the Chinese.

A French missionary, when returning from
s distance in the country, was seized by some
pirates, nud sold to the people of a villuge
Coubaz. He was beld to ransom for 200,

which was paid by his proselytes. Iu the
meantime word was sent to Houg Koug, ac-
compaunied by 4 requestfor a gun-boat, and
word was osent o Amoy, wheu Her Ma.
Jesty’s st ner Acorn went dowun, daccompa-
wird by the Cockehater. The gun-boat pro-
ceeded up to the village, with the boats ot the
Acorn, and demanded the restitution of the
ransom money, the missionaries’ private pro-
perty, and that the ringleaders sheuld b2 giv-
en up. These demands seem 1ot 1o have been
complied with, as the latestintelligence states
that the boats had commenced firing shotand
shell on the I=th of July, at halt-past twelve
P. M.

Dates from Foo Chow are to the 16th July
There had been & money panic among the na-
tive baukers, when tweniy-four shut their
shops; but contidence was beivg uguin estab-
lished.

A body of 3,000 troops had been levied to
proceed to Hong Chow against the rebels.

TSPEECH OF HON, JOHN J. CRITTENDEN,

The New York Times publishes a report of
a speach made by Mr. Crittenden, at Indepen.
dence, Hinton county, Kentucky, on the 13th
inst, on the occasion of a Union barbecue.—
We extract afew of the most importaut points
of his speech :

Now I wish to sav a word upon Territorial
slavery. Ail this fi-ry amiwosity and flery
conte<t beiween the different branches of the
Dem.cratic party grows cut of this (nestion :
Whether, if we had a Territory whete there
was slavery, and where thers was an Opposi-
tion to that slavery, wherher the Uongress
should interfere by its laws aud settls the
question by protecting that property, or
whether it shouild be left to the wishes ot the
people of the Territory to do as they will with
the institution ? That is the question,

Look at the condition of our country and see
if these gentlemen are notquarreling about a
mere abstraction—a thing of air—beating the
air, and yet turnieg the country almost upside
down about it. Tue question as toslavery in
Kanssas everybody thinksis settled. Asto Ne.
braska, with its frosty, cold regions, sobudy
wants to go there thatcaop get a living else-
where. Thatis conceded. Across the Rucky
Mountains, does anybody want 1o carry
slaves? That is conceded free. These are our
Territories. Where is lbon‘rl Territory 1o
which a man would carry hisSlaves it he were
invited to doit! Iu the great basin Just this
side of the Rocky Mountains—a vast piain
without a tree—uninhabiiable almost 10 a
greatextent ! Does any oue want to g0 there
with his slaves! No. There is wot, in my
judgment, one single spot of any consideraple
extent in any Territory of the United States
where any man would desire to carry his
slaves, and yet the whole cogtest is as lo what
is to be done when the péople carry their
slnves where they don’t want to carry them.
For this M. Douglas is pursued and pursu-
ing. Mr. Douglas says, “I want to carry out
what was proposed s I understood it, at the
repeal of the Missouri Compromise—that is, to
put the question out of Congress, and leave it
to the Territory, and then let the peopleguar-
rel it out. It is better thata pariial evil should
take place there than that a geuneral quarrel
should exist in the Union. Are we, the people
of the United States of America, to be put at
the tail of these little paople, ang to sutfer the
agitation that their petty contests shall bring
up ! That seems like reversion.

The whole uestion between the branches
of the Democratic party,is as to slavery in
the Territories. Ilas there any such mischief
been done yet—is there any case requiring in-
terposition ! No! Why, the Vnited S.ates
Seuate, upon the direct question, said no—
there 1s no present evil that requires remedy,
but it may come. Another food may come,
[laughter,j or if not, then there TLay come an-
other des'ruction of the earth by fire. lIsit
worth our while to provide against it !

