Tuz OiL MANUFACTURE.—The number of
coal oil companies and firms in this country is
said 1o be fifty sevel ; the works beiyg princi-
pally situated in New York city and Boston, in
the valieys of the Ohiv and its ributaries. —
Besides these there are a number of small coal
oil worksin Philadelphia, Baltimore and some
of the Western cities, owned by individuals.—
The quantity ot coal oil produced is estimated
at 30,000 gallons per day, or nine millions per
annum, worth about 70 cents per gallon, or
over six millious of dollarsin the aggregate. —
Tho capital expended in coal oil works and
cannel coal mining is estimated =t four mil-
liors, about one-fitth of which has been invest-
ed in the Kanawha valley alone. This is in-
dependent of the petroleum or oil wells which
continue to shed their liquid treasures inabun-
dance. Fears bad long been euntertained that
the whale species might become extinet, and
thus the world be obliged to progress the best
way itcould without lubrication ; but the ovil
wells and the oll manufactures promise a sup-
ply adequate to all our waxts. Already the
persouns employed in this new department of
indus'ry may ve sumbered by thousands.

INFORMATION ¥OR “JOLLY FELLOWS.'—
There is a tradition that brandy was at one
ume manufactured from the vine; but the
grapes of France having of late yeais followed
the example of the potate, and tuken to mould-
ingand roiting, many of the French brandy-
makers have adopted bituminous coal as a
substitute. They distill a potent spirit from
this substance, which is thus made available
for the production of two kinds of fire—one
for the comfort of man, and the other for the
destruction of his health, his senses, and his
soul. Large quantities of alcohol distilled
from coal, and “doctored” with certain chemi-
cals to giveit the “Cognac flavor,” are now
exported from France to England. Coal
brandy is the (a! st adap'tion of the good gifis
of Pruvideuce to the purposes of poison-mong
ers that has come w0 our knowledge. Coal
tar has long been used for the flavoring of
whiskeys, buta hquor with a coal basis i1s a
specimen of chemistry which might well make
the “best fellow” shudder.—Cassell’'s Famuly
Newspaper.

He then went back up stairs,
finished dressing, and the two ibft the house
together; since which time we have no infor-
mation of the whereabouts of Shear, until he
was found hanging as above described.
