MEi. YANCEY ON REBISTANCE.—Hon. Wm. L-
Yancey, when in Kuoxville, Tenn., last wcek'
was asked, during his speech, what he would
do in case of Lincoln’s election, and replied to
the guestion as follows:

By an act of the Genera! Assembly of Ala-
bama, passed last winter, it is made the duty
of the (Fovernor, in the event a Black Repub.
lican shall be elected President, in a certain
period after he ascertains it, (thirty days, 1
believe,) to make prociamation of the fact—
and that an election s 1 then be held by the
people to elect delegates to a couveation of
the pecple of the Stale, which convention
will consider what the sovereiguty and
wrongs done the State require at its hands,

As 1 said to yon in the earlier part of my
speech, I am a Btate rights man, believing iu
the right of a State to command the allegiauce
and obedience of its citizens, and therefore
that my allegiance is first due to my State, 1
do not believe in exercisiug the udividual
natural right of rebetlion until both State as
well as Federal Constitutions are broken, and
my rights destroyed. If the Federal Ovnsti-
tution shall be broken ard destroyed by the
usurpation of a higher law faction, my right
to resist is subordinate to my allegiance tomy
State Constitution. As au individual, there-
tore, I shall not rebel againstsach an election ;
for that would be rebellion also againsi my

wn Blate authoeriy.

{ But whatever c.ca.ursa Alabama may take,
that course I shalli be bound by as a citizen,
aud if it is toacquiesce I shall do so—it itis
to secede, I shall cast my fortuunes with that
of the State. If the convention shall sea fit to
go into aconsultation with the other Southern
Kiates, and act as \hey agree, 1 shall abide by
that action. It it shall decide 0o demand new
guaranties for its rights, before it will remain
lunger in the Union, 1 shall acquiesce in that.

Pork will
not be worth more than %5 per hundred. Since
the rains setin, the prairies look like the
finest wheat fields, and the cattle and horses
are all fat agaiu,

We have besn in a terribie state of excite-
ment, cansed by abolition emissaries iociting
the negroes to rebellion, arson, &c. I will ad-
vise all Northern book pedlars, school teach-
ers, and itlnerant preachers, to keep out of
Texas, us this climate has recently »ecome
very unhealthy for all such. They areclosely
wa'ched, and the trees here often bear strange
looking fruit.

OrPICIAL EXPLANATIONS OF SARDINIA.—
The official (yazette of Turin, in its issue of
the lith inst,, publishes & Government memo-
randum, addressed by the King of Sardinia to
his representatives abroad, and dated the 12th
of September. The mwemorandum explains
the atate ol thingsin Italy since the peace of
Villafranca. Itadverts to the refusal of the
Court of Rome to accede to the demand of
Sardinia to disband the foreign legions, and
justifies by imperative reasons the step taken
by Sardinia The Sardimian Government
could not allow the Italian movement to dis-
sipate itself in anarchy and disorder. The
memorandum confirms the assurance already
given that the Royal troops will scrupulously
respect Rome and the sarrounding territory,
and make anappeal to the Holy Father, who
fome Yyears ago inaugurated the wnational
movement. The meworandum thus concludes:
*When the Pope shall recognize the regenera-
tion of Italy, which enters among the designs
of Providence, he wiil again become the
Father of the I:talians, as he has never ceased
to be the august avd veuerable father of all
the faithful.

JriNese CENSORS.—The Emperor is in a
state of drunken, beipless imbecility. Among

the many curious iustitutioas of China, that
of the Censorate is entitled to a high place.
The Censors are eutrusted with * the care of
manners and customs, the investigation of all
public offices within and witheut the gapital,
the discrimination between the depravity and
uprightness of the officers emmployed i them.”

Two Orors of FRuiT.—~The California pa-
pers report that some of the pear trees in that
State, of the Bartlett variety, bear two dis-
tinet crops of fruit this year. The trees
btoomed in April apd July. The pears of the
first crop, at the firstof September, were large,
weighingeight or nine ounces each ; Lthe secon
crop then weighed about two ounces. 1t would

astonish the fruit growers of the Atlautic
States to find two Iﬂlgly crops growing on
one tree, both holding fair 1o mature inte the
most delicious frait

some monthsago, in Lewis county, N. Y., on
suspicion of murdering his wife, and subse-
quently discharged, the Ooroner’s jury failing
to find him guailty, has been indicied by the
Grand Jury. It will be remembered that
Mrs. Budge was fouud one moruing dead in

He was
finally arrested, tried before a Corouer's jory
and acquitted. The case created considerable
excitement. Nearly all the people in the
county arrayed themselves on one side or the
other, and pamphlets pro and con were print-
ed and widely circulated. 1t wassupposed by
these living thus far away from the scene that
the matter had been dropped, but the case is to
h-dreupemd and more thoroughly iuvestiga-
ted.

ALARMING SoENE AT A BrLL Fienr.—The
Spanish journals relate an alarmiug scens ata
recent bull fight at Saragossa. After three
bulls, which did not show much spirit, had
been disposed of by the toreador Cucbares, a
popular performer, a fourth was let loose, and
he dispiayed great violence, He tore into
shreds the bandarillas which were presented to
him by the picadores, and then all atonce leap-
ed over a palisude atnspot where a soidier was
standing, and 80 injured the man that he died
shortly after. A little later. the bull jumped
over the barrier among the spectators. Six
thousand persons were assembled, and with
cries and screams all rushed to the issues to
eéscape, causing a scene of frightful contusion.
The toreado, sword in hand, attempted to kill
theanimal, and several soldiers on duty as sen-
tinels endeavored to do the same with their
awords and bayonets ; some of the spectators,
too, fired pistols atit, and in so doing wounded
certain persons. Atlength the toreador gotin
frout of the bull,and with a stab skilifully ap-
plied laid him dead at Lis feet,

DEATH OF A PATRIARCH.—Henry Church
died in Wetzel county, Va., on the i3th ult.,
at the extraordinary age of one hundred and
eleven years, He was a native ot England,
and came to America during the Revolution-
ary war as a soldier in the Brirish army,and
was taken prisouer at the surrender of Corn-
wallis at Yorktown, and from some cause un-
kuown to the writer did not return with the
British army to England. e wasamong the
Virginia troops that were sent west of the
mountaing by the Federal (Government to
quell the Whiskey insarrection in 1794 —and
soon afier settled with his family on F.sh
Creek and resided on the same farm (where he
died) 51 years. Lu reference to his habits for the
preservation of his health, he was not by any
meauns careful. His bill of fare of course, was
such as could be readily obtained by the early
settlers, venison, heg, hominy, &c. He was by
no means a drunkard, still as it was custo-
mary in his early days, he took his dram wilp-
out reserve whenever i1t suited him. But to-
h:fxq;o he regarded a nuisance, and kept clear
of it.

A WiFR MURDERED BY HER HUSBAND.—A
man by the uame of Mason, living near Al-
ine Depot, Va,, or the Baltimore and Obio
tailroad, horribly murdered his wife on the
afiernoon of Wednesday. She had gone ovt
in the field to cut up corn, and was shortly
afterwards followed by her husband, it was
supposed, for the same purpose, but on com-
ing 1o wnere she was, he suddenly attacked
her with his cora-cutter, aud borribly muti-
lated her head and other parts of her body.—
He immediately fled. The poor woman was
but able to reach the house, not far distant,
and almost immediately expired. The man
was searched for and found in a stable not far
away, where he had atemnpted to cut his
throat, but did not succeed. No other cause
is assigned for the flendish act than that of
Jealousy,
