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THE EXECUTION OF WALKER,.
FURTHER PARTIOULAKS

The New Orleans papers havo full particu-
lars of General Walker's execution. They
also give further details of Ris surrender w
Com. Salmon, of the British war steswmer
Iearus, The Delta, giving the facts of the
surrender, eays

(General Walker, with characieristic cool-
uess and diganity, contrasting strongly with
the pompous assurance ot the British officer,
asked whether this demand was made by Capt.
Salmon as a British officer, an® whether, if he
surrendered, it would be to thq Mritish author-
ities ! To this inquiry Major Dolan and Capt.
West, who were present at the interview,
solemnly asgert that Salmon repliad, “ Yes,
you surrepder to me, as a British oilicer.”—
The guestion was repeated by Gen. Walker,
and the eame answergiven by Commander
Salmon, who rather haughtily and patron-
izingly added, **You may thank me, too, that
vou have a whole bope in your body.” The
(yeweral then told them that under these cir-
cumstances he would surrender. During the
interview between Walker and Salmon, Aiva-
rez, the llondurenean (yeneral, stood at the
door, listeniug. The men were ordered to
form, and their arms, even te their knives,
werg delivered over to the British marines,
who formed a guard over them.

That vight, when the men were all asleep,
Geueral Walker and Colonel Rudler were
taken under a guard wo the lcarus, and in the
morning all the men were taken on board the
same vessel, where they were closely guarded,
and net permitted to bold any conversation
with Gen, Walker and Col. Rudler. On the
ith the Icarus weighed anchor and steamed
up to Truxillo, where she arrived that night,
Ou the way all the cfficers and men of Walk-
er's party were searched for papers which
might be used for his conviction. 1In addition
to the British sailors and mariues on the Sal-
mou, there was a force of about two hundred
Hondurenean soldiers. On the morningof the
Sth, the men of Walker's party were marched
ofl the ship and paraded in frout of threo hun-
dred Hordureuenn soldiers

General Waikar and Col. Rudler were then
formally delivered over to the Hondurenean
nuihorites, and the men were marched off to
prisen under a guard of the British marines.
Lhey we confined in a wretched prison, with
sa allow e of oue dollar d a half a day
for the whole party, and clcsely guarded by

titty or sixty armed men. During their deten-
tion, hewever, the unfortunate prisoners re-
ceived many acts of kiudness trom Spanish

citizens residing in Truxillo, for which they
exXpresg themselves in terms of warm grati-
tude. While in prison they learved tae sad
fate of their late beleved and beroic com-
mander. Walker aud Rudler, after being de-
livered over to the Houdureuneaus, were
heavily irousd and placed 1n dark cells, and
no person allowed to commuuicate with
them. On the 11th of September the prison-
ers were informed by Mr. Squires, an Ameri-
can, that the General was 1o be ehot the next
day.

accordingly, on the morning of the 12th the
dours avd windows ot the prison were all
closed, but through the port hoies the sad
spectacle was wituessed by Major Dolan, of
tha corters which led the General to the place
of his execution. He was led to sgme old
N dshc bwrrack ruins about 300 yards from
the fort, und there shot,

T'he procession from the fort coneisted of two
Priesis bearieg church embiems appropriate
to the occusion, Gen. Walker foliowing carry-
ing a crucifix and lighted candie, the Hondu-
renean locsl officers tn authiority, and the sol-
dirrs with muskets who were to pertorm the
deed of murder. Gen. Walker was calm and
collected —soldierhike, stern and dignitied in
Lis bearing, and mid these old ruins stood like
a hero and brave man ouly could stand before
the poiunicd muskets ot hired murderers.

Arter the first volley of six muskets were
fired, the General fell over, in front, in the
agonies of death, when a dasiardiy wretch
rushed toward nim, aod placing the muzzie of
& musket to the General’s letu ear, drew the
trigger, und shattered the head of him whom
they all feared. This was doue on supersti-
tious grounds, since they all believed a blue-
eyed mai was destuned to be their ruler, and
ttey had been teld by foreigners that Geueral
Walker s that man, aud thereiore Lhey
wanted to be sure of his death.

