But his
skirts,, from youth to manhood, were clear ol
alt stain of that fanaticism and crime which
broughthis misguided connexion to the »caf-
lold atObarlestown. Hebelonged to thatclass
ot nobleNorthern gentlemen,more numerous
than the South is awareof, who occupy eon-
servaii.e,patriotic and Christian ground on
those subjects wbicn bave so longagitated the
v.-.-'c. i the country,and whose moral cour**ge

and sense of jnstics have been tasted by or-
deals which can neverbe applied in a Siuth-
ern latitude. The personal character of Gov.
Wi-Labd added new strength to the hold
which hi- bnlUaut talents gave him upon the
'seHag- t>f his friends. No donbt much of the
iu'pir-.tion or Mr. Vookhb__- maguilceut
speech iv defenceof Cook, proceeded from the
profound sentimentsof loveandrespect which
Oot. Wil-abi-S generous and noble nature
had awakened in his heart. The glowing tri-
bute paid by the orator to his frieud was ln ao
decree overstrained, lor he wasoneof the most
generous and genial of mankind. As warm,
true and loyal a heart as ever beat, was
crn.hed?as, alas ! how mauy a lofty and on*
selllsb nature has been?by the uaworthiues-
and the disgrace ofthose, whom, with all their
faults, it is compelled by the impulses of na-
ture to pity,and even to love. The memory
of this gifted son of Indiana ai._ ihis true gen-
tleman will longbe cherished by his friends,
nud there are many hearts in Virginia which
have learned to respect hissorrows.and to rev-
erence tLe .aim diguity with which.bowiug to

t be majesty ol the laws, and hidingin his own
heart au unutterable a_guis_,_e has gone dowa
to that grave where the wearyare at rest.

European Affairs.
The aspect ol affairs iv Europe appear-

more menacing than it everhas done. We had
hoped everythingfrom the revolution which
Garibaldi was conducting with so little
bloodshed irom Palermo to Naples. It was
evident to us that the people wished to rid
themselves of a detested tyrant, who bad dis-
graced the age in which he lived, by cruelties
that would have been regarded as too mon-
strous tor belief had they had ihey not been
proved by evidence which itwas impossible to
controvert. We believe in the right of every
people la choose their owu form of govern-
ment, and it wae evident to us that the people
of the Two Sicilies did not wish the Bour-
mbOOt to rule over tbem. We desired,above
all things, tosee Italy independentaud united,
from the Alps to the Straits of Messina. We
knew that could onlybe accomplished by the
exerciseof the utmost prudence, and that pru-
dencewe believed (jarihaldi to possess. His
great qualities we still admire. We are not
disposed to withhold our tribute of praise to
his brilliant courage, his tactical skill, his love
of his country, and his entire disinterested-
ness. We regard him as a patriot ready to
lay down his life on the altar of bis country?
but we begin to be very fearful that he has be-
come intoxicated with success, and that his
vanity has gotten the better of bis judgment
at tbe very moment when he ought to bave
tbe fullest possession ofbis reason.

Who was the man that gave to Italy a
chance of retrieving herself! Beyond all
question, the Emperor Napolkon. Who was
tbe mau thatprevented Austria from crush-
ing the popular movement in Sicily the mo-
mentit begun» Tbesame EmperorNapoleon.
Austria, twelve years ago, overran Piedmont,
and prostrated her apparently beyond the
ho_ie of recovery. What prevents her from
reiieating the bl.w at this time 1 The fear of
IN*AroL_o_ and his terrible legions. But for
ihem, Sardinia would neverhave acquired the
traitspadane provinces last year. They stood
by and saw that Austria did not interfere.?
Under tbe auspices of Napolkok, Sardinia
was rapidly expanding into a great kingdom,
embracing ihe whole of Italy. The doctrine
of non-intervention, which he established*
enabled Garibaldi to accomplish his mira.
.les.
In all his projects for the regeneration of

Italy, Napolbonwas seconded bythe King of
Sardn,ia. That monarch had endeared him-
self to all Italy, and all Italyde_ir_il him lor
its King. The great statesman Oavocr was
his ad\iser. They worked together for the
general good ol Italy. They saw that it would
be ruinous to attack Borne, which France was
pledged to defend. They besought U-abibaldi
not to think of it, since it would alienate
i hem from their mighty ally, without whose
aid in preventing others from interfering it
was impossible to save Italy from invasion.?
They besought him aot to think of attacking
Venitia, since it would bring all Germany,
v.. It enough disposed to let them do with the
rest of Italy what they liked, in a body upon
Ihfest.

