1n all probability, we shall hyoﬂ.mﬂ
est agricaltural exhibition this fall that bhas
ever been witnessed in Virginia. Thearrange-
ments for such a display arc proceediag in the
most satisfactory manner, and the grounds,
among the most ample and beautifal in the
United States, are admirably adapted to their
purposes, and will prove of themselves an ob-
ject of attraction and pleasure. We bave in-
formation from Baltimore that herds of fine
cattie arecoming from different parts of Mary-
1and. From all parts of Virginia wesball have
cattle and horses of the most superior char-
acter. Especially may we expect the best
trotting horses in the lad. ‘We may mention
here that all the Agricultural Fairs held this
£all have been more largely attended than ever
before. In St. Louis the receipts wete in-
creased twenty per ceut. over last year, and in

vincinpati ity per ceat.

We rejoice most heartily tha® the interest
manifested from the begioning in our State
Fairs, instead of flagging in the slightest de-
gree, increases with every exhibition ; 50 that
we may now regard them among the perma-
nent institutions of Virginia. It has been the
custom with some to deride these exhi.
bitions as humbugs, but the humbug draws
a larger crowd at every Trepetition, and
those who were the loudest in raising
the ¢cry are the first on hand when it
is repeated. 1t is a great recommendation
of our Agricultural Fairs that they af-
ford satisfaction to the great majority, who
always go away emphatic and enthusiastic in
praise of these annual gatherings, and also,to
a respectabie minority, who are never so well
pleased as when they have an opportanity to
grumble. Next to the pleasure which the con-
1ented and charitable portion of maukind de-
rives from weli-meantetforts to give them sat-
isfaction,nothingaffords such genuine pleasure
as persuns of an opposite description derive
from an opportunity to find fault. The hearti-
ness with which they abuse everything and
everybody, from the fattest ox 10 the tiniest
guire: pig,and fromih# fastest horse to the most
irredeemable jackass, affords about as much
satistaction 10 those who are f'nd of seeing
people epjoy themselves, as the appreciation
and adniration of the good-natured and cheer-
fui. Batwe recoiomend the fault-finders this
time to stay at home; for, according to pres-
ent indications, there will be very littlechance
of their enjoying themselves 1n iheir peculiar
way. Unless the weather is bad, or they can
provoke their livers to an unusual degree of
exasperation, the perfection of everything at
the next Agricultural Fair will make them the
most miserable of human beings.

Agriculture is the occupition of nine-tenths
of the American people, and of nearly all the
people of Virginia. Even the largest of South-
ern cities is but a collectiom of farm-houses on
a great esiate. We may be said to be in the
country even while we are in the town, for it
spreads all around us, in full sight, like the
ccean around its isles, and from most of our
houses we can see the waving grain as it bends
to the passing breeze, and we can feel its pure
air and realize its pervading influence. We
are farmers after a fashion even in Richmond,
and there are few of our most active business
men who have not an intense passion for
charmicg country residences, and who do not
flatter themselves with the idea that they will
end their days in clover. We rejoice that it is
#0; that agriculiure is the great interest of
Virginia, and that the stability of her labor
will make this predominance permanent. We
want no vast cities ; none of those plague spots
upon the body politic, s0 much deprecated by
the founders of the State, and which are often
centres of physical and moral pestilence to
1be whole land. We would rather be con-
sidered a part of that great rural district of
the United States which feeds and clothes the
world, which can boast a pure atmosphere,
vigorous bodiee, great minds, and pure na-
tures, than to make up the aggregate of the
largest coHection of waxen-faced, spindle.
shacked and shallow-headed cockneys that
ever inhaled the foul air of alarge city, and
breathed it out again in affected scorn of those
provincials who, in everything that constitutes
gocd manhood,are their betters and their mas-
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1ers.

We therefore say God speed, with all our
hearts, to every effort for the advance and in-
vigorstion of the agricultual interests, espe-
cially for these annual Virginia Fairs, which
enabte the Virginia people to gratify at onc®
their passion for all objects connected with
their almost universal vocation, and the only
other sentiment of their nature which is even
more powerful than this, their love of sociable
epjoyment. If weof the city are notascapable
as our agricultural friends of appreciating the
various objects of intereston the Fair Ground,
we have at least the pleasare of taking them
by the hazd, and of seeing the representatives
of the great Virginia family united, as it were,
in cue family circle. This is one feature of
the exhibition which, to our eyes, transcends
all others in interest. And nowhere else, at
Agriculture or any other exhibitions, can a
nobhler specimen be seen of MAN, the great king
of the animals than at the annual fairs of this
glorious Old Domlman.

The result of the elections in Pennsylvania,
Ohio, and Indinna, is not surprising to any
one who has observed the tendency of putklic
sentiment in thoze States for some months
past. We cannot perceive that there is a
hope left that either of these States can be
wrested from the hands of Black Republican.

The Cooper Opera Troupe brought out the
“Bohemian Girl,” on Wednesday night, with
great success. It had been many years since
we had last seen it,and the wild and beanti-
ful music bad, to us, almost the charm of nov-
elty. It need hardly be said that Miss ANXIE
MiLnER sustained herself admirably in the
character of Arline, so well adapted to her pe-
culiar style, and so well calculated to bring
out her peculiar powers. The music of
BALFE melted so sweetly upon her lips,
that it appeared to be her natural lan-
guage. Her youthful appearance and
beauty added a powerful charm to what
would, under any circamstances, be exquisite.
Miss PAYNE played the Gipsy Queen with
great diguity and propriety. Mr. B.upINOoT
played the part of Devilshoof with much spirit.
He not only sang tbe music, but acted the
wild, devil-may-care gipsy, with a life and
humor that repeatedly brought down the
bhouse. He is indeed a fellow of inflnite jest,
aud has fun enough in him for half-a-dozen
men. The tenor (Mr. BowLER,) and the bary-
t ne (Mr. Cook,) were in admirable voice, and
sustained their parts with great eclat. The
chorus sustained itself well, and the piece was
a decided success. At the close of the per-
formance, Miss MILNBR sang Ropes’ Air and
Variations in superb style, eliciting thunders
of applause.

In the interval between theacts, Mr. Coorer
gave a solo on the violin. Wehave heard mcre
ambitious performances, for the occasion did
not call for any extraordinary display of what
we regard as the legerdemain of musicians; buta
sweeter violin we never heard, nor did weever
witness more exquisite taste. It was indeed
the very soul of melody.

The Cooper Troupe have deservedly rendered
themselves very popular here, and we regret
10 bid them farewell.

To-night the opera of “Il Trovatore” will
be repeated, and all who heard it on the first
night of the company’s appearance here will
be delighted aL an opportunity of seeing it
again.
