Smith complainedof sundry
ache* and pains, which conld onlybe relievedby a visit to the doctor's. Hill being In adrunken stupor, fell asleep aud didnot waketill tbe next morning when tbe absence of all
his funds made him aware of the nature ofthe pains tbat had afflicted his sooty compan-
ion the night before. Complaint being made,the officers visited the factory where Smithwas at work, and, on searching, found *15.5under his bench. He refused to tell where the
balance of the money was, but said thai hehad thrown the bonds in tbe street. Sureenough, they were found at the place indi-cated by him, but very mucb the worse by
reason of contact with rain and mud. Ifconvicted, the prisoner can be punished eitherwith stripes, i-r transportation oat of theSate. The above is the most extensiverob-bery that bas been committed here for manymonths past, considering the position ot theparties.

State and Central Societiee, which commence*to-day, will impart to oar city during thepresent week an aspect of liveliness and gaiety
observedat noother period of the year. Theannual festival of ibe larmers and stock-raisers is anticipated by our people as an oc-casion when all should put their houses inorder, assume their best attire, and brush npwith more than ordinary care; for strangers
come among us by thousands, and Richmond
is never so anxious as then to produce favor-able impressiens. This feeling extends to all
classes. Notonly do the merchants and the
hotel-keepers indulge in large expectations,
but everybody, old and young, rich and poor,'makes most extensive calculations upon hav-ing a gay time during the Fair. With thisa-surauce, we may safely state that the me-tropolisof Virginia was never so well pre-
pared as at the present time to receive aud en-tertain her friends from the country.

As this is ihe first Fair under the auspicesof the two great Agricultural Societiesof the

State Arms?Gunpowder.?A good dealhaving
been said about an alleged sale, by the Com-
missioners, of all the muskets in the State Ar-
senals, and of a large purchase of powder,
when there were no arms left with which ii
could be nsed, we haveinquired into the mat-
ter, and from those whoknow, learn the tacts
to be as follows :

The Commissioners, in makingtheir exam-
ination, soon after their appointment, found
m the Arsenal at Lexington nnd in the Arm-
ory at Kichmoad, some fifty or sixty thousand
smooth-bore, flint-lock muskets, most of them
made in Virginia during the war of lt?I-_, or
about that period. Upon experiment in tbe
Government works at Harper's Ferry, with
ihe Virginia-made musket, it was deemed ad-
visable not to issue them to the volunteers.?
Moreover, all the smooth-bore, flint-lock mus-
kets were virtually condemned by an act of
the last Legislature, requiring the issue of
nonebut the best arms io the militia of the
State.

Under these circnmstances,the Commission-
ers advised tbe Governorto authorize them to
dispose of the old muskets in part payment
for the machinery required to put the Armory
in operution,and tomanufacture the improved
rifle musket. A strong motive lor adopting
this suggestion was the discovery thai with-
outsuch aid to the appropriation, it would
not be sufficient to organize the Armory, and
to operate it as intended until lo.ihjo of the
improved muskeis should be manufactured.

In fact, the option waspreventedoi -uspend-
ing all preparation ior ihe manufacture ot
arms, orgoing into it with inadequatefunds,
or, ou the other haud, of selliug the muskeis
which could not t- used, and appropriating
the proceeds to ihe puichase of machinery.

The Governoradopted the wise alternative
ofauthorizingthe Commissioners tosell them,
and they required tbe contractor to take
ihem iv part pny lor machinery.

To avoid, however, the supposed danger of
stripping tue Si.it.ceven of this weak defence,
the Commissioners stipulated iv thecouirac
that ten housaud of the old muskets should
be reserved until Aye thousand of tbe uew
oneswere finished. These ten thousand have
twin set apart for this purpose, and may pos-
sibly be conveneI, by the C immissiouers, into
percussion muskets, it they find it pracieable.
One of their number is now at ihe North,
charged, in ptirt, with the dutyof making the
necessary inquiry ou this head.

With refereuce to ihe purchaseof powder,
which has beeu the subject oi some censure,
the f.icts are simply these: When lobußrowr.
luvaded the State, there were twelve hundred
musket cartridges at Lexington and liich-
moud, but no c.uuon powder iv tbe State.?
With all the efforts made to supply the mili-
taty sent to Harper's Ferry aud Chariestowu,
ihey uevernad more thau teu rounds, and in
somecompanies, by ilia day of execution, this
allowance had dwindled to four or Aye
rounds.

To save the State from a condition of things
so daugerous, the Commissi tiers purchased
powder eno igb to fui nish a force of 5,000 men
w.th ihe means of entering upon an ordinary
campaign. The purchaseincluded powderfor
the batteries of Artillery suitable to arm a
force. Two small magazines, co-ring together
less than KM were built at Lexiugion and
KichmoLd, ior tbe powder of the State. Here-
toforeshe bas had no placeoi deposit forpow-
der. Tbe Military Academy and the Public-
Guard will of course use this powder, nud it
will probably be served out for target tiring .o
the volunleers. If it should not, however,
there is no danger of loss, with proper care,
for powder may be kept Irom ten to fltieeu
years without injury.

Webuvesaid thus much in regard to the
State arms and the powder,as an act of jus-
tice to the Commissioners, who wish to lei the
peopleknow what tb.y havedoneand a.c now
doing.Their report will be madeand published
In a short time, when all can read aud under-
stand for themselves, if tbey get the machine-
ry ready,uud the State Armory in operation

by the last of November, l-tii, the volunteers
will then be rapidly supplied with first-rate
arms, aud the militia of ihe State will theu be
madean efficient army of citizen soldiers. In
the meautime weapons will be procured from i
other sou tees us rapidly as possible, and the |
Commander-in-Chief will have them disirib- j
vied without delay.
