The family, the nearest relatives and
the priccipal suthorities eatered, passing
through theconveut insilence,and then Across
the garden, and finally en Lered the cemetery.
There no political manifestation took place; no
oration was pronounced ; religion and the in-
timute remiuiscences of the soul alone were
presenat; public politics assumed no place near
the d=ath-bed or the grave of the man whose
life they had occupied and ruled.
