This isnotmore than naif what we pay here in Vir-ginia. I passed through ihe moat picturesqueportion of Pennsylvania, much of which isoccupied bjr theHatch. One characteristic ofthis people is their passion for elegant barns.It is not a rare thingto see a familyecenpyinga mere hut,and near by a barn as beauUfa lasalmost any country church. Alas! for thesepeople, theyare, almost withont an exception,Republicans.

1 spent a day and tw > nights in Elmira, N.Y. This bas often been represented as one ofthe most lovely towns in the Union. It is cer-tainlya lovely place,but I shall not attemptto describe it. As the day of my stay in El-mira was Sunday. I availed myselfof the op-
portunity afforded me of learning something
of tbe pulpitof this people. Every one di-rected me to attend R. v. Dr. Beecher'schurch,sayiug mat be was the star, and almost equal
to his brother, Henry Ward But after seating
myself in a large congregation, another min-
isterappeared on tbe stand to preach for Dr.Beecher, who was out of town. I was toldthat, unlike his brother, Heury "Ward, Dr.Beecher preaches the Gospel, and h.»s but lit-tle to do with slavery. This may partly ac-count for his not being beard of out of hisr"w"- At night,I heard a sermon from Rev.Mr. Manninu,of the Baptist Church.I visi-ed two Sabbath schools iv which weresome 6owhite children, and 4 black ones allmixed up together. Being called on for aspeech, I told of the thousands of Sundayschool children here, and especiallydid I tellthem of tbe colored Sunday schools in Rich-mond. musthaveseenfrom myremarksthat Richmmid is doingfar more thau Elmiralor the religious training of both races, thoughwe don't mix the two as they do Elmira isnoted forbeing tbe point to which several un-derground railroads lead. I was told ofseveral negroes who, after reachina this town,were leti to suffer to such an extent as thatthey begged to be perml'.t.d to return to theirhomes m the Soutn, 6ur they begged in vain.1 -now much more of the Northern con-
tcience thau before my visit, a_ 1 have talked
witu men of all classes, on matters jertauung
toI°" r Anthem institutions. A distinguish-ed Methodist minister said to me, 'T was
raised iv Virginiaand I love herand the wholeSouthern country, but we here b.li«ve slave-ry anevil. Our consciences are againstit, audtu_ugh we would not intertere wuh it v. bere
it now exists, we can nev.r c'iisent to its ex-tension, and thus we go for Lincoln." Thisgentlemanhad enjoyed an acquaintance withJohn Brown, anil tuough he said Brown wasnghttully hung, he realiy seemed to havemuch admiration for the manI had a long talk with a Republican memberot the New York Legislaiute. He wantedLincoln elected, "so that ihe slavery agitationmightbe lorever silenced." He believed thattrutn the economy and integrity of Lincoln'sadministration, the Sonth would be led toihiuk very differently of ttie Republicans.From whit a Democratic candidate for Con-gress stated.I predict the defeat ol Lincoln inihe State of New York, lie says that thou-l.atids of old Democrats and Whigs are de.serting the Republicans with whom of lateyears ihey have been co-operating, and nowthat thecouutry is in danger, they are goingtor Uuuii menami measures. The excitementseems to be very great, and it is evident thatmany aret.ginniugto believe that the Soutti-«rn heart is tired, and that the country will

Hangißg at Plke'e Peak..The Eiecutleaand t onfessiom of ti.iril.iii the ..lurd.-r.-r.James A. Gordon, the murderer of JohaCams, who was hanged at Denver City oo theOth inst., confessed his guilt,bnt alleged thathe committed tbe deed while Intoxicated, andwas not sensible of what he was doingat ihetime. The circumstances of the murder andsubsequent arrest and execution of ihe culpritcreated unparalleledexcitement in the moun-tains. On the morningof tbe execution Gor-don expressed himself several times as willingto be .hot, and hoped some friend would shootbim ; he did not want to be dragged to thegal-lows and there hung uplike a dug. "If someone will oiily shoot me I can die content," hesaid. The clergy called upon him during themorning and religions services were per-formed in the room in which the condemnedwas confined, in which he appeared to take adeep iuterest.
At three o*clock Sheriff Middangh enteredthe room and told Gordon that all was readyand tha: he musi puton bis coat and go. Theprisoner said he preferred to ride to the gal-lows in his shirt sleeves, and then asked thesheriffif hebad personally examined the gal-lows, to ascertain if it wasrightlyconstructedand strong, for he wanted to die quick. Theofficialassured him that all was right. Theythen descended the stairs into tbe street together. Unassisted, Gordon entered thebuggystood up in ii a moment, gazingaround apoatbe crowd,and then .atdowu. Puerewerenomanacles upon bis limbs. The sheriff seatedhimself beside the prisoner, the order wasgiven,aud the guard lurmed in line and movedon towards the place ot execution at a ..t, wpace. On the way G.rdou recognized a friendon the street, waviug his hands towards himand, attempting to smile, burst imo tears ?When he came in sight of the gallows withthe rope swingingfrom it, he asked ih- sheriffif he was goiug to attend to the hangin*him-self. "
Middanghanswered in the negative, sayinghe ha.l appointed a deputy to do it. . Gord.iDthen insisted up.n his toing it: "Stand by menow ; this is my last hour ou earth. I preferthat you should hang me?don't leave it foranother, a German, or anybody that hates me "Moved by his earnestsupplications, thesherifffinally consented to perform tne uupleas-autduty. The prisoner mounted the platformwith a hurried step, accompanied by theclergy; all knelt in prayer.
The condemned theu*addressed the peoplethanking his friends for their kindness and

boied iliey would take a ie_s_n irom hisdreadful fate, auci ab.taiu from the use of allint.ixicatingdriuk-, assuring them thathe waaa reformed man, and if he could have lived, hewould haveproven it to them jbut as it way,
they could only have his word for it. Thenturning to the sheriff he begged of him to besure and fix the rope so it would dUloeat* hisneck immediately,exclaiming '? Oh ! my God !my God ! that some iriend would shoot me."The rope was adjusted, the drop fell, and Jas.A G irdon was no more. For twenty-twominutes the body hung; it was theu cut dowuaud delivered to his ii lends, aud the crowdquietly dispersed.

