A recent PBrliaaeotary doenment gives tbe

result of thela-est explorations and expert-
meins in India in the cultivation of cotton,
from which n appeal-a that ihesoil La aadoabt-
ediy suited tor producing the line_t cotton,

thai there is an abundant popßhtttos-BBd ao
prodaction U better -uited tor the wives ar.d
families 10 be engaged in. and tiie chances are
that cotton may he produced more cheaply ia
India than in the United Stat-a. Whilst labor
costs a dollara day m Aaterlca, in India, the
laborers, ofwhom theie i* anampleeup.ly X r
collet-unga largely increa.eii cultivationofcot-
Um.getonly3d.or3d. per day. The present cost

of cultivation is eaid to be only about two dol-
lars au acre, atd tor crops ni.re highlyculti-
vated It would not exceed four d illars for la-
bor and seed. It ia also stated that cotton.
qnne equal to theaverage oi American, migtt
be dclneredat a seaport, from any pari of In-
dia, ata cost of l._d.per pound. But iv order
to reduce prices iv Liverpool, two millions of
bale-, in of the present supply, are
waii-ed from India : and toproduce this quan-
tity, by the present method of cultivation,

At a re.ci;- 0 invention uf Apothecaries, ii,

theeitj .* New York,one ol 'he commute..
rep. r:ed ihat frauds in medicines are carried
on in thii country to an extent of which the
publiccMi lorm no conception, aud that the
ani' uiit of mischief caused thereby is enor-
mous ai.d appalling. It ia said that sub-
stances, sometimes innocuous, at others al-
Bboet deadly in tb_ir nature, are mixed wuh
various medicines, to improve their appear-
and, increase their quautity,or in someway
rend.r ;hem more saleable or more profitable.
Sand,sometimes to the extent of seventy or
eij.-h'j- per cent., or even gypsum, is added to
thv!ulids,whiie water is mixed with the fluids
till ihey become altogether inert, or even
Chan,-;, their very nature. The consumers of
drugs, being unacquainted with the proper-
ties ot the articles dealt out to tbem, areeasily
diceived. Tbe matter should be earnestly
laken iv band by City, Sta'e anil National
Medical Societies. Amongother remedies for
these fraudulent adulterations, it has re-
commended that a Drug Inspector be ap-
pointed to visit apothecaries* shops,analyse
samples of the drug- i-old, and famish the re-
suLsof the analysis, with the ele-
ments of the genuinearticle, and publish the
namesaad residences ol adulterators. No ob-
it c : ii cotilil be made to such a proceeding by
the many scientific, educated and honorable
apothecaries of the country, whilst it is due
to the public that those who are not so should
be expeaed and punished.
