CBU'TIOM.A correspondent of the Journal dcs Debatswho waspresent at the battle, gives the fol-lowinggraphic description of the relative po--iiion of the iwo armies and of the battle \u25a0During the last five or six days Oaribaldiha-bhown immense activity. The royalists,on their part, haveerected formidable workson ihe right bank ot the Volturno : they holdmost favorable positions, withont mentioningthe tome. 8 of Capua; they are masters of ihecourseof the river, which they can cross by.he bridges from Capua, whan the river islittle more than aditch, tor Capua is built onthe right bunk. From San Clemente to Oa-jaaao the right bank is bristling with guns,
cleverly masked, strong redoubts thrown upwuh barricades and drawbridges.The whole country on the right bank is atrap. Add to this an intrenched camp of 20,---_OO picked troops,elated by promise of royalrewards.

On Sunday, the.Huh of September, at day-
break, Santa Maria was all astir. The sol-fliers were oon.-i_.iied to the barracks ; Gari-baldi started for Saa Aagelo; iroops ooatin-ned toarrive and artillery galloped through
the town. The faces of the people are pale
mid agitated. The tri-color lla_ is partially
taken down from some of the houses, aud the
gates of many of them closed.1 started for San Aug. lo when 1 heard thevoice of cannon, and I arrived in time. Twobattalions, commanded by Castellini, were
attempting to throw a bridge over the Voltnr-
ii i. Protected byMoute's artillery, they ad-
vanced by a covered road, and succeeded inlaunching two boats; but the enemy per-
ceived the maiiti'iivre. Immediately the right
bank, as if by iu.igic, was covered by royaiis
troops, anda terrible lire was opened against
tlie batteries oi San Aagelo,and against the
Garibaldiaus attempting to make tiie bridge.
They were obliged to retreat. Sau Angelo
opened its guns and replied with good effect.
But thi . was simplyan overture to the great
event that was to come off on the Ist.

At halt-past six o'clock a sharp fire of mus-
ketry commenced, and th? cannou soon begati
tv roar wuh fury. The population showed
great excitement, and every one prepared for
Offence. I hastened to the spot, and arrived
lu.tas the loyalists were crossing over the
tiiteen archesot the lailway,chasing ttie Oan-
balilians before them. At eight o'clock the
former werealready at Santa Maria, near the
walls of the Cainpan Amphitheatre.

While General Kilucei was carrying out
this movement, Garibaldi, who had arrived on
tbe scene of battle, ordered an analagous one.
lie ordered JYlaleiichiiii's regiment to leave San
Tamaro on bis toft,to leave Santa Maria by
ihe rear, and threw it into the fields which the
royalists had to cross. Tlie luiit-r thus found
themselves lakeu between two columns ot Ga-
ribaidians,shut up lietween ihe railway and
tbe road, and completely surrounded. The
Seventh liegiment ot Chasseurs was annihila-
ted, with the exception of thirty-livemen, au
adjutant,major,and CapI. Perreili, wli. weie
made prisoners. It is quiie Impossible for me
to describe the territic obstinacy of the strug-
gle, and thu real and calm courage of the men
engaged.

1 went through thewhole campaign In Lorn-
tardy, I waspresent at Magenta and Soiferi-
bo,and yesterday 1fancied I was there again.
Three times wore ihe positions of the Garibal-
diaas taken and retaken at ihe point ot the
bayonet. The grape swept men down unmer-
cifully. Noquarter wasasked or given. With
mi'ie own eyes I saw wounded men bayonet-
ted and the stiletto and pistol used in a tight
which commenced with the rille. Except the
Sicilians end the Neapolitans of the city ot
Naples, every man did his dutywith eiitbusi-

States.

The import duties onmachines, instruments, fee, will be reduced.The Bourse was firm and animated, and
rentes had again advanced to 69 15.ii'Btir.The Grand Vizier had arrived at S.ilonica,and the Russian Minister bad presented anote complainingof his return before having
completedhis inis>ion.

News had beeu received of a great Persian
Victory over the Turcomans, near Henri.The Governor of Seida had arrested theDutch Dragoman, but two Dutch frigates hav-
ing threatened to bombard the town he wasreleased.

Grizzly Bear Adam s.?The death of
Adams, the celebrated Western hunter, at
Neuonset, R. 1.,has beeu published. A New
York paper thus sketches the life of the most
fatal enemy of the grizzlybears that has lived
iv latterdays:

Young Adams wasborn in Maine, May, 1805,under a pine tree, while his lather was felling
the timber and buildinga log hut lor the re-ception ol his mother, in i-._._ Adams joined
tbe great army of gold-hunters who left the
Atlantic States lor the Pacitle coast, and for
tbe teu years following passed his nine as ahunter among the mountains aud forests ot
California. Here he had numerous startling
adventures with the wild beasts who inhabit-
ed the country, and, taming a numberofbears,brought them 10 San Francisco, and wassub-sequentlyengaged to exhibit them 111 the city
by Nixon and Harnum. In this city "OldAdams-' attracted much moie attention than
even the wild animals he exhibited, llr'wasa
splendidlooking mau,with a long grey beard,and akeen, raagueiie eye, which cowed down
almost at a glance the large brutes over which
he held such singular sway, lv Italy he
would have served painters and sculptors a»a model of "Moses," but iv this country he
was known only as a trainer of wild beasts.?
The picturesque costume of fur and skinswhich tie adopted wheu in the ring becamehim well. A few weeks ago "Old Adams"publisheda tolerably wetl-writteu book, giv-
ing au account ol his perilous adventures.?
lv his encounters with bears in California, hereceived mauy frightful wounds, lie wasseveral times scalped by the brutes, and while
he was iv this city was sulfering severely
from the effects of his wounds. He consultedtbe College of Physicians aud Surgeons, but
was told that Lis case was beyond remedy,
and we presume that he hasai last succumb-
ed under these scratches and bites. He was a
very courageous man, had an unaccountable
fancy for the company ol grizzly bears.

