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The Republican Press on Hi. Election.
The NewYork Times, with ai semi-official

tone, tells ns what Mr. Lincoln will and what
he will not do:

There can be no doubt whatever in the mindof any man that Mr. Lincoln regards slavery
as a moral, social nnd political evil, and that
it should he dealt with as such by the FederalGovernment, in every instance where it is calledupon to deal with it at all. On this point thereIs noroom forquestion? and thereneed be nonii-jtmngsas to his officialaction. The wholeiiUluenceof the Executive departmentot theGovernment, while iv his hands, will bethrown againstthe extension of slavery intothe new Territories of tbe Union, and the re-opening of the African slave trade. On thesepoints he will make no compromise noryieldonehair's dreadth to coercion from any quar-teror in any shape. He doesnot accede to theallegeddecision of the SupremeCourt that theConstitution places slaves upon the footing ofother property, and protects theta as suchwherever its jurisdictionextends, nor will hebe, in the least degree, governed or coutrolledby it in his executiveacton. He will do all inbis power, personally and officially, by tnedirect exercise of the powers of his office anathe indirect influence inseparable from it, toarr<>t the tendency to make slavery nationaland perpetual,and to place it in precisely ibesameposition which It held in the early daysof the Republic, and in the viewof the found-ers of the Government. On this point, wetake it for granted, he will be firm and im-movable?_o as to put it beyond the hopeofany class or any section to change his pur-
pose.

Upon all other points his speeches justifyus in saying that he will be tolerant aiid con-
siderate of the rights and interests of the
Southern States to the utmost extent whichany man canask. He holds each State to becompletelysovereign over its own affaire, anddenounces any attempton the partof tbe Fed-eral Goiernment to interfere with slavery inthe Southern States as unconstitutional andunjust. While he believes that Congress hasthe power to abolish slavery In the District ofColumbia, he is opposed to its exercise unlessWith ihe free assent of a majorityof the in-
habitants and with full compensation to the
owners of the slaves. Heasserts the right, ofthe South to aFugitive Slave Law which shallbe effective in its operation. He declares his
opposition to negro stiffrage, and to everything
looking towards placingnegroes upon a foot-ingof social and political equality with the
whites; but he asserts for them a perfect
equality of civil and personal rights underthe Constitution. He acknowledges the diili-culties tmrounding the question of slavery;
frankly confesses that he sees no way of bring-
ingit to a safe and speedy end ;deprecates tbeagitation which has grown outof the attempt
to extend it, to nationalize it and make it per-
petual ; aud declares his beliet that by the ar-
rest and defeat of that attempt alone can this
agitationbe allayed.

The New York Courier closes its announce-
ment of the result with these words :

Abraham Lincoln is elected, but in his ad-ministration the South will find all their
right.- respected, and will see all the clouds of
misrepresentation which have obscured his
real character, and tbat of the party whosestandard he bears, roll away from the view.?
Stretchingout our hands to the South overibis victory, we have ne word of taunt to ut-
ter for the threats of di.-nnion which were
raised for our defeat. Let those threats be
buried In oblivion, for through tke long vista
of this success we see a reign of peace fromslavery agitation, established simply by thatcircumscribing of slavery within its localbounds, and that firm defenceof the integrity
of national freedom,which this triumphof the
Republican perty on the 6th of November;
1*--_.«*, seals now and henceforth.

The New Tor* Post in concludingan article
on the presentprospects of its party says :

Our success in the election, by deciding onequestion, the extension of slavery to the Ter-
ritories, has deprivedour party of one impor-
tant bond of union, one of the most powerful
causes which have attracted to it the interest
and f.ivor of tbe people. Its place can only
be suppliedbyan earnest endeavor to distin-guish the Republican administration by anenlightenedzeal for the publicwelfare.

The yerdict of tbe Northern section of the(' 'i.bdei..-y,solemnlyannounced to thecoiin-
try through the ballot-box on yesterday, hasswept away the last hope for the permanence,for the stability of the Federal Government ofthese sovereign States ;aud tbe publicmind isconstrain.d to lift iuelf above tbe considera-
tion of details in the administration of Lawaud Justice, up to the va.. und solemn issueswhich have been forced upou v . These issuesinvolve the existence of the Government ofwhich this Court is the organ and minister.?
In these extraordinary circumstances, theGraud Jury respectfully decline to proceed
with their presentments. They deem this ex-planation due to the Court and to themselves.The Judge of the Court, Hon. A. G. Ma-
gratb, then rose iv his seat aud resigned hisoillce, saying:

In ihe politicalhistoryof the United States,an event has happened of ominous import to
fifteen slaveholiling States. The State ofwhich weare citizens h ts beeu always under-stood to have deliberately fixed its purpose
whenever that event should happen. Feeling
an assurance of what will be the action of tbeState, 1 consider it my duty, without delay,
to prepare toobey its wishes. That prepara-
tion is m _c by the resignation of the office I
bave held. For the last time I have, as a
Judgeof the United States, administered thelaws of the United States, within tbe limits of
the State of South Carolina. While thus
acting in obedience to a sense of duty,I can-
not be indifferent to the emotions it must pro-
duce. That department of Government which,
I believe, has best maintained its integrityand
preserved its purity, has been suspended. So
far as 1 am concerned, the Temple of Justice,
raised under ihe Constitution of the United
States, is now closed. If it sh.-iil be never
again opened, I thank God that its doors have
beeu closed before its altar has been desecrated
with saenflcee la tyranny.

