The New York Exrpress, in a late issue, took
oceasion to repel theinfamous slanders propa-
gated by the correspondent of the New York
Times, relative 1o the treatment offered to the
Priuce of Wales on his visit to this city. In
the meantime the “own correspondént” of the
London Times had written 10 that paper and
had said that with the exception of the insult
at Bichmond, the Prince had been everywhere
well received. The New York Zribune replies
%0 the Express, and endeavors to sustain the
affirmative of this proposilion by relerring to
this Jetter of the “own correspondent.” There-
upor, the New York Herald says:

“The Tridune, commenting upon s article in
the Frpress declares that the reporter of the Lon-
don Tones speaks of “the disturbances at Rich;
m nd,” on the occasion ol the rrwo of W N
visit, ‘from personai observation.” What doe !
Tritune know about it> A« factis, thal aa;-. er
2he corre pondent of the Tribune, nor of the Lon-
don Times twas anywhere near Richmond during
the Prance's stay th-re, but remained at baitv-
more! ihe London Telegraph was the only Eng-
iash paper represemied at Richmond at that time.
One 1a sehooo onBuot ba made Lo sustaia others, in

the way the Tribune sttempts 2
This “attempt * of the Tridune wWas made

in the face of the Duke of Newcastle's posi-
tive declaration, publicly made, and printed
o all the newspapers of the day, that there
was no ground whatever for the charge, that
the conduct of the people here had been uni-
formly respectful to the Prince, and that he
had no reason whatever to compiain «f his
reception. What object can the Tribune have
in persisting in this falsehood! Its corres-
pondents invented a monstrous system of lies
in Keusas and it has since attempted to pass
them off as history. We can easily enough
discern the object there ; but what can it be
here ! The minds of the Northern people are
already sufliciently poisoned againet us. Why
futensify the rancor by any farther false-
boods ! LawNcoLN is elected, and is not that
enough? Uatil of late, it was customary
with public joursals to correct any false
statement they had been betrayed intomaking
as soon as the mistake had been discovered.—
That good old custom is treated with scorn by
such prints as the Tribune. We canuot see
what was the use of sending a correspondent
even as far as Baltimore. A liie could bave
been concocted in the Tribume office just as
well as in Barnum's Hotel, .
We said a few days ago that the correspond-
ent of the New York 7'ones had uttered four
distinct falsehocds with regard to the alleged
distarbance. First, He said that the sheets on
the Prince's bed had been handled until they
had been soiled. That was a lie out of the whol-
cloth. A number of visitors, before the arri.
val of the Priuce, passed through his apart-
ments and looked at the beds, but not oue of
them touched (hem, or anytbing cn them, as
the Messers. BALLARD can testify. For twenly-
four hours befure his arrival, the roomg
awere in charge of bis own cfficer. Secondly,
He said that the covgregation of St. Paul's
Church rese when be entered. That this was
an unalloyed falsehood, at least one thousand
pétsons will testify—that is to say, the whole
congregation, including the clergyman wkho
officiated. Thirdly. He said that at Wasu-
INGTON'S statue, the Prince was insulted by
opprobrious allusions to the part his great-
grandfather had adopted with regard to
America. The Mayor (Mr. MAYo) stood
touchirng the 1'rince, and twenty other gentle.
men stood near enough to hear anything that
might have been said. They all declare that
not a syliable to which the Prince could take
exception wus uttered by any human beiog,
#0 far as they eould hear. The whole story
was generaled by the fonl imagination of the
Times correspondent. Fourthly. He said that
the crowd at the Goveruor's House (oraround
it) was so disorderly, that the Prince wascom-
pelled to escape by a back entrance. Governor
Lercuer, Mayor Mavyo, Capt. SAMUEL FREE-
MAN, a number of geutlemen who were
in the house, and at Jeast two hundred per-
sons outside, know that this was a falsehood.
Weounrselves stood by the carriage and saw
the Prince enter it with Mr, BMaxo and the
Duke of Newcastle. It was drawn up at the
{ront door. Gov. LETCHER stocd at the doon
the Prince descended the steps with Mr. MA\'()‘
and got into the carriage. There was no back
way by which be could have escaped into the
street, if he had desired it, as anybody can see
who will lock at the premises. If he had en-
tered the carriage at a back door, he would
have been compelled to drive arcund in front
before he could get out., To these four distinct,
positive faleehoode, we now add a fifth, He
stated that when the Prince arrived at his ho-
tel, he was handled by the crowd iu a very
disagreeable fashion. This is equally false
with the other statemenis. The crowd gave
way for him wherever he approached, and not
oue of them wuched s0 much as the hem of
his garmeunt,
be H.raid tells us that the correspondents
of the Tvebune and London Times lied from
Baltimore. They simply fabricated falsehoods
with regard to matters of which they could
have no poseible personal knowledge. The
correspondent of the New York 7imes was on
the spot—lied in the face of light and know-
ledge—and is, therefore, so much the morea
awilfui calummator,

