The feeling in South Carolina for secessionstems steadily to advance. In the legialr tivedebates the only difference in the views otmembers is about the rapidity with which theact shall be consummated. The ..feedFederal officers oi Charleston were in Colum-bia Saturday, and being sereuadetl madespeeches of the same tenor of those deliveredby lhera a few nights since, in tbeformer city.
Ou Saturday evening,at the town of MountI'leasaut, S. C, seine whi'e boys, aided bynegroes, were burning "Old Abe" in effigywhen theywere tired ou.j.ndoneof them shot'by Jno. M. Hnrre, who wayafterwardsarrestedby the citizens, and after receiving forty
lashes, was placed iv jail. Bishop Davis,of
the Diocese of South Carolina, has set forth a
prayer, which is "to be used before the two
final prayail of morningand evening service,
on all occasions during the ensuingsession or
sessions of our Legislature." In the Sjuth
Carolina Legislature, Saturday, the following
tjok place:

Mr. Whaley said he held in his hand a reso-lution wtiicti he was certain would meeiacordial response from every member of thisa_.sembly. It was as follows:
Resolved, That the reaignation of the Hon. Jn*.i tiesnutaa one of the U. 8. sen _ora from SouthCarolina lie acceited ; and that whar, under anyoilier circumsttnces, would have Imen regardedwitii r -itiet, ia now lecognized aa an act ot loyal-

ty to tue Sui c ol South Carolina.

Mr. Cunninghammoved to preceed to thegeneral orders with a view to take up a bill toarm the State. He thoughtit importantthatthe bill should get a reading in tht- Senate to-day if they Wished to taciiit.ite the business

before the House. At Ihe request of Mr. Al-dricb, the motion was withdrawn to permit a
report to be made trera tbe Committee onFederal Relations. Mr. Aldrich then present-ed the report. The report recommends an
amendment to the Senatebill for the oall of aConvention, naming thedth day of December
as the time for the election of delegates, in-stead of ihe (Ult of January, and the 17th De-
cember as the time formeeting, instead of theloth of January, aa named in the Sena'e bill.Mr. W. C. Black said he was exceedingly
sorry to oppose the amendment. He was per-
tectly willingto vote for the Convention, to
go with the State, and, wheu she goes, to goas
far as the iarthesi. But he could not agreetothe amendment proposed by the House Com-mittee to the Senate bill, and hoped tbe Housewould not accept the amendment. It wasab-soluiely necessary that those wbo represented
large districts, the people of which were not
so thoroughlyposted upas to iheevenis trans-piring around them, tbat they should have
time to canvass those districts, and bring thepeople up to the point. If they s honeued the
tune tbey would have no opportunity to do
that, and the consequences mightbe that thosepeople would occupy a faHe position. It was
essentially necessary to the tiisuiet he repre-
sented, that the amendment should not pre-
vail, lie wasexceedingly anxious, thereto!e,
that the time should notbe changed. If they
were precipitate, they might depend upon it,
bis diairici woultl not sustain theaciiou of the
House. He, tkerefore, moved that the ques-
tion be taken up byayes and nays.

The bill was lani on the table to make way
for the order of the day.

the evident and directexpense of the products

The declaration concludes ns follows:
We therefore, the representatives of thepeople of ihe State of South Carolina in con-

vention assembled, appealing to the Supreme
Judgeof the World for the rectitude of our
intentions, do, in the nameand by the author-
ny of the good people of thi.. State, solemnly
publi-hand declare that the State of South
Carolina is, and of right ought to be, a free
_ud independentState ; and that all political
connection between it and the Northern
Stateeis,and ought to be, totally dissolved;
anil that as a free and independent State wehave full power to levy war. conclude peace,
contract alliances, establish commerce, and to
do all other nets aud things which an iude
pendentState may of right do. And, for the
support of this declaration, with a firm re-
liance on the proteeiiouof DivineProvidence,we mutuallypledgeto each other our lives,
our fortunes, and ourseated honor.

other.

Origin ofConsumption.
TheAmerican Medical Monthly for Sep-

tember contains some novel and interesting
views relative to the nature and trea'raeiilof
consumption. The seat of this terrible ma-lady is affirmed to be the lympathic system ofvessels; and of these minute tubea form a
close interlacement throughout ttie whole
body, being also endowed wiih much activity,
diseased fluids transmitted through them areliable, tiniiercertain conditions, to be deposit-
ed anywhere, and to be spread oraccumulated
yvitti prodigious rapidity. Tne nature ofcon-
sumptioni. stated to oonsist in a deprivationof ihe fluids which are propelled through
these tiny lympathicconduits.

Two theories are proposed to account forthe presence of the pernicious elements whichhere taintand poison tbe springs of life at
their source. Oue party affirm., that the pro-
cess ofnutrition is ar fault, and that part ofthe food eaten is lazily and imperfectly assi-milated, offering itself in a crude, half-pre-
pared state, to the action of vessels not adapt-
ed to deal with such material, but ouly withthat which has been submitted toa completer
preliminaryelaboration.
