ThbLatbEael os- DcwuolyALD.?A corres-
pondent sends the following in reference to
the Earl of Dundonald, whose death is an-
nounced iv the late news from Europe :

He was better known as Lord Cochrane. Hewas born December -J, 1775, aud consequently
was iv the both year of his age at the time ofhis decease. He was educated by his uncle,
Sir Alexander Forester Cochrane, who, in
JtM4, took Washington City, the Capital ot the
ffnited States, and burned the publicbuild-
ings. In February, IM4, Lord Coehiane, the
subject of this article, then a member of Par-
liament, was accused of having spread a false
report of the death of Napoleon for the pur-
pose of affecting ihe priceof stocks, and was
condemned to a year's imprisonment and a
fine of i.I,<KH). He was alse excluded from
Parliament and the order of ihe Bath. The
flue was paid by his friends; bis innocence
was afterwards established. In IHIB Lord
Cochrane took the command of toe naval force
of Chile.whichhe conducted with great credit,
aud afterwards ihat of Hrazil. In 1823, the
Emperor Don Pedro created him Marquis of
Maranham. Alter the peace between Portu-
gal and Brazil he returned to Eugland. In
ISM he intended to enter the Greek service,
and finally did enter it in I>'J7. He contained
in that eervice until the following year, and
theu returned to England.

They
jielted atones at the windows, and then re-
turned to town, where theykept up their per-
formance till a late hour. The next morning
at 11 o'clock, Mr. Uiggins was put in nomina-
tion as acandidate, and shortlyafter the mob?
numbering about .'iimof what areknown there
as the "RiverHead boys," and otherruffians-
proceeded to Mr. Higgius' house, which they
surrounded, and broughthim out. Theymade
threats to himself, family and property if he
would not come at once andresign, which he
was compelled to do, and Prendergrast, the
governmentnominee, was therefore declared
dulyelected. This Prendergrast wasreturned
iv a similar manner last year, when his seat
was declared void by the House of Assembly.

LuNKsnsEO Co., Va., Nov. PJ.
On Friday, the 9th Instant, the three slaves,

John, Dick, and Colin, were executed at ourCourt-House, for an attempt to poison the
family of one of our most influentialcitizens.
It was a daylong to be remembered.one whichcannot easily be forgotten. Shortly before 10o'clock, the three negroes, dressed in theirshrouds, with ropes around their necks, audeach seated on his coffin, left the door of thejail in a two-horse wagou. Surely eye neverwitnessed a sadder spectacle tnan that pre-sented as the wagou wound its way through
the crowd to the footof the sallows. Havingreached it, each oue.with a firm tread.ascendedthe steps. The ropes were then securely fast-
el ed to the beam of the gallows; after whichthe sheriff, in a full, clear voic<», read to themtheir death warrant. This being done, theRev. T. W. White, ofRichmond, ascended the
step* and addressed a levy brief remarks to thelarge crowd which bad gathered on this awfuloccasion. He told them that " the way of the
transgressor was hard," both in this and the
next world; and then Impressed upon the
servants present the necessity ot obedience 10
their masters, and warned them against the
pernicious influence of negro preachers upou
their characters and conduct. Then turning
to the culprits, he bade each onetarewell iv v
few touchingwords, commeudmg them to themercy of God la Christ. Having done this,be left them in thehands of the officers of the
law. At about 11 v, o'clock the drop fell, and
the forms of the inree were daLgling in the
emptyair. Dick seemed to suffer the most ex-cruciating agouy. Whirling rapidly around
with the rope, his body was visibly agi-
tated by bis convulsive efforts to loosen hishands ; every nerve seemed to writhe in pain,
and alter a short but violent strugzle,all was
over?the threewere dead, and tueir motion-
lees bodies hanging Hem the gallows. *#*

First Market, and paid fSO for it; but therethe proof ended. No one testified that theprisoner and dtceased weie together alter theyleft the Theatre?that they had any difficulty,
or that they were not on friendly terms?and
the fact that the deceased had not been robbed
of his moneywheu his bodywasfound, is nroof
that he was not murdered forgain. The Mayor
continued the examination until Tuesday
next.
