2ttle discriminatjon was observed in the
chotoe of his atteadants, that the charge of his
pereon devolved chiefly on a (Rermaa page,
named Erast, who was utterly unworthy to
®e trasind with the humblest of his fellow
ereatares. Tais man, who had been raised by
the patrenage of Hie Majesty, repaid the kind-
mness of (s royal master with the most brutal
tngratitude. He wentso faras to sirike the
hepiess King, and on oue occaslon when his
Majesty wished to protract his exercise in the
gardens at Kew, Erustseized him {n his arms,
carried him lnlu A chamuer, and throwing him
violeatly ou a sofa, exclaimad in an insolent
mancer to his att-ndaats: “There is your
king for you.” These oulrages were perpe-
trated 10 the seciusion of the palace at Kew,
to which the King aad been removed in the
month of OUctuder, at the nstance of the Prince
of Wales, ilis Myjesty had been persuaded to
leave Windsor, to which he was much attachs
@d, by the promise that he should see his chil-
dren at Kew. Heentered the carriage cheer-
fally; but on passiug through the iron gates
of the Little Park, e put his baads betore his
face asad burst iato tears. Recovering bis
composure, however, he talked to the equer-
ries who accompanied hiin to the carriage in
Ris ordinary hurried manuoer, pointing out
the otjects in the road, and anticipating the
pleasure loug denied mm of seeing his wite
and daughiers. Buton his arrival at Kew he
fouad hir,self a prisoner. Proceeding towards
the apo ruments he usually occupied, he was
stopp’ad and conducted into a large room,
where he tound the pages who were 1o be his
Yeepers waiting 1o receive him. The equer-
ries, smong whom was his fuithfuland vaiued
servant, Gren. Harcourt, according to the or-
ders tbwy nad received, witudrew. The phy-
sicians aiso, who had uc;ompamed the royal
padent tcom Windsor, baviug consigued him
€0 the chiargs of the pugek, also thought pro-
per to retire, and actually returned w Loudon
the same nigat. The Kiag then impatiently
demanded tu see his family | snd the promise
uuder which he kad been 1uduced w leave nis
Palace at Windsor was in cruel mockery ful-
fliled. Tuhe Priucesses were brought before
the window ; the King, on seeing them, rush-
ed ferward w Lift the sash, but 1t was screwed
down. A paroxysin was the immediate con-
sequence ol thiscruel restraiut ; the Princesses
were hastily removed, and the Kiug was drag-
§ed 1rom the wmdow, enireating to be allow-
od Lo spesk 10 his chudren.—Massey's Hestory
of Engiand.
