The obligation of the citizens of South Caro-lina to obey the laws oi the Federal Govern-ment was created by the act of trie State en-tering the Union under the compact enteied
into by thesovereign parties to it, and it fel-lows tztal upon the withdrawal of the Statethe obligation is no longer binding. The se-
cession of a State cauiiot, in the proper useof
terms,be t .uled a revolutionary movement.?It is true, will, to some extent, be achange of government,such as dissolving aimpactbetween sovereigns, in which it was
stipulated that thecitixeus orsubjects ol eachStateor nation should perform certain duties,

(Jan Una, in her sovereign capacity, made usso bya compact entered into with the other
Sates, which, when united, were called the
United States, and it follows that when the
power that ordered in to obey the Govern-
ment of the United States, and which alonehid the right to create that relationship, re-
leases us from thatobligati in by withdrawing
iroia the le ;,;ue, our obedience is no longer
due to that Government,and our allegiance toIhe State, as our lawful sovereign, is unques-
,iu;;-.-.bie and undivided.

The introduction ofslaves from other States.which may not become members of the South-ern Confederacy,and particularly the border
Btau s, should be prohibited by le£isiati\e en-
actment, Hud by this means they will be
brougut to see that their safetydepends upon
awithdrawal from their enemies,and an union
v. iihtheir friends and natural allies. If they
should continue their union with the non-
siaveholdingStates,let them keep their slave
p» partyin their own borders, and the only
alternative left them will be emancipation by
their own act, or by theaction ot tueir con-
fed rates. We cannot consent to relieve them
from their embarrassing situation, by permit-
ting them to realize the money value for their
slaves, by selling them to us, and thus ore-
pare them, Without any lots of property, to
accommodate themselves to the Northern tree*
s.ul idea. Butshould they unite their destiny
with v-, and become stars in the Southern
galaxy?members ot a great Southern Cou-
tederatiou?we will receive them with open
arms and au enthusiastic greeting. Should,
Hit, danger approach their border.-, or an
en my, open or disguised, make war upon
them, there is not, a doubt but a livingram-
part of freemen,from the Atlantic to the Gulf
of Mexico, would line their borders and beat
back the invaders.

The Governor thenspeaks of "Federal Re-
lations." Hi gives a history ofMr. Mcmmiu-
ger's misciou to Virginia, where he was
"kindlyreceived and hospitably entertained,"'
but foiled to convince the Legislature of the
necessity ofconcentrated action on the part of
the South :
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One of the res ilutions adopted by Virginia
In response to the invitation of South Caro-
lina and Mississippi to meet in conference,
expresses theopinion that " Virgiuiadues not
yet distrust the capacity of the Southern
States, by a wise and linn exercise oi their re-
served power., to protect the lights and lib-
erties of thepeople, and to preserve the Fed-
eral Union," and tor this purpose she desires
ihe ucont urn al action "of the Southern States;
but she nous " that efficient co-operation will
be moresafely obtained by such direct legisla-
tive action of 'Me several States as may be ne-
cessary and proper, than through the agency
ol an assemblage which can exercise no legiti-
mate power except to debateand advise."

Thus we see that although Virginia had
ptrong hopes at that time ol preserving the
iedeial Union, she was unwillingto resort to
any other way of effecting the object than by
the stfiaralt action ofeach Slate, which Would
have the effect of producing the concurrent ac-
tion of all the Stales interested. It, therelore,
Virginiais right as to the best mode ofredress-
ing wrongsand obtaining the concurrentac-
tion of other States, it follows that the sepa-
rate action ofeach is the best method of geitiug
co-operation or concerted action of the other
States in any movement, and it would there-
fore tie wise iv South Carolina, iv imitation
ot Virginia, to decline a represeutatiau iv
"any assemblage which can exercise no legiti-
mate power except to debateand advise," and
In BO assemblagewhatever, until by the ordi-
nance ol herConvention sue has seceded from
a Unionwhich she once acceded to,and which
has proved a curse instead of a blessing.

The effort of South Carolina toassemble the
Southern State-., iv the hope that the North
might be induced to pause and retrace their
steps, by an earnest aud unanimous protest
against ihe coursepursued by them,and anoti-
fication thai unless a change of policy took
place the South would be compelled to take the
redress of her grievances in her own hands,
failed ou accountof the refusal of Virginia to
join iv the movement, although her borders
uad been recently invaded, and her citizens
uiuidered in cold blood by a band ot aboli-
tionists, instigated to the deed by the teach-
ings of inenoi COB trollingpower iv the North.
All hope, therefore, of concerted ac iou by a
Southern Convention beingloat, there is but
one course left for South Carolinato pursue
consistently with her honor, interest and
safety, and that is, to look neither to the right
nor to the left, but go straight forward to ihe
consummation ol her purpose.

