The devices upon this flag, it
Will be remembered, are similar 10 those upon
the flag first used by our Navy. It was the
flag under which the war of the Revolution
was begun. They wern dressed in green hunt-
ing shirts, with Henry's words, “Liberty or
Death,' in large white letters, on their bosoms.
They had buck's tails in their ha's and in
their belts tomahawks and scalping-knives.—
Their flerce appearance alarmed the pecple as
they marched tkrough thegountry. They did
good service in the battle at the Great Bridge
in December following.

VIEWS OF PRERIDENT BUCHANAN IN 1835.

There is greatauxiety, in view of the seces-
sion movements at the South, and the momen-
tous consequences likely to follow disruption
of the Union, to know the views of President
Buchananonall theimportant pointsinvolved
lu the controversy now agitating the couuntry.
Ihis anxiety will doubtless be relieved early
lu the coming week, (on Tuesday next, proba-
bly,) when the President's annual Message
will be commuunicated to Congress. Mean-
while, the following extract from a speech
made by Mr. Buchanan in the United States
Seuate in 1535, will be read with interest :

“The Constitution has, in the clearest terms,
recognized the right of property in slaves. It
prohibits any State, into which a slave may
bave fled, from passing any law to discharge
him from slavery, and declares that he shall
be delivered up by the autborities of such
State to his master. N i1y, more, it makes the
existence of slavery itne foundation of politi-
cal power, by giving to theose States, within
which it exists, representatives in Congress,
not only in proportion to the whole number
of free persous, but also in proportion to
three-fifihe of the number of slaves.

“Sir, this question of domestic slavery isa
weak pointin ocuripstitutions, Tariffs may be
riised aimost to prohibition, and then they
may be reduced so as to yield no adequute pro-
tection to the manufacturer;. our Union is
sufficiently strong to endure the shock. Fierce
political storms may arise; the moral elements
of the country may become convulsed by the
struggles of ambitious men for the highest
honors ef government. The sunshine does
not more ceriainly succeed the storm than
that all will agaiu be peace. Touch thiz ques-
tion of slavery—Jjet 1t once be muade manifest
to the people of the South that they cannot
live with us,except in & state of continual ap-
prehension, and alarm for their wives and
children, for all that is near to them wupon
earth, and the Union is from that moment
dissolved. It does notthen become a question
of expediency, but of self-preservation. Itis
& question brought home to the flresides, to
the domestic circle of every white man in the
Southern Siates.”

A NBEW ORGANIZATION.

The Norfolk Day Bock notices a new organ-
ization, calied the “*Ready Men,” as follows:

There are over three hundred “Ready Men™
in thiscity, who are reguiarly organized and
ready at 4 moment’s notice to siand by the
State. Their motto is “Union,” if it can be
had with honor to the South; if not, they
go in for Virginia first, the South next. The
Ready Menarehavicgdaily accessions to their
rauks, and propose to hold a public meeting
inafew days, at which they will avow their
sentiments and admit all who wish to sign.—
They have made application for arms and ac-
coutrements, which they expect to receive as
soon aa they are fuily organized into compa-
nies, acd have selected their officers. Their
uniform is to be black pants, red shirt, (after
the style worn by the Lexington Cadets at
Harper's Ferry,) glaze caps a la militaire and
white gloves, with cross-beits, &ec., &c. They
are working warmly and systematically, un.
der the la w pas by the last session of the
Legisiature, and s0 guietly, that it was by the
merest accident that even we, who are ever on
the gui vere for news, tound out the tenor of
their ways.

THROUGH PASSAGE TO NEW YORK.

The Charlotte (N. C.) Balletiu, of Tuesday,
has the following :

George W. Boulware, from DBuackingham
county, Va, but recently of Fairfield District,
South Carolina, arrived in this city yesterday
afternoon over theCharlotte & S C. Railroad,
and was sent forward last night by Express,
cousigned to Horace Greeley, of the New York
Tribune. The said Boulware was shipped
from Winnsboro’, in the neighborhood ot
which place he had been engaged in illicit
traffic with negroes, and had been guiity of
violent incendiary language. He had been
striped 150 times, shaved and passage mouey
furnished for his transit northward.

About one hundred or more of our fellow
citizens wouk charge of Boulware on his arri-
val and turned him over toour Marshal, who
placed him in the “jock-up” for safe-keeping
until the departure of the Express train.—
Everything passed off quietly.

