BOUTS CAROLINA.
A bill to provide new holidays for the State

has been introduced iv tho South Carolina
Legislature. It abolishes the celebration of
the Fourth of July,and establishes in its place
the observance of the _*-th of June, the antii-
versaryof the battle of Fort Moultrie. The
other holidays are Good Friday, Christmas,
New Years Day, Thanksgivingand fast day.'.
A correspondent of the New York Times,
writingfrom Columbia, says :

"To judge from the music heard here, a
stranger would think he had landed iv a
French province.

The Georgia Hou.e ol Representatives have

unanimously passed a vote of censure upon
the Governorof that State, Hon. Joseph E.
Brown. It appears that tbe Governorin ve-
toing the Hank Belief bill intimated tbat it
had been passed through corrupt influences
ui<:d by the bauks. The Legislature requested
an explanation. The Governor replied that
"no charge of bribery was intended; that the
languageused was general, aud was intended
to be directed against what is usuallyknown
as lobby influence, when geutiemen leave
their homes and spend money lor traveling
purposes, tavern bills, Ac, &c, tot the pur-
pose ofhangingaround the General Assembly
to try to influence the minds of members so
a« to procure the passage of a particularbill."
The reply closed with the hint that "conncioea
innocence- would not have appropriated to
itself languagein which there was uo impu-
tation of criminalitymade. The House did
not like the answer, and the following resolu-
tions were passed?ayes 113, nays n :Be it Resolved, ihat ilia Excsil.noy Governor
Brown, has not only at.used the privilege* ol this
House, bat nas tailed to maintain, in his official
interoour>,ewith this body, that dijtnityofdeport
ment which becomes thß Oinet .Magistrate of
Ueorgia.

The Committee of Thirty-three will not be

called together by Mr Corwin before Tuesday
next. Ills reason for this delay is said to have
beeu to allow time for the Southern members
to consult as to the demands they shall make
of the Committee, and _.Uo for the Republi-
cans tocousultas to what they shall yield.-
He also desires the House to act on the appli-
cation of Mr. Hawkins, of Florida, to be ex-
cused from serving. Mr. Boyce, of South
Carolina, will also, it is said, make a similar
application, aud an exciting debate may be
expected on these applications u-morrow
morning. The House, it is thought, will not
excuse either of them, though, of course, they
cannot be compelled to attend the meetings of
the Committee.
