Will Kansas bea substitate for
South Carolina ]

Deeply as we feel this humiliating disap-
pointment of the hopes and expectations of ail
patriotic hearts, profoundly as we may regret
that South Carolina could notawait the co.op-
eraiion of Virgicia and other Southern States
we have no reproaches to utter against that
heroic aud generous Commounwealth. Vir-
ginia feels as deeply as Carolina the long ca-
reer of injustice and wrong, of spoliation and
aggression, of rapine and blood, which has
compelled the South to make a flnal stand for
self-preservation, and irritated a proud and
high-toned people beyoud the capacity of far-
therendurance. We have believed,and often ex-
pressed the belief, that, by a generaland united
demand of the Southern States every right
which they possess and every guarautee which
they require would be conceded by the North-
ern States. Half-way measures are worse than

noue, apd divided counsels more dangerous
than no counscls atall. Owr Northern friends
themselves esarnestiy call upon us tounite among
ourselves, and, for Heaven's sake, mot to be satis-
Aied with temporary erpedients, and surd emol-
itents for @ disease which lies deep in the bloed.
Let us hear this voice. Let the slave States
stand together, one and all. Dury to them-
selves, to tbeir Northern friends, to the
Uanion, demands that we keep together, front
and rear, and advance in a solid column.—
‘We regret that South Carolina has felt it her
daty, “solitary and aione,” to precipitate
events, but we have no jealousy of her orany
other State. Virginia is too proud to be jeal-
ous. Her Past is too glorious; her Future, in
auy event, too graudly foresbadowed in her
geographical position, her inexhaustible min-
eral resources, her magnificent harbors and
rtvers, aud in the character of a people who»
in the harmonious combination ot all the vir-
tues that adorn humanity, have no equals on
the face of the earth, to permit her for oune
moment to covet the blessings, or envy the
lanrele of any sister state. 1f Virginia does
not follow cloze on the heels of South Caro-
lina, it will be because, in the exercise of her
free and independent judgment, she chooses
todeliberate, to be circumspect, to look around,
to look ahend, to look above. But,in no event
will she or any State of the South, permit co-
ercien to beemployed agninst South Oarolina-

In all the Northern and English newspapers
which treat of affaire in the South, we find a
disposition to exaggerate the difficulties
arising from the necessity of keeping in sub-
jection the slave population of this quarter of
the country. It is, of course, viewed in dif-
ferent lights, according to the disposition of
the writer ; but by all, even by the President
of the United States, we are represented as
reposing upon a mire of gunpowder. To our
friends in the North apd in Eugland we would
say, give yourselves vo apprehepsion upon
that head. To our enemies we would veuture
1o suggest that they are reckouning without
theirhost in expecting aid from such a quarter-

We will venture to say. that the system of
slavery in the Southern Ntates of this Union,
has presented fewer cases of riot, insubordi-
npation, and insurrection, from its foundatien
to the present day, and has been the parent of
jess bloodshed, than any other system of labor
ihat ever existed the same length of time.—
‘We believe that more lives were lostin the
single insurrection of Southampton, (lives of
masters, we mean,) than in all the other slave
risings that were ever attempted pul together,
and the lives lost in that case did not amouunt
tosixty. Itisimpossible toconceiveanything
more hopeless than the success of a slave re-
bellion, in any part of the South, and the
slaves know this as well as their masters.—
Even the proclamation of freedom, mude by a
royal Governor, backed by a fleet aud army,
to all slaves who would rise in the causeot
GeorGE 111, failed to produce a single cases
even of mutiny. A siugle riot in a maunufac-
turing town in Great Britain has often occa-
sioned more bloodshed than all the slavein-
surrections thatever took place in the South-
ern States of this Union.

Qur enemles represent usas living in a state
of comstant terror from this cause. Nothing
‘was ever farther from the truth. Timid per-
sons there are, undoubtedly among the slave-
holders, who are afraid of everythirg. But
ihey are rare exceptions. The greut body of
the slaveholders pass their time in as much
tranquility as any other class of persons
whatever. They do net fear the negroes, be-
cause they treat them well; because they
know that the negroes are too well aware of
the folly of attempting what must end ia their
owa inevitable destruction, aud beczuse, with
very few exceptions, they are pertectly con-
tented with their lot

Another fallacy indulged in by the class of
Northern men who draw their ideas ot the
South from HeLPER's book, is, that the white
men of the South who own no negroes would
gladly see the slaves emancipated. Now, the
non-slaveholders, strange as it may seem to
the abolitioniste, are the very men, of all
others, who are most jealous of Northern in-
terference with the negroes. They hate aboli-
tionism and abolitionists far more than the
great slaveholders. There are several reasons
for this. In the first place, every man of them
looks forward to the day when he may become
a slaveholder himeelf. Secondly,every oue of
them is conpected iu some way or other with
persons who own slaves. Thirdly, they have
been bred up amoug elaves, aud are gener-
ally copservative in their views. Fourthly,
they koow that if the negroes were emancipa-
ted this would be no country for the white
man, and that while the rich could get away,
they would be compelied to live amoung them.

Much stress is laid by HeLPER upon the
fact that there are only 350,000 slaveholders
old and yovrg, male awd female, He tur;e.-
that every one of these has numerous connec-
tous. He overlooks Lhe 350,000 o verseers, who
derive their maintenance from slavery, and
who, never having been accustomed to man-
nal labor, would be like 80 mauy fish out of
waler were siavery abolished. He forgets
that these are all men in the prime of exist-
eace, meu of bone and muscle—men of spirit
acd euergy—an immense army of themselves,
350,000 strong. Give 1w each of these men a
wife and three children, aud you will find at
once nearly two millions iuterested in sla.
very,and depeudent upon it, from this source
alone. HxLrin onrlookod all this, and tbe
followers of HxLrsR continually overlook it
Wwhen they calculate upon finding the non-
slavebolders favorable o their schemes.

The New York Tumes sports another fallacy
Wwith great persistency. Itis trying to prove
that the Siate of Massachusetts is worth
more than all the cotton States, and says that
Lowell alone produces more than South Ca-
rolins, sud Fhilsdelpbia more than a dozen
SBouth Oarolinas rolled into one.
