Fort MouLtriE—Fort Mouitrie, at the
mouth of Charleston harbor, is named in
honor of Generai William Moultrie, one of
the bravest patriots of the American Revolu-
tion, who gained a memonal victory at the
fortress over the British squadron, June 2sth,

1776. Moultrie was & nauve of South Caro-
lina, and of Scottish descent. He early
espoused the cause of American indepen-

dence, and in March, 1776, was ordered to con-
struct a fort on Suliivan Island, at the mouth
of Charleston harbor,and wns angaged upon
the work when the British fleet appeared off
the coast, He was advised to abandon the
fortress, as General Charles Lee, bis superior

officer, declared it was no better than “a
slavghter pen.” But Moultrie had faith in
bis own work, and defended the fort with

great skill and valor, and drove away the
g

One British ship was lost, and two
wvere so riddled as to bave almost be-
come wrecks, The loss of the enemy v

kiiled apd wounded. The Americana had |
killed and 26 wounded. The {ortress was
hardlyiujured by thefire of the British squad-
ron, aud whem the batile was over, every gun
ou the fort but ons was still in position. The
determination and courage of Moultrie in this
ergagement elicited great praise, aud the fort
was, by universal assent, numed in honor of its
skiliful builder and gallant defendcer.
