In intercourse he is very
courteous, and his rich voice and abundant
gesticulations go well together, He is always
agreeable and gentlemaniy; firm and dignified,
A man of undaanted courage, and as a true
soldier may be relied on to vbey orders and to
do his duty.”
FORT SUMTER,
The fort in which the Government troops
have now concentrated, is five miles from the
Charleston Battery. It is thus described by
the Charleston Mercury :

Fort Sumter is built upon an artificial
island, at Qe entrance of our barbor. The
fonudation being of stone, it must be of the
strongest mnature. That portion of the fort
above the water line is of brick and concrete
of the most solid character. Its plan is a
iruncated pentagon, with one side parallel to
the adjoining shore, thus presenting an augle
to the channel. Of the truncated angles the
eastern, western and northern are simply
formed into Pan-compres, whilst the other two
are formed of two small faces, making an an-
gle of about fifteen degrees with the sides ot
the peatagon. At each intersection of the
small faces is a sally-port. The height of the
parapet above the water-line is sixty feet. On
the eastern and western sides are the barracks
for the privates, mess ball, kitchen, &¢. On
tue southern side are the officers’ quarters,
which are finished in very handsome style.

1t is mounted with the heaviest guuns of the
United States service, arranged in three tiers,
the two lower being Casemates and the n per
Barbette guns. The Casemate guns are those
which are fired from an embrasure in the
Scarp Walls, and are protected from the ene-
my’s siells by an arched bomb-proof covering
over-head: tbhe Barbette, those which fire over
the parapet, which exposes the cannouiers to
the fire of the enemy, although, in this in-
stauce, the height of the ramparts is so great
that there is comparatively no danger trom
the shot of an enemy’s fleet. The armament
conpsists of 110 pieces, placed in 1he tollowing
order: The heaviest guus, such as the 37 and
6i-pounders, on the first tier; 21 and 32-pound-
ers on the second tier ; Columbiads (5 and 10
inch) and heavy sea-coast mortars on the top
of the ramparts.

The heaviest pieces are turned toward the
harhor, the lighter toward the land side:
which side is further protected by musketry,
for which loopholes arecut iz the Scarp Wall.
The number of each kind of gun »s about thirty
6i-pounders, the same numberof 32-pounders,
forty 24-pounders, ten of each calibre of Co-
lumbiad, ten 13-inch and ten I0-inch mortars,
capable of throwing about four thousand
(4,u00) pounds of shot and four thousand three
hundred (4,206) pounds of shell at each dis-
charge.

Oa the terra-parade plain aresituated two
furnaces for heating shot. The magazines are
situated on the inner sides of the sally ports,
and contain, at present, 10,000 pounds of pow-
der, and a proportionate quantity of shot and
shell. The landing to the fort is on the south-
eru or lamd side, and is formed by a whart
projecting towards the shore, and also ex-
weuding the length of that face,

This fort would be vearly impregnable if
flnished and properly mauned. It is &t pres.
ent so far completed thar, witha litile tem-
porary work, it could be made so strong as to
defy any atiack by atleet ot large vessels., 1ts
weakest point is on the south side, of which
the masounry is not ouly wesaker than that of
the other sides, but it is not protected by any
flask fire, which would sweep the wharf.—
Oace landed, ah entrance may, at the present
state of the construction, be easily made, for
the blinds of the lower embrasures, though
8ix inches in thickpness, may yet be easily
biown away, aud even if this was impossible,
ecaling ladders can reach those of the second
tier, whbich are not protected iu this manner.

Tais concludes the brief skeich of a fort
which is a most perrect spe®imen of civil and
military engineering. The whole work has
been conducted in & manuner that reflacts the
highest credit upon the engineers, and is
worthy to cccupy the preminent position that
it bolds, 1In conclusion, we take occasion to
allude to one puint ot especial besuty—che
coustruction of the arches—of which there are
neariy every variety—the “Fall Centre” the
“Segment,” the “*Groived,” the “Askew,” and
the “Rampant”—and to add that the walls at
their base are 12 feet thick,and at the top =4
feet thick.

