THR EVAOUATION OF FORT MOULTRIE,

A letter from one of the officers ¢f Major
Auderson’s command thus describes leaving
Fort Moultrie:

Msjor Auderson took oneot his officers aside
about six P. M. on the 26th, and tld him in
about twenty mivures he should make theat-
tempt to reach Fort Samter. The attemp!
was a dapgerous one. Two steamboats 1.y off
the tort with wrops and guns, and these boais
would bave run him down in a moment, had
they been aware of the movement. Major
Anderson left orders to fire into the Niua
steamboat if she molested his men, and a
32.poander was loaded up for thal purpose.—
Fort Moultrie is always surrounded by paid
spies and members of the vigilauce committee,
but they ¢id not interfere, and probably did
not understand what the coramaud was duing.
The troops sprang into the boats and the men
pulled with a will. Half way the hostile
steamboat approached rapidly witha ship in
tow. It wasa glorious moonhght night, and
very clear. The steamboat pasy d within a
uundred yards, but probably LooK the boats Lo
couinin workmen returvicg trom Fort Sum-
ter. Sumter was reached at last In safety.—
An exclamation of surprise came irom tae
bricklayers on the wharf, Owve of them shout-
ed * Hurrah for the Union.” He was hurried
in and made to keep quiet. In the meantime,
the cfficers who Iemaiued in Fort Moultrie
hele the lanyards of the guns in their hauds
ready to fire upon the steamboat, if it molested
the boats. The boats were sent buck. The re-
mainder f the command embarked and reach-
ovd Sumter in safety, though oue boat passed
almost under the bow of the Niua.

THE GOVERNOR OF MICHIGAN ADVOCATING
COERCION.

DerroiT,Jan 4 —Gov. Blair, in his inauga-
ral address, says in reference to South Caro-
lina, that he presumes, if it could beggone
properly, theconntry gﬂ!erah_v would beWwill-
ing to let the restless little natiocu of South
Carolina retire forever. Batitcannot be done
without the destructiou of the Counfederacy,
and self-preservation will compel us 10 resest
it.

Ha devies that the Personal Liberty bills
have prevented the execution of the Fugitive
Slave law inasingle instance. The law had
always been enforced by the Courts onan ap-
peal being taken. He luvites judicial seruti-
ny into State legislation—and is willing to
abide the resalt. But he is unwitling that his
State should be humiliated by a compiiauce
in threats and of violence and war.

He recommends the Siate Legislature to
manifest its loyalty to Michigau, and proffer
the President the use of the whole military
power of the Siate L0 sustain the integrity of
the Union.

MORE EXECUTIONS IN ALABAMA.

The Montgomery (Ala.) Advertiser, of the
Joth ult,, says:

Two negroes, and a white man namv&h’il-
liamson, were hung at Autaugaville on Wed-
nesday of last week. Also, at the same place,
on the following Saturday, another negro was
sent to that “bourge from whence,” &e. All
these unfortunate human beings were con-
nected with the receal ivsurrectiouary plot
discovered in that eouunty, and the evidence
beiug strong againstthem, their lives have had
to pay the forfeit. Those who belong to the
vigilance committee of Autaugaviile, we un-
derstand, are the oldest and most respeatable,
as well as the coolest and most humane men
of the county, and would not have committed
any act 'hlc'h the circumstances of the case
did not imperatively demand.

FRON FLORIDA.

The Fernandina Floridiau, of the 2d inst.,
says that the entire vote of the city (223
was cast for Joseph Finegan and Gen Coop-
er, “ihe straight-out, immediate, anti-compro-
mise, now and forever secession candidate.”

Penzacola is very strong, and _he enly good
harbor for vessels.of-war, and the only naval
depot on the Gulf. The fortresses at Key
West and Tortugas, on the southern point of
Florida, are amoug the most powerful in the
world, and everv vessel rhat crosses the Gul:
passes within sight of both.

MILITARY AND NAVAL FOECES READY
ORDERS.

Now that rumor 18 so basy with the alleged
movements southward of United States troops
and naval vessels, it may not be out of place
to give a statement of the forces likely to be
ordered for hestile service in South Carolina
1f soldiers be required, Governor’s Island, N.
Y., Carlisle, Pa., acd the Navy-Yards will be
the first places from which reinforcements
may be taken. The 800 troops stationed at Fort
Mouroe, Favetteville, N. C., Augusta, Key
West, Banancus apd Baton Rouge, would not
be removed. The available men, then, for
military duty are nearly as follows :

Relative to the navy, very erronecus impres-
sious prevailed as to what vessels would first
be called on. The Brooklyn, Macedonian, and
Doiphin, regular men-of-war, 4re, to be sure,
in commission, and manued, but only the lat-
ter, we believe, could enter Cbarleston, in the
bharvor of \vnrn there are only thirieen f=et of
water, as the Brooklyn, fitted out, cannot float
ir less than siXieen feet at the least, while the
Macedonian requires twenty.

