I herewith trausmit the reports of the Su-
periutendent, the D.recivrs aud the Sul.evn
of the Peultenuary 1or Lthe yedl lermiuiling
on the firstday o1 October last. Tliese reporis
will quform you of the coudition of Lhe 1Lst-
tuuon and the extent ard value of 1ts mauu-
fuctures. ‘They iullyapprize you of 1is wiuis,
many of which must be suppiled. Adaitdoual
rouin must be provided, ds e COnVICLS ure Wo
much crowded either tur comlort or salety.—
Tais will be appureat when I inform you that
the buildiuge were origiually coustrucied with
a view~ W the accommodaton of two hundred
and fifty couvicts, the number now n the
fnstitution, exclusive of the negroes hired ou
the public wurks, is three bundred and sixty-
nine, aud that nunroer 18 being rapidly aug-
mented. I have caused the buildings tu be ex-
amiued for the purpose of asCertaining e
best mode of improvement, and Berewicu pre-
sent a plan, fur such an addition as will fur-
nish the requisite room tor the smallest ex-
peuditure of money. 1 hope it may be your
pleasure to adopt this or sume other plan, and
make such an appropriatiou us will be neces-
sary to efiect the vbject. Itis of the lirstim-
portance that this mattér shall be prompuy
attended to.

Chapter 14, section 16 of the Code, authorizes
the ap pullilineut 01 seven assiswanl Keepers ju
the penitentinry. Some few moutbs wgo au
application wus mace by the Superiutendent,
and it was sustained by the Board of Direc-
tors, for the appoiniment ot an additional
aseistaut keeper, 10 be placed in chargeot a
portion of the convicts employed iu Lhe shoe
shop. The number now employed in this
branch of busivess is one huundred unud
thirty-seven, all in the saume room, and sl
superintended by one assistant keeper. Itis
proposed to divide this room by a partition, aud
Pplace oue hall Lhis number 1u charge of an-
other assistant proposed to be appuinted.—
The suggestion is in my opinion Wise, and it 1
had possessed the power under the law, 1
would have bad it carried out. It is neither
prudent nor sate to have so largea number in
one room. The law counfines the number of
assistant keepers to seven, and I recommend
that it be s0 amended as 10 authorize the ap-
pointmert of an additional assiswant. )

1 suggest also that you 0 amend the crimi-
nal laws as tu probibit any persou from being
coufined in the peuitenuary fora shorier pe-
riod than three years. 1t requires al least
three years o acquire a trade, und those who
are conflued for a snorter period are a burden
10 the iustitution, and an cxpense to the State
In all such cases, let sume other punishment
be substituted. The ends of justice would be
as well accomplished—perhaps better—and the
treasury would be relieved trom an ouercus
and unnecessary burden. :

I suggest, also, that when a convict is dis-
charged (rom (he penitentiary, it be made the
duty of the Superintendent 10 cause him or
her 10 be remuved, and to pay the necessary
expense of removal to the piace at which he
or she was convicted. It 1s not just o the
citizens of Richmond that such characters
should be thrown sut upoun them, to whom
they must prove a burdeu and a serious au-
noyance.

1 recommend that the State shall be divided into
twelve divisions, and the bricades be rearranged.
at preseut we have bu’ five divisions—three in the
east and two in the west. It 1s impossible for a
Major General to command either of these divis-
wons. He can never know the men under biscom-
mand, and it 1s equally imyoisible that they can
know him. (f called into seivice they wou d meet
as strangers; there would be vo bond of confidence
between them. [n the nbaence of all knowledze of
each other, |$ they proved serviceable at first, 1t
would ba but hitile short of miraculons. Hence |
sugiest that the divisions be increased in number,
80 that the commanding « flicer may have the op
Joriunity to be brousht into contast wi' h his men.
n the two divisions in Western Virginia there
are in each at least hfty thousand men subjent
to militia daty, and who wou'd be, in the event
of trouble, called 1nto service. The simple
sannouncem*nt of this fact demonstrates the
utter absurdity of the present arrangement
of the divisions, and shows the necessity of
A rearrangement throughout the Btate. The
existing arrangement wis established in 1792.
since that time population has greatly In-
creared, and the necessi'y for an inorease in the
nwmber of divisions 18 patent, if we are to have an
effective [orce, reliable at all times, and under all
circumstances. | recommend, therefore, in the
stroagest tenns. an increase in the number of
divisiors to twelve. and the rearrangement of ali
the brigades throughout the State.

In this connection, [ a'so recon mend thata dis
tinotive un:form for cavalry, arullery, infantry
and riflemen shal!l ba prescrined by law. Under
the presentsystem we have every de=cription of
uniform ; and if the volunteers of the Scate were
called nto service we would not krow from the
uniform whether they were of us or against us.—
F'his should be corrected, but it 1s not possible to
eorrect 1t without a positive law. 1tis very com
mon now with volunteer companies to adopt a
uniform.and procare it, and then apply to the £Ex-
acutive to recoen ze it. How can 1t be refused’
I cannot, therefore, too strongly urge action in
rezard tothis matter. ;

Let him be pa'd a fair and remunerative price for
the printing he may be required to execute, and
thatis all he has a rnight to ask or expect.

