VIEWS OF KXPEC'RETAKIKS.
Hon. A. H. U. Stuart, Secretary of the Inte-

rior under Mr. Fillmore, has written a letter
to a gentlemanin Chicago, recommendingtha'
a division line be run along the parallel of :iti
deg. ;svi mm. to the Pacific?excepting Califor-
nia?that the normal condition of all the ter-
ritory wenow haveor may hereafter acquire
north of that line shall be free, aud all south
of it slave, until it shall be admitted into tbe
Union as States, aud that then it may be
changed at the pleasure of its inhabitants.-
This, with the rep al of the Personal Liberty
bills, the amendment and enforcement of the
Fugitive Slave law, and guarantees against
interferet.ee with the inter-State slave trade,
and with slavery in the District of Columbia,
he thinks would restore peace to the country.

Hon. G M. Conrad, who waaanother mem-
ber of Mr. F'lilmore's Cabinet, has written a
long letter iv favor of immediate secession by
separate State action, on the ground that tbe
slave States could not probablyagree on any
plau of united separation, and also because
the action already taken by South Carolina
haadetermlaed the coursed the whole South.

Andrew Jackson, live miles below
the city of New Orleans, defeated the flower
of the veteran troopsof Great Bri'ain, with
drei.dfi.l and most incredible slaughter.

The British troops, numbering 14,450 men,
were commanded by Major Geu. Field Mar-
shal i'ackenham, who was killed. The Brit-
ish naval force was under Vice-Admiral Sir
AlexanderCochrane. |

The Americans, on the other hand, were
commanded byfour Generals, three of whom
were Generals ol militia, who, like their men,
wereagriculturists or planters, and had left
their homes, like their men, from patriotic
motives, on the spur of the occasion. Geo.
P.iekenham was killed bya cannon ball from
battery No. 7, which wascommanded by Geu.
Garrigues. The action commenced at dawn
of day, aud lasted umil 8 o'clock. The Ame- j
ricans lost in the line during the battle but
seven killed and six wounded. Among the |
latter Major Chotard, Assistant Adjutant-
General; a few men were afterward, lost in |
skirmishing.

On the right bank of the river the Ameri- 1cans were uot so successful; their batteries
werecarried by theBritish, led by Col. Thorn-
ton, who was wounded. On that side of the
river the Americans were commanded by
Brig. Gen. David Morgan. Here Lafltte, the
well known pirate, gave very efficient aid to
the Americans. Lifitte, tbe day before the
battle, went and offered his services to Gen.
Jackson, saying that he and bis men were
well acquainted with the nature of the
ground aud the swamp3, and although they
might not be of much use in distant battle,
yet v it came haud to hand he would do good

After consultation with the Governor, Gen.
Jackson accepted his offer. He was placed ou
the left bank of the river, in a comparatively
defenceless position, which it was anticipated
would be forced by the enemy. When the
British soldiers broke over the works,Lafltte,
after ordering a general discharge ot small-
arms, gave the evimmaud, " Clear the decks'."
whereuponhis piratical crew laid about them
so lustily that, althoughfifteen of the enemy
had surrounded one mau, he killed eightof |
them, aud cut his way out. The discomfited iBritish were drivenback over the breastworks,
followed by the yells of the pirates aud tbe j
snouts of theAmericans,and leavingnearhaif
tke attacking party dead behind them. (
