be Constitution of the .United States. The
tight which 'he State of South Carolina pos
\u25a0e«*ed tochange the political relations which
she had held wi:h the other States, under the
Constitution of tlie United Slates, has been-olemnly MCOrtOd by the people of tills State
in Convention,and now does not admit of dis-
cussion.

In anticipation cf the Ordinance of Sfces--ion, of *li eh the President of the United
S a'es hud official notification, it was under-stood by h'in that sending any reinforcement
of troops,.i the Unued Sates in the harb'i