Now, to speak seriously, they say there is
nothing to require interposition. The Seuate
says there is vot, and voted the idea down—
only three voting in 1ts favor; all the rest of
the Senate saying there is no occasion yet tor
laws, but we must reserve the right—the cuse
may arise in respect to sgome Territory. What
Territory ! Whiereis it! Not asoul can tell;
and yet, upon this contiugency, that we may
have & Territory into which some man may
possibly want to carry slaves, there arises a
great disppte, Asremore that—and we are
quarreling #ooutitlo.day; a thing that may
bappen o twenty years—athing which J doun't
believe can happen in the present state of the
Uunilon.

Tunat i the great subject upon which the

LiGHETNING BLASTING A Rock.—In the town
of Huntingwnp, Conn, recently, a rock was
struck by hightuing and separated into frag-
ments; 1t was about five feet square aud four
feet 1n height from the surface, reachingdown-
ward indetinitely. A crevice appeared to have
extended partly through the mass, a few
inches below the grouud, entering which the
Lightning performed its novel feat of blasting
a rock.

ing permanently imprinted thereon a vivid
biue liue, ahout an 1och in width, which
sown separated into two parts, branching off
at an aogle of forty degrees 10 each other.—

The Last Battle o1 Gen. Walker.

A correspondent of the'N. Orlea Picayune
Wwrites an account of Walker's battle with the
Central Aniericans, which, from later news
is likely to be Lis last. The Honduran com-
mandant, after the fort was evacuated by
Walker, took possession and sent 100 men after
the retiring fillibuster. The letter says -

They came ug with him on Friday,duringa
halt at Cotron Tree, on the banks of the Ro-
man river, when his men were mostly sleep-
ing, took them by surprise, and flred a voliey
into them at forty yards distance, with so
littie effect that the General lost only one
maun killed, one dangerousiy and four shightly
wounded The second volley might have
told with fearful effect while the Americans
were huddled together getting their arms, but
fortunately it was diverted from the main
body tewards one man at a distance, who,
hearing the firing, rushed towards his com-
rades, and ran the gauntlet through the second
volley from the whoie troop without receiving
a shot. By this time the Americans had
formed, delivered their fire, which knocked
over ten or twelve, then charged, and scat-
tered the Hondurams like a flock of sheep.—
About thirty pluvged into the river, where
several weredrowned. The remainder scat-
tered through the savanua, and all that were
not shot got to cover.

In this affair the Hondurane lost about fifty
killed and wounded. General Walker one
kilied ana seven wounded, bimself among the
latter. He has now possession of part of the
Carib town of Limas, where he is stroungly
barricaded, and able to resist 500 Honduraus,
but we hear that the Icarus is bound down
again 1o rout bim or make him prisoner.

Another letter, explaining theanxiety of the
British for Walker's capture, says:

The towns of Omoa and Truxillo, as weil as
many in the interior of Honduras, get all of
their goods from Belize en credit. bhey now
say that they have the money, but cannot send
or bring it to pay theirdebts, for fear of Walk-
er. Thus you see our towu is a great sufferer
from Walker’s visit to Honduras, and hence
the anxiety of the merchants here, and of her
Majesty's (Government, to keep Walker at
home.

The dispatch announcing thearrest of Wal-
ker, is given more fully in the New York pa-
pers as tollows:

The British war steamer Jcarus, with a
trangport and troops under command of Al-
vareg, proceeded to the Rio Negro, whare
Walker's army were encamped. The boais of
the Icarus proceeded up the river and cap-
tured Walker with seventy of hisz men, ail of
whom were taken to Truxillo and delivered
to the authorities of Honduras. Waualker's men
were very destitute, aud inany of them being
sick were permitied to returu to the Uuited
Ntates, on the condition of never engagl g
again in an expedition agalnst Central Ames-
ica. Geu. Naikeraud Coui. Rudler are to be
sbot. The Guatamala expedition arrived from
Omoa shortly after the capture of the fillibus-
ters,