After this an Awerican, aun unwilling spec-
tator, proceeded to uct in the burial of the
(Geperal. 1is remaius, however, were viewed
personully by every Hondurenean present,in
order to isfy their superstitious lmpres-
sious, and parbarous tastes. A cufiin, suitable
10 the exigeucies of the occasion, was obtained,
General Walker's dead and builet-riddied
body placed within it and buried with ail the
rites of the Catbholic Chureh, the iwo priests
witending, in a lone and untimely grave, in
the land Lie so desired to redeem trom benight-
ed thraldom. Previous to his death, General
Walker addressed the natives and Houdure-
autborities, and said * he teit no i1l feel-
ivg towards them.”

Lt e also siated that (Gen. Walker, before his
execution, wrote several letters 1o friends in
the United ¥ates, which were taken by Gen.
Alvarez, and by him haunded over, sealeo, to
tLe Luglish commander, to be furwarded to

Lunatic Asylumi, Marries a Kich Widow, and
Buys @ block of Buwildings.—About a year
since, agentleman in the Interior of Wiscon-
sli becuiao insane, and was sent to the Luua-
tic Asylum at Madison in that State. He was
a physician by profession, and was a gentle-
wian of superior cultivation, and of remarka-
bly prejossessing appearance. He was about
thirty years old. Some six weeks ago he es-
caped from the Asylum and weut to Chicago.
Thers Le encountered au old friend, who
loaved Lam (uite a sum of money, baving no
suspicion of his insaunity. With this meney
he supplied himself with new and elegant
clothing and started for Laporte, Indiana, a
thrifiy village on the line of the Michigan
Southern Railroad. He remained there long
enough to win the affections cf a young and
wenlthy widow, and was married to her.—
During his brief courtship, he exhibited no in-
dicatione of lunacy, but shortly atter his mar-
riage he commenced conductiug himself in a
manner which startled and shocked his wife
and her friends.

Awmong other mad fancies, he believed that
he was a sheep, and insisted upon erawling
arovnd on his hands and feet, bleating in the
most absurd manner. He would then fancy
himself a rattiesnake, and ake frantic aty
tempts to bite the members ol Lis househeld.
The unhappy lady, at lengikh worn out with
watching bim, and endeavoring to restore his
reason, msde preparations to send him to the
Asylum at Indianapolis. But, asis frequently
the case, insanity had sharpered his wits, and
he adroitly escaped. We next hear of him in
Syracuse, N. Y., where he actnally purchased
4 block of buildings. The necessary papers
were made out, and he was to call the next
day with the money. He was to pay an out-
rageous snm for the property, end it is said
the parties with whom bhe made the bargain
chuckled vastly over the propitious winds
that had blown them so profitable and fresh a
subject. But they saw no more of him. The
lunatic started westward. At Buffalo he bar-
gained for an immense amount of corn, Lo be
delivered in New York city, and then pro-
ceeded to Cleveland. He arrived bere last
week, and endeavored to negotiate for some
real estate on Kiusman street, but be talked
$0 absurdly that the parties with whom he
had interviews refused to treat with bim.

Meauwhile his friends, aud particulariy bis
wite in Wiscousin, (for be has a wife and two
children in that State)) were making every ef-
fort to ascertain his whereabouts. 1 hey traced
bim (o Syracuse, and from there to this city.
His brother arrived here on Saturday mora-
ing last, but found that the iunatic bad lefton
the previous evening's train for the West, He
followed cn Saturday moreing. At Toledo he
learned that he had gone West on the Michi-
gan Southera train, and he perseveringly cou-
tinued the chase. At Adrian Le found apd
eaptured him, and tovk him bowe. A

cover the unfortunate man’s true condition.
de would make very absurd propositions, and
offer exorbitaut sums of mouey tor property
that hit his faucy, but he would do 80 1n s0
candid and captivating a manuer 4s to, in most
cases, disarm suspicion.—Cleveiand Plaindealer.

DisTRESSING CASE OF HYDROPHOBIA.—A
man named Patrick O'Donnel died in Detroit,
last Friday, from she effects of a bite of adog,
received four months ago. The Advertizer of
that city says

On Thursday morning the unmistakable
symptoms of the most terrible of disenses were
spparent,and from that time till Friday even-
ing, wheu death was brought to his relief, his
sufterings were frequently, and dunng the
latter part of the last day continually, of the
most intense kind, No pen can describe the
horror with which the sight ¢f them afflicted
the speciators. Itshould be understood that
in this disease the sensitiveness of the nerves
is exquisite,almost beyond belief. Theraising
of a band by oue several Jeet away occasioned
& terrible shudder; * For God's sake, don’t do
that; you take my breath away,” he gasped
out; and suchis butone of the many iucidents
that were cornstantly occurring when his
spasms were not on. There was a constant
twitching of every limb, eyes staring as if to
leap from their sockets, or clasping or clutch-
fng of the hands, and the like. When in the
spasms he could scarcely be held. He would
jump up and bite at everything near. The
s.gut of tluid occasioned a most fearful exhibi-
tion of perfect dread, and at no moment was
the unhappy man atrest. When net in spasms
he was rational and conversed. Early in the
day, yesterday, he spoke of death as certain,
and would call kis mother to him, embrace
her, and talk with ber, as if the next moment
would be bis last, telling her that no one could
teil what might be the cunsequences of the
next spasm.