From present appearances, it would seem
-bat Garibaldi is determined upon a course
Whifek must render futile all efforts to con-
Bottttata and secure the independence of Italy.
Us proclaimed, in Sicily,bis intention to free
all l'-aly; but we hoped that he meant nothing
more than to regenerate the Kingdom of Na-
ples, to annex it to Sardinia, and to leave the
rest 'Ai the slow bnt sureoperation of time.?
Since be has arrived at Naples, however, he
has left no room lo doubt what his intentions
actually are. He sets at defiance the wishes
of the Emperor Napolbob, to whom, what-
evermay have been his iutentions, Italy owes
more than she does to all the rest of the world
ii. a letter threeor four lines long.he demands,
ofhie own sovereign, in the haughty tone ol a
conqueror to ..subjectKing, the dismissal ofthe
great stateeman.towhose wisdom and foresight
hewas indebted for theopportunity toimmor.tali., himself in Sicily and Calabria. Hepro-
claims his intention to enter Homeat thehead
of his victorious army,andthere to proclaim
Victor E-cancbl Kingof Italy?a proclama-
tion which supposes bis raw levies capableof
defeating the formidabie legions of Napo-
?,i.-. scarcely cleansed from the smoke
ol Solferino and the troops of his own king
who stood side by side with them on that
bloody dsy. His programme extends still
fariher than this. He is to hurl his lrregu-
l.ir troops against 300,000Austrians, lying be-
hind the lamous quadrangle of fortresses,
and backed by all Germany. He separateshimself, Hi at, Irom his own king, thereby prodncing an inevitable disunion among theItalians,when their whole united strenath 1.ii.t a match for Austria. He renders it imp .stole lor the French to come to the aid ofItaly. Wh_u he has thus weakened and dt-tided his forcer, he conceives tbs Idea of do"i.ig what all of tbem united could not nc-t-oiaptiah. He goes even farther than tbis ?But a little time ago, all Italy was unanl.
loons lor consolidation under Victob Emax--BL. Uuder the influenceof Mazzibi,it ap-pears that he now thinks of erecting Naplesinto a Bepnbiic. He derfves no wisdom fromthe lessons ot experience. H, torg« u w|uw
the doctrines of Wazzisi did ones Before forItaly. He has ao memory of ths bloody exeea-es of ten years ago, culminating inmurder of Count Rosei. He hug* the RedItepaalicau to his heart, and pardons himlor having once before turned all the hopes

of Mb country to dust and ashes. Ail thisappears to us like tbe superlative of mad-ness.
Za ths meantime, a assy Holy Alliance

looms gloomily la tbs distance, casting lvdaak ebadatr across ths sntlrs oontlasat ofI-urops. Austria, Bossla aad Prussia bays
metia ooaclavs at Warsaw. Thair programme 'is the sapprsssloß ot fiat principles through-1'

oat tba continent. Ths Emperor «f tba
French heartac of thia meetingof the so.s-
reigns, harries toe* to Paris from Algeria?
It is too lata in ths csntury to reinstate the
Holy Alliance,we think. But even the know-
ledge that snch a project is In contemplation,
ought to bave upon Oabibaldi an effect
which it ssemsto have failed of producing.

Infamens Slanders.
The New York Times sent on a reporter to

thiscity when the Prince of Wales was here,
apparently with instructions to falsify every
occurrence-hat might chance to take place.?
If he were thus Instructed, he obeyed orders
to the letter. If he occasionally stumbled on
the truth, it seeme to have been by accident.
He says:
" Ths Hi -bmood Reception Commities met ths

Prince at trie Fair Grounds, sud drove him into
the oity in carriages -he most elegant ro«.. s
yet-vcopicd by the p-rtv were orov-ided at B_l-
fard's Hotel, and into then crowds of people hadlieen flos-ingatidav nefo-e the Prince arrived ?