The Inat day of tbe Prince in this countryappears to havebeen amcng the mostpleasantLostou distinguished herself by the genuineho. pit&ltty and unostentatious respect withwhich all the incidents of the reception weremanaged. The ball waa neither sogrand norso select as the New York affair, but was re-ally much more enjoyable. On Fiiday, ttiePrince, at his own request, was taken toBunker Hill. The whole suite went into theMonument and recorded their names in thebook kept for visitors. The spot where "War-ren fell, aud the r. maiuing portion ef theAmerican forti-lra-lous, received the marked

at eniion of tbe Dukeot Newcastle and Gen.Bitae, who were evidently much impressed
by the place and tbe memories connected withIt. Cambridge, Mount Auburn Cemetery andHarvard College were also visited. At thecoll. ge he was welcomed at Don.tie Hall by
President Pelton and tbe faculty, and wHuhearty cheers by thestudents. After visiting
the library of the scientificschool and obser-vatory, the distinguished party bad acolla-tion iv Harvard Hall. The citizens of Cam-bridge were out en masse, and cheered the
Prince heartily as be passed through the city.Mayor Greene acted as his chaperon. In theevemug the Prince visiud the Biston PublicLibraiy. On Saturday he proceeded to Port-
-1 iud, Maine, aud immediately embarked forEngland.

A dispatch from Portland, Saturday, gives
an accouut of the last day of Baron lienfrew
in the United States:

At noou a great crowd of people, together
with a large number ofcarriage, .assembled inthe street* around Hie Gnmd Trunk Hallway
Depot, to welcome the Prince to this city ?

Tbe social train irom Boston, with the Prince
and suite on board, crussed the city line at
forty minutes past one, which was announced
by a national salute of thirty-three guns fr.m
Bramhall Hill. The train arrivedat the depot
a lew minutes after, the engine and cars being
finely dec irated wnb the American and Eng-
lish flags,Ac. The royal car was elegantly
luruictied for tbe occasion with a bountifulatid rich collation of meats, fruits, wines, AcOn alighting from the car the Prince was
greeted with repeated cheers fromour citizensand numbers nt Canadian subjectsand British
otticer* present. He was recei.ed by Mayor
Howard,of thiscity, British Admiral Milne,
C.-mmcdort. Seymour ami oilier royal officers.Mayor Howard greeted the Prince vviiti a
brief welcome, leadinghim immediatelyto his
carriMge, presenting him, en passant, to themembers of theCity Council, wbosaluiedliiin,
tbe Prince raising bi* hat in return.

Tho Prince rode in the Mayor's barouche,
with the Mayor, the Duke of Newcastle andLord Lyon., the royal suite following in five
ottier carriages. They were escorted by the
First Regiment, under ccmmaud ot Colonel
_j._n.at. The procession proceeded to the Vic-
toria Wharves, which were buili ior iheGreat
Eastern, where tho royal barge was awaiting
bis Royal Highness, and whence he embarked
at llttecu minutes past three o'clock, the mili-
tary presenting arms. Before ih» Prince em-
barked be shook hand- cordially with
I_ id Lyons, the Mayor, the British Consul
and others. As the royal barge left the wharf
the British squadron ali tired a royalsalute ol
twenty-one guns, and similar salutes were
flred from the city and from 1ort Preble.

Tbe harborwas full of steamers, sailboats,
barges, Ac, which accompanied the royal
barge from the wharf, the lauer being sur-
rounded by boais from the royal squadron
filled with British officers. There wasa fresh
easterly breeze blowing,and the water in the
harbor was quite rough, so tbat the boats
rowed quite slowly. As the llotilla neared
the royal squadron the yards were man tied,
aud this, wuh ihe strings of bunting and flags
flying trom every point of ihe fleet, formed it
magnificent spectacle, which was witaessed
by an immense concourseofpeople, assembled
on Mount Joy, the various piers, aud every ac-
cessible place of observation.

As the royal parly passed the various ves-sels of tbe squadron tiie Prince was received
with repeateucheers, and wheu hereached tbe
Hero, at ten minutes betoie lour, the royal
sianoiii'd was run up to the "main," aud
another saluie flred by all the fleet. Tbe rig-
gingof each vessel was instantly stripped of
ibe buutiug, and the sailors disappeared from
aloft.

At half-past four the squadron sailed, steer-ingout of the harbor, tue Hero leadiug,fol-
lowed by the Nile, Ariadne, Flying Fish and
the "styx, saluting and .aluted by the
Fort us they passed. The Goveruor of this
State visited the Hero yesterday, aud was re-
ceived with s,i;:ih|. honors. Tbe city is
throngedwith Canadian visitors. Theoflicers
of the royal squadron have made many ac-
quaintanceshere, tiiidevideutlyenjoyed them-
selves finely, beiugtenderedevery possible at-
tention by our citizens.The royal squadron will steam only long
enoughto clear the land, and the remainder
of the voyage will be made undersail. The
Nile aud Styx will leave tbe squadron oil
Halifax.