At noon the tide of battle turned in favor of
the Garibaldians.

Fresh battallioiis aud new guns came up
from Uaserta atid Naples and joined in the
battle. The Garibaldians, when the battle
commenced, were uot 10,000 strong: ihey had
now Is,(iiit) men in the battle. Garibaldi "seem-
ed übiquitous. He watched e\ery phase ol
tlie battle, keeping2,000 men in reserve ou his
lett to thtow himself into Capua if the vicis-siiuri.-s of tbe struggle .should utter him apro-
pitious opportunity. He was much moved,
red and wet from perspiratiou, aud his voice
altered by emotion.

At. the bridges of La Valle, behind the hills
of Maddaloni,Bixio had definitively driven
back the royalist--, who had taken and retaken
that position. Near San Lucio, Atlantis
column had prevented the royalists crossing
.he river. Willi the Lucaus and Cambrians
Col. Corie had bravelysupported the combat-
ants of Santa Maria, aud kept the enemy in
check, wbo might have forced a passage by
San Turnaro, left open by the movement of
brave General Malencbini on the right. Five
guns were taken from the enemy, with their
mules and accoutrements. Prisoners ami
wounded ivgreat uumt.'rs begau to arrive at
Santa Maria, and were immediatelysent ou by
railway to Caserta. A great number ofofficers
werekilled or wounded. The Sicilians made
a great noise ar.d did little fighting. The Na-
tional Guard ot Santa Maria vvason foot, but,
having prudently placed iheir flag in the
guard house, closed tbe doors and windows.

At noon theroar of tbe cannon ceased. The
flri; of musketry at the Archi of Santa Maria
continued unabated. A smile begau to play
upon ihe lips and the color to ri appear in the
cheeks of many patriots. At this moment I
was told a train was leaving tor Naples. I
left the outposts to writa you an accouut ot
tins portion of the battle?the first act of the
capture ofCapua.

Tae policeordered Naples to be illumined
ti -nigiit in honor of the captureol Capua, but
the news is notconfirmed.

The King ofNaples commanded in person,
dressed ivplainclothes. He was continually
seen under fire. Garibaldi, as usual, was
everywhere, especially where ihe danger was
greatest.

We have 1,200 men hors de combat. The loss
of ihe loyalists is about 3,000.

The battle lasted irom half-past three in the
morningtill seven in the eveniug. It is evi-
dent thai this formidable attack was the last
ettort of Francis 11., who, had he been victo-
rious, would have marched on tbe capital.

B__NK_ AND IM-HiKMrl OK THK HATTLK.
At about midday the patriots were driven

back everywhere and considered ihe battle as
lost. Garibaldi alone, who commanded in
person, was of a contrary opinion, aud, under
a terrible Are from ihe enemy, he wrote a dis-
patch announcing full success. He then de-
clared to his soldiers, who thoughtthemselves
vanquished, that they were \iciors, ana they,
believing him, attacked the royalists with
such impetuosity that at three o'clock in tbe
aiieriiooii the latter gave way, aud were pur-
sued at the point ot ihe. bayonet right Into
( i|Hi;i. Mere boys rushed on men and killed
them. There was anappalling massacre?the
patriots bring exasperated?but the number
ot killed lias nut yei beeu ascertained. Gari-
baldi narrowly escaped being killed. Ha was
returning in a carriage from Sau Angelo to
Santa Maria, when be wasall at onceflied ou
from an ambuscade ; the vehicle was riddled
with balls, aud some ot his escort werekilled,
but he was not touched, and he made the rest
ot bis route on foot.

The followingare extracts irom tbe letter of
an officer now with Garibaldi's army:

'? Nai'lks, Sept.Bo, lb-iii.?Our position on
the tightai St Angelo is about a mile and a
half from the fort. The King happened to be
there ihe other day, aud was out with some of
the staff, havinga peep at us, when Bryau, an
Irishman, who obe-ived ihis, teok a long,
steady aim, let fly, and shot one cf the start;
the King took to bis heels and iuio the tort a_
if the devil had been after lam. Unwillmgly
I must tell you that on Thursday afternoon v
whole division of Sicilians, underCol. Dunne,
werepui to flightby acoupleof shells thrown
at them. First came (running into camp) a
fellow with the colors, lustily proclaiming
himself tbesalratvr of the division;next came
the officers, breathless, and as pale as sheeis,
and last the men?periecily disgraceful. The
Countess deilaTorre, who has been with the
troops for some time.andatteiidsto the wound-
ed aud the ambulances, took tbe musket trom
one of tbe men, audswore (which,by-the by,
she cau do well)she would shoothim if he did
not return. Garibaldi has taken some of tbe
officers' swords from them to-day ;but unless
.-\u25a0 one of tne officers are made au example of
and shot, these Sicilians will not light.

On the same night,an embroiderrd skirt, de-posited by Miss Hiltzheimer, was stolen fromanother show-case. This case was foundlocked yesterday morning,and it is likely thatthe thiefraised up a comer of the lid, insertedhis hand and took the article out. The Insti-tute is strictly guardedevery night,and thereis no evidence of an entrance having been ef-fected after itwas shut up.' Indeed, if snchhad been the case, the burglar would not havebeen contented witn carrying off the few ar-ticles mentioned, when a vast amount of val-uables were within reach. We understandthat this occurrence is tbe first of the kindsince the Institutewas established. The pe-
culiarity of thering and the coin mayyet leadto the apprehension of the perpetrator of thisoutrage.