May 1 not say to you that, in the future
which we are about to penetrate, next to the
reliance we should place in the goodness of
that God who will guide us in the right way,
should be our confidence in ourState, aud our
obedience to its laws. We are about to sever
our relations with others, because the-y have
broken their covenant with us. Let us not
break the covenant »c have made with each
other. L-ij.li not forget that what the laws
of our Suite require, become our duties. And
that he wbo acts against ihe wish, or without
th- command of hi* Sta'e, nsurps that sove-
reign authority which we must maintain in-
violate.

As
old as lie v,'-s, he bad come here to join them
ln that lead. He wished Virginia was us
ready as South Carolina ;but unfortunately
rhe wasnot; nutcircumstances beirgdifferent,
it was perhaps better that Virginia and all
other border Slates remain quiescent fox a
time, tv ?erve as aguard against the North.?
The tlrst drop of blood spilled npou the soil
of Souib Carolina, would bring Virginia aud
every Southern Suite with them. Hyremain-
ing iv the Union for a time,she would not
only prevent coercive legislation in Congress,
but"any attempt lorour subjugation. No ar-
gument in favor of resistance was wanted
now. Aa soon as he had performed his duty in
Virginia as a citizen, became astasias steam
couut bring him to South Carolina. He was
satisfied it anythingwas to be done, it was to
be done here, lie had i;o doubt it would be
done, anil the Soulier tbe better. Every day
delayed was a day lost to the cause. They
should encourage and sustain their friends,
and they would trighteii their enemiet.

There was no tear of Carolina remaining
aluiie. She wouldsoon be followed by oilier
States. Virginiaand half a dozen more weie
just as good and strung, and able to repel
the enemy as if they had the whole oi the
sluveholdingStates to act with them. Even
If Carolina remained alone?nut that be
thoughi it probable,but supposing su?it was
hia conviction that she would be able to de-
fend herselfagainst any power bruughiagainst
her. Multitudes spoke and said the issue was
une of courage and hunor, or ot cowardice,
desertion and degradation.

November"., T_j.il. (An ebullition of patriotism is pervading thewhole country ar.'tind here as the electiondraws nigh. An iustanreof itmay not be un-iuterestiiigtoyour readers. (InP'riday last thestudents of tbe College were surprised at see-ing a huge placard posted on tbe biflletin an-nouncing that "AbeLiucoln " would be hungin efflgy that evening,and, consequently,sur-mises were rife and anticipations of fun in-dulgedin. Soon after sunset.. line wasformedat ihe College, and theefligy?n rpgularsix-footer?was escorted to a gallows, which hadbeen erected daring the day,and which stoodon a small knoll immediatelyin front of the

College campur. The doleful notes proceed-ing from a few musical instruments, accom-panied by a huge bass drnm, informed the in-habitants of the vicinity that the long-wished-
for-event was about to take place. The efHgywas placed upon the gallows,and. at asignal,
was hoisted to the gaze ol all. Shout aftershout rent the air, and after order wit- re-stored an eulogyupon the character of the de-ceased was pronounced by H. Lansing Bar-rows, a student lrom Richmond.The effigy hung upon the gallows through-
out that night,.andall day Saturday, attract-ing the atteution ofall pa?se_-by. On Satur-day nighta line of students wasagain formed,
aud, accompanied by the music and pinetorches, proceeded once more to the gallows,
wbere, amid the renewed shouts of the peo-ple, it was burned. The crowd, alter threecheers lor the Union, dispersed.

The whole event passedofTwithout any dis-turbance, and was under the sanction ol tbeentire Faculty. The eulogy waspronounced
to be as good a satire upon Lincoln as couldbe expected from so youthfulan aspirant fororatory. It abounded wiih several hits full
of wit, and was received with much applause
by all. Th« gallows still stands in remem-brance of tbe patriotic deed. Cjbsaib.

Ina community like this, and under institutionslike ours, which depend npon thehonesty andintegrityof those who are selected to performany high and importantduty, there wasno of-
fence which more directly struck at. the per-
petuityof our institutions than that whichhad been laid to the defendant's charge. His
act could not be justified. It had been allegedthat it could notbe possible for the defendantto do this thing,as he was unable to read andwrite with facility, and that, therefore, hebadbeen the subject of a conspiracy. The juryhail decided otherwise. They had regardedthe defendant in the lightofone who hud un-dertaken to perform ahigh public duty, and
had then committed the fraud. Then- couldbe no donbt but that there were others en-gaged in this transaction who were more in-telligentthan the defendant, by reason of theirsuperior education, but whether they weremore skilled in matters relating to electionsmightbe questioned. Whoever they mightbendid not affect the greatness of the otteucelaid to ihe defendant, who was the activeageut. The jurywho tried the casewas of theprisoner's own selection, through able and
watchful counsel, end after the lull exercise
of the right to challenge. With the verdict asrendered by this jury the court had no reason
to i.i.mpltin. There was no reason to
believe but that the jurywere actuated by
conscientious motives, audwith a desire to dotheir duty.

The sentence was then Imposed. It was aflue of8300, and an imprisonmentof two yearsand six mouths in the County Prison.