Sending Back Bills.,
‘T'here are two versions ot a report touching
theretarn of Northern bills sent to Colum-
bia, South Carolina, for collection. Oune of
the-e represents simply that a meeting in that
1o~ had determined W réura all bills eent
there from the North for collection. The oth-
er version ie, that the lawyers of Columbia
had determined to send back all of such bills
eeut to them for collection, The latter is no
dounbt the correct statement of the proceed-
ing, if there be truti in it atall. Now, we
have no idea thatthe people of the South ic-
tend to avoid the debts they owe as long as
they are able to pay them; and the people of
South Carolina are as houest as those of any
of the Southern States. lIundeed, it is o mater
of doubt whether in 4 game of repudiation,
the South would not lose more than the
North; for the North is the commuission
merchant for the South, aud holds an im-
mense amount of unmatured bills for staple
exports {rom the Southern States, Honesty
aside, it will be to the iuterest of North
ard South, in any event, that the debts due by
one to the other shali be paid. The question
relative w the sct of the lawyers, in declining
to bring suit on bills sent to them to be col-
lected under legal process, in Lhe prezeut state
of the country, isa very differeatone. It pre.
sents a subject for casuistry that will readily
elicit a discussion amorg tke protession.—
Whatever may be said of this, however, we
are sure that the South will pay woat it owes
as readily and as houoratly us the people of
any portion of this Union. We wish the
Northern Siates were as ready to fulfill their
CONSTITUTIONAL obligation, as the people of
the South are Lo pay their honest debts.

That it hasmot al-
‘ways been =0, is matter of history ; that it
may not aiways be 8o hercafter, even inteili-
geut New Yorkers admit to be possible. The
leading luternal 1mprovement men of New
York admit that their city may lose iis pres-
eut commanding position. They explicitly
confess that a continuous water live to the Ohio
would prove the most formidable rival that
New York can encounter. 1tiseven admitied
that the railroads of Pennsylvania and Mary,
Jand are beginuing to o flect the trade of New
York. An able and intelligent New York
wriler says:
*New York. hitherto the undisputed commer-
cial empuriom ot our continent, hus learned that
rer vauaied supremacy is not bayond the reaoh
of e r Joulnera rivais, Pnuadsiphia aoca Bt
moure. Notwithstanding her magnihcent harbor,
ner iMikeNa® weallh, her eaterprise anud thrnft,
iacts have demonsirated Lthe exiateuoce ol elements
of competition which have creaied new léenuen
oi®4 01 tinde, and which contrnibute to a furmica
ie extent her supposed aavantages. ~ince the
opeuing ol wne l’.hn-yl\mmq. and Baltimore and
Unio ruilways, she has jus: felt a senmibie diver-
sion of her trade to those oities. With the in-

Ifa railroad as far north as Philadel-
phia,and another which hassuch heavy grades
as the Baltimore and Ohio, neither of them
possessing at the Atlantic terminus a harbor
worthy ot the name, can make an impression
upon the New York Gibralter, what may we
uut expect from such an improvement as the
Covirgton and Onio Raiir.ad, wilth its easy
grades and straight shoot to the heart of the
Missiseippi Valley, and from the James River
and Kanawha Canal, with a capacity of trans-
portation equal to that of sixteen rallroads,
and with every advantage over the Erie Ca-
nal, which has elevated New York to its pres-
ent pitch of wealth and prosperity ! There
were mauy good patriots at the beginuing ot
the American Revolution, who believed thaj
it was the height of maduess in infant and
sparsely settled colonies, divided amongst
themselves, baving tory enemies at their own
doors, threatened by numerous tribes of In-
dians, and having in their midsta large ser-
vile population, to throw off the political do-
minion of the most powerful empire of the
world.

rior sagacity and will, into the constructon
of the New York ard Erie Canpal, and made
her rich and great in spite of herself. Woula
that Virginia eould see her destiny ; that she
could believe in herself and in Ler tortuses!

The Excitement nt the Nortn,

The indignation of the Southern people at
the sectional crusade against them, and the
triumph of sectionalism by such imimense
msajorities at the Northern States, produces no
litlle excitement and anxiely at the Nerth
also. The eonservative part of the popula-
tion there have not only the indications of a
disposition in favor of a violent remedy for a
great evil in the Gulf Statesto occasionalarm
and anxiety in their breasts, but they have the
arrogance and iunsulting demeanor of the
leading presses and meu of the dominant par-
ty at the North to aggravate their apprehen-
sions and iucrease their bouest indignation at
the outrage which that party has perpetrated
ou the Coustitution and the country. The
Journal of Coramerce, that prudent and conser-
vative paper, in its remarks upon the state of
the money market of the great metropolis on
Saturday, says :

**There i8 & genaral ind:spozition to operata, and
thus without any severe pressure among borrow-
ers, and with only a moderate offering of prime
paper, rates of nterest are materially higher than
bzlore the eiaction. ‘I'here is no littie indignation

This idea is founded
on the deeds of viclence and bloodshed which
are se frequently recorded in the American
papers. Another reason of our wauing popu-
larity is, the abuse of the ballot box, which
seems in many places to have fallen under the
control of clubs of “musclemen,” and to be
deserted by those who bave the most interest
in the preservation of its purity, and are ihe
most capable of directing the aflairs of the
country. Still another source of disquietude
to liberals abroad is our sectional divisious
which threaten to undermine our Govern-
ment anxd iuvolve us in all the horrors of ¢ivil

war.