It la too late now to receive propositions for
a conference; and the State would be wanting
.v self-reepeet, after having deliberately de-
cided ou her course, to eutertaiu any proposi-
tion locking to a continuance in the present
Union. We can get no better orsafer guar-
antee than the present Constitution, and that
has proved impotent to protect us against the
fanaticism ot the North. The institution of
slaveryßlßet be under the exclusivecontrol of
ihose directly interested in its pteservation,
ami not left to the mercy of those that believe
It to be their duty to destroy it.

The tone of the Northern press has greatly
changed since the unanimous and determined
action of South Carolina. Heretofore, it was
supposed by ourenemies tbat we were divided
and distracted at home, aud that, iv conse-
quence el our divisions, the scene* of JsOl
w-ould be re enacted, and the State would
finally acquiesce in Black Kepublican
rule or at best, that something less than
lecession would be adopted, and our en-
ergies exhausted in liuiiless expedients
and unavailing threats. Now that ihe

Union, 'rightor wrong,'and civil war is inev-itable. Let them join the South in a deter-mined dtmanci on the North to do os justice,and the nullifying legislation of NorthernStates will be repealed, and slavery will be-cornea forbidden subject in Congress, and we
shall have peace. Our Union-savers now are
tne surest Union destroyers ; our advocates
for peace are the fomentors ot war."'

COUNTY MEETINGS IX VIRGINIA.
A meeting washeld at King and tiueen C.

H , Va., on the 19th inst. The Committee on
Resolutions made a long report, terminating
with three resolutions. The report, which
declared Lincoln's elec'ion not a sufficient
cause lor dissolution, was laid on the table:but the resolutions were unanimously adopt-ed. They leeommend first, that the Gover-
nor call the Legislature together immediately:
second, that Virginia invite a conference oithe Southern Mates: and third, that the Leg.
islatnre appoint delegates "to meet iheir
Northern brethren in conference. In Amelia
county, on the "Jvld iust., a public meeting
adopted resolutions earnestly requesting the
Legislature to call a state Convention, and
asking the Governor to convene the Legisla-
tureearly in December. In Goochland co.,
on the 19th,a public meetingadopted a reso-
lution suggesting to Gov.Letcher to call the
legislature together on the Ist of December.
Other resolutions also adopted, declare that
" the election <>i Abraham Lincoln to the Pres-
i lency is &n open and official avowal by a
popularmajority of the North aud of the na-tion that the past aggressions oi Black Repub-
licanism are right ; aud that aggressions
againstoar rights are to be persisted in with
greataggravation for the future." A meeting
was held in Siaunton, Augusta CO., Va.,on
the 20th iust., presided over by Hon. A. H. H.
Stuart. Theresolutions adopted aliirm that,
"borderingus Virginia does on that portion
of the Confederacy trom which danger to the
Institution of slavery is threatened, so far a*
her interests in that institution are concerned,
secession is no remedy ;" ask the Southern
States to joinwith Virginia in testing the effi-
ciency of remedies providedby the Constitu-tion in the Union ; askingthe Northern people
to observe their constitutional obligations to
the South, and "remove from their statute
books the acts intended to thwart, if not to
nullify, the act of Congress concerning fugi-
tive slaves,and that they instruct their repre-
sentatives, as we shall instruct ours, to keep
from the halls of Congress thatbitter apple of
National discord?the agitating discussion of
the subject ofslavery.-' Aresolution offered as
a substitute for those adopted and urging the
call of a State Convention, was rejected.

CONSERVATISM IN ALABAMA.. The Motile Register publishesa letter from
"a large slaveholder" of Alabama, opposing
dissolution on account of Lincoln's election.
The letter contains the following view's, so
unusual to the latitude iv which they are ut-
tered : |

CONCLUSION OF A POISONING TRIAL.?The
trial of Mrs. Sarah Ann Healey and R. S.
Richardson, at Portsmouth, N. H., on an in-
dictmeat for murder in the first degree, in
havingpoisoned Stephen Healey, husband of
the first named, at Auburn, on the 6th of
March, was brought to a close on Saturday
nieht, the jury returninga verdict of acquit-
tal in Mrs. Healey"i case, and guilty of mur-
der iv the second degree against Richardson.
Richardson was sentenced to thirtyyears' im-
prisonment. The Manchester American re-
marks as follows upon the trial:

"The point ou which the trial turned was,we apprehend,a piece of evidence introducedas refuting testimony, by the Government,
Friday night. It purported to be a letter ad-dressed by Richardson to one Carlos Seavey,requesting him to come intoCourt at d swearthat at the time he (Seavey) worked far Hea-
ley in 'o.i, he furnisiied Healey with somestrychnine, and urging him to be the witness'friend, for he needed a friend, and could only
be saved by this coarse, provided Mrs. E-ing-
maiddid not own up. Seavey did notappear
to testify, but this document was found upon
his person, and although without signature,
Wai evidently in Richardson's hand-writing.?
I: took the accused and their, counsel com-
pletely hv surprise.

"The verdict gives Richardson a home in the
State Prison for life. The fact of Mrs. Healey
beinga woman iv feeble health may haveworked apea the sympathies of tne jury,and
contributed in a measure to her acquittal.?
Agiiu, there was no evidence that she hadpurchased strychnine on or near the time of
the death of her husband, although she had
threatened to put him out of the way, at dif-
ferent time-, if he did not stop drinking.

"The trial has been conducted with a great
d-al ofability on both sides. In some respects
it is the most important murder trial ever
held in this country, and it is similar in im-
portftnee to the great Palmer case, tried inEngland. It is the first strychnine case in
New England, or at least the" lirst in which
tne testimony of chemical experts hasbeeude-
pended upon."

Fkom Mexico? Tne Capture */ (Juadalaiara.

Tl:e steamship Tennessee has arrived at New
Orleans, with.Vera Cruz dates to the '.21st?
She brings intelligencethat, altera liveweeks,'
tiege, tbe city of Guadalajara has at length
fallen, and is now garrisoned by Liberal
forces. The capitulation was concluded be-
tweenGeneral (JastUlo, as the friend of the
Church party, and Gen. Zaragnuua, Cotn-
maiidei-in-Chief of the Liberal forces, the
conditions of which, however, were broken
by the former, who fled tow,- ids Tepie, fol-
lowed by Generals Woll and Espejo, whose
troopsat once joinedthe Liberal army.

Theentrance of the Liberal troops in Gua-
dalajara was effected with the utmost order,
and pains were taken at once to attend to the
wounded and sick, aud to clean the city.?
Shops and commission houses are open Hgaiu ;
the troops.are fed en masse in the open plaza,
and presented with new uniforms by the in-
habitant*.

It uppears that the battle, decisive of the
fate ofGuadalajara,took placeactually about
two leagues Horn that city. There the re-
lieving artoy under Gen.Marquez and a de-
tachment under Gen. Castillo, numbering in
all some 10,000 men, were met, attacked and
utterlyrouted by the Liberals under Gen. V.o-
ragoza, so that very few ever found their way
back again to the city. The Generals only es-
caped with their lives, leaving fifty pieces of
artillery,ali their stores and ammunition, and
2,000 prisoners iv the hands ol the canny.?
i'iie prisoners, however, were soon alter let
at liberty,on the capitulation of the city,
which was the necessary consequence of the
battle.

Gen. Doblado was expected on the liith oi
November in Guauajuato, where grea: prepa-
rations were on foot lor welcoming him.

Seven thousand more cavalry were expected
in Moreliu, to march with the Liberal forces
upon Mexico. Rajas and "Browne ville" Car-
vtijilare their leaders.

The Hritish Legation at the city of Mexicohad been sacked by order of Miramon and
Robles, and from the million of dollars there
ou deposit, belonging to the English bond-holders, nearly one-half of a million has beeu
taken by force, neither respecting seai or flag
of ihe British nation. In the absence of Mr.
Mathew, the British Charge, the Spanish Min-
ister has protested against theoutrage. Every
effort is made to defend the city, the only epo;
low iv the possession of the Church parly.

The Spanish Minister, it is said, was to
leave for Puebla, finding the region about the
capital too volcanic.