A STEAMER IN A TERRIBLE CONDITION.—
The Cleveland (Obio) Journal gives a descrip-
tion of the suffering experienced in a storm
on Lake Erie. 1ltsays:

Thus when near Cleveland on Friday even-
ing, the unfortunate steamer had to put about
and for twenty-four hours endured ere of the
mos*t terrible storms that ever blew on Lake
Erie. The snow, hard and cutting as parti-
cles of ice,dashed in the faces of the sailors,
the heavy seas made clean breaches over the
veseel, smashing her bulworks and badly
wrecking her at every blow. Ice formed
everywhere, o that icicles depended from the
roof of the cabins, and sheet ice cased the
floors. Costly mirrors, handsome furniture,
lamps, vases, and all the other elegant fittings
of this beautiful steamer, were dashed to the
deck in one common roin. The pussengers
clung together, expecting every moment to be
their last. Toadd to the horrors of the situa-
tion, the fuel gave out, aud the engines were
keptgoing by burning up some of the freight,
and poriions of the furniture. At vne time
the steamer lay over on Ler side and all hope
was abandoned except by the officers, who
pever flinched for a moment. A quantity of
heavy freight was thrown off, and she once
more righted, When near Cleveland for the
last time the larboard wheel dropped oft and
was lost, making it extremely Jdifficult for the
steamer to enter the port. She now lies atthe
dock, and a visit to her can alone give a cor-
rectidez of the sufferingand dangers of that
terrible trip.

GREAT BRITAIN,
Financial Crisis.

The minimum rate of disconnt was raised
by the Bauk of Evngland on the 15th instant to
6 per cent., although no gold was withdrawn
that day,and none has been since. This move-
ment was telegraphed to the Bank of France,
and the contemplated additional withdrawal
of more gold from the Bank of Eugland by
that Bank was suspended. Australian goid
to the value of £570,000 arrived on the 16th,
which was immediately bought for the Bank
of France, and this temporarily prevented any
Iur:}hcr withdrawals from the ﬁank of Eng-
land.

There was more confldence in financial cir-
cles on Friday, and the funds slightly im-
proved, closing firm. The discount market
continuned to present ananxiousand unsettied
appearance, and no business bhad been done
below the Bank minimum, and in mavy cases
6., per cent. was the lowest rate that would
be taken. Three months paper was not nego-
unble below 7 per cent., aud gix months paper
at § per cent, The amount of business done
at the Bauk on Friday, although not amount-
ing to a pressure, was large. On the Stock
Exchauge the rate for short leans, (Fovern-
ment security, was about fonr per cent.

Paris advices say thatalthough the pressure
for gold on the Bank of Frauce continued,
that establishment had decided not to raise its
rate of discount above 4 per cent. tor the
present. It was thought the Bank of France
would continue to obtain gold supplies from
England, but the Times’ city article maintains
that this need excite no uneasiness, although
the drain on the Bauk of krance since the
gtntement is said to have been immense.

The shares of the Grand Trunk Railway, of
Ouanada, railiec three per cent.on the 10th.

Itis rumored that the Duke of Newcastle is
to receive the Order ¢f the Garter, now in the
gift f ber Majesty, owing to the death of
Ricbhmond.

The express mail train from Glasgow to
L.ondon, when at full speed, ran into acattle
train ou the Trent Valley Railway. Nine
persons, mostly drovers, and thirty head qf
cattle, were killed. All the passengers mi-
raculously escaped unharmed.

FRANCE.

There were rumors of ministerial changes
rife. 1t was reported that M. Laihy, who
figured in the Savoy negotiations, was to be
Minister of the Interior.

It was said thatat the Cabinet Council a
plan for the army reserve was finally settled.

A project was on foot to abolish the present
system of venerable Turioughs, and to estab-
lish a reserve on the plan of the Prussian
leudereche, combined with that of the Eng-
lish miliua,

The commercial treaty of France and Eng-
land was completed at Paris on the 16th, and
received final signatures. Mr. Cobden was
said to pe completely prostrated by his labors.

The Bourse on tue 16th was firmer and y
higher, closing at 691. 95¢.

ITALY.

There was no movement of importance.

There was a report that a conspiracy had
been discovered at Gaeta against Francis 11,
Two officers and two men were shot.

Toe otlicial Piedmontese Gazette of the 15th
says that the Neapolitans, under Geuveral Sa-
breasus, had propused to Fanti the surrender
of the Neapolitan troops, who remained out-
side of Guaeta, consisting of ten battalions of
chasseurs and a regiment of cavalry. Fanti
rejected the proposition,

After a combat, on the 12 b, the Bourbon
troops re-entered Gaeta, and the Surdinians
took up fresh positionsaround she town. The
garrison of Gaeta consisted of eighteen bt
talions, but a dispatch announces that two
merchant steamers, carrying French colors,
had left Gzeta with troops, suppesed tor Ci-
vita Vecchia,

Tbe Lazzarcni at Naples indulged in a de-
monsiration in favor of Guaribaldi and the
Dictatorship, and were dispersed by the
troops.

Yictor Emanuel had prohibited the destruc-
tion of Fort Stalms.

Providence has presented Italy
with Victor Emmanuel, and by the side of
Victor Emmanuel every quarrel should be
forgotten. Once more 1 rejeat my battle cry—
“To arms, all of you!” If March, 1561, does
not find a million of Italians-in arms, then,
alas for liberty! alas for Ttaly! Let the
March of i861, or, if necessary, of February,
flud us all at our posts. ltalians of Calata-
fina, Palermo, Volturno, Ancona, Castelfi-
dardo and Iserni, every man of this land who
is nota coward or a<lave is on our side. All
of us, all of us, I say, standing round theglo-
rious hero of Palesiro, will etrike the last
blow at the crumbling edifica of tyranny.