Auother description of the forts in the har-
bor of Charleston says :

The two works which are desigued to com-
mand the eatrance of the harbor are Forts
Moultrie and Sumter. The latter is the
larger of the two, with three tiers of guus,
surrounded entirely by water, too shoal for
heavy ships to approach, and yet suflicient to
prevent the use ot batteries nearer than =0 or
000 yards, where the shore line appro.ches
mosi closely. With a very moderate garrison,
it would be entirely impregnable toany means
at the disposal of the State.

Fort Sumter lies about one mile from the
shore, directly on the main ship channel,
which passes between the fort and Sullivan’s
Islana, on which g& located Fort Moultrie,
aboutvne mile fistaut. From the battery of
Chbarleston city Fort Sumter lies about five
miles distant, standing out in the open bay,
one mile from the land on either side. Fort
Moultrie is, in military phrase, commanded
by Fort Sumter.

The following is a description of Castle
Pinckney, iuto which Governor Pickens has
thrown State troops * for the preservation ot
the property :»

Castle Pinckney is a small work, situated
on the southern extremity of “Shute’s Folly
Istand,” between the Hog and Folly Chaununels.
Though in itself not a very considerable mili-
tary work, yer, from its position, command-
ing as 1t does the whole line of our eastern
wharves, it becomes of the utmost importance
for it to be heid by the State authorities. 1t
18, in tact, the immediate outwork of the gity,
useful 10 annoy an invading fleet shoula 1t
pass the outer torts, and to render their land-
iog very difficult, if not imposeible.

1o ite plan it presents to the South a semi-
circular face; the eastern apd western faces
are formed by the line of rampart following
the direction of the taugent to thecirculararc
atits extremity. and for a distunce of twenty
yards: the norihern side is plain;at both the
northeastern and northwestern angles are
semi-circular bastions,the outer extremities of
the arcs being tangent respectively to the east-
ero and'western sides of the fort. There are
two rows of guns—the lower being in case-
ments, (bomb proof,) the embrasures for wm.ch
are about seven feet above low Water mark ;
and the upper being en bariterte. The height
of the rampart is twenty, and the width thir-
1y-two fret; the width of the outer wall and
of the parapet is six feet: the depihof the case-
ments is twenty feet, height ten; the diame-
ter (eastand west) of the castle is 170 feet,

The entrance is on the northern side, on
either side of which are the officers’and pri-
vates’ quarters, mess room, &e. The ascent
1o the barbette 1s made in the northeastern and
northwestern corners of the terre-parade-plein
Ia the ceutre of the latter is the furnace for
heating shot.

Around the foot of the scarp.-wall is a break-
water, about twelve feet in width, horizon-
tally, which bas its western sideextended ina
tapgent direction to the south, to form the
landing. The landing is protected by the fire
of several guns sweeping its length.

Thearmamentof thiscastlecousists of about
twenty-five pieces, 24 and 32 pounders, a few
sea-coast mortars, and six Columbiads—the
latter not beiog mounted. In the magazine is
a sufficiency of ammuarition, including shot
and loaded shell.

This work has been of late putinas thorough
repair as possible. Owing o the wantof veu-
tilation and the reverberation of the sound,
in an engagementthe lower tier of guus would
soeu become useless, and the occupants would
be obliged to resort onllx_-ely to the barbette
guns and mortars. In this case, the exposure
to the enemies’ direct shot would not be great,
for the parapet is higher than the hulks of
most ships, and much higher .hsn the adjoin-
ing shore, As to its importauce, alibough Ir
we possessed Forts Suwmter sud Moulirie it
would be of comparatively little use, yet if
a0 enemy possessed it, ils proxunity to the
city would enable the garrison w damage
Charleston seriously. .

UOAST FORTIPIOATIONS BEGUN.

RePuBLIOAN * INVINCIBLES ™ AND THE
INAuGURATION OF LINCOLN.—The Philadel-
phia * Republican Invincibles * held a regu-
lar mounthly meeting on Wednesday evening,
and after the trausaction of the usual busi-
ness, the subject of the viedt to Harrisburg
to aesist at the inauguration of Goy. Cartin,
was broached, and a member moved that—
“1tis inexpedient for theclub to visit-Harris-
burg.” Some opposition was made to the mo-
tion, on the ground that it was unnecessary, in
view of the tact that no motion to £0 had been
made. To this, the mover of the resolntion
replied, “that he wished the Republicans to
#tand by their principles, and he uesired some
decided expression of opinion, in order to as-
certain if it was possible that the clnb would
g0 t& Harrisburg after the *Qontinental
Speech ' (Referring to Goy. Curtin’s re-
marks atthe McClure dinner.)