From this sct it weuld seem that the an-
nouncement of these ships being ordered in
readiness was prematuere, There are, how-
ever, suificient craft at 1he different yards, of
the requisite draft, to form a somewhat for-
midable fleet. We subjoin a list of them.

every day or two, and like her sister guu-boits,
could bs ordered, in an hour, by iglegraph, to
any given place. Naval vessels wingover
fourteen feet of wuter, to the number of a
dozen, perbaps, are susceptibie of speedy
equipment; but, as already stated, we meution
only those actually ready.—N. Y. Trmnes.

REVOLTING AES8ASSINATION IN KENTUCEY.
—Turee Persons Murdered in Cold Blood.—From
the Loulsville pupers of Wednesday, we learn
the particalars of three horribie murders per-
petrated in the vicinity of that city, Monday
night, which are scarcely paralleled in the
history of the * Dark and Blocdy Ground.”—
The Journal says:

Three persons—Jesse, Wiiliam and Russell
Hill—were assassinated at their homes, in the
vicinity of Lost Islaud, six or seven miles
trom this city, on Monday night last. The
assassins, supposed to have beeu five or six in
number, committed the first deed of murder
at the residence of Wm. Hill, the first nttack
haviog been made upon Jesse Hill, whose
pody was literally riddled with bullets; and
to make the assurance ot the murder doubly
sure, the corpse was horribl cutand mutila-
ted with a knife. An attack was then made
upon Wm. Hill, who was in bed at the time
with 2n invalid wife, and he, , WAS merci-
lessly murdered at his wife's side. The party
then repaired to the resideuce of Russell Hill,
in the same vicinity,and svcceeded, afier con-
siderable mu-mavrfuz. in getiing him into
their power, and he, 100, Was sacrificed to the
rapacious appetite for blood. Wm. Hill was
thirty-three years of age, and left a tamily.—
Russell Hill, a brotherof Wm Hill, wasabout
twenty-five years of age, and al=o lefta wife
and child. Jesse Hill, the first victim, was a
single man, about tweuly-lwo years old, and
a cousin to William and russell Hill.

1t is generally known that a feud bas exist-
ed for some time between the Hills and cer-
wain other persons in the neighborhood, and
that there had been more than one hostile
meeting recently between the parties. Itis
presumed that the terrible t y of Monday
night is the sequel to former lmubluﬂ:d ine
dividuals connected with the hr:cen::. d:l:n
the vicinity are supposed to have n e
participants in the horrid tragedy detailed
above. Last evening Jefferson Rogers and
Hercules Walker, the latier a city policeman.
were takea into custody, om the charge o}

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Letter from Col. F. H. Smi1th to a Friend,
on the (Questions of the Day.
VIRGINIA MILITARY INSTITUTE,
Degember 13th, 1560.

My DrarR Sig: When the correspondent of
the Richmond Dispaich represanted me as fa.
voring a *Soutbern Coufederacy,” he was as
unjust to me as I think ha was to Major Pres.
ton when he stated that that geutleman ex.
pressed his * satisfaction with the Union as it
is.” My position may be enunciated in two
general propositions :

1. 1 not oply prefer, but am most earnesily
anxcious, 10 preserve and rpetuate the Coa-
stitutional Union under which we live.

2. 1 am no less derermined to vindieate the
constitntional rights, and to preserve invio-
late the hopor and character of my beloved
moher Commoswealth—Virginia.

The two propositions, though seemingly
paradoxical, are perfectly consistent,and are
hased upon the fundamental principtes which
underlie our Federal Union.

No coastitutional right of a single State can
be trampled upon by the Federal Govers-
ment. or by one of the States which ecompose
it, without impairicg the Union itself. Its
security, peace and perpetuity, are ail in-
volved in the jealous vigilance with which
each separate State guards its constitutional
rights; while snbmission to oppression and
wrong would not only ensiave the State vpon
which they were visited, but impair tbe hovor
and safery of the Union to which ste belongs

I am sure you fully endcrse both proposi-
tione, and are the last person in Virginia who
would repudiate either.

How, now, shall we practicaily apply them
in the present crisis! Here many of us differ,
and we differ, too, from day to day; for, wha
~eem-d to be tie best course yesterdav, (so ra
pidly does the current of public aflairscui-
minate,) would pot do to-day.