Under the law the public printer 18 paid a com-
mission ol ten per cent. on the purchase of paper
required for the execution of the printing. This
18 wrong both in principle and policy. Jtisan en-
coursgement to the expenditure of public money.

he more paper consumed, the greater are his
commissions. A temptation i thus held out con-
staatly to this officer to expeud as much as possi-
ble in this particular. knough will be expended
even under the most favorable circumstances.—
Hold out no inducement to expend more than is
absolutely neceesary for any branch of the public
service. In recommending that this clause of the
law be revealed, and that the puhlic printer ie re-
quired to furnish everything necessary for the
execution of the priuting, and that he be paid fair
and just prices for h's 1abor, 1 intend to cast no re-
flection upon i1hat estimable and prompt officer.

THE PUBLIC JAILS,

Cur statute requires that each county and town
in which a corporation court iz held, shall provide
a secure and suffic ent jail. [ am entirely satis
fied that many of tue jails in the State,il not ab-
solutely  worthless, are certainly insecure and
insufficient. Reports of prisoners escaped, and
aprlieations to cfier rewards for their arvest, ere
constantly coming 1o tothe Kxecutive,and insev-
eral cases in which rewards have been ofered. the
prisoner had been shortly thereafter arresed. If
the courts will not see that safe ja‘ls are provided
and their erimin®ls eseape 'n consequence of the
insufficeney of the jail, [ will not tax the whole
State to insure their rafe keeping.

It 18 a reform that wiil re-
quire tima to acormplish ; bat as it is a necessar-
reform, our attention should be direcied 10 1t and
it should be provided for in_the resewal of the

From 1797 to 1-19, a period of twenty-two years,
the one and two pound notes of the Bank of Eng
land were ailowed to circulate, and according to
the returns made to rarilament, It 18 ascertained
that the number of prosecutions for counterfeiting
or passing counterfeit notes of the Bank ol Kug-
land. were $98, and ol that number, there were 313
eapital convietions, 530 inf:rior convictions. and
155 acquittals. The enormous sum of £249 G0
(near a million and a qaarter of doijars) was ex-
pended by the bank 1n attending to these prcsecu
tions. The returns show that by far the greater
proportion of these prosecutions were connected
with 1he one and two pouna notes. ‘I'he datections
at the banh, for a period of a little more than six
years. from the 1st day of Janaary. 13i2, 10 April
1oth. 1818, were of one pound notes, 1v7.233 ; of fwo
pound notes, 17,787 ; of five pound notes, 582 ; ot
ten pourd notes, 419 ; of tweniy pound notes, 54 ;
and of all above twenty pounds, 36. ‘L'his covers
only six years out of the twent,-two ; but it shows
a frightful exhibiuon of crime connected with the
~mall notes. A refererce to any reliab.e counter-
feit aetector will show that the editions of coun-
erfeits in the United States, of local and State
banks, of tem collars and under, are more than ten
1o one of the editions of twenty dollars and up-
wards. ‘These striking ficts are extracted from a
speech made some years ago, by one ol our vest
informed statesmen aad they well deserve to be

ondered in your consideration of th? questiorn
rl you shall eome to the conclusion that 2o notes

So lony as the
connection between the State and the banks exists,
those banks. whichh receive no portion ol the State
revenue, will complain of the preterence which has
been given to tne three banks 1n this city, as pre-
judicial and 1njurious to them, and will always pro-
test against any demand that way be wade upon
them by the State, beyond the redemption ol so
much of their paper as 1s received in payment ol
revenue.

Against this policy many objections are urged—
sowe ol the wore prowiuent ol wh ch L propose to
notice vriefly.

N hen this great measure was proposed in Congress,
1ts opponenls were tuliy saushed that the enect of
such a policy would be rumous, and serious appre-
hensions were leit and expressed Ly the bid ol 1ts
triends. The weasure was pressed, adopted, and
after an experience ol yeuars, very few would be
willing to return to the oid sy steiu, and revive It as
the settied policy ol the soverniuent. 1 can see no
reason why the adoptionot alike policy by rhe State
would not operate equaily as well, and produce re-
sults equally as satistactory.

Tue first olyection is, that i1t would operate op-
pressively upon tue people,inthis—that they cou d
not procure specie enough to pay their taxes. fhe
salne obyection was ur.ed whieu the systeuw was pro-
posed to be adopted by tie Federai government; but
the result has proved iu that case that it was un-
founded.

TRANSPLANTING Trxxs.~iu Paris, duarieg
the last Revoluticn, the tiees on the stree!s
were cut down for barricades. The crowuing
glory of the houlevards is the trees, It being
destsable to have those of advanced growth
when transplanted, the following successtul
method, so ditferent from ours in America, is
Low pursued :

The deciduous tree to be removed may be ten
to fitteen or more years old. Itis dugout at
any season, with as large a ball as practicable,
usually six feet in surface diameter, and about
three feet deep—the tap roots being cut away.
It is hoisted bodily by a lifter, which forms
part of the wagon. The earth-ball is bound
around firmly, and the tree is placed firmly in
the hole prepared for its reception in the side-
walk. So far the process is whatis usual else-
where. When the tree is thus set, several earth-
en pipes are arranged apd covered under
zround, through which water is conveyed to
the roots once or twice a week. Around the
budy of the tree from the ground to the first
branches, say ten or twelve feet, straw is
placed perpendicularly and about an inch or
80 in thickuess. Around the whole i1s wound
coarse wrapping cloth or bagging, ending at
the upper part with a tin funnpel. Not a
branch is cut from the tree-top; there is no
heading it atall. Tiil the tree is esiablished,
watergs thrown into and over its top, say
once or twice a week or oftener; and iuto the
funnel, which keeps the bark ot the trunk in
vigor. Though a tree is lost now and then,
two-thirds certainly live by this method, and
in the second year appear as if nothing had
happened.