His death, we understand to have been has-
tened by his physicians, in mercy to him, atier
all unaginable means had been taken Lo arrest
the dizease. He often, when his sufferings
were severest, begged of those around him to
shoot uim, or kilt him in any way to relieve
him trom misery.

Tur JEWISH FEAST OF TABERNACLES.—
The lcraelites having eoncluded their ten days
of repentance—which opeus the new year, and
commences with the “Rosh Hoshana» and
euds with the golemn fast of “Yum Kipeer»—
are now broughti to a more cheerful and less
solemn series of hollidays, called “Sukuas,” or
the feast of tabernacles, which commenced
yesterday evening.and continue for nineduays,
The two first days, from Sunday evening to
this evening, and tire two lastof the ninedays,
areobserved by a cessation from work, aud -
tendauce thrice daily at the Synagogue. It is
ralled the feast of tabernicles, because, when
the Jews came out of boudage, they dwelt for-
ty years in the wildervess, in boo'hs or huts,
until their arrival in Canraan., This is com-
memoraied by the building of tabernacles,
which ure covered with leaves and branches,
and the interiors are tastefully ornimented
with flowers, carpets, looking-glasses, &e¢.—
One of these tabernacles is attached to every
Syragogue in this couniry. In European
countries there is a tabernacle built in almost
every yard contignous to a Jewish house,
where meals are taken during the nine days,
and the male members of the fumily offer up
their prayers. It is also the festival of the
harvest. Brauches of palm trees aud citrons
are used in the services, for it is commanded
that ye shail take the boughs of goodly tiees
aud branches of palm trees, and the willows (f
tae brook, and rejouice before the Lord. The las
day is made a day of great rejoicing; it is the
feast of the law, for on this day the reading of
the five books of Meoses is finished. Thatis ‘o
say, 4 portion is read on Saturdays and feast
and fast, so that, at the end of the year, the
reading of the law is fiuished, which is the oc-
casion of great rejoicing in a religious way.

PALMER'S COLOSSAL STATUE OF WASHING-
ToN.—During the past eighteen months, Mr.
E. D. Palmer, of Albany, has been engaged at
intervals upon a colossal statue of Washiug-
ton,designed for the Central Park ia this city,
He has now perfected plans of the mechanienl
process and appliances, by means of which
the easy and safe erection and support of the
figure woulid be secured. According to his de-
sign, the statue is to be of bronze, one hun-
dred feet high, or seven times as large as the
‘“Bavaria” at Munich. It will be worked,
Mr. Palmer informs us, from a model only ten
feet high, modeled in pieces, avd cast in pieces
of convenient dimensions for erection, all the
jeints being horizontal or verticul, so as to se-
cure great stability and perfection in the join-
ings. Each piece or section, modeled from the
original study of oue-tenth the size of the
statue itself, by an unerring scale, is to be
firted to the part on which it is to rest, while
on the ground, and before any part is raised
to its place.—N. Y. World.

RECIPE FOR IMPROVING CiDER.—Leét the
new cider from sour anples (sound and se-
lected fruit is to be preferred) ferment from
one week to three weeks, as the weather is
warm or cool. When it has attained to lively
fermentation, add to each gallon one-quarter
of an ounce of suiphate of lime. Stir the
powder and cider until intimately mixed, and
return the emulsioe to the fermenting liquid.
Agitate briskly aud thoroughly for a few mo-
ments, and then let the cider settle. The fer-
mentation will commeace at once. When,
atter a few days, the cider has becsme clear,
draw off aud bottle carefully, or remove the
sediment and retura to the original vessel. If
lvosely corked, or kept in & barrel on draught,
it will retain its tasie as a still cider. If pre-
served in bottles, carefully corked, which is
better, it will become a sparkling cider, and
may be kept iudefinitely long.— Ohio Farm:r.