,««o dirty hid the piliow-oiiveringß become fromhandling, that the '(til auntie' was compelled
tochange thim No polios guarded the entranoe,
and the l'rir.cs declined a military escort. Vast
crowds blocked ue the street and the doorway.?
Ab the Prince alighted, the crowd rnshed towardshim; he strttggled; bystanders aided him,
*nd, m_ss«<l ail sotl-d hi managed to sainhts room, .here,flashed and pantms.he rec'med
ui-,' a lounge, refusing peremptorily to exhibit
himself at tbe window " _

Tbe allegationswith regard to the dirty pil-
low-cases, and the manner in which the Prince
was handled by thecrowd, we are authorized
to say are utterly destitute of tbe slightest
semblance of truth. Numbersof persons, he-
fore the arrival of the Prince's courier, had
visited the rooms, bnt notone hand had be*-u
laid by any of them upon the pillow-cases.
The courier put a guard upon the rooms, and
surely if the pillow-cases had been soiled,
would have bad them changed before the ar-
rival of the Prince. It is probable enongh,
certainly, tbat he "reclined upon a lounge,"
after he had reached his own apartment. Hut
how can this writer know whether he did or
not I

The next statement is as follows:
"Invitations were sent to him to attend at. least

a doxen churches. He decided togo to St. Paul's.
He went-it was densely packed?so was the
square in front. He was met at tbe door by the
Vestry ; he walked up the aisle, and the people ir-
reverently tobs while he did it The text may be
found by the curious in such matters in the sev-
enth and ei-hlh versesof First Ct.rinthians. Thepreacher was Dr. Minnegerode?a good man,with
a marked German accent. Much curiosity was
mani tested to see the Pnnoe partake of the com-
munion,but be. with a proper appreciation of the
sacredness of the occasion, declined to remain
and be gaped at."

Tbe statement that the congregation ro.-e
when tbe Prince walked up the aisle, is ut-
terlyfalse, as every member of the congrega-
tion of St. Paul's can testify. We believe it
to be wilfullyfalse.
i Again:

" 1 hardly darsgive youa faithful resume oi to-
day's proceedings, so improbable wiii itappear.?
For the first time the Prince has departedfrom his
meritorious resolve ol doing nothing in violationot the ordinary observance of the .Sabbath Alter
service he went with the Mayor, the Duke ofNew-
O-Biie and Gen. Bru.e, tovisit the Capitol. There
being no polioe, the rude, ill-bred crowd pushed
in, and allowed the party, who were joined by
Gov. Letcher, no privacy whatever. While ex-
amining tue Houdon BtaBBS of Washington, theorowd surrounded the Knval party, and annoyed
them betond endurance, insulted them
wnh such remarks as 'he (Washington) souked
itinto 3 ou at the .Revolution ;' ' Herave you Eng-
lish squ.rts ths oolic !' 'We reckon you do love
Washington?oh, certain !' until young Davis, the
artist,turned upon them,and aideo by two report-
ers, managed io stop their insolence fora while.?But as tbeparty walked towards the Senate Cham-
ber, tbe crowd started a run, and aotualiy pustied
them inside of tho door."

The allegation that insulting language of
any kind?that specified or any other?was
used towards the Prince, is, we have every
reason to believe, a wilful and malicious
calumny. At least, a geutlemauwho stood at
the Prince's elbow heard nothingwhatever of
jt The crowd, in their intense curiosity te see
him,pressed tooclosely upon him?more close-
ly,perhaps, than politeness allowed?but they
did so from no ill will towards him. The
part assigned to the reporters nnd young
Davis, the artist, we believe to have been
purely imaginary.

Once more:
"The old-fashioned store, with British coat ofarms; the portrait of Jefferson ; the portrait of

Ciint nam, paintedfor Westmoreland county, tn .land, and by it given to Virginia; tne statue of
l-'ii ite.te and Crawford's statue of Clay, were
shown and explained to the Prince, who, with the
Duke, was verymuch interested in them ali, andwould bave been glad to stay longer,bad they not
feit insulted by tne mob."

It is utterlyfalse that thePrinceor his suite
felt insulted by the mob. No expression Im-
plyingany such feelingfell from them, either
tben, or at any other time during their stay.
On the contrary, they expressed themselves
highly gratifiedat the attention paid them, to
mauy persons who conver&ed with them. If
the pressure ol the people upon the Prince,
when he went in public, was annoying, they
had tbe sense to see that ii was well meant,
and they took it in the proper spirit.

To conclude:
"They walked, still followed by the rude popu-

lace, to the Governor's house, where the closedtoonenabled them to breathe freely,and be pre-
sented to the tadies.rThere their carriages slipped
unobserved around the corner, and eluding their
tormentors, theparty rode back to the hotel, only
to find another crowd pregnantwitii similar ideas
ofhospitality."

The Prince came out of the front door, the
carriage was at the frontdoor, andat the front
door he got in and droveoff. Thiswriter evi-
dentlywas not present on this occasion, nor
do we believe he was on any of those he af-
fects to describe in this letter.

What does the Times hopeto gain by sending
men abroad to lie upon those they go among !