1 am surprised to see that men of the law
can conscientiously advocate secession as a
constitutional measure. This is equal to say-
ingaman has a right to kill himself. The Con-
stitution has not provided for its own destruc-
tion. It was formed by the people of the
States inConvention, not by the States as
governments,and when formed, it was refer-
red back to the samepeople in Convention for
ratillcatioL, and they ratified it. And theseUnited Satesbecame one government, with asmuch power as the peoplesaw fit to give it ;
and, ail that is set down in the Constitution is
the supreme law of the laud; and Mcesaieaor
forcibleopposition to it is tremson. Nullification
is uot so bad. That simplyrefers toa law, ana
may be adjudicatedby the courts. But seces-
sion strikes at the Constitution aud is trimson.
Now, I have lived under this Constitutionever since its first formation, and have never
felt oppression, and I venture to say, that iv
this whole broad Union there is not an honfft
man will say he has. The Union and the
Constitution are ourprotection, and still we
are lnng hot shot and shells into them. For
what 1 Because Massachusetts, Vermont,andother States have passed unconstitutional
laws, have nullifle lor tried to nullify a law
of Congress, which the Courts have.'or will
declare null and void. "The fool rageth and
is confident," and by following his advice we
will jeopard the best interests of our country
aud of the world.

An Incident of thk Chinhsb Wiß.-A
letter from Chinasays:

"When the French troops entered the forti-
fled village of I'ohtang-ho,they found that its
inhabitants and defenders bad evacuated it.
in several houses were fouud large earthen-
ware jars, nearly live feet high, placed iv out-
of-the-way corners, and filled with water.
Union the surface of the water in one'wa*
seen a human foot, and ou the jars being
broken, tbe dead body of a woman was found
in each ! From the appearance of the bjdies,
the women could only have been dead a short
lime, aud death must have been caused by be-
iug plungedheadforemost into the water. It
wasafterwards ascertained that the inhabit-
ants of the town had killed in this strange
way such of their womenas were not strong
enough to support a long march, and might
in consequence have fallen into tbe hands of
the couquerore. Altogether,about one hun-
dreddead bodies were lound." Thesame letter
says ; "When theFrench, alter a severe strug-
gle, had possessed themselves of the large fort,
they found iv acornera mandarin, surrounded
by a detachment of Chinese infantry. He
was greatly excited, aud endeavored, both by
languageand gestures, to induce his soldiers
to return to the combat. Not succeeding, he
declared that he would not survive such dis-
grace, and then he cut his throat with his
sword. He had to make three gashes before
he succeeded in his purpose. As a geueral
rule the Chinese do not seem to fear death."

Deducting these two clashes, the number ofletters actually conveyed in the mail;-, and
failing to reach the person* addressed, may beestimated at litUe less than two millions a
year. Particular efforts have beeu made toascertain the true reasons why letters, espe-
cially those with valuable enclosures, failed
to reach their destination, ana it is satisfac-
torily established, in the large majority ofcases, that the fault is with the writers them-selves,either in misdirecting or illegibly di-recting theircommunications. Ry way of il-
lustrations it is stated as the result of inqui-
i.e< which have been made, thai more than
sixty per cent, of the letters containingmoney
recently restored to their owners, ruled toreach their destination entirely from being
misdirected,held for postage, or addressed to
transient persons. In reference to letters with
valuable enclosures other than money, there-
suits have been found still moreglaring; over8U percent, have been either misdirected, held
forpostage, oraddressed to transient persons.
Theseare the proportions of cases explained.
Further investigationsou thi-pointwill tend
further to exemplify these positions.

The whole uumber ot dead letters containing
money, registered and sent out duringtheyearending June 30, 1859, was <),~,-2C>, of which
9,574 were delivered, leaving 1,15* unclaimed.
The whole amount of money received was?45,616.14; amountrestored to owners941,143.---71.

The number of letters registered aud sent
oat containing valuableenclosures other thanmoney, such as bills of exchange, drafts,
bonds, treasury warrants, ..Vc, was 6,647, of
which 7,738 have been restored to the owners,
leaving unclaimed 909. Theamountoftheen-
closures was £2,502,293.11; the amount of the
enclosures insterling was £6,983155.5 d.;the
amount of theenclosures in francs was 104,121.

Among the difficulties enumerated by the
Postmaster General in the way ol returning
to writers dead letters not containing euclo-
sures ot \ iluh, are the following:

"Thousands of letters are written by tran-
sientpersons, ofwhom the postmaster at the
mailing office know nothing. Again: many
letters are addressed at random to transient
'persons wheare traveling, and on unimpor-
tantmatters; and the writers ofsach, if foundand notified,would probably notreclaim them.These facts have been demonstrated by actual
experiment made iv tLis department. Wut ofone thousand ca-.es, two-thirds of Uie writero
did uotcare to recover their letters; aud in
four hundred and forty-live cases out of fif-
teen hundred the writers of the letter* could
uot be found."?''.