Receive, volunteers, the honored conquerors
of battles, one word of farewell from me to-
day. Iam obliged to retire; butitis for a few
days only. The hour of battle will flud me
with you again. Let those ouly return @
their homes who are called by the imperative
duties of their families, and those who by
their wounds have deserved the gratitude of
their country. Those will serve Italy in their
homes, by their counsels and the very aspect
of their noble wounds. Apart from these, let
all others remain to guard our gleorious ban-
ners.

We shall meet ere long, again to march to-
gether for the redemption of our brethren
who are still the slaves of the stranger.

Mr. Branch, of Petersburg, (lay delegate, ) —

The question was taken, and Mr. May ad-
mitted 1nto the traveling connection.

The Board of Stewards made a report upon
certain memoriais from the Petersburg and
Lynchburg stations in relation to the manner
of dividing the Conference collections and as-
sessing the salary of the Piesiding Eider, ac-
companied by certain resolations.

These resolutious provide that, hereafter, in
assessiug the Conference collection and salary
of the Presiding Elder among the various cir-
cuits and stations, a just and equilable basis
ehall be adopteo, having reference both to
numbers and to pecuniary ability, without
pressing heavilyupon any,aud operating equit-
ably upon all.

The first resolution being before the Confer-
ence,

Rev. Messrs. Coulling and Langherne dis-
cussed the matter,

Mr. Brauch, of Petersburg, advocated the
adoption of the repert, and declared that the
plan adopted by the Peétersburg (Quarierly
Oonference was the proper one,

Rev. Dr. Smith thought that willingness to
contribute had sometimes been mistaken for
ability to contribute, by the district stewards,
and as the cities were generally more willing
to pay, they were sumetimes indiscreetly as.
gessed.

Rev. Mr. Langhorne agreed with Dr. Smith,
and the language of the resolutions, that num-
bers and ability should be estimated as a
fluancial basis. He spoke with some spirit in
regard (o the manuer in which Presiding El-
ders were sometimes met. The stationed
preacher got all, and the Elder, if he was not
present at the quarter!y meeting, was left to
“suck his flugers,” aud got nothing.

Rev. Dr. Lee took occasion, in his remarks,
to speak of the covetousness of the Church
and of the age,

Rev. Mr. Bennett, in reply, said that the
Methodists of Virginia were most liberal in
their coniribputions; they bad given 109,000
to endow Randolph Macon College, #74,000 to
the Publishing House, aud £20,000 to Missions,
beside a liberal support to tne pastors of the
Church. He protested against the idea that
the Church was illiberal,

Rev. Dr. Lee denied with much spirit that
he had declared that the members of the
Church were stingy. He was, himself, the
best witness of their liberality, but he did
believe that many men, even within the
sound of his voice, loved money more than
they ought.

The report and resolutions were adopted.

Rev. Mr. McCaunley and Rev. Mr. Lemon,
of the Baltimore Confereuce, were iutro-
duced.

Tke Conference then took up the order of
the day, the reportof the committee on the
exhibit of the Richmond Christian Advocate.

The committee, through Rev. Dr. Cowles,
reported that, after careful consideration, they
found that the Advoeite is barely seif-sus-
taining, if indeed it be not conducted at a loss.
They recommend that each preacher make an-
nual reporis to the Conterence of the sab-
£cription lists within the bounds of his charge,
Thoey also recommend that the expenditures
be confined within the most economical lim-
its; that the Clerk’s salary be but $500; the
free list abolished, and papers furnished to
preachers at £1.25 per annum, with an allow-
ance of 25 cents on each subscriber obtained.
They declare thatit would have been impos-
sible to have given satisfaction to the public,
in the embarrassed condition of the office.—
The committee speak highly of the sbilities ot
the editor, and concur in the plan of lay co-
operation recommended by the publishing
committee of the Advocate,

Rev. Dr. Rosser made a speech, giving an ac-
count of his conduct of the paper since 1:53,
and at the afternoon session of the Conference
resigued his editorship.

A resolution, placing the paper in the hands
of 4 committee of laymen and ministers, was
adopted.

Adjourned.

Tnz COLORING OF GOLD.—Different shades
of culur are given to ornaments of gold by ex-
posing them to different chemical agents,
which dissolve out a portion of the copper
and silver alloy, while they have scarcely any
action on the gold. By this process the sur-
face of the ornament appears like pure gold,
while below the surface the quantity of copper
or of silver may be counsiderable. The Freuch
Jewellers possess a number of recipes for giv-
ing color to gold, the most common of which
18 & mixture of two parts nitre, one part sea
salt, and ene of Roman alum. Of this mixture
a quantity is taken about three times the
weight of the jewels which are te be colored,
aund a concentrated soiution is made with boil-
ing water. Tue jewels are kept in this sola-
tion, at the bouing point, trom fifteen to
twenty-five minutes, according to the shade
required. They are then taken oat, washed
in water, and the operation is finished. Toe
surface of the gold 1s duli, but perfectly uni-
form, but can be made lustrous by burnishing.
They lose about oue-sixteenth of their weight
by this operation.

10 the South and her institutions.