The resolution was then adopted, and thus
the Harrisburg excursion dispensed with.

The Executive Committee having decided
that the Ciub should make an excarsion to
Washington, to assist in the inauguration of
Mr. Liocoln, a motion was made that the
Club approve of that act.

Mr. Hamilton desired the members to delib-
erate well before passing upon the motion.—
For one, he was ready to go to Washington ;
but he wished the members to say whether
they were prepared to go notwithstanding
any obstacles. There was no use disguising
the truth; it was probable that an attempt
would be made to stop them. They might be
prevented from going through Marylawd., In
view of these facts, were the members pre-
pared! Should they not go through a course
of drilling?

Mr. Newport cid not think the gentleman
Was correct in presuming that opposition
would be made to their progress.

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Tyue MONTGOMERY RAID—Opficial Statement.
The War Department has received a dispatch
from General Harney, concerning the Kansas
robber, Montgomery. His men visited Mont-
gomery’s “fort,”” but only found four women
and a son of the robber. Twoempty Sharp's
rifle boxes were found there. The dispatch
adds:

I believe that Montgomery's band is fully as
Iarge as represented to be: that they are aworn
to protect each other by perjury, assassination,
and in every way possibie. Taeir object is, as
declared publicly by themselves, to protect fu-
gitive slaves in the Territory, to assist them to
run away whenever an opportunity ofters,
“taking them East and receiving sixty dollars
per head,” and to drive out of the Territory
all who oppose them io so doing. A large
portion of the population on the border either
belongs to this organization or sympathise
with them, and those who do not dare not op-
pose them or give information concerning
them. I am =at<ifled tkat the greater part, if
not all of the donations which are sent to suf-
ferers in Ksausas, goes into the hands of this
band, and the greater portion of it is perverted
from the use jutended by purchasingarmsand
munitions of war forcarryingout their plaus,
It would take a large force to thoroughly
break up this band.

Montgomery has a regulariy organized band
of about sixty men, who receive ten dollars
per month, besides a portion of the robberies,
&e., and also spies and ruannvers all over the
country, who give him timely notice of any
movements set on foot sgainst him. The day
before the troops reached Mound City, Mont-
gomery's men, to the number of between four
hundred or five hundred, assembled and pass-
ed resolutions, a copy of which have beea pub-
lished in the Black Republican papers. 1
thick the best and cheapest way to catch
Monrgomary and his party will be to furnish
the Gouvernor with funds, and let him do it in
his own way.

Sap CaskE or RUIN AND ATTEMPTED SUI-
CIiDE.—Un Tuesday night, a girl named Ann
Burt, who is laboring under aberration of
mind, attempted to commit suicide by hang-
ing herself while in a cell at the lock-up, in
Boston. Her jife was saved with difficulty.—
The Boston Traveller says

The girl, who is about twenty-one years of
age, haudsome and well educated,was brought
from & house of ill-fame in Lowell street. She
says that she was born at Nortolk, Va., and
that her parents are dead. Two years agoshe
was attending one of the normal schools in
this State, when she became the victim of mis-
placed confldence. After ashort career ofdis-
sipation she found berself the compaunion of
those who endeavored to make her go into the
streets for the means of subsistence, and the
thoughts of this degradation rendered her
frantc and resulted in the desperate attempt
above recorded.

The attempt on President Qastilla's life is
thus described :

A 1hird attempt has been made to assassin-
ate Gen. Castilla, Presideat of Peru, and to
proclaim Qol. Firmin Castillo in his place.—
On the morning of the 23d of November, at
&X o'clock, Gastilla's private residence, in the
Calle de les Divorciados, was surrounded by
a part of the “Battalion de Lima,” under com-
mand of Capt. Enrique Lara, who were also
accompanjed by a number of private persons.
Itappears that Capt. Lara selected this homr
for the attack on the house, because at six
o’clock the servants issued liurefmm to go to
market, and he could thus gain admittance
without previously alarming the inmates.—
The troops were divided into two companies,
one of which waa to enter the house from a
side door by the Ualle de la Higuera, while the
other company was to enter by the principal
door in the Divorciados.