There is no questiru between us of the
South in reference to the bill of grievances.

Our constitutional compact bas nut only
neen violated iu ietter, but in spirli; and we
tiud those who have been the chief agents in

ne work of violarior pow ridiug into power

arnd taking possession of the Federal Govern-
ment, 1that they may, by the torms of the Uou-
stitation, still further trample upon our ¢on-
stitutional rights. Here we are all agreed.—
We have been wronged.—grievously o,

Shall we submit! Never; no. pever! We
would be unworthy of our fathe s, Whe
rounted not the cost, bat freely pledged lile
fortune and hovor, rather than submit
Nroug—to oppression,

Then we must seek redress. Ia what v ay!
[t seems 0 me, now, that if the Southern
States bhad gone into Conference last spring
wnd drawn up & bill of grievances, and pre
sented an wi/timatum, present diflicalties migh”
have been obviated. 1 did not think so ther,
but the course of affuirs since has led me t
tae ¢onclusion, that Virginia erred in refusiog
this Conference. If nothing else had been se-
cured, unity in the Presidential contest migut
bave been promoted.

Rat this failed. Now, it does seem to me,
that we in Virzinia are estopped from com-
plaintagainst South Caroling for her separat
action, after refusing to go into Conference
with her.

We may think she has acrted precipitately,
or rasuly, or selfishiy; but we refused 1o coun-
sel with her, and lefi her, in the hour of com
mon peril, to take conusel of herself. Whether
sne acted wisely or unwisely—for the bestiu
terest of the Sonth or not—for or against cur
own interest, she has acted—the Srather:
Stutes acting in concert with her are ab.ut tc
act, and we in Virginia are irresistibly, by
the foree of circumstaunces, toshuape ourcourse,
vot by the consideration of what might have
been best, it South Carolina had not seceded,
or matters bad not gene so far, but by fac:
as they are: and as ehe would not breast the
storm, and lead others who would have giadly
foilowed her proud flag, she must be content
to shape her action as may be best in the
forced circumstances by which she isat pre
sent sarrounced.

It seems to meshe is compelled to meet this
crisis, and have questions at issue settled;and
the poiutis, how she may do this, with less
damuge to herself and her peculiar interests,
Some advise that we remain in the Union and
make a golenin demand upon the North tor
redress. But what avail will be the wesi ery
ot Virginia, stripped of the united strey ur
her sister Southeru States! Or whst couid
Virgivia, Kentucky, North Carolisng, and Teu-
uessee do, when their power in the Federal
Union has heen paralyzed by the secession ol
the cotton States ?

Or admuit th$t redress were secured, how
could she remain in a Union, overpowered as
she would be by the united sertiment of the
North withoutadditional constitutional guar-
antees ! And could she get them { 1 trow not.

Qthers, considering the dissolution of tor
Uuion inevitable, are suggesting a Middle
Confederacy. While ¥ see no advantage in
this arrangement, that could not te as tully
secured in an united South, there are many
serious objections to i, It increases our nus
tite frontier, while it wenkens our means of
defenca. I could not favor such a diminution
of our political status, except under the force
of an overruling uecessily.

My opinion is, that the safety of the Union
depends upin an uuited Souln, on Uie cuom-
mon issue which has exposed us tv the com-
mon peril.

Let the whole South act in concert, It
South Carolina bas proceeded so far that sh
cannit, in honor, counsei with us, l«t the
other Soathern States act together, If the
country can be saved, without reconrse 1o 1he
u!tima ratio, by ail means save the country.—
It this be impoussibie, then it is uot worth
while to argue upon t e abstract right of se-
cession-—we will atl ac: upon 1t—ana 1f no
constitutional power exists in the Federal
Government, as Mr, Bu¢chanan and his Auter-
pey General think, to coerce, then, we may
secede peaceably, ﬂ‘rsl settling the comm n
debt and dividing the common property. My
beliet is, that wpen the North sees inas e
whale South isin real earnsst : that the country
is gone, unless they relent iu tbeir u: friecdly
attitude, they will submit to any ¢ naluous
cousistent with justice and right aud houor.—
We have assurauce of this, in the large con
servative elemeat of the North, who have
been all aloug fighting for us, avd who have
been at last overpowered by the combination
of opposing elemenis.

We shall have the couscience of those R»-
publicans, who have been misled and betrayed
iuto their present asscciations, but who realis
desire 40 do justice and to avoid wroug;
and the ncisy clamor for **bread or blood »
will trighten those who know no other appesl
than that which springs tfrom such a demuud

Now, can the South be brought to uct thu~
in concert? I hope itemay. 1 timnk there is
patriotism enough io the Scuth to do it

D.d ever a peuple bear as loug as we have !
Surely, surely, our patriotism bas been tried,
and it bas not been fourd waniog.