Lieut. Miguel ¥ranco, who was on guard at
the side door, was immediately shot dead, and
the insurrectionists gained admittance to the
house and to the bed-room of Castilia, when
the President was asleep. He, however, was
aroused in season by his wife, and springing
from his bed, was salated by a shot from a re-
volver, which was prevented from takingetfeet
by the pistol being knocked from the hand of
the assassin ae it exploded. Castilla then fled
to an upper room, followed by one or two more
shots, but ucaped' to the roof and thence into
the streeis unhurt. In the meantime the Pre-
sident’s Guard, which had been taken by sur-
prise, recovered from their stupor, and skots
were fired on both sides in the house. Besides
Lieut. Franco, Juan Palacios, a soidier of the
guard, was killed, and Don Manuel Forcelledo,
aide-de-camp of Castilla, received & ball in the
arm, which must be amputated close to the
shoulder, and from the effects of which it is
feared he will die. While the attack was going
on, Col. Argnedas, the same who entered the
Legislative Palace three years ago, and broke
up the Congress at the point of the bayonet,
and who lives directly opposite the house of
Onstilla, came out on his balcony to see what
the tromble was,

Addressing the zoldiers, he inquired, “What
did yon come here for 1" %“We don’t know—
we only know that our officers told us we
must shoot Gen. Castilla."” *#*Well, now shoot
your officers,” said Arguedas, and the order
wasobeyed. Capt Manuel Alarco, Lieut. Ja-
cinto Mayorgo,and a citizen, Don Jose Maria
de Aparacio, son of the oid Gen. Afarnclo,
were shot dead by the soldiers, and Sergeant
J. M. Quispe was severely wounded. This
ended therow, Lara escaping from the troops
and police, which by this time had come up, 1
should have stated in the proper place that
Lieut. Mariano Amorin was shot deed by a
soldier of his own, aud who relented at the
part he was (aking, in the bed-room of the
President, and it was this incident that saved
the President’s life. It is said that there is a
society existing in Lima, under the name of
Union and Progress, composed of sworn ene-
mies of Castilla, aud at the hesad of which is
Doun Pedfo Galvegz, late Secretary of War, and
memberof the Cougress that was expelled by
Castilla, through Arguedas, aud under whose
directions it is supposed all three of these at-
tacks on the President have been made. Itis
aflirmed by saveral that th:y saw Galvez,
mounted on a chesnut-colored horse, ciose 10
the scene of action at the time the atiack was
made. Senor (alvez has taken refuge in the
Palace of the French Minister,

The Late Earl of Aberdeen.

By the arrival at Portland of the Anglo
Saxon, we are informed of the death of the
Earl of Aberdeen. George QGordon, Earl of
Aberdeen, has oceupied prominent positions in
his life-time. He was a couservative states-
man, descended of an ascient Scottish houxe,
was born in 1754, and educated at St. John's
College, Cambridge, where he took the degree
of M. A. ic iSul. In that year, having resided
some time in Greece, he founded the Athenian
Society, of which no one might be a member
who had not visited Athens. In 153, he was
gent to Vienna,as Ambassador of Engiand, and
concluded at Toplitz, October 3d, 1813, the pre-
liminary negotiatious by which Austria was
detacbed from the French alliance, and united
with England, against Napoleon. He subse-
quently brought about the alliance ot Murat,
King of Naples, with Austria; butin 1515 ex-
erted himself vainly 1o prevent the rupture
which took place between the courtsof Naples
and Vienna,and resulted in the restoration of
the Bourbons to the throne of the former S:ate.
Elected in 1514 & Scottish representative Peer,
ue uniformly approved nimseifadecided Tory.
1n i=28, he became minister of foreign affuirs
under Wellington. In this position he depart-
ed widely from the system of Canning, 1nas-
much 23 he abatred the policy of Austria, con-
ducted then by Macternich, his intimate friend.
Ibus he cisapproved of the battleof Nay arino,
although he had sigued with Frauce aud Rus-
sia the first protocol infavor of Greece. Upon
the dissviution of the Welliugton administra-
ticn consequent upou the reform agitation, ke
went into the opposition, Jan. 16, 1530. He
henceforward showed himself more than ever
the irreconciiable enemy of every liberal pro-
position, and became the supporter ot the pre-
tensions of Don Miguel, whom while in power
he bhad ridiculed, and of Dor Carl.s, whom he
sided both in and out of Parliament. The
moest lmportant act of his administration had
been the recoguition of Louis Philippe, saluted
kingofthe Freneh, after the memorabie days of
July. In the ministry formed by Peel and
Wellingion, which endured only for the vaca-
tion of 1534-°35, Aberdeen beld theappointment
of coloniai secretary. Whoen Peel took office,
in 1841, Aberdeen received again the portfolio
of forsige-affairs, aud appeared to have learped
that his tory tendencies were to be repressed
rather than induiged. He supported Peel in
repealing the corn laws, and retired with him
on the minieterisl changes which succeeded
the enactment of that policy. He has since
occasionally spoken against the goverument,
particuinrly in the affairs of Greece. During
the Cabinet crisis of 1351 he was seut for by the
Queen, with a view to undertake the govern-
ment with Sir Joho Graham, butdecliued that
responsib lity. He had previously refused to
co-operate with Lord Stanley. In February,
1852, on the accession Lo‘power of the protec-
tiouist party, the Earl of Aberdeen ook office
as Minister of Foreigu Affairs, under the Pre-
wiership of the Earl of Derby. The misman-
agementof the Crimeau War however, drove
that Ministry out of power, and since thea, up
to the time of his deatb, the Earlof Aberdeen
has lived in comparative retirement.