We all desire to preserve this proud fabric
of our National Uunion, and that we do 80, 1¢
evident from the fact that we are willing to
make such sacrifices for it.

Every fibre ot our Southern heart has been
séreiched to preserve it and if it falls, the uni
ted Southern voice can say— [t wasmnot | that
dud it.”

My allegiance is due to my native State,
Virginia For weal or woe, my destiny is in
dissolubly united to hers. I submit to ber de~
cision, and most devoutly pray that she may
be guided by the spiritot Ail Wisdom. 1 have
written to you more fully, because you and
my friends elsewhere have the right to know
the sentiments of une holding su public a posi
tion as I do, aud you are at liberty 10 make
such use of this letter As may Seem best and
right.

FATAL APFRAY IN ErLizasetH City —The
municipal electicn at Elizabeth City, N.C,on
Monday last, resulted in the choiceot Dr. Ru-
fus K. Speea over Mr. Cohoon, the present in-
cumbent of the Mayoralty. The election was
hotly contested, and was marked by a fatal af-
tfray at the pclls, the following particulars of
which were furnished the Nortolk Herald by
a correspondent. ‘I'he Messrs. Poolesare boih
young men and natives of Baltimore :

About 12 o'clock M , between Messrs. John
W.and Walter O. Poole, aad Julhus C. Da-
shiell and Heunry Culpepper and otbers, re-
volvers were freely used—seven or eight shots
being fired, and causing a general staw pede of
persons around and near the polls. Culpep-
per received a mortal wound, the ball enter-
1ng near the centre of his forehesd and perfo-
ratisg the brain. Two balls passed through
his hat. Johu W. Poole was shotat by Cal-
pepper, and so closely thai the powder tock
effecain bis face. W. C. Poole wus cut at by
some one with a knife, ripping his cyat open
just in frout of the men. The affray is
considered as growing out rather of an old
feud, than of the election. The evidence be-
fore a Court of Investigation is very contra-
dictory as to who fired theshot by which Oul-

pper was woynded. 1i matters but litue,
B:wovcr. as public opinion generally excuses
the killing of Culpepper, he having fired tne
tirst shot. The other pariies nawmed we:e,
however, held to bail in the sum of $1,000 each.
Duriog the affray, Mr. Garner, editor of the
Southron, was accidentally pushed from the
stair-steps leading to the pclls, and had his
shoulder dislocated b{ the fail. Quipepper
died from the effects of the wounnd.

WABRINGTON, Jan. 4, 1861,
This “day of Natiosal humiliation, fasting
and prayer,” is generally observed. The
churches are all oper, nearly all the stores
are closed, and the city bas a Sunday lock. -
On Pencpsylvania Avenue there seems to bhea
crowd of men, boys ard hacks. The restau-
rants are doing a good business, If one were
n believer in omens, he would he comforted
by the sunny sky which at mid-day succeeds
the dark and foggy worning. The air is sofr,
warm, balmy. HBut the day is not over yet.
No man can tell how the sun will go down.
1t seems that Mr. Buchanan has made up
his mind to carry out coercion with a high
bhand and a stroug arm. A dispatch appears
in Brown’s Hotel this morning, staticg that
the steam-frigate Brooklyn is about leaving
Norfolk for Charleston. We may expect the
Gulf Sqna%l:on to be actively at work block-
ading all e Svuihern ports. This is war.
The seizure of the forts at Savannah was
done in consequence of a dispatch from high
authority here informicg the Governor of
G=orgia that an order had been issued by the
War pepartment to throw Federal troops at
ounce into them. This order was seen by the
gentleman who sent the disparch. Who be-
lieves that any of the States would have ceded
the sites of the forts within their limits if
they had dreamed the gavs would ever be used
to shoot down the very people they were in-
tended 10 protect! This notion of the Presi.
dent's is not merely foolish—it is n high haud-
ed outrage. Violence provokes violenca. He
nas chosen the worst possible method of de
s'roying his cwn governmernt acd defea'ine
h s purpose of saving the Uniorr, In atiemp «
iag to e foree the laws, he has violaled the
spirit and letter of the Constitution. Traly,
nis is a savage mode of securing the objec’ of
the Constitation, which was “a more perfect
Union.”
Cuercion hastere secession. Anderson’s oc-
cupation ¢f Fort Sumter carried Georgia—
he key of the position—the only oue of the