DMABSACRE OF A CREW OF A SOUTH-SEA
WaaLEg.—A feartul outrage has occurred in
the port of Buckatoo, in the island of Isabeila
in the Southern Pucilie, by the massacre cf the
mostof the crew belonging to the whalingship
Henrietta, Capt. Brown, whose log-book fur-
nishes the following details: 7ih of June
last, vessel at anchor off Buckatoo. At day-
light pumped ship, washed the decks, and sent
‘the small boat away for two casks of fresh
water. AtS A, M, the boatretnrved. Duriug
the morning and forenoon, several canoes
came up and pulled round the ship, for what
object the master at first could not define. In
the forenoon the carpenter and five of the
crew left the ship in a small boat to cut fire
wood, and also two spars, one for the main-
mast and the other for aspare main gaff.—
With the exception of one man, he never saw
them again afterward. The man who swam
to the ship from the shore mformed him (the
master) lLﬂl they had been attacked and mur-
dered by the natives of the island.

Sbhoruly afterward tne ship was suddenly
boarded by & number of natives, who at-
tempted to take forcible possession. The
pumber of hands on board, besides himself,
were five—the cook and four seameun. He
had his wife and two children on board.—
The natives first endeavored to secure him
aud throw him overboard ; but he managed
to break away from them, and rushed to
his cabin for firearms. They next attacked
the wife, who also succeeded in escaping
their vengeance, and sought refuge with her
husband in the cabin, where they kept up a
eonstant firing on the natives, who, failing
in their object of capturing the ship, jump-
ed into their canoes and made off, carrying
with them one of the children, a fine little
boy about five years old. Ha (the master,)
wiih the surviving portion of the crew, af-
terward pursued some of the cances, in the
hope of recovering his child, but failed to do
80. Next mornirg got under way, and pro-
ceeded to Russell’s Island, where the chief
of the natlves, ot hearing of the occurrence,
offered to intercede, and if possible obiaia
possession of tbe child, but with no beiter
result,

Citizens’ Meeting.—A large and highly In.
telligent meeting of the citizens of Richmond
was held at the African Obarch last Thursday
night, to take into consideration the preseant
condition of the country.

The meeting was called to order by Mr.
Toomas W. McCance, on whose motion Uapt.
Wryarr M. ELLioTT Was called to the chair.

Capt. Elliott returned thanks for the honor,
snd promised to discharge the duty to the best
of his abili'y, relying upon the dignity and
character of the citizens present to sustain
him. We are not here for party purposes, but
for a higher and nobler duty— we are here for
purposes touching those questions which con-
cern our honor and dignity. We are hereasa
band of brothers, such as Virgicians bhave
aver been and ever will be in times of peril—
impelled by honor, by duty and by patriotism
toaction. He then invited the persons pres-
ent to give utterance to such sentiments as
may be calied for by the occasion.

The Committee retired, and calls were made
for T. T. Cropper.