As we of the South
aave rapidly uprited for defence, s7 the peaple
f the North are rapidly aniting for offeuce,
Fhe thing is fated, it seems to me. All at-
temp's to prevent disuuion have hastened it
Douglas’speech, yesterday, was pretty much
on the line of the President’s message—aguin-t
~ecession and against coercion—ueither fish
nor flesh, How wvain itis fora man 10 try to
climb both sides cf the sapling at a time like
the present! Whatever Virginia's policy may
b, it should be decided. It wiil not du W
«dopt & yea-nay policy. Ifthe Old Do wminion
intends to submit to the Abolitivnis e iet her
10 so decisively ; if she intends to resist, let
her act promptiy, unequivocaily. ZyD.

WASHINGTON Jan, 5th, 1861,

Another mild, beautiful, sunuy day, briugs
crowds of vehicles and pedestrians out on the
Avenue. Ove finds it hard to believe in im
ecending war while the skies overbead and tne
faces underneath are so gay avd smiiing. The
result of the Ab Jition caucus lust night bas

Mr. Orit-
tenden understands their game, and will balk
them. The question must be sertled uot by
any mere *finalities of finality,” but by such

frrever beyond the power of mere majorities,

rights of minorities.

Massachusetts ailks grandly about arming,
and all that. In tms counection, I wish yoa
wounld publish the protest of Virgjnia to the
Continental Covgress, m tde at the 'ime Corn-
walis,after conquerin g Georgia aud marching
through South and North Carolina, devas-
tating all before him, was abyut to invade the
Old Dominior.

you refuse, atter frequent appeanls, to send any
continental troops to our assistance. EX
hausted in fighting the batties of the country
on every field from Canada to Georgia, we
warn you that unless assistance be spredily
riven, we shall withdraw oar contingent, and
fight by ourselves and for ourselves alone '—
tue Contineutal Congress ¢ uld uot resist this
appeal, (which you will tiud 1n Rives’ Life ot
Madigoun,) aud accordingly sent down the Vir-
giuia soicdiers and one Penusylvauia regimen,
which las: (the Peunsylvaunia reviment) re-
fused to go a step tarther than Poiladeiphia
unless they received thr e months’ puy tu ad-
vance, &ra 1 specie at that,

It is on record that during the whole of the
Revolutionary War, not oue siugle New Eug
iaad company came aouth of the Potomac.—
The New Eungland troops ewnlisted for six
months, and resigned beture they cuuld be ot
auy service. The Virginia soldiers, both Sware
and Conunental, enlisted for three years.—
Every rascal of the Yaunkees claimed pepsiouns,
and thus six thousuwd pensions were granted
m New E gloud for every thousaud in Vir-
ginia, Furthermore, in ths battle ot Lexing-
wu, about whica the Yaukees brag so much,
(*even men were kilied and thirteen wound-
«d,) it s a pnoticeable fact that at least a huun-
dred of the men eugaged 1n it rushed, afier
tne battle wis over, to the magistrate's « flice
aud made athdavit that the British begou (he
firing. ‘Theaflidaviis may be seen to thisday,
So 1t appears that these patriois desired the
world to kuow that they were ouly defeuding
them:eives uagainsl assault apd battery, aud
wot figutiug tor the houor and iudependeuce
of their country.

In the last war, their conduct was still
worse. The Massuchusetts men refused to
tight oulside of their Siale, because—it was un-
constitutionas!

Read Cumpbeli's History of Vir-
giuia, ard see now a huudred years bef re rhe
Revoluion the superior euwierprise of the
New Eagland pecple in all mouey-muKiug
projecis, wus then, 53 now, the couvtr distin-
guishing feature between them aud Virgia-
ns. 1t is uawise to trust to the waut of
courdge in any man, for the veriest (owaid
witl figat wuen driven to the wall, and there
is uot & people in the world who witll notgive
pattle for sufficient cause; but I sm much ot
the opinivn of a Gulf Staie Senator, whno said
the other uight, When some vne 10ld lim the
Norith was about to raise an army of 300,000
wen to sustain Liuceln, “Yes" he replied,
“there is uo doubt of it. The OChiuese raisea
a million, and 16,000 Allies marched sirmght
to Pekiu. There will be a great mauny sule
diers, and they will emulate the valorous
deeds ot the Bostonians, who built the Bua-
ker Hill Monumeut aod went on the peusion
list.” The truth is, the Pugrim Fathers were
not made of the genuiue FPuritan steck —
The grim soldiers of Cromwell stood their
haud ; nothiug could drive tbhem outof their
country.