At the iuvitation of the President, T. T.
CROPPER, Esq, took the stand, and addressed
the meeting at length. He commenced by de-
nouncing pariy lines in times like these, and
declared that any man who could raise party
above his conutry, was a traitor,and deserved
a traitor's doom. He then reviewed briefly the
aggressions of the abolition party, and de-
nounced them in merited terms. He scorned
their threats of “coercion,” and after alluding
to Foruey, of Pennsylvania, and his army of
£0,000 Black Republican cohorts, declared that
there were patriots at the North to meet them
oun their own grounds in defence of the Soutb.
The gpeaker knew that there were patriots in
New York and elsewhere, ready to juin usin
defeace of our rights, and, for one, he rejoiced
that there were true men there, who deserved
our sympathy and should have our support.
Mr. C. paid an eloquent tribute to the memory
of Henry Clay, and then referred to the com-
promises which the South had yielded, until
torbearance had ceased to be & virtue. He
next alluded to the seutiment of John Bell,
that “justice to the slaveholder as well as hu-
manity to the negro, require the extension of
the area of slavery,” and vowed that the Sonth
could not be circumscribed within her present
limits. Mr. C. then reviewed the politicai his-
tory of the country, and concinded by a stir-
ring appeal fura union of ibe Suuth.

Mr. Botts was next called for. The Presi-
dent invited Mr. Botts to the stand, but it was
ascertained that he was not preseat,

Cries were pext made for Jonnson, and
Duke Johuson, Esq, was invited to the stand,
but declined to speak, a8 there was nothiog
before the meeting, and he had nothing to say.

Geo. W. RaNxpoLPH, Esq ., Chalirman of the
Cominittee on Busiuess, reported the follow-
ing resolutions:

Virginia having manifested her appreciation of
the benefits of the Federal Union not unly by her
activa agenay in its formation, her sacrilices to
maintain it,and hee unswerving fideiity to the
Corstitution, but nore emphatio~lly stil! by her
endurance of long continued axgreasion upon the
constitutional righte ot herself and her sister
Ntates of the South, we deem it unnecessary to re-
iterate toe declaration, often made, of her desire
to ruaintain that Union, 80 long as its essent:al
conditions are fuiniled,

A period hag at length arrived, however, when
Scquiescence in the existing condition of thiogs
ceases to Patriotic, and sound consarvatiam de
mands a rsvision of the constitntional re ations
ot V nie witn the eister States ~f the Union, for
the pupose ol eroviding more effectual guzran
tees of her righta.

We recoguize as the chiel zoures of our evils
tho an‘l siavery sentiment of tne North, whion
denies to the Southern Ntates their rights in the
Territories; nullifias by lezisiative enactment,
the rugitive Slave law; poisous the schoois, the
puipit. the press, the literatare, aud, to some ex-
teut, the adminietravion of justice 1a the North
ern States ; paralyzes the a-tion of Congress 1or
all useful purposes, and has at length. under the
form of a Presidential eiection, seizad the i eae
ral Execu ive, with (he avowed intention of so
administering the Govesament a8 to circumseribe
slavery. and to place it where the Northern mind
shiail reat satisfied that it 18 1n the course of ulty
mate extinction.

We deem 1t, therefore, no longer compatibie
with the s+fety of this ¥t .te or of tha South to en-
dure aseaunlts, thouxn made under constitutional
forms, which can only be checked by coustitu-
tional guarantees 80 plain that thef cannot ve
evaded. and. 1n defanlt of obtaining such guaran-
tecs in the Union, it behooves this State and the
South to lock elsewhere for safety : ‘Therefors,

MNr. Raudolpb, in order thai the mesting
might understand the history cr these resoln-
tions, stated that an equal numoer of gentle-
men of the two great parties were called t0-
gether to see if resolutioas could not be adopt-
ed suited to the people of this city. "That com-
mitiee appointed a sub-committee of six, who
reported the resolutions in substauce, as they

James R. CRENSHAW, Esq, regretted that
he could not agree with the distinguished gen-
tiemen who composed the committee of twen-
ty-five; but in times times like these we
should let no feelings of delicacy prevent us
from acting promptly and to the point. The
resolutions of the committee call for a Cou-
ventiou, but when is that Conveution to be
held i Will it be called within a mouth—sa
year--or ten years! Who can answer! He
wanted a Convention fortAwith—just asquick
as it could be called—so that Virgiuia aud the
eutire South might be out of the Union before
the 4th of March. For one, he was not will-
ing to remain till Lincoln had taken his seat
aud rivetted the chaiss upon us.

R.T. Dawisr, E<q., was called for, and re-
sponded at length in favor of the resolutions
of the Committee, and In opposition to those
of Mr. Crenshaw. He was op to rash,
hasty action. The grievances of the Sonth
were great, and not to be endured; but the
guestion before us was one of too much im-

portance to be acted upon precipitatel He
was in favor of a Convention of all the States
and then, if our rights could not be ared
and ensured, we would march ont the

Uualon, bearing our portion of the public debt
aod demanding our portion of the property.—
Mr.D. was in fsvor of demanding for the
South her rights in the Territories, protection
of slavss In all the States, and a repeal of the
Personal Liberty bills, wherever they were
passed.’ His great objection to Mr. Crenshaw's
resolutions consisted in the fact that they were
100 precipitate, and did not allow time for re-
flection avd for such action as would pat the
South right in the eyes of the world.

JoHN M. PATTON, Eeq., seconded the resolu-
tions of Mr. Crenshaw, aud urged prompt,
immediats action. Vnrginla owed it to her-
self toact at once, and abide the consequences.
The South had already loet enough by com-
promises, which have made patchwork of the
Uonstitution, and led to other sggressions
from the Black Republicans of the North. Mr,
Patton defended the course pursued by South
Carolina, applauded her independence and
firmness, apd concluded by an appeal to the
South to stand together as a band of brothers,
as the only hope of averting the horrors of
civil war.

Judge JouN ROBERTABON, at tbe cali of the
meeting, followed Mr. Daniel in a speech of
marked ability. He supported the resolutions
of the commiltee because they were calm, firm
and carefully prepared, and because they
would ensure unity m the South. Asan indi-
vidual be might have gone farther, but acting
in coucert with gentlemen of ali parties, he
was willing to adopt and stand by them. He
reminded his bearers that they were not the
Convention, and had no power to preclgllalo
matters, Other portions of Virginia had a
voice in this great issue, and it did not become
any, othar than very youung men, to go for
precipitation. Civil war was no pastime, and
it 1t conld be averted with honor to the South,
it shonid be. It would cause a vast deal of
suffering and misery; but if brooght cu in
defance of our rights and our institutions, let
it come! He was for unity of sentiment in
the Siate and the South, aud that unity the
resolutions of the committes promised to se-
eure. He did not believe there was any dif-
ference of opinion amoung the people as to the
true policy of the South in this important
crisis, 1f he believed there were submigsionists
in Richmond—any number of men who were
willing to bear longer the aggressions of the
Black Republicans—he would be willing to see
every building in the city razed to the ground.
For one, he uever wished his neck should pass
under the yoke of Abrabam Liucoln; but he
was for uunity of sentiment and action, and
was therefore willing that his friends shounld
make the effort to sertle honorably all nation.
al dulicalties, For bimself, he did not fear
coercivn. Where was the Black Repubiican
army Ll come from! Where the money to
supportthem? Already the national Treasury
wus bankrupt. Who was to raise the army !
Who to compose it? Thousands of foreign
paupers, spswed out from the jails, peniteu-
taries and poor-houses of Kurope, and cast
upon our shores, might be purchased in the
North, but then the South could buy them as
easily as the Black Republicans, ard could
pay them as readily. Judge R. then alluded
o appreopriate terms to the great conservative
eement of the Norih, who were friends of the
South, ard would be side by side with us in &
sectivualiconflict, and declared that he had no
fears of ah invasion,or orany attemptatsubja-
gation. After showing that Liucoln bad neither
the powe¥r nor the means to raise an army, he
playiully asked, where such an army, if it
conld be raised, were to get cfticers from }—
Burlingame, said ke, wili fight nowhere but
in Cavsda! Then, who will command the
Satanic army ! Will Sumuner take command ?
Not he! Sbake arattan a: him,and he would
ba gone! Then, there i1s Seward, Giddings,
Hale—are they the « flicers 1o subjugate us !—
Sursly wot, It has been whispered that Gen,
Winfleld Scott would take command of an
ariny 1w coerce the South. Said the speaker,
L do not believe it, Brave aund gallant as he
is, he does notemulate the fate of Arnold. If
hecoula he induced (o attempt the sahjuga-
tion ot his natve State, he would deserve and
recelve a traitor’s duom. Judge R urged the
passage of the committea’s resolutions, as a
fair and hovorablecompromise, and concluded
by an appeal for unity of action throughout
the South.

P H. AvLETT, E3q, opposed the resclu-
tious of the committee, because they did not
meel the emergency of th- times. The lan-
guagein them was not sufliciently emphatic
and expressive. He zpoke in elogquent terms
of the proud, noble aud detlant position of
Sounth Carolina—was oppoused to advising her
as to her action in regard to the forts within
her border—allnded to the surring timesiu
that State—to the disgrace which Virginia had
brought upon herself in refusing to confer
with her’ last winter, and declared that the
hour might speedily arrive when the youug
men of thiscity might deem il necessary, us
an act of safely, to take possession of the
forts withic our border, Mr. A. approved
Mr.Crenshaw's reeclutions as far as they
went;but beligving they did not go far enough,
presented o series of resolutions, which he
had compiled aud prepared, and which in-
cluded the eutire ground of grievancesand
complain’s. He, however, withdrew them
afterwarcs, aud supported thuse offered by
Mr. Crenshaw.

Gen. T.2>. AuGUST supporied the resolutions
of the ccmmittee, and defended the N:ate
against the charge of disgrace made by Mr,
Aylett. As a member of the Legisiature, e
favored the Coufereuce; but other counseis
prevailed. The resolutions of the committee
declared that Virginia was determiued 1o sub-
mit uo louger o uggregsions—ihat she would
now have her rights in or cut of the Union—
and that was all he asked. Jie was sure no
unnecessery delay would be bad in calling the
Conventinn,

A. JupsoN CrRANE, Esq, desired to submit a
competing proposition to the meetiag. He
had declated two months ago that the Union
could noy be saved, aud time had only con-
firmed thdt opinion. He objected to the reso-
lutions of ths committee, first, because they
maintained, by implication, the doctrine of
secession—a doctrine which bad been repudi-
ated by the political fathers of the State more
than twenty years ago. Secoud, because Sounth
Carolina had not asked our advice as to the
propriety of taking the forts, and he did net
choose to thrust advice upon her; and third,
because the Legislature was to meet in a few
days,—ihe members {1esh from the people—to
esousider ‘he policy of calling a Counvention,
aund the manuer aud time had betier be left to
them. Mr. C. then read his propositiou, as
follows :

The peorle of the city of Richmond, in pr*lie
meeting assembled todelibarate upon the oo, Ji-
tion of our national affairs, feeling pivloundly sen-
sible of the importiuce of moderation, wisdom, pa-
triotism,snd a firm rel ance upon truth 2ad justice,
and the Almizhty Ruler of buman destiny at ail
times, but especialiy 1n the juucturs of eveuts
which now environs us, do herevy deciare and
avow their unabated and minoere a'tachment to
the Federal Union, so long as that Union can be
maintainel and practiced upon apd dweit under,
10 the apirit Which possessed its wise and patriotie
luuuuml‘é Bat that auck Union can ba preserved

and ouglitio endure, valy 8o long as the Constita-
tion and tile lawsshal! be in letter and in substance
satbeient fo protect the peace of each saction, tue
honor of each Srate, and every individual in the
enjovinent of the rights and privileges that were
coutempiated and muiually covenanted for at it
foundation: And they f[urther declare that while
they naturally and most siucerely sympathise with
suoh States or psopie of the Union as may have
been aggrisved by the adverse action of other
States or other peopies ol the Uuion, and while
they unite ia deprecatinz ei=ctions of Federal of-
fizes upon sectional Krounds, and the passige
i0oal laws 10 deprivation of the rights of other
States and sections, they yet hopa.even if it be
azainst hope, that tue future my
happy mode f)y witch the States of the Union may
bs brought to ‘a recosnition and a faithiu obser-
vance of tis oblizations which they mutually vwe
to the Copstitution, the laws, and tueir country :
Butaf w chis they aha !l be disappointed—ii a'!
hope of reonoitiation of conflicting views and in-
terests hag departed, and the Union shail be finsl-
Iy mevered- then and in that event, while there
may be ties of affiniy giving rise to pecial at-
tachments, and invokiug sectiona
